TIME CHANGES DURING WINTER BREAK

Due to changes in practice times for the men’s basketball
team during the winter break, times for press conferences and
tele-conferences with Coach Todd Lickliter between Dec. 17
and Jan. 21 will also change.

Press conferences scheduled for Jan. 7th and 14th will
begin at 1 p.m., with practice slated to begin at 2 p.m. on
those days.

Tele-conferences will begin at 11 a.m. on the following
dates: Jan. 4th, 11th and 18th.

NEVER SAY NEVER. . .

It may have happened before 1920, but historical records
of lowa basketball do not show a game prior to lowa’s 56-
51 loss to Drake (Dec. 14) in which the Hawkeyes failed to
record a free throw attempt.

Drake was guilty of 10 fouls in the game, four in the first
half. The Bulldogs were called for six fouls in the second
half, the last at the 7:52 mark with lowa holding a 39-38
advantage.

Prior to the 1920-21 season, lowa’s records do not show free
throw attempts by game. From the beginning of the 1921-22
season, until the Dec. 14 contest vs. Drake, lowa had made at
least one free throw attempt in 2,147 consecutive games.

Prior to the contest vs. Drake, lowa’s lowest output from
the free throw line, in recent history, occurred during a 61-
53 loss to Michigan (March 1, 1979 in lowa City) when the
Hawkeyes made one of two free throw attempts.

NATIONAL COACH OF THE YEAR

lowa Coach Todd Lickliter was named the 2007 Division
I national Coach of the Year by the National Basketball
Coaches (NABC) after leading Butler to 29 wins and a spot
in the NCAA Sweet Sixteen.

With lowa football Coach Kirk Ferentz earning national
Coach of the Year in 2002, lowa is one of three Division |
institutions to have a former football and men’s basketball
national Coach of the Year currently coaching their respec-
tive team. The others are Florida (Urban Meyer and Billy
Donovan) and Tennessee (Phillip Fulmer and Bruce Pearl).

Indiana Coach Kelvin Sampson earned National Coach of
the Year honors in 1995 and 2002 while at Oklahoma.

INDIANA COACH KELVIN SAMPSON

Kelvin Sampson is in his second season as the head coach
at Indiana and his 25th year overall as a college head coach.
He has posted a 32-12 mark with the Hoosiers and his career
record is 487-269. Sampson held a record of 279-109 in
12 seasons at Oklahoma. He led the Sooners to 11 NCAA
Tournaments and nine straight 20-win seasons. Oklahoma
won three straight Big 12 titles from 2001-03, reaching the
NCAA Final Four in 2002 and the Elite Eight the following
season. He earned national Coach of the Year honors in 1995
and 2002.

Sampson posted a 103-103 record in seven years at Wash-
ington State (1987-94) and a record of 73-45 in four years at
Montana Tech (1981-85). He was an assistant at Washington
State for two seasons (1985-87). Sampson attended Pem-
brooke State University, where he was a four-year basketball
letterman.

Sampson is 1-1 vs. lowa and Hawkeye Coach Todd Lick-
liter.

THE COACHES HAVE MET

lowa Coach Todd Lickliter and Indiana Coach Kelvin
Sampson have met on two occasions. In the 2003 NCAA
Tournament, Sampson’s Oklahoma team defeated Lickliter’s
Butler squad, 65-54, in the Sweet 16. The Sooners lost in the
Elite Eight to Syracuse, the eventual national champion.

Last season, Lickliter’s Bulldogs defeated Sampson’s Indi-
ana squad 60-55 in the quarter-finals of the pre-season NIT.
The Bulldogs went on to defeat Tennessee and Gonzaga in
New York to win that tournament.

LICKLITER VS. RANKED TEAMS

Todd Lickliter holds a 6-5 record when coaching against
nationally ranked opponents. His teams are 0-3 vs. top five
opponents, including losses to third ranked Oklahoma in 2003,
third ranked Florida in 2007 and fifth ranked Duke in 2003.




TOUGH START FOR IOWA

lowa’s first four conference games include home games with
Indiana and Michigan State and road games at Wisconsin and
Ohio State. The Spartans were picked to win the Big Ten in
media voting in October, with Indiana and Ohio State picked
for second and third, respectively. Ohio State has won the
regular season Big Ten title in each of the past two seasons,
compiling a 27-5 conference record. Other top records in
the past two years include Wisconsin (22-10), lowa (20-12),
Ilinois (20-12) and Indiana (19-13).

THE SERIES

Indiana holds a 91-68 advantage in the series that began
with an 18-12 Hoosier win in 1909. lowa has won five of the
last six meetings after the teams split a pair of games a year
ago. Indiana won the first meeting in Bloomington, 71-64,
snapping lowa’s four-game win streak in the series. lowa
later scored an 81-75 win at lowa City. lowa defeated the
Hoosiers twice in 2006 and won single meetings in both 2005
and 2004. The Hoosiers won both meetings in 2003.

lowa leads 40-38 in games played in lowa City, holding
a 15-8 advantage in Carver-Hawkeye Arena. Indiana won
two straight in lowa City before the Hawkeyes claimed each
of the last three meetings. The two teams have met twice at
neutral sites in the Big Ten Tournament, with lowa winning
once in Chicago and once in Indianapolis.

FATHER KNOWS BEST

As a high school player in Indianapolis, lowa Coach Todd
Lickliter played for his father, Arlan at North Central HS.
Another player who attended North Central and played under
Coach Arlan Lickliter was Eric Gordon, the father of current
Indiana freshman Eric Gordon.

STAY UNTIL THE END

Four of lowa’s last nine meetings with Indiana have come
down to a final shot, with two of the four going into overtime.
lowa defeated Indiana in the 2002 Big Ten Tournament semi-
finals on a last second basket by Luke Recker, and lowa won
in 2004 on a basket by Jeff Horner with one second left in
the second overtime.

In 2003, a final three-point basket by Indiana’s Bracey
Wright was the difference in Indiana’s overtime win at
Bloomington, after lowa had failed to win on a shot in the last
seconds of regulation. In 2006, lowa held off a late Indiana
rally in Bloomington and survived when Indiana’s three-point
shot at the buzzer was off the mark.

Three additional games in the last nine meetings have been
decided by seven points or less.

THEY SPLIT LAST SEASON

lowa and Indiana split last season, with the Hoosiers win-
ning 71-64 in Bloomington on Jan. 16 and lowa taking an
81-75 victory in lowa City on Feb. 3.

Indiana used a strong defensive effort in the first half and
a solid shooting performance in the second half in winning
in Bloomington, snapping lowa’s four-game win streak in
the series.

History & Record Book Online

lowa’s History and Record Book, the supplement to the 2007-

The Hoosiers held the Hawkeyes scoreless for seven min-
utes and built a 29-17 advantage at the midway point. The
Hawkeyes improved their shooting to 54.5% from the field in
the second half and shot 45.5% for the game. lowa also had
just four second half turnovers and won the overall rebound-
ing battle (33-32).

Indiana shot 51.9% in the second half and built a 21-point
advantage with just under nine minutes remaining before
lowa rallied.

Adam Haluska led lowa with 21 points. Tyler Smith added
17 points, six rebounds and six assists and Seth Gorney added
a career-best 12 points (5-7 FGSs).

D.J. White led the Hoosiers with 23 points and 12 rebounds,
hitting 10-13 field goal attempts. Roderick Wilmont added
15 points and Armon Bassett scored 10.

lowa overcame a fast start by Indiana in taking an 81-75
win in lowa City. Indiana hit six of its first eight three-point
attempts in building an eight point advantage midway through
the first half. lowa rallied to pull even at 28-28 with 4:19 left
in the half and the teams were tied at 37 at intermission.

lowa took the lead on a three-point basket by Adam Haluska
and held a slim advantage throughout most of the half, build-
ing the margin to seven, 61-54, with just under six minutes
to play. lowa made its final 12 free throw attempts in the
last 1:23 as Indiana was never able to gain possession with a
chance to tie. Tyler Smith hit two free shots with 18 seconds
left to give lowa a 79-75 advantage.

The Hawkeyes made 32-37 free throws, including 20-22
(90%) in the second half. lowa also held a 42-25 rebounding
advantage. Indiana shot 48.1% from the field, but connected
on just two of its last 12 three-point shots.

Haluska led lowa’s scoring with 33 points, a career-high
in Big Ten play. Smith added 18 points, nine rebounds and
seven assists. Indiana was led by Wilmont with 24 points,
while Earl Calloway scored 16 and A.J. Ratliff added 15
points and five rebounds.

® Jowa and Indiana both have started two true freshmen in the
backcourt this season. lowa’s Jeff Peterson has started 10 games
and Jake Kelly has five starts. Indiana’s Eric Gordon has started
11 games and Jordan Crawford has three starts.
® Three members of the lowa coaching staff were at Butler Uni-
versity in Indianapolis a year ago, including Head Coach Todd
Lickliter and assistants Joel Cornette and LaVall Jordan. All three
played basketball at Butler and are Butler graduates. Lickliter
is a native of Indianapolis.




® |owa’s roster includes two players from Indiana, including junior
J.R. Angle (Franklin) and freshman Jake Kelly (Carmel).

® Jowa’s Jake Kelly, a true freshman, and Indiana’s Brett Finkel-
meier, a redshirt freshman, both played high school basketball at
Carmel, IN HS.

FREEMAN RETURNS TO ACTION

Junior guard Tony Freeman saw his first action of the season
in lowa’s 62-55 win at Northern lowa. Freeman played 24
minutes against Northern lowa, collecting 15 points, three
assists and one rebound. He hit 5-7 field goal attempts, in-
cluding all three three-point shots. He also made both of his
free throw attempts.

He did not play Dec. 8 in the loss at lowa State, but returned
to play 22 minutes in the loss to Drake, contributing nine
points. He added 15 points, seven rebounds, four assists and
three steals in 34 minutes in lowa’s most recent win over
Southeastern Louisiana. He missed lowa’s first nine games
after suffering a fracture to the fifth metatarsal in his left foot
during lowa’s exhibition win over Simpson College Nov. 1.

IOWA STOPS SOUTHEASTERN LOUISIANA

lowa rallied for a 57-50 win over Southeastern Louisiana
Dec. 29 in lowa City to conclude non-conference action. The
Hawkeyes trailed by 14 points in the first half and by seven
at halftime before winning for the first time this season after
trailing at intermission.

The Hawkeyes started the game by hitting their first two
field goal attempts to take a 5-0 advantage in the first minute.
lowa was then held scoreless for nearly 13 minutes as the
visitors ran off 17 straight points. The Hawkeyes used two
three-point baskets by J.R. Angle and one by Tony Freeman
to cut the margin to 25-18 at the break.

Southeastern LA led by nine in the second half before lowa
rallied. A lay-up by Jarryd Cole tied the game at 29 with
13:20to play and a dunk by Cole at the 11:55 mark gave lowa
the lead for the first time since the opening minute. Cole,
however, was injured just after his basket, suffering a torn
ACL in his left knee.

Southeastern LA rallied and led by as many as three points
with 3:58 remaining. A lay-up by Cyrus Tate cut the deficit
to a single point and a three-pointer by Freeman with 3:01
left gave lowa the lead for good. Another Tate basket gave
lowa a 48-44 advantage. lowa sealed the game by hitting its
final nine free throw attempts.

lowa shot just 37.2% from the field and lost the rebound-
ing battle by a 37-28 margin. The Hawkeyes collected 13
assists on their 16 made field goals and had a season-high
12 steals.

Freeman led lowa with 15 points, seven rebounds, four
assists and three steals. Angle added career bests in points
(10) and steals (three), Tate added 10 points and six rebounds
and Justin Johnson contributed 10 points, four rebounds and
four assists.

INDIANA SHOOTS PAST CHICAGO STATE

Indiana improved its non-conference record to 11-1 with
a 97-69 win over Chicago State in Bloomington. The Hoo-
siers have won seven straight games since an 80-65 loss to
Xavier.

The Hoosiers started fast against Chicago State, racing to a
48-19 halftime advantage. Indiana held the visitors to 21.2%
shooting in the first half. After shooting just 34.2% from the
field in the opening half, the Hoosiers shot 61.8% (21-34)
in the second half in coasting to the win. The Hoosiers shot
47.3% for the game, 44.4% from three-point range and 91.3%
(21-23) from the foul line. Indiana also won the rebounding
battle by a 56-26 margin.




Freshman guard Eric Gordon led Indiana with 22 points,
including 14-14 free throws. D.J. White added 21 points
and 15 rebounds, along with collecting four of Indiana’s 11
blocked shots. Jordan Crawford added 15 points and Armon
Bassett scored 13.

Cole is
now out of action for the remainder of the season.

lowa had not started three freshmen in a game since the
2000-01 season. That season, Brody Boyd, Jared Reiner
and Glen Worley started in a game at Illinois. Boyd, Worley
and Sean Sonderleiter started in a game at Michigan State
and Boyd, Worley and Cortney Scott started in a game at
Michigan.

® Jowa is allowing just 57.7 points per game, as six opponents
have been held to 50 points or less and only three have scored
over 60.

® |owa opponents are shooting 38.2% from the field as eight op-
ponents have shot less than 40%.

® Jowa opponents are shooting 32% from three-point range as six
opponents have shot less than 30% from three-point range.

® |owa holds a +4.2 rebounding advantage while collecting more
rebounds than the opponent in eight of 13 games.

® Ina62-55 win at Northern lowa, the Hawkeyes made their final
eight free throw attempts of the game.

lowa has been over 80% from the foul line in three games.

® Senior guard Justin Johnson leads lowa in scoring at 14.7 points
per game. He has scored 19 or more points in five games and
has scored 21 or more points in three games, with a career-best
26 against Louisiana-Monroe.

® Senior forward Kurt Looby leads lowa in rebounding (7.1),
field goal percentage (.667) and blocked shots (1.7). He has 10
or more rebounds in three games, with a career-best 12 against
Louisiana-Monroe.

Hy-Vee Cy-Hawk Series

lowa State currently leads the fourth annual Hy-Vee Cy-Hawk
Series, 16-5. The Cyclones have picked up victories in football,
men’s golf, volleyball, men’s cross country, women’s basketball,
women’s swimming and diving and men’s basketball. Both lowa
and lowa State earned a point after a scoreless draw in women’s
soccer and lowa gained two points in wrestling and women’s
Cross country.

lowa captured the third Hy-Vee Cy-Hawk Series, 14-9 in 2006-
07. The Hawkeyes hold a 2-1 advantage in the in-state competi-
tion against their rivals from lowa State that began in 2005.

Last season, the Hawkeyes captured victories in women’s
soccer (1-0, OT), football (27-17), wrestling (24-6) men’s bas-
ketball (77-59), women’s swimming & diving (181.5-117.5)
and softball (2-1).

lowa captured the inaugural Cy-Hawk Series in 2005 register-
ing a 13-8 margin of victory. lowa State evened the competition
with its own 13-8 triumph in 2006.

The 12-sport series awards two points (except football, which is
worth three) to the winning school in each head-to-head match-up
between the two institutions. Additionally, one point is awarded
to an institution if the graduation rate of its student-athletes is
greater than the national average as reported each fall by the
NCAA. lowa earned the academic points all three years, whereas
lowa State failed to earn the extra points in 2004 and 2005.

A new total of 27 points (13 events) is up for grabs in 2007-
08.

A commemorative Hy-Vee Cy-Hawk Series Cup, which stands
31 inches tall and weighs 19 pounds, is displayed on the winning
team’s campus for an entire year after a victory. Replica cups are
also presented as “traveling trophies” for individual victorious
teams in the head-to-head competition.

JOHNSON AMONG SINGLE GAME LEADERS

Justin Johnson has made 43 three-point field goals, shooting
36.4% from behind the arc. Johnson has made seven treys
in two games (ldaho State and Eastern Illinois), a figure that
ranks third best for a single game at lowa. Chris Kingsbury
holds the lowa record, hitting nine treys in two different
games. Johnson joins Kingsbury (three times), Jeff Horner
and Jeff Moe with seven three-pointers in a game.

Johnson set a Hawkeye Challenge record with 13 three-point
baskets in two games. He had a career-high 26 points vs.
Louisiana-Monroe and added 25 points vs. Eastern Illinois
in earning a spot on the all-tournament team. Johnson was
also named to the all-tournament squad at the South Padre
Island Invitational. He recorded his first career double-double
against Louisiana-Monroe with 26 points and 10 rebounds.

Johnson leads lowa with a 14.7 scoring average while col-
lecting 4.8 rebounds per game. Johnson ranks second in the
Big Ten in three-point field goals per game (3.3) and minutes
played (35.7).

LOOBY IN THE PAINT

Senior Kurt Looby has played well in the paint through
lowa’s first 13 games. Looby is averaging a team-best 7.1
rebounds and is scoring 5.1 points a game while shooting
66.7% (30-45) from the field. Looby, who had a career-best
12 rebounds against Louisiana-Monroe, also leads lowa with
22 blocked shots. Looby has 75 career blocks, just six shy
of ranking in lowa’s career top 10. He had 12 points and
eight rebounds in a loss to Bradley and 10 points and eight
rebounds vs. Utah State. He has 10 or more rebounds in three
games. Looby ranks fourth in the Big Ten in blocked shots
and is tied for eighth in rebounds.

COLE HAS BEST NIGHT

Freshman forward Jarryd Cole had the best game of his
young college career in lowa’s loss at lowa State. Cole
connected on 7-10 field goal attempts, scoring 15 points and
grabbing nine rebounds, both season-bests. He made all six of
his field goal attempts while scoring 12 points and collecting
five rebounds against Drake.

In an earlier loss to Wake Forest he came off the bench to
score 14 points (7-10 FGs) and grab seven rebounds in 33
minutes. Cole, who started for the first time against Louisi-
ana-Monroe, added 10 points and four rebounds in a win over
Eastern Illinois. He is averaging 6.6 points and 4.8 rebounds
per game while shooting 66.7% from the field. He will miss
the remainder of the season after suffering a torn left ACL in
a win over Southeastern Louisiana.

KELLY SHARING THE BALL

Freshman guard Jake Kelly moved into the starting line-up
in lowa’s last six games and led the team in assists three times.
He scored a career-high 19 points in a win at Northern lowa,
hitting 6-13 field goal attempts and 3-5 treys while collecting
two steals. Kelly had six assists against Louisiana-Monroe
and four assists in the win over Eastern Illinois. At lowa
State he contributed 13 points, five rebounds and five assists.
Kelly is averaging 7.5 points, 2.6 rebounds and 2.5 assists
per game and ranks second in the Big Ten in three-point field
goal percentage (48.1%).

Hawkeyes Add Four Recruits

University of lowa men’s basketball Coach Todd Lickliter an-
nounced the signing of four student-athletes to national letters of
intent to join the Hawkeye basketball program next fall.

The additions to the program are lowa City native Matt Gatens,
Anthony Tucker from Minnetonka, MN, Andrew Brommer from
Rosemount, MN and Jermain Davis from Plymouth, MN.

Gatens (6-5, 210) attends lowa City HS. He committed to the
lowa program as a 15-year-old ninth grader. A member of the
varsity since his ninth grade season, Gatens averaged 18 points,
5.5 rebounds and four assists as a freshman.

He ranks as the all-time scoring leader at lowa City HS with
1,353 career points heading into his senior season, a career av-
erage of 20 points per game. He is also an 82% career shooter
from the free throw line.

At lowa City High he has twice been named to the lowa
Newspaper Association all-state team and the Des Moines Reg-
ister all-state team. He has earned all-conference recognition
in the Mississippi Valley Conference in each of the past three
seasons. His father, Mike, was an lowa basketball letterman
from 1974-76.

Tucker (6-4, 195) averaged 16.4 points and 5.7 rebounds as a
junior at Minnetonka HS under Coach John Hedstrom. He has
been a unanimous all-conference selection for three seasons and
is the only player to be a unanimous selection as a ninth grader.
He earned all-Metro honors and second team all-state recogni-
tion from the Sz. Paul Pioneer Press. He has scored 1,250 career
points and could become Minnetonka’s all-time scoring leader
as a senior.

Tucker earned first team all-state honors last season after being
named to the second all-state team as a sophomore. He is a two-
year team captain and was recently named to the Minnetonka
Honor Society for Leadership.

Brommer (6-9, 220) is a versatile forward who attends Rose-
mount HS and played two seasons on the same summer AAU
team (43 Hoops) with Tucker.

Brommer begins his final prep season with 838 career points.
He averaged 17 points, nine rebounds, three assists and three
blocks per game as a junior as his prep team posted a 9-17
overall record.

Brommer serves as team captain for Coach Mike Manning and
earned all-conference honors as both a sophomore and junior.

Davis (6-4, 200) is a shooting guard who is in his first season at
Kirkwood Community College in Cedar Rapids, | A after attend-
ing Southeastern Community College in Burlington as a fresh-
man. In one season at Southeastern Davis averaged 10.9 points
while leading the team in assists and ranking third in steals.

Davis attended Robbinsdale Cooper HS in New Hope, MN,
where he helped his prep team post a 27-4 record as a senior.
That team set a school record for wins in a season and finished
second in the Class 4-A state tournament. Davis was named to
the all-tournament team at the state tournament. He earned all-
conference honors in the North Suburban Conference and shared
conference MVP honors as a senior.

Davis averaged 15.3 points per game as a junior and senior and
was named to the all-defensive team in the metro area. A solid
defensive player, he also averaged four steals, five rebounds and
3.4 assists during his prep career. As a senior he shot 54% from
the field, including 41% from three-point range.




lowa on the Big Ten Network

Amajority of lowa’s games throughout the 2007-08 season will
appear on national cable television via the Big Ten Network.

The Big Ten Network is available on the basic level of service
offered by 67 locally-owned and locally-operated cable television
systems across the state of lowa. It is also available through the
nation’s two satellite television companies, DirectTV and Dish
Network. Currently, more than 50 percent of the homes in lowa
have access to the Big Ten Network, as do more than 30 million
homes nationwide. The Big Ten Network is the fastest grow-
ing television network in television history, reaching 30 million
homes in its first 30 days of existence.

PETERSON STEPS RIGHT IN

Freshman guard Jeff Peterson has stepped into the starting
line-up and ranks second in minutes played. Peterson had
12 points, nine assists and no turnovers in his first college
game. He added 20 points in a win over Northern Colorado
and added nine points and four assists against Florida Gulf
Coast. He is averaging 6.6 points and a team-best 3.6 assists
per game, while sharing the team lead with 12 steals.

BOHALL GETS SCORING BEST

Sophomore guard Dan Bohall set a career scoring high
with 14 points in the win over Northern Colorado. He made
3-6 field goals and 7-8 free throws and also collected six re-
bounds. He had a career-best six assists in a win over Idaho
State and added eight points, four rebounds and four assists
inawin over Florida Gulf Coast. Bohall added 10 points and
five assists in a win over Maryland Eastern Shore. Bohall
is averaging 4.9 points and 2.7 assists and is shooting 80%
from the free throw line.

HAWKEYES HIT THE BOARDS

In a 62-55 win at Northern lowa, the Hawkeyes held a 37-16
rebounding advantage. No Northern lowa player had more
than five rebounds and only four of the nine Panthers who
played had any rebounds. Kurt Looby led lowa with seven
rebounds, while six Hawkeyes had at least four.

The plus 21 rebounding advantage is the largest for lowa
since the second game of the 2006-07 season when the Hawk-
eyes held a 51-30 rebounding advantage in a 78-65 win over
Toledo in the Paradise Jam.

OVERCOMING DEFICITS

The biggest deficit lowa has overcome to get a victory is
14 points, that in a 57-50 win over Southeastern Louisiana.
The Hawkeyes trailed by seven at halftime.

The biggest deficit overcome by an lowa opponent is 16, that
by Louisiana-Monroe in a 72-67 overtime win at lowa.

SCORING BY HALVES

lowa has been outscored 341-333 in the first half and holds
a 405-361 advantage in the second half. The Hawkeyes have
been outscored 17-12 in their only overtime period.

lowa has led at halftime in seven games and has outscored
its opponent in the second half in eight games.

IOWA SEEKS EIGHTH STRAIGHT

lowa is seeking its eighth straight winning campaign, which
would establish a school record. lowa’s current streak began
with a 23-12 record in 2000-01 and includes three seasons of
more than 20 wins and six post-seasons appearances (three
NCAA, three NIT).

lowa also had seven straight winning seasons from 1950
through 1956. Pops Harrison, Bucky O’Connor and Rollie
Williams all coached the Hawkeyes during those years. Only
a 10-10 record in 1949 kept lowa from 13 consecutive win-
ning seasons (1944-56).

Harrison coached lowa to five straight winning seasons
from 1944-48, Lute Olson coached lowa to winning seasons
from 1979-83, George Raveling and Tom Davis combined
to coach lowa to winning seasons from 1985-89 and Davis
coached lowa to winning seasons from 1995-99. lowa had
five consecutive winning seasons on three occasions, 1979-
83, 1985-89 and 1995-99.

lowa is one of four Big Ten teams to post a winning record
in each of the last seven seasons, joining Illinois, Michigan
State and Wisconsin.

TOP HOME PERCENTAGE

lowa posted a 44-5 (.896) record in Carver-Hawkeye Arena
over the last three seasons (2005-07), a mark that ranks as
lowa’s best home court winning percentage over any three
year period in which lowa won at least 40 games.

lowa’s winning percentage in Big Ten home games (20-
4, .833) over the last three seasons is also the schools best
percentage since the conference began playing more than 14
league games in 1974.

HAWKEYES SET ARENA RECORD

lowa set a Carver-Hawkeye Arena (opened in 1983) record
with 12 consecutive Big Ten Conference home wins over the
course of the 2006 and 2007 seasons. The streak was snapped
Jan. 28 when second-ranked Wisconsin won in lowa City.
Following the loss to Wisconsin the Hawkeyes concluded
the 2007 season by winning their final four home games,
improving to 15-1 in Big Ten games and 31-2 overall over
the past two seasons in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

Prior to the Badger loss, lowa had not lost a Big Ten home
game since a 75-65 loss to top-ranked Illinois on Feb. 19,
2005.

lowa’s record for consecutive home wins in league play
is 14 straight. That mark was set during the 1980-81 and
1981-82 seasons when home games were played at the lowa
Field House.

IOWA ON THE TUBE

All but one lowa game throughout the 2007-08 season will
be televised, with the only exception being the final round of
the South Padre Island Invitational against Utah State.

The majority of lowa’s non-conference games appeared on
the Big Ten Network. lowa’s home game with Wake Forest
was televised on ESPN2. The contest at Northern lowa was on
FOX 28 and the game at lowa State appeared on ESPNU.

THE RETURNING CAST

lowa returns three starters and six lettermen from 2007. The
returning starters include senior center Kurt Looby, junior
guard Tony Freeman and junior forward Cyrus Tate. Freeman
is currently out of action due to injury.

Freeman started 17 of 31 games a year ago. He led the
team in assists (3.7) and ranked third in scoring (7.5) and
steals (1.1). Looby started 19 games, averaging 3.8 points
and 4.6 rebounds. He led lowa and ranked fourth in the Big
Ten in blocked shots (1.7) per game. His 53 blocked shots
rank eighth-best for a single season at lowa.

Tate started 22 games last season, averaging 4.2 points and
4.4 rebounds per game.

Along with the six returning lettermen, lowa also returns
sophomore guard Dan Bohall and sophomore forward David
Palmer. Palmer sat out last season as a redshirt transfer. The
Hawkeye roster includes three true freshmen.

With the seven returning players who saw action a year ago,
lowa returns 41.1% of its scoring, 55.3% of its rebounding,
44.1% of its assists and 47.7% of its steals. lowa’s returning
players shot 45.7% from the field, 40% from three-point range
and 66.5% from the free throw line.

IOWA PROGRAM REACHES 1,400 WINS

The lowa basketball program reached 1,400 wins (now at
1,445) with a 79-46 victory over Texas-San Antonio on Nov.
26, 2005. lowa ranks 34th on the all-time list for victories
and is one of 41 NCAA Division | programs with as many as
1,400 wins. lowa’s basketball history includes 73 winning
seasons and 24 years in which the Hawkeyes have won 20 or
more games. lowa (with 22) is one of 31 programs to earn
more than 20 invitations into the NCAA Tournament.

THE HAWKEYE ROSTER

The lowa roster includes 11 players. The squad includes
three seniors, three juniors, two sophomores and three fresh-
men.

Along with lowa native Dan Bohall, the roster includes two
players from Illinois and Indiana and one from Maryland,
Missouri, Ohio, Tennessee, Texas and St. John’s, Antigua.

(Mar. 1 or 2).

Thanksgiving Shootout (1992-93), the San Juan Christmas
Shootout (1997-98), the Big Ten Conference Tournament in
2001 and 2006 and its own invitational 24 times.

In addition, lowa was runner-up in the 1985-86 Far West
Classic, the 1987-88 All-College Tournament, the 1988-89
Chaminade Classic, the 1991-92 Tampa Tribune Holiday
Invitational, the 1994-95 Rainbow Classic, the 1995-96 Great
Alaska Shootout, the 1999-00 Coaches vs. Cancer Classic,
the 2001-02 Guardians Classic, the 2005-06 Guardians Clas-
sic, the 2002 Big Ten Conference Tournament and the 2004
Maui Invitational.

HAWKEYE SCHEDULE NOTES

® |owa’s schedule includes 19 home games. This marks the third
straight season lowa has opened with an exhibition contest
against a member of the lowa Conference.

® For the first time since 1997, lowa will host nine Big Ten Confer-
ence games, as the league has expanded the schedule to include
18 league games. lowa does not play at Illinois this season,
while Minnesota does not visit Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

® Jowa’s Big Ten schedule includes four weekend home dates and
five games during the week. lowa plays at home on Saturday,
Jan. 12, Jan. 26, Feb. 2 and either Saturday or Sunday, March 1
or2.

IOWA IN LAS VEGAS NEXT SEASON

lowa will take part in the Las Vegas Invitational during the
early portion of the 2008-09 season. The 2008 event will
take place Nov. 28-29, 2008 at the Orleans Arena in Las Ve-
gas. lowa’s bracket of opponents in Las Vegas will include
Kentucky, Kansas State and West Virginia.

Similar to the South Padre Island Invitational this season,
lowa will have two home games in the event before travel-
ing to Las Vegas for two games. Possible first and second
round opponents include Southeast Missouri State, Oakland
University, Delaware State and Longwood University.

Kansas defeated eventual national champion Florida in the
championship game of the tournament a year ago, while North
Carolina and Louisville highlight the field this year.

Since the three-point shot became part of the college game,
lowa has played 14 games in which it has failed to make a
three-point attempt. lowa had made at least one three-point
basket in 53 straight games before missing all five attempts
in a 71-61 home win over Purdue in 2004. lowa’s current
streak includes at least one three-point basket in 131 straight
games.

lowa made its 22nd appearance in the NCAA Tournament
in 2006. lowa earned the Big Ten Conference’s automatic bid
by virtue of claiming the league’s tournament title.

The Hawkeyes hold an overall record of 27-24 in the
tournament, advancing to the Final Four in 1955 (fourth),
1956 (second) and 1980 (fourth). lowa reached the regional
championship in 1987 and lost in the regional semi-final in
1988 and 1999.
