FIRST SERVE
The Wildcat volleyball team continues its strong nonconference schedule this weekend as Kansas State travels to
participate in the UK Invitational hosted by the Kentucky Wildcats. The tournament will feature two of the nation’s
top teams in No. 16 Kentucky and No. 17 Florida State. Virginia Commonwealth rounds out the field as K-State pre-
pares to open Big 12 Conference action next week.

The trip to Lexington comes after Kentucky traveled to Manhattan last season to play in the annual Varney’s Kansas
State Invitational and winning the tournament. Kentucky’s home tournament boasts two NCAA Tournament teams
as Kentucky reached the Regional Semifinals before being eliminated by Florida State. The Seminoles went on to
lose to Minnesota in the Regional Finals.

K-State opens the tournament against Florida State at 11 a.m. Eastern on Friday from Memorial Coliseum before tak-
ing on VCU at 5 p.m. The tournament will close with a Wildcat showdown as K-State and Kentucky meet on the court
at 5 p.m. Saturday. 

ON THE AIRWAVES
K-State’s matches this weekend can be heard on KMAN1350 with Brian Smoller calling the action. They can also be
heard on the station’s Web site www.1350kman.com. The pregame show starts 30 minutes prior to first serve. Fri-
day night’s match against VCU will be tape delayed due to other live coverage. Saturday’s match will be tape delayed
but will be live online at kstatesports.com and 1350kman.com.

Live stats will be available through kstatesports.com and ukathletics.com for fans wanting to track the action live
on the web. Live video when K-State takes on Kentucky will also be provided through ukathletics.com.

THE SERIES
Friday morning will be the third meeting between the Wildcats and Seminoles. K-State has won both previous
matches in sweeps. The first meeting was in 2003 at a tournament hosted by FSU. K-State also swept the Seminoles
in 2005 at the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational.

K-State’s match against VCU will be the first time the two teams have tangled on the court.

Saturday night will be just the second time the two Wildcat squads have met. Kentucky won the first meeting last
season at the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational in four sets.

THE COACHES
Kansas State: Suzie Fritz (Florida Atlantic ’94) is in her 10th year as head coach of the Wildcats she is the winningest
coach in the program’s history in terms of wins (187) and is not far off of the best winning percentage in school his-
tory as well at .652.

Florida State: Chris Poole (Arkansas Tech ‘83) is in his third year leading the Seminoles taking FSU to the Elite Eight
in his second year. Last season, FSU went 31-3 and won the ACC title.

Kentucky: Craig Skinner (Ball State ‘93) leads Kentucky into his sixth year as a head coach after taking the Wildcats
to the NCAA Tournament each of his first five. The 2005 appearance was the team’s first since 1993.

VCU: James Finely (Sul Ross State ‘83) is in his sixth year coaching the Rams. Last year he led VCU to the Colonial
Athletic Association regular season title going 12-2 in conference play and ending the season 27-9 overall.

SCOUTING THE SEMINOLES
The Seminoles have played a challenging nonconference schedule in 2010 playing host to New Mexico State before
facing Oklahoma and Tennessee in a tournament hosted by Houston. Florida State fell 0-3 to No. 17 Tennessee and
defeated NMSU 3-1 and Oklahoma 3-0 while those two teams were receiving votes in the AVCA Coaches Poll.

Florida State returns six starters from last year’s Elite Eight team losing only the starting libero. That experience has
helped the Seminoles jump out to a 5-1 record this season and hold steady in the polls at No. 16. Florida State also
boasts a strong international influence on its roster with a total of eight players from outside the United States. Vis-
nja Djurdjevic hails from Serbia and leads the team with 3.70 kills per set and is hitting .372 for the year.

SCOUTING THE WILDCATS
Kentucky opened the season at No. 14 in the AVCA Coaches Preseason Poll and have dropped slightly after taking
losses to some of the nation’s top teams with a difficult nonconference schedule. The Wildcats opened the year at
the prestigious Runza/AVCA Showcase against Nebraska and Iowa State with two losses.

The Wildcats return four starters from last year’s team after losing their libero and All-American setter Sarah Rumely.
This year’s squad is led by Whitney Billings with 3.11 kills a set. Three more players average more than two kills a
set. Kentucky has already played a number of long matches this season with three of the Wildcats’ seven contests
going the distance. The Wildcats are 2-1 in five-set matches this season recently falling at Cincinnati.

SCOUTING THE RAMS
The Rams also have a challenging nonconference schedule this season after VCU opened at a tournament hosted
by Ohio where the Rams took on three teams that were at least receiving votes in the AVCA Coaches Preseason Poll.
Ohio and Ohio State both were NCAA Tournament teams in 2009 and received votes in the first poll. Dayton opened
the season at No. 21 to give VCU three straight NCAA Tournament teams to start its campaign. VCU then traveled
to Penn State last weekend to take on Colgate, Seton Hall and three-time defending NCAA champion Penn State.

VCU is led by Mariel Frey on offense with 3.04 kills a set, and Kristin Boyd adds 2.09. Frey is also second on the
team in digs averaging 1.92 per set while Marisa Low leads with 3.46. The Rams are hitting .145 as a team while
opponents are hitting .282 against them.

CATCHING UP WITH THE ‘CATS
The Wildcats swept through the field of the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational defeating Loyola Marymount, Oral Roberts
and Georgia Tech each in three sets. K-State slowed its opponents down on offense thanks to a continued strong block and
solid passing from the back row.

Sweeping the tournament gave K-State four straight wins heading into this weekend’s UK Invitational at Kentucky after
opening the home schedule with a win over South Dakota. 

K-State was honored at the tournament with the coaches selecting three players to the All-Tournament Team, including Ju-
liAnne Chisholm as the MVP. Libero Lauren Mathewson averaged 5.56 digs a set during the tournament posting 19, 11 and
20 digs to become just the fourth Wildcat to post 1,300 career digs. Alex Muff was stellar at the net for K-State tallying 2.44
kills per set while hitting an impressive .391 and stuffing 2.11 blocks. Chisholm averaged 4.22 kills and hit .231 and posted
2.22 digs during the Varney’s Invitational including a double-double against Georgia Tech to earn MVP.

The trio of All-Tournament honorees were not the only Wildcats to perform well during the tournament. Sophomore op-
posite Kathleen Ludwig hit .357 over the three matches averaging 2.22 kills, 2.44 digs and 1.22 blocks. Freshman middle
blocker Kaitlynn Pelger averaged 1.56 blocks to continue being a consistent performer at the net through her first two
weeks playing at the collegiate level. Sophomore setter Caitlyn Donahue averaged 11.00 assists per set and added a team-
high seven aces during the tournament.

CROWN JULES
Senior outside hitter JuliAnne Chisholm has embraced her new role as a team captain and currently leads the
team in kills averaging 3.43 kills per set. Chisholm has already posted two double-doubles this season as she is
averaging 2.26 digs a set.

Chisholm recently was named MVP of the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational after putting together three straight
strong matches to help the Wildcats sweep the tournament. She posted 17 kills against Oral Roberts followed by
12 against Georgia Tech to go with her 12 digs for a double-double en route to winning the tournament.

The 2009 Academic All-American also leads the team off the court as she holds a 3.97 GPA with four degrees
soon to be on her shelf in life sciences, kinesiology, pre-med and gerontology.

MATTIE MAGIC
Senior libero Lauren Mathewson has picked up 2010 where she left off 2009 averaging 4.57 digs a set through
seven matches. After a slow start in Hawaii, Mathewson posted two 20-dig matches and a 19-dig performance in
the last four matches to pull her average back up and move into fourth in the Big 12 in digs.

She earned her first All-Tournament team honor of the season following the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational
where her passing helped the Wildcats sweep through Loyola Marymount, Oral Roberts and Georgia Tech. During
the tournament, Mathewson surpassed 1,300 career digs to become the fourth Wildcat to reach the milestone for
her career. She is currently 130 digs behind Laura Downey for third in school history.

Last season, Mathewson broke the school record for digs in a five-set match posting an impressive 41 in a win
over No. 23 Texas A&M. Her defense helped guide K-State to its first win over a ranked opponent since opening
weekend of 2007 when the Wildcats defeated Cal Poly. The 41 digs were also one dig shy of the Big 12 Confer-
ence record set just a week earlier by Iowa State’s Ashley Mass against Baylor.

Mathewson also ranks third in career 20-dig matches behind Downey with 17 and has already posted two this
season to put second within grasp at 21.

WILDCAT WALL
Kansas State has traditionally been one of the better blocking teams in the Big 12 Conference. After falling from
the top four in the league the last two seasons, K-State is back on top averaging 3.20 blocks a set to lead the Big
12. The Wildcats have posted 10 or more blocks in five of seven matches so far this season, including 13 at No. 5
Hawaii and 15 against 2009 NCAA Tournament team Georgia Tech.

The Wildcats are holding opponents to a hitting percentage of .166 thanks in part to the wall put up at the net by
the young team. K-State’s top four blockers include two sophomores and two true freshmen.

MUFF STUFFS  TOUGH
After her breakout party at Colorado with 11 kills and .435 hitting percentage, sophomore middle blocker Alex
Muff has continued to hit at a high percentage and become more of a presence at the net as she is currently tied
for second in blocks in the Big 12 averaging 1.39 a set.

Muff recently earned All-Tournament honors for her showing at the Varney’s Kansas State Invitational. Over the
three matches, Muff averaged 2.11 blocks while hitting .391 and posting 2.44 kills. This season muff has hit .316
or higher in five of seven matches and posted at least five blocks in five matches as well.

KILLER KAITLYNN
Freshman middle blocker Kaitlynn Pelger has started her career strong and continues to get better as the season
progresses. In her first action at the Chevron Rainbow Wahine Invitational she posted five kills and two digs
against No. 16 UCLA. She then put on a performance that would highlight her selection to the All-Tournament
Team against host No. 5 Hawaii. 

Pelger was a wall against the Rainbows stuffing attack after attack. She totaled 10 block assists, which ties for
second in school history for a three-set match. She also posted four kills against Hawaii. Then, in the final match
of the tournament against No. 22 San Diego, Pelger’s offense came to form with 13 kills and a .329 hitting per-
centage. She also added a solo block, three more block assists, two digs and an ace.

Outside hitter JuliAnne Chisholm became the school’s fourth Academic All-American being selected to the 2009
CoSIDA/ESPN the Magazine Academic All-America Volleyball Team. She was chosen on the third team and held a
perfect 4.0 GPA in athletic training/pre-medicine.

Chisholm was eligible for the Academic All-America Team after her selection to the first team of the CoSIDA/ESPN
the Magazine Academic All-District Team where she was joined by teammate Kelsey Chipman. The pair also made
Academic All-Big 12 First Team along with Abby Fay and Lauren Mathewson.

K-STATE PICKED NINTH IN BIG 12
After finishing ninth in the Big 12 Conference in 2009, the Wildcats were picked to finish in the exact same spot this year.
K-State received 37 points in the poll and was just one point behind in-state rival Kansas.

The Wildcats traveled to Budapest, Hun-
gary; Ljubljana, Slovenia and Venice, Italy, and competed in five matches over the week.

The trip to Europe provided the Wildcats with the chance to play a different styles than the American
game and grow both on the court and off it as teammates. Some highlights from the trip included a
guided tour of Budapest as the players learned about the rich history and political changes of the city
and Hungary since its founding in 958 A.D. The sights included, Hungarian Parliament, Fisherman’s
Bastion and Mathias Church, Chain Bridge and Heroes’ Square.

While in Hungary, the Wildcats took on the Hungarian National Team and saw a familiar face on the
other side of the net. Prior to the match, former Wildcat, Rita Liliom went through her team initiation
as she wore her National Team uniform for the first time against her former team after recently being
added to the Hungarian National Team. The Wildcats also saw Vali Hejjas while in Budapest. Hejjas
was K-State’s first Hungarian player and earned All-America status in 2004 and helped K-State to the
Big 12 title in 2003.

In Slovenia, the Wildcats toured the largest cave in Europe and visited the capital city of Ljubljana -
The Dragon City. In Ljubljana, the Wildcats saw St. Peter’s Church where the Pope  visited in the
1990’s. The church is estimated to be more than 1,000 years old as it was built during the Middle
Ages. As a true testament to how small the world can be, the Wildcats ran into a K-State alumnus on
the streets of Ljubljana. The Dragon City was full of fun facts as well where the mayor accepts his
monthly salary based on his approval rating.

While in Italy, the players experienced real Italian cuisine, learned of the long tradition of glass facto-
ries and absorbed the rich history of another amazing city on their tour. The Wildcats toured one of
the glass factories on the island of Murano, went on a traditional gondola ride through the Grand
Canal and saw the amazing Piazza San Marco.

The trip was made possible by USA Athletes International. The group is a non-profit organization
that takes student-athletes from across the nation to create teams for international play in a number
of different sports. USA Athletes International donated the trip to Kansas State Volleyball after seeing
the team featured on ESPN Outside the Lines for a story about a cancelled trip to China in 2008. That
trip was cancelled just days prior to departure after the trip organizer filed bankruptcy.

K-State Volleyball would again like to thank Darrell Phipps  and William Edington from USA Athletes
International for making the trip possible. A special thanks also goes out to trip director Petra
Lehrner and bus driver Sorin. The Wildcats also wish to say thank you and good luck to their new
friends with the Hungarian National Team, Vasas Sport Club, OK Vital and Cus Venezia.
