e Wildcats opened conference play on Saturday, tallying a 79-64 win over South Carolina, pushing

the nation’s longest home winning-streak to 45 games (44 in Rupp Arena; one in Memorial).
Anthony Davis recorded his ninth double-double (12p, 10r) on the season, fourth most by a freshmen

in UK history. It was the fifth-straight double-double for Davis, who also added seven blocks pushing
his season total to 75, fifth on the UK single-season blocks list.

Terrence Jones led all scorers with 20-points, the most since scoring 26 points against St. John’s. 
Marquis Teague (17) and Doron Lamb (10) also scored in double-figures for the Wildcats in the win,

who shot 59.2 pct. from the field, it’s highest since shooting 61.3 pct. in the season-opener.

The Tigers won 10 of their first 14 games before
dropping a 65-35 game at Vanderbilt to open SEC
play.

Auburn has three players averaging in double-
digits led by Kenny Gabriel (11.9), who is also av-
eraging a team-leading 7.8 rebounds. Frankie
Sullivan (11.5) and Chris Denson (10.7) are the
only other Tigers in double-figures.

Tony Barbee is in his sixth season as head coach
and his second at Auburn. He has amassed a ca-
reer mark of 103-77 , the majority of that coming
in his four-year stretch at UTEP.  

While at UTEP, he averaged 20.5 wins per sea-
son in four years as a head coach, steadily improv-
ing each year with the Miners, capped with a 26-7
record, Conference USA regular season title and
NCAA Tournament appearance in 2009-10 when
he was named the C-USA Coach of the Year. 

series history

Wednesday’s match-up against Auburn marks
the 103rd meeting between the two schools. Hav-
ing won 12 straight matchups and 26 of the last
27, Kentucky owns an 85-17 (.833) advantage in
the Auburn series. e Wildcats’ .833 winning
percentage against the Tigers is UK’s second high-
est winning percentage (.883 vs. Ole Miss) against
an SEC opponent that was in the league prior to
the 1992 expansion.

Kentucky won the only meeting between the
two schools last year, 78-54, in Lexington.

Kentucky is 27-13 in Auburn against the Tigers.

• Auburn head coach Tony Barbee spent six
highly successful seasons as an assistant coach at
Memphis under UK head coach John Calipari
where he was considered one of the nation's top
recruiters.

e relationship between the two doesn’t end
there though. Barbee played for Calipari for four
years at Massachusetts from 1989-1993.
• Auburn assistant coach Milt Wagner served as
Coordinator of Basketball Operations at Memphis
under Calipari for six seasons.

cats sweep weekly sec awards

e UK men’s basketball team swept the South-
eastern Conference weekly awards as announced
by the league office on Monday.

Michael Kidd-Gilchrist was named SEC Player
of the Week after averaging 21.0 points, 12.5 re-
bounds and 2.5 assists in wins over Lamar and No.
4 Louisville. Kidd-Gilchrist followed his career-
high 18-point night against Lamar with a career-
game against intrastate rival Louisville, where he
posted his second career double-double with ca-
reer highs in points (24) and rebounds (19). For
his efforts against UofL, he was named the game’s
MVP by the Bluegrass Sports Commission. His 19
rebounds was a UK-UofL series record.

Anthony Davis was named SEC Freshman of
the Week after averaging 14.0 points, 11.5 re-
bounds, six blocks, 1.5 steals and one assist in wins
over Lamar and fourth-ranked Louisville. Davis
blocked 12 shots on the week and is on pace to de-
stroy the UK single-season blocks record. He hit a
career-high 12 free throws in the win over
Louisville, finishing with 18 points and 10 re-
bounds while blocking six shots for the second-
straight game and tying his career high in steals
with three.

It marks the fifth time Kentucky has swept the
weekly awards since the Freshman of the Week
award was introduced in 2006 and the fourth time
under UK head coach John Calipari. e award is
Davis’ second this season, and the first for Kidd-
Gilchrist. e Wildcats have now won four SEC
weekly awards this year.

kidd-gilchrist named mvp

Following his dominating performance leading
Kentucky to 69-62 win over fourth ranked
Louisville, Michael Kidd-Gilchrist was named the
Bluegrass Sports Commission MVP of the game.

Kidd-Gilchrist posted career-highs in points
(24) and rebounds (19).

wildcats add three for 2012

At the completion of the early signing period,
UK men’s basketball has received National Letters
of Intent from Willie Cauley, Archie Goodwin and
Alex Poythress, three of the top players in the Class
of 2012, head coach John Calipari announced.

Willie Cauley is Calipari’s first 7-foot signee at
UK. e Olathe, Kan., native is a senior at North-
west High School where he averaged 15.8 points
and 8.5 rebounds last season. Cauley is ranked the
10th best center in the country by Scout.com and
ESPNU Recruiting and the sixth best by
Rivals.com. He ranks 20th overall by Scout, while
ESPNU Recruiting has him at 32nd and Rivals
ranks him 39th. He also stars on the football field,
catching 57 passes for 1,140 yards and 14 touch-
downs through nine games in 2011 as a wide re-
ceiver.

Archie Goodwin a 6-foot-4 guard from Little
Rock, Ark., is in his senior year at Sylvan Hills
High School where he averaged 28.3 points, 7.0
rebounds and 2.5 assists as a junior. Goodwin, the
Gatorade Player of the Year in Arkansas, is cur-

rently ranked as the second best shooting guard in
the country and 12th overall by Rivals.com.
Scout.com ranks him the third best shooting guard
and 13th overall, while ESPNU Recruiting has
Goodwin as the fourth best shooting guard and
also 13th overall. 

Alex Poythress, a 6-7 forward from Clarksville,
Tenn. is a senior at Northeast High School where
he has played all five positions at different times. As
a junior, Poythress averaged 22.3 points, 8.4 re-
bounds, 3.1 blocks, 1.4 steals and 1.2 assists en
route to being named a finalist for Mr. Basketball
honors in Tennessee. Scout.com ranks Poythress
16th overall in the class of 2012 and the No. 3
small forward. ESPNU Recruiting has him 17th
overall and No. 4 at his position, while Rivals.com
ranks him 19th overall and No. 8 at his position.

e early signing period ended November 16.

historical stretch

Kentucky completed a three-game stretch that
saw UK play three of the most storied programs in
college basketball history.

e Wildcats started with St. John’s who en-
tered the season ranked seventh in all-time wins.
UK followed that with a match-up against North
Carolina, the third winningest team in the country
and concluded with Indiana. e Hoosiers entered
the 2012 season with the 12th most wins in history
and have the third most national championships
in history.

Additionally, UK has played Kansas who ranks
second in the country in all-time wins and
Louisville who entered the season 10th in all-time
winning percentage.

one-point games

Kentucky played in back-to-back one-point
games for the first time since the 1978-79 season
with games against North Carolina and Indiana.

e Wildcats have never been involved in three-
straight one-point games.

jones named sec pow

Terrence Jones tallied 20.0 points, 8.0 rebounds,
3.5 blocks and 3.0 steals leading the Wildcats to
wins over St. John’s and fifth-ranked UNC. He
scored a season-high 26 points while tying his sea-
son highs with nine rebounds and four blocked
shots against St. John’s. He tied or set career marks
with four steals, 11 free-throws made and 16 free
throws attempted. Jones scored 14 first-half points
in a win over North Carolina and finished the
game with three blocks. 

champions

Kentucky captured its second in-season tour-
nament championship in three years, defeating
Penn State (85-47) and Old Dominion (62-52) en
route to the 2011 Basketball Hall of Fame Tip-Off
Tournament title.

Doron Lamb led UK offensively in two games,
averaging 17.0 points in the tournament. e Ken-
tucky defense flexed its defensive muscle holding op-
ponents to just 29.3 pct. from the field  while posting
a rebounding margin of +16 and blocking 17 shots. 

in-season tournament success

Since Calipari came to Kentucky in 2009, the
Wildcats have had great success in their “in-season
tournaments.” In 2009, the Wildcats claimed the
Cancun Classic Championship and last season,
UK advanced to the finals of the Maui Invitational,
before falling to UConn. is season the Cats were
crowned champions of the 2011 Basketball Hall
of Fame Tip-Off Tournament.

cats in the rankings

UK started this season ranked second in both
the Associated Press and USA Today/Coaches’ pre-
season top-25 polls.

It marks the second consecutive season, the
Wildcats were selected in the top 10 of the USA
Today/Coaches’ pre-season top 25 and the second
time in three years the Cats rank in the top five of
the AP’s preseason poll.

davis named sec freshman of the week

UK freshman Anthony Davis was named the SEC
Freshman of the Week following the open week of ac-
tion.

Davis tallied a double-double in his first career out-
ing.  He scored 23 points on 10-of-13 shooting from
the field, of which eight of those field goals were
dunks. Davis also added five blocks and three assists to
his stat line. He became the second UK freshman
(Terrence Jones) in as many years to post a double-
double in his first career outing.

The award is Davis’ first this season, and the first for
UK as well. Last year, Kentucky received 13 weekly
awards, tying the SEC record for weekly awards in a
season which was set by Kentucky in 2009-10.

jones named ap preseason all-american

Sophomore Terrence Jones was selected to the
Associated Press Preseason All-America team.

Jones received 33 votes. He averaged 15.7
points and 8.8 rebounds last season helping guide
the Wildcats to the Final Four.

Freshman Anthony also received a vote to the
All-America team.

jones, davis named espn preseason all-

american

UK men’s basketball sophomore Terrence Jones
and freshman Anthony Davis were selected to the
ESPN  Preseason All-America team on Tuesday.

Additionally, ESPN.com writer Jason King se-
lected Jones as his National Player of the Year.

UK averaged 111.0 ppg, shooting 65.9 pct.

e Wildcat defense held the opposition to just
26.8 pct. shooting and forced 44 turnovers while
blocking 18 shots.

Sophomore Terrence Jones led the Wildcats in
scoring (22.0) and rebounds (8.0). Freshman Mar-
quis Teague dished out 16 assists, while fellow
freshman Anthony Davis blocked 12 shots.

Kentucky has rolled up a 47-4 all-time mark in
exhibition games to start the season or in season.

UK fan Bob Wiggins, 84, continued his amaz-
ing streak of following the basketball Cats. e
2011-12 season is his 59th watching Kentucky in
person and through his own record-keeping, he has
attended 1,522 UK games.

His home-court streak spans 49 years and 736
games. During that period, which dates back to
1960-61, UK has a home record of 651-85 (.885).

He’s also been to eight Final Fours, the first of
which was in 1958.

For the second consecutive offseason, the
Wildcats had a pair of players play in the Far
East. 

Eloy Vargas traveled with Reach USA on a
nine-game cultural exchange tour throughout
China.

Vargas finished the tour with solid numbers,
posting four double-doubles in eight games and
scoring in double-figures six times. He averaged
10.6 points, 9.4 rebounds and 1.9 blocks on the
Reach USA tour.

Later in the summer, Darius Miller traveled to
China with the 2011 USA Men's World Univer-
sity Games team. 

The Maysville native averaged 5.6 points and
3.6 rebounds in the seven-game tournament.

international cats

In addition to Vargas’ and Miller’s trips to
China, Coach Calipari and assistant coach Or-
land also enjoyed some international flair over
the summer.

Calipari took over the reigns of the Domini-
can Republic national team whom he led to a
third place finish in the 2011 FIBA Americas
Championship which marked the highest finish
in Dominican Republic history.
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Third-year Kentucky head coach John Cali-
pari kept the momentum going in his sec-

ond year at the helm of the Wildcats, guiding
Kentucky to its 14th Final Four. In doing so,
he became only the second coach to lead three
different schools to a Final Four (UMass-1996;
Memphis-2008; Kentucky-2011).

In a season that was labeled as a “rebuilding
effort” where Calipari and the Cats were sup-
posed to struggle after losing an unprece-
dented five first round picks in the 2010 NBA
Draft, Kentucky instead reloaded as Calipari

guided UK to its 27th SEC Tournament championship, kept his unbeaten
record at Rupp Arena (33-0, tied for the longest such streak in Rupp Arena
history) alive and collected his 500th career on-court win.

Upon being named head coach on April 1, 2009, Calipari continued to
work his magic of resurrecting once proud programs, taking an NIT team
in 2009 to the 2010 NCAA Elite Eight. Along the way he led the Wildcats
to a No. 1 ranking (UK’s first since 2003), the program’s 44th SEC Cham-
pionship and 26th SEC Tournament title. 

The honors continued after the season as Calipari became the first coach
in UK history to receive the Adolph Rupp National Coach of the Year
award. He then watched as five of his players were selected in the first
round of the 2010 NBA Draft, the first time a school has ever produced
five first round picks. Among those picks was the first Wildcat ever taken as
the No. 1 overall pick, John Wall.

In his inaugural season as head coach of the Wildcats, Calipari posted his
fifth-straight 30-win season, the only coach in NCAA Division I history to
do so. In addition to the Rupp National Coach of the Year, Calipari was
also named the Associated Press SEC Coach of the Year.

When he led Kentucky back to the No. 1 spot in the country, Calipari be-
came one of only two coaches (Frank McGuire) in NCAA history to lead
three teams to a No. 1 ranking. He led UMass to a No. 1 ranking in 1995 and
1996 and he led Memphis to the No. 1 spot in the 2008 season.

Much like he did at UMass, when his players graduated at nearly 80 per-
cent, Calipari has stressed academics. Fifteen of his last 18 seniors that came
through the Memphis program have earned their bachelor’s degrees and the
four seniors under Cal at Kentucky have all earned their degrees.

e Wildcats posted a 3.14 grade-point-average (GPA) in the 2011 spring
semester, the highest semester GPA in recent years, and an overall 3.015 GPA
for the 2010-11 season.

Since the 2005-06 season, Coach Cal ranks as the winningest coach over
the last six years.

After bringing the University of Massachusetts basketball program to na-
tional prominence in the ‘90s and resurrecting the Memphis basketball pro-
gram in the 2000s, Calipari became the 22nd coach in UK history, and is
the seventh in the last 80 years. 

Following his second season at UK, Calipari’s overall on-court record
soared to 509-152 for an impressive 77.0 winning percentage. His 509 wins
are the second-most in NCAA Division I history in the first 19 years, Roy
Williams being the other. 

Calipari’s 77.0 winning percentage is the third-highest among active
NCAA Division I coaches with 10 years experience at college basketball’s
Division I level, trailing only Mark Few and Roy Williams. On the NCAA
Division I list for winning percentage for all coaches (minimum 10 years),
Calipari is in 10th place and ahead of Krzyzewski, Jim Boeheim, Bob Hug-
gins and Lute Olson.

With his five 30-win seasons, Calipari has seven for his career, which is

fourth most for a head
coach in NCAA Divi-
sion I history. For his
career (19 years), Cali-
pari has 17 20-win
seasons and 11 25-win
campaigns.

In 1996, Calipari
moved from UMass to
the NBA after leading
the Minutemen to the
Final Four. For his ef-
forts, Calipari was
named Naismith Na-
tional Coach of the
Year.

Calipari led the
Tigers to the 2008
NCAA title game, and
Memphis’ 38 wins in
2007-08 made him
the winningest coach
for a single season in
NCAA history. As a
result, Calipari was
named Naismith National Coach of the Year for a second time in his career.
He is only the second coach to receive the honor multiple times since the
award’s inception in 1987. Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski is the other to do so.

Calipari, the 2009 Sports Illustrated National Coach of the Year, led the
Tigers to nine-straight 20-win campaigns and nine-consecutive postseason
appearances, the only Memphis coach to do that. He posted 252 wins —
28 wins per season — as the Tigers’ head coach, making him the win-
ningest coach in school history. 

Calipari compiled a 193-71 record (.731) during his eight-year career at
Massachusetts, including a 108-44 mark (.684) in Atlantic 10 play. In addi-
tion to five-straight NCAA Tournaments, UMass also made two appear-
ances in the NIT, advancing to the NIT final four in 1991. The 1990-91
season was the first of six-straight seasons in which the Minutemen won at
least 20 games.

Calipari’s personal 20-win streak has reached the 17-season mark after 35
wins in his first year at UK and 29 in his second. All nine of his Memphis

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clubs won 20-plus games, along with his last six teams at UMass. In his
final season at UMass, Calipari was named the 1996 Naismith National
Coach of the Year and The Sporting News National Coach of the Year. He
was also named the Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year for the third time in four
years, as well as Basketball Times East Region Coach of the Year.

During the Minutemen’s 35-2 season in 1995-96, UMass posted wins
over Kentucky, Maryland, Wake Forest, Georgia Tech, Syracuse, Virginia
Tech and Louisville. UMass ended the regular season ranked No. 1 in the
nation in the final regular season poll after being the top-ranked team for
nine weeks earlier in the year. The Minutemen also won their first 26 games
of the season, setting a school record for most consecutive wins.

In addition to his National Coach of the Year honors in 1996, Calipari
was a Naismith Coach of the Year finalist in 1994 and 1995. He was the
USBWA District I Coach of the Year in 1993. 

At 29, when he was named head coach, Calipari began to build a pro-
gram from the ground up, going 10-18 his first season before posting a 17-
14 record his second year (receiving a bid to the NIT).

The Minutemen won their first A-10 championship in 1992 with a 30-5
record, including a 13-3 mark in league play. With a 77-71 overtime win
over Syracuse in an East Regional second-round game, UMass made its first
NCAA Sweet 16 appearance. 

Calipari left UMass in June of 1996 to become Executive Vice President
of Basketball Operations and Head Coach of the New Jersey Nets. He led
the Nets to a second-place finish in the NBA’s Atlantic Division and the
playoffs in 1998, ending a five-year postseason drought for the franchise.
The Nets’ 17-game turnaround from the previous year was the best that
season in the NBA.

He became a member of the Philadelphia 76ers coaching staff in 1999,
rejoining Philadelphia coach Larry Brown, for whom Calipari was an assis-
tant at Kansas.

Calipari began his coaching career at Kansas as a volunteer assistant
under Ted Owens. In 1983, he was hired as the recruiting coordinator at
the University of Vermont, but was swayed back to the nation’s heartland
when Brown was hired as head coach at KU. He spent three seasons at
Kansas (1982-85) before another three-year stint as an assistant coach to
Paul Evans at Pittsburgh (1985-88).

The 52-year-old lettered two years at North Carolina-Wilmington before
transferring to Clarion State. He played point guard at Clarion during the
1981 and 1982 seasons, leading the team in assists and free throw percent-
age. The Eagles were ranked in the Division II Top 20 both years and par-
ticipated in the 1981 NCAA Division II Tournament.

Calipari and his wife, Ellen, have two daughters, Erin and Megan and a
son, Bradley. Erin graduated from UMass and is now in grad school at
Wake Forest, while Megan is pursuing her undergraduate degree at UMass.
Brad is a freshman at Lexington Christian Academy.
