Kentucky’s freshman class of Anthony Davis,
Michael Kidd-Gilchrist, Marquis Teague and Kyle
Wiltjer were heralded as the top-ranked recruiting
class in the country. They certainly lived up to their
billing in the exhibition schedule.

The four were among UK’s top six in scoring,
while Teague led the team in assists (16) and Davis
led the team in blocks (12).

Wiltjer ranked second on the team in scoring
(16.5), while Michael Kidd-Gilchrist shot 77.8
pet. from the field and averaged a well-balanced
15.0 ppg, 6.0 rpg and 4.5 apg.

Through 17 games so far, the four are among
UK’s top-seven scorers with three averaging dou-
ble-figures. Davis is averaging a double-double and
leads the team in rebounding (10.3) and steals. He
leads the league blocked shots (78) and double-
doubles (9). Kidd-Gilchrist ranks second in scoring
(13.2) and rebounding (7.5) and Teague leads the

team with 75 assists and is second with 20 steals.

TRIPLE-DOUBLE COMING?

In Kentucky’s illustrious history, there has been
only one triple-double, turned in by Chris Mills in
the 1988-89 season.

However this season, freshman Anthony Davis
has flirted with history a few times already.

His biggest threat came against St. John’s when
he posted 15 points, 15 rebounds and eight blocks.

In the latest release of NCAA stats (Jan. 9),
Kentucky leads the country in field goal pct. de-
fense (35.3) and blocked shots (9.2), due in large
part to Anthony Davis’ average of 4.6 per game
which is tops in the country.

UK also ranks in the top 10 in scoring margin
(3rd - +21.4) and rebounding margin (9th - +7.9).

Davis ranks eighth in double-doubles (9) and
16th in rebounds (10.3). Terrence Jones checks in
at 74th in blocked shots (1.7) and Doron Lamb
ranks 77th in free throw percentage (82.7).

KENTUCKY BASKETBALL DOING WELL

Both the men’s and women’s basketball teams
are enjoying huge amounts of success. Both are
ranked in the top 10 of their respective Associated
Press polls, making them one of three schools in
the top 10 of both the men’s and women’s AP top

SCOUTING TENNESSEE

Located in Knoxville, Tenn., (173 miles south
of Lexington), the Volunteers enter the weekend
off a 62-58 loss at Mississippi State on Thursday
night.

Tennessee is led offensively by Trae Golden who
is averaging 14.9 points and an SEC best 5.3 as-
sists.

Jeronne Maymon leads the Vols in rebounding,
averaging 7.6 boards per game.

Cuonzo Martin is in his first season as head
coach of the Volunteers. Prior to coming to
Knoxville, Martin enjoyed a three-year stint as the
head coach at Missouri State from 2009-11. In his
final season in Springfield, Mo., Martin became
the program's first-ever Missouri Valley Confer-
ence Coach of the Year and led the Bears to their
first-ever regular season MVC championship. That
team posted a 26-9 overall record, and its 15-3
mark in MVC games set a school record for con-
ference wins in a season.

At the 2011 Final Four in Houston, Martin re-
ceived the Ben Jobe National Coach of the Year
Award, presented annually to the top minority
head coach in Division I men's basketball.

Martin also was a finalist for the 2011 Hugh
Durham "Mid-Major" Coach of the Year Award,
and The USA Basketball Junior National Team
Committee handpicked Martin to join Matt
Painter and Brad Stevens on the United States
men's coaching staff at the 2011 FISU World Uni-
versity Games in Shenzen, China.

SERIES HISTORY

Kentucky owns a 146-66 (.689) record in the
all-time series.

The Wildcats have won three straight in the se-
ries and six of the last seven. Kentucky swept last
year's series including a 64-58 win in Knoxville.

UK has won 17 of the last 21 meetings.

At 212 meetings, the Kentucky-Tennessee series
ranks as the second-longest series in SEC history.

Doron Lamb is averaging 7.5 points in two
games, but has shot 50 pct.

Eloy Vargas is the only other Wildcat with ex-
perience in the series, averaging 7.0 minutes in two
games, scoring three points.

Calipari has recorded a 51-14 (.785) record on
the road dating back to 2005-06 season. The Wild-
cats struggled away from home in the 2011 season,
going 4-7 in true road games.
The young Wildcats are 1-1 on the road this

season.

THREE MANIA

UK has the nation’s third-longest active streak
of consecutive games with a made three-pointer.
UK has hit a three-pointer in 804 consecutive
games, which trails only UNLV and Vanderbilt.

The Wildcats’ last game without a 3-pointer
came 19 seasons ago against Seton Hall on Nov.
26, 1988, a “three-point” loss in the Great Alaska
Shootout.

UNLYV and Vanderbilt have hit a 3-pointer in
every game since the 3-point rule was adopted to
start the 1986-87 season. Through Jan. 9, the
Rebels’ streak is 823 games, while Vanderbilts
streak is 813 games.

NATIONAL EXPOSURE

Kentucky has 20 games on CBS or the ESPN
Family of Networks this year. The Wildcats first
appeared on national television this year against
Kansas on ESPN in the State Farm Champions
Classic.

UK has a total of 15 games televised on
ESPN/ESPN2/ESPNU and five games on CBS.

UK VS. THE COUNTRY
Kentucky has played 208 of the current 338 D1
programs.

CATS ROCK AT RUPP ARENA

e UK has won 129 of its last 152 home games.
Kentucky is on a 44-game winning streak in the
venerable arena. The Cats were 18-0 at home in
Calipari’s inaugural season and were 15-0 last sea-
son and UK is 11-0 at home this season. The
Wildcats are 470-60 (.887) all-time in Rupp
Arena.

CATS WINNING SEC WEEKLY AWARDS

Kentucky has pulled in four SEC weekly awards
this season, including a weekly sweep of the the
SEC Player (Michael Kidd-Gilchrist) and Fresh-
man (Anthony Davis) of the Week in week eight
(1/2).

Davis received the team’s first weekly award,
Freshman of the Week, in the first week (11/14),
followed by Terrence Jones being named Player of

the Week in week four (12/5).

KIDD-GILCHRIST NAMED MVP
Following his dominating performance leading
Kentucky to 69-62 win over fourth ranked
Louisville, Michael Kidd-Gilchrist was named the
Bluegrass Sports Commission MVP of the game.
Kidd-Gilchrist posted career-highs in points
(24) and rebounds (19).

WILDCATS ADD THREE FOR 2012

At the completion of the early signing period,
UK men’s basketball has received National Letters
of Intent from Willie Cauley, Archie Goodwin and
Alex Poythress, three of the top players in the Class
0f 2012, head coach John Calipari announced.

Willie Cauley is Calipari’s first 7-foot signee at
UK. The Olathe, Kan., native is a senior at North-
west High School where he averaged 15.8 points
and 8.5 rebounds last season. Cauley is ranked the
10th best center in the country by Scout.com and
ESPNU Recruiting and the sixth best by
Rivals.com. He ranks 20th overall by Scout, while
ESPNU Recruiting has him at 32nd and Rivals
ranks him 39th. He also stars on the football field,
catching 57 passes for 1,140 yards and 14 touch-
downs through nine games in 2011 as a wide re-
ceiver.

Archie Goodwin a 6-foot-4 guard from Little
Rock, Ark., is in his senior year at Sylvan Hills
High School where he averaged 28.3 points, 7.0
rebounds and 2.5 assists as a junior. Goodwin, the
Gatorade Player of the Year in Arkansas, is cur-
rently ranked as the second best shooting guard in
the country and 12th overall by Rivals.com.
Scout.com ranks him the third best shooting guard
and 13th overall, while ESPNU Recruiting has
Goodwin as the fourth best shooting guard and
also 13th overall.

Alex Poythress, a 6-7 forward from Clarksville,
Tenn. is a senior at Northeast High School where
he has played all five positions at different times. As
a junior, Poythress averaged 22.3 points, 8.4 re-
bounds, 3.1 blocks, 1.4 steals and 1.2 assists en
route to being named a finalist for Mr. Basketball
honors in Tennessee. Scout.com ranks Poythress
16th overall in the class of 2012 and the No. 3
small forward. ESPNU Recruiting has him 17th
overall and No. 4 at his position, while Rivals.com
ranks him 19th overall and No. 8 at his position.

The early signing period ended November 16.

HISTORICAL STRETCH

Kentucky completed a three-game stretch that
saw UK play three of the most storied programs in
college basketball history.

The Wildcats started with St. John’s who en-
tered the season ranked seventh in all-time wins.
UK followed that with a match-up against North
Carolina, the third winningest team in the country
and concluded with Indiana. The Hoosiers entered
the 2012 season with the 12th most wins in history
and have the third most national championships
in history.

Additionally, UK has played Kansas who ranks
second in the country in all-time wins and
Louisville who entered the season 10th in all-time
winning percentage.

ONE-POINT GAMES
Kentucky played in back-to-back one-point
games for the first time since the 1978-79 season
with games against North Carolina and Indiana.
The Wildcats have never been involved in three-
straight one-point games.

CHAMPIONS

Kentucky captured its second in-season tour-
nament championship in three years, defeating
Penn State (85-47) and Old Dominion (62-52) en
route to the 2011 Basketball Hall of Fame Tip-Off
Tournament title.

Doron Lamb led UK offensively in two games,
averaging 17.0 points in the tournament. The Ken-
tucky defense flexed its defensive muscle holding op-
ponents to just 29.3 pct. from the field while posting
a rebounding margin of +16 and blocking 17 shots.

IN-SEASON TOURNAMENT SUCCESS

Since Calipari came to Kentucky in 2009, the
Wildcats have had great success in their “in-season
tournaments.” In 2009, the Wildcats claimed the
Cancun Classic Championship and last season,
UK advanced to the finals of the Maui Invitational,
before falling to UConn. This season the Cats were
crowned champions of the 2011 Basketball Hall
of Fame Tip-Off Tournament.

CATS IN THE RANKINGS

UK started this season ranked second in both
the Associated Press and USA Today/Coaches’ pre-
season top-25 polls.

It marks the second consecutive season, the
Wildcats were selected in the top 10 of the USA
Today/Coaches’ pre-season top 25 and the second
time in three years the Cats rank in the top five of
the AP’s preseason poll.

JONES NAMED AP PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN
Sophomore Terrence Jones was selected to the
Associated Press Preseason All-America team.
Jones received 33 votes. He averaged 15.7
points and 8.8 rebounds last season helping guide
the Wildcats to the Final Four.
Freshman Anthony also received a vote to the
All-America team.

JONES, DAVIS NAMED ESPN PRESEASON ALL-
AMERICAN
UK men’s basketball sophomore Terrence Jones

and freshman Anthony Davis were selected to the
ESPN Preseason All-America team on Tuesday.

Additionally, ESPN.com writer Jason King se-
lected Jones as his National Player of the Year.
Jones averaged 22.0 points and 8.0 rebounds in
Kentucky’s two exhibition games.

JONES NAMED SEC PRESEASON POY

UK sophomore Terrence Jones was the choice
of the media for SEC Men’s Basketball Player of
the Year with 12 votes.

Freshman Anthony Davis received one vote in
the Player of the Year voting.

Jones is the second Wildcat named as the
media’s preseason Player of the Year in the John
Calipari Era. Patrick Patterson received the honor
prior to the 2009-10 season.

The Wildcats placed four players on the presea-
son All-SEC teams including Jones and Davis on
the first team and Doron Lamb and Darius Miller
on the second team.

UK ON COACHES PRESEASON ALL-SEC TEAM

Kentucky had three players selected to the SEC
Coaches Preseason All-SEC teams.

Terrence Jones was named a first-team member,
while Doron Lamb and Darius Miller were both
second-team selections.

Kentucky was one of four schools (Alabama,
Florida, and Vanderbilt) to have three players se-
lected. Thirty-two different players around the
league received votes.

WILDCATS NAMED TO NAISMITH PRESEASON
WATCH LIST

The UK men’s basketball team had four players
named to the 2011-12 Naismith preseason watch
list, the Atlanta Tipoff Club announced.

Sophomore Terrence Jones and freshmen An-
thony Davis, Michael Kidd-Gilchrist and Marquis
Teague were all named among 50 candidates from
34 different schools.

Kentucky was one of two schools (North Car-
olina) to have four players on the list, while the
SEC boasted 10 players, the most of any confer-
ence, from four different schools.

EXHIBITION SUCCESS

Kentucky posted a 2-0 record in its two exhibi-
tion games, earning wins over Transylvania (97-53)
and Morehouse (125-40).

UK averaged 111.0 ppg, shooting 65.9 pct.
from the field and 43.9 pct. from 3-point range.

The Wildcat defense held the opposition to just
26.8 pct. shooting and forced 44 turnovers while
blocking 18 shots.

Sophomore Terrence Jones led the Wildcats in
scoring (22.0) and rebounds (8.0). Freshman Mar-

hird-year Kentucky head coach John Cali-

pari kept the momentum going in his sec-
ond year at the helm of the Wildcats, guiding
Kentucky to its 14th Final Four. In doing so,
he became only the second coach to lead three
different schools to a Final Four (UMass-1996;
Memphis-2008; Kentucky-2011).

In a season that was labeled as a “rebuilding
effort” where Calipari and the Cats were sup-
posed to struggle after losing an unprece-
dented five first round picks in the 2010 NBA
Draft, Kentucky instead reloaded as Calipari
guided UK to its 27th SEC Tournament championship, kept his unbeaten
record at Rupp Arena (33-0, tied for the longest such streak in Rupp Arena
history) alive and collected his 500th career on-court win.

Upon being named head coach on April 1, 2009, Calipari continued to
work his magic of resurrecting once proud programs, taking an NIT team
in 2009 to the 2010 NCAA Elite Eight. Along the way he led the Wildcats
to a No. 1 ranking (UK's first since 2003), the program’s 44th SEC Cham-
pionship and 26th SEC Tournament title.

The honors continued after the season as Calipari became the first coach
in UK history to receive the Adolph Rupp National Coach of the Year
award. He then watched as five of his players were selected in the first
round of the 2010 NBA Draft, the first time a school has ever produced
five first round picks. Among those picks was the first Wildcat ever taken as
the No. 1 overall pick, John Wall.

In his inaugural season as head coach of the Wildcats, Calipari posted his
fifth-straight 30-win season, the only coach in NCAA Division [ history to
do so. In addition to the Rupp National Coach of the Year, Calipari was
also named the Associated Press SEC Coach of the Year.

When he led Kentucky back to the No. 1 spot in the country, Calipari be-
came one of only two coaches (Frank McGuire) in NCAA history to lead
three teams to a No. 1 ranking. He led UMass to a No. 1 ranking in 1995 and
1996 and he led Mempbhis to the No. 1 spot in the 2008 season.

Much like he did at UMass, when his players graduated at nearly 80 per-
cent, Calipari has stressed academics. Fifteen of his last 18 seniors that came

through the Memphis program have earned their bachelor’s degrees and the
four seniors under Cal at Kentucky have all earned their degrees.

The Wildcats posted a 3.14 grade-point-average (GPA) in the 2011 spring
semester, the highest semester GPA in recent years, and an overall 3.015 GPA
for the 2010-11 season.

Since the 2005-06 season, Coach Cal ranks as the winningest coach over
the last six years.

After bringing the University of Massachusetts basketball program to na-
tional prominence in the ‘90s and resurrecting the Memphis basketball pro-
gram in the 2000s, Calipari became the 22nd coach in UK history, and is
the seventh in the last 80 years.

Following his second season at UK, Calipari’s overall on-court record
soared to 509-152 for an impressive 77.0 winning percentage. His 509 wins
are the second-most in NCAA Division I history in the first 19 years, Roy
Williams being the other.

Calipari’s 77.0 winning percentage is the third-highest among active
NCAA Division I coaches with 10 years experience at college basketball’s
Division I level, trailing only Mark Few and Roy Williams. On the NCAA
Division I list for winning percentage for all coaches (minimum 10 years),
Calipari is in 10th place and ahead of Krzyzewski, Jim Boeheim, Bob Hug-
gins and Lute Olson.

With his five 30-win seasons, Calipari has seven for his career, which is
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John Calipari

fourth most for a head
coach in NCAA Divi-
sion I history. For his
career (19 years), Cali-
pari has 17 20-win
seasons and 11 25-win
campaigns.

In 1996, Calipari
moved from UMass to
the NBA after leading
the Minutemen to the
Final Four. For his ef-
forts, Calipari was
named Naismith Na-
tional Coach of the
Year.

Calipari led the
Tigers to the 2008
NCAA title game, and
Memphis’ 38 wins in
2007-08 made him
the winningest coach
for a single season in
NCAA history. As a
result, Calipari was
named Naismith National Coach of the Year for a second time in his career.

He is only the second coach to receive the honor multiple times since the
award’s inception in 1987. Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski is the other to do so.

Calipari, the 2009 Sports Illustrated National Coach of the Year, led the
Tigers to nine-straight 20-win campaigns and nine-consecutive postseason
appearances, the only Memphis coach to do that. He posted 252 wins —
28 wins per season — as the Tigers” head coach, making him the win-
ningest coach in school history.

Calipari compiled a 193-71 record (.731) during his cight-year career at
Massachusetts, including a 108-44 mark (.684) in Adlantic 10 play. In addi-
tion to five-straight NCAA Tournaments, UMass also made two appear-
ances in the NIT, advancing to the NIT final four in 1991. The 1990-91
season was the first of six-straight seasons in which the Minutemen won at
least 20 games.

Calipari’s personal 20-win streak has reached the 17-season mark after 35
wins in his first year at UK and 29 in his second. All nine of his Memphis
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clubs won 20-plus games, along with his last six teams at UMass. In his
final season at UMass, Calipari was named the 1996 Naismith National
Coach of the Year and 7he Sporting News National Coach of the Year. He
was also named the Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year for the third time in four
years, as well as Basketball Times East Region Coach of the Year.

During the Minutemen’s 35-2 season in 1995-96, UMass posted wins
over Kentucky, Maryland, Wake Forest, Georgia Tech, Syracuse, Virginia
Tech and Louisville. UMass ended the regular season ranked No. 1 in the
nation in the final regular season poll after being the top-ranked team for
nine weeks earlier in the year. The Minutemen also won their first 26 games
of the season, setting a school record for most consecutive wins.

In addition to his National Coach of the Year honors in 1996, Calipari
was a Naismith Coach of the Year finalist in 1994 and 1995. He was the
USBWA District I Coach of the Year in 1993.

At 29, when he was named head coach, Calipari began to build a pro-
gram from the ground up, going 10-18 his first season before posting a 17-
14 record his second year (receiving a bid to the NIT).

The Minutemen won their first A-10 championship in 1992 with a 30-5
record, including a 13-3 mark in league play. With a 77-71 overtime win
over Syracuse in an East Regional second-round game, UMass made its first
NCAA Sweet 16 appearance.

Calipari left UMass in June of 1996 to become Executive Vice President
of Basketball Operations and Head Coach of the New Jersey Nets. He led
the Nets to a second-place finish in the NBA’s Atlantic Division and the
playoffs in 1998, ending a five-year postseason drought for the franchise.
The Nets' 17-game turnaround from the previous year was the best that
season in the NBA.

He became a member of the Philadelphia 76ers coaching staff in 1999,
rejoining Philadelphia coach Larry Brown, for whom Calipari was an assis-
tant at Kansas.

Calipari began his coaching career at Kansas as a volunteer assistant
under Ted Owens. In 1983, he was hired as the recruiting coordinator at
the University of Vermont, but was swayed back to the nation’s heartland
when Brown was hired as head coach at KU. He spent three seasons at
Kansas (1982-85) before another three-year stint as an assistant coach to
Paul Evans at Pittsburgh (1985-88).

The 52-year-old lettered two years at North Carolina-Wilmington before
transferring to Clarion State. He played point guard at Clarion during the
1981 and 1982 seasons, leading the team in assists and free throw percent-
age. The Eagles were ranked in the Division II Top 20 both years and par-
ticipated in the 1981 NCAA Division II Tournament.

Calipari and his wife, Ellen, have two daughters, Erin and Megan and a
son, Bradley. Erin graduated from UMass and is now in grad school at
Wake Forest, while Megan is pursuing her undergraduate degree at UMass.
Brad is a freshman at Lexington Christian Academy.
