University of Kentucky Assistant Men’s Golf Coach

Jessie Mudd enters his first season as the assistant men’s golf coach at the
University of Kentucky after a successful junior golf career that led to him being
ranked the No. 1 golfer in the nation, and an All-American at Florida.

Mudd begins his tenure with strong ties to the Commonwealth as a native of
Louisville, Ky., and a graduate of St. Xavier High School. During his high school
days, Mudd was named Kentucky Mr. Golf in both his junior and senior seasons
while guiding St. Xavier to three state titles during his career.

“Jessie has a terrific background in the game of golf and strong connections in the Kentucky golf com-
munity,"UK head coach Brian Craig said. “His experience as an elite junior player, All-Southeastern
Conference and All-American college player will be invaluable as he helps coach our team. Jessie has a
great personality and will easily connect with our team members and recruits. We are privileged to have
him join our Kentucky golf family and look forward to a great upcoming season.”

According to the American Junior Golf Association, Mudd's 6-under-par 64 at the 2002 Henry-Griffitts
Bluegrass Junior Invitational is tied for the 16th-lowest 18-hole round in the association's history. Due to
Mudd's strong play as a junior golfer, he began his senior year of high school as the No. 1 ranked junior
golfer in the nation, according to Golfweek Magazine. Mudd was also honored by the AJGA as a two-time
Polo All-American.

Mudd graduated from Florida in May 2007 with a bachelor of arts degree in anthropology. After gradu-
ation in 2007, Mudd began his professional golf career before joining the UK family in July 2011.

ROBBIE DAVIS

Florida Southern College Head Women’s Golf Coach

Robbie Davis is in his 16th year has head women'’s Golf coach for the Florida
Southern College Lady Moccasins. Since Davis became head coach in 1997,
Florida Southern has won 24 tournament titles, including 17 in the last seven years.
Among those are four national championships, one regional championship title, and
two conference titles. In addition to the 3 national titles, his teams have finished
runner up 5 times at the NCAA Championship. Twenty-eight of Davis’ players have
earned All-America honors, with 19 of them being named 1st team all America. Davis himself has also
garnered several honors during his tenure. He has been named Sunshine State Conference Coach-of-the-
Year 4 times, Golfweek Magazine National Coach of the Year 3 times, as well as the NGCA South Region
Coach-of-the-Year, and NGCA National Coach-of-the-Year.

A Lakeland, FL native, Davis is a 1993 graduate of the University of Kentucky. While here, he won two
collegiate events, was a two time Academic All-American, and three time member of the SEC All-
Academic team. He is also a former Florida State Amateur Champion.

Before his current position with the Lady Moccasins, Davis competed professionally on several mini tours.

Current members of the Men’s and Women’s UK Golf
Teams will be participating as counselors in the camp,
