Prior to Skinner's arrival, the Kentucky volleyball program had not expe-
rienced a winning season in the previous five years and had not made an NCAA
Tournament appearance since the 1993 season. Since that time, the Wildcats have
advanced to six consecutive NCAA Tournaments for the first time in school his-
tory. Skinner led the 2006 squad to its first appearance at the national tournament
for the first time since 1993.

In just one season in the Bluegrass, Skinner returned the Wildcats to na-
tional prominence with a 17-12 record and their first appearance in the NCAA
Tournament. For the team's accomplishments and quick turnaround, Skinner was
named the 2005 Southeastern Conference Coach of the Year.

From there Skinner has continued to take the program to new heights
