THE MATCH-UP: For the second straight year, No. 7 Lafayette (6-22) finds itself facing
No. 2 American (20-8) in the Patriot League quarterfinal round. The Leopards and Eagles should
be familiar with each other as they squared off last Saturday in the regular season finale.

NEXT UP FOR THE LEOPARDS: The winner of Saturday’s matchup advances to Sunday’s
semifinal round and will face the winner of No. 3 Navy and No. 6 Colgate at 3:30 p.m.

REPEAT PERFORMANCE? People may not give a No. 7 seed a chance at upsetting a No. 2,

but all anyone has to do is look at the 2008-09 Patriot League Tournament. Last year, Lafayette

became the league’s first No. 7 seed to upset a No. 2 as the Leopards took down American 58-56.
That win sparked a historic run to the championship game as Lafayette defeated Navy in the

semifinals to earn a date with No. 1 Lehigh for the league title.

LAFAYETTE IN THE PATRIOT LEAGUE TOURNAMENT: Lafayette is 11-19 all-time in the Patriot
League Tournament (the Leopards advanced to the 1992, 1997 and 2009 championship games).
Lafayette and American have faced each other just one time in the tournament. That meeting came
last year when the No. 7 seeded Leopards upset the No. 2 Eagles.

FOLLOW THE LEOPARDS: Leopard fans can keep track of how their teams are doing even if
they are not able to make it to the games. In addition to live multimedia offerings such as Lafayette
Sports Network (LSN) All-Access and Gametracker, fans can now interact with the Lafayette
Leopard through Facebook and Twitter. Facebook and Twitter are both accessible by computer or
mobile phone, and scores and updates about Lafayette Athletics are posted frequently.

LAST TIME OUT FOR LAFAYETTE: A solid first half put Lafayette in a prime position to grab a
Senior Day win against American, but an offensive slump in the second half resulted in a 68-47
loss on the final day of the regular season.

After shooting 48 percent in the opening half, Lafayette shot just 32 percent over the final 20
minutes of play. American, meanwhile, had nearly exact opposite numbers, shooting 37 percent to
open the game before a 46 percent second-half effort led to 38 points and a 21-point victory.

LaKeisha Wright led Lafayette with 15 points and Melissa Downey joined her in double
figures with 10, just two shy of her career high.

14:45 on the clock. McGorry followed that with a fastbreak layup on the Leopards’ ensuing posses-
sion and Melissa Downey stretched it to a 10-0 Lafayette run with her first basket of the afternoon.
Ebony Edwards’s three-pointer with one minute on the clock brought her squad within two (29-27)
and Harris drained a three as time expired to suddenly give American a 30-29 halftime advantage.
Three minutes into the second half, Downey went to the line following an American technical and
converted on one of her attempts to keep the Leopards within two (34-32). Alicia Manning followed
with a long jumper as the shot clock expired to tie the game. The Eagles countered with an 11-2 run
to take a 45-36 lead with 10:21 on the clock. Downey’s three-pointer made for a 45-39 game but the
Leopards were unable to pull any closer than five points.

SCOUTING AMERICAN: Riding a six-game win streak, the Eagles earned the No. 2
seed in the Patriot League Tournament with a 13-1 league mark. Lehigh, also 13-1 in the
conference, earned the No. 1 seed due to RPI.

American’s only slipup in league action came against those Mountain Hawks in the
form of a 53-46 road loss earlier last month.

Michelle Kirk leads the squad and all Patriot League players with an 18.1 points per
game average. Liz Leer joins her in double figures with 12.7 ppg and pulls down a team-
high 6.1 rebounds per outing. Both have started all 28 games for the the Eagles.

ON THIS DATE: In 1992, the Leopards opened up the Patriot League Tournament with a
64-58 quarterfinal win over Bucknell.

LAFAYETTE vs. the PATRIOT LEAGUE: Lafayette has played 373 games all-time
against the seven other current members of the Patriot League and is 156-217 (.418) in
those contests. The Leopards own a 92-177 (.342) overall record since joining the league
in the 1990-91 season.

TOP TEN: Junior Elizabeth Virgin collected her 35th and 36th career blocks against
Lehigh to move into sole possession of fifth place on Lafayette’s all-time career blocks

list. Through 28 games, she leads the team with 17 blocks, a total that also places her
10th among all Patriot League players. Virgin has surpassed her single-season high of 16,
which she reached last season.

HARD WORK PAYS OFF: Of the many strengths LaKeisha Wright has on the court, free
throw shooting typically was not one of them. Entering this season, her junior campaign,
she was a career 50 percent shooter (124-0f-245) from the charity stripe.

To say Wright has fixed that potential weakness would be an understatement. She is
currently third on the team in free throw percentage (minimum 50 attempts) with a 64.6
percent showing from the line (64-99), placing her eighth in the Patriot League.

STREAK SNAPPED: Lafayette’s OT win against Army was not only dramatic, it also
snapped a 19-game slide against the Black Knights, dating back to the 2000-01 season.
That stretch marked the Leopards’ longest current losing streak against a Patriot League
opponent.

BETTER THAN AVERAGE: The Leopards shot a season-best 54.3 percent (25-46) from
the field against Lehigh. That was the first time they shot above .500 since a 52.9 showing
in last year’s Patriot League quarterfinal win against American.

ALL-AROUND EFFORT: Senior Amanda Smith and sophomore Melissa Downey both
put together solid, all-around efforts against Lehigh. Smith finished with a season-high 10
points to go along with a career-best four assists. Downey, meanwhile, scored a career-
high 12 points to complement her four assists in a team-high 37 minutes of action.

SERIES SPLIT: With their win over Bucknell on Feb. 10, the Leopards have now split the
season series with the Bison in three straight seasons.

WAY TO LEAD: Against Navy last month, LaKeisha Wright became the first Leopard to
lead the team in points, rebounds and assists since Vanessa Van De Venter '08 did so
back on Feb. 3, 2007. Wright had a 13-point, six-rebound and four-assist performance
against the Mids.

DEJA VU: The last time Lafayette lost an overtime game it was by the exact 60-57 score
as the team’s OT loss at Colgate on Feb. 10. On March 1, 2008, the Leopards lost a
three-point overtime game at home to American.

COOL AS ICE: The Leopards have shot 80 percent or better from the free throw line
five times this season, including their 80-percent showing vs. Navy on Jan. 6. Their best
performance this year came against Penn (20-0f-23, 87 percent). Lafayette is currently
fifth in the Patriot League in free throw percentage (66.9).

NO THREES? NO PROBLEM: For the first time this season, and for the first time since
the season opener vs. Middle Tennessee in 2008, Lafayette failed to make a three-pointer
when the team went 0-4 vs. Navy. It didn’t to make a difference, however, as the Leopards
came out on the winning side of the 46-43 decision.

EXTREME EFFICIENCY: Freshman Ashley Springer made the most of her playing time
vs. Colgate. She came off the bench for six minutes and finished with a career-high seven
points, including her first three-pointer.

WAY TO START: For the first time in three years, the Leopards opened league play with a
win when they defeated Holy Cross 43-39. The last time Lafayette won a Patriot League
season opener was in 2007 when the Leopards defeated Holy Cross, also this year’s
conference-opening opponent, 61-58 at Kirby Sports Center.

DEFENSIVE DOMINANCE: While 43 points may not seem like enough to capture a
win, that was all the Leopards needed against Holy Cross. Lafayette’s defense held the
Crusaders to just 39 points, the fewest scored by Holy Cross so far this season and the
fewest scored by a Lafayette opponent since Jan. 18, 1995 (Fordham, 39 points).

GLASS CLEANERS: Lafayette not only had an impressive performance on defense vs.
Holy Cross, the team was also all over the boards, picking up a season-best 46 rebounds.

Those 46 rebounds were not just the most this season, however. They also marked the
highest team total since a 57-rebound performance against Fairleigh Dickinson on Dec. 21,
2005.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE (TIMES TWO): Junior LaKeisha Wright has not only picked up her
first and second career double-doubles this year, she is also the only Leopard to record a
double-double.

She finished with an 11-point and 10-rebound performance vs. UNC Asheville for her
first double-double and followed that with 10 points and 10 boards just two games later, a
43-39 win at Holy Cross.

Wright, who is averaging a team-high 11.4 points and 4.6 rebounds per game, was the
first Leopard to finish with a double-double since Feb. 21 of last season (Emily Garner: 13
points, 12 rebounds vs. Lehigh).

INJURY UPDATE: Sophomore Alexandra Serowoky will miss the remainder of the season
with a knee injury.

ALL-TIME RECORD: The program, now in its 38th season, has played 847 games,
compiled an overall record of 423-524 (.499) and recorded five 20-win seasons.

SMITH ON THE SIDELINES: Head coach Tammy Smith is in her ninth season at Lafayette
and 14th overall as a head coach. In 2008-09, she was at the helm of a program that made
history by becoming the first No. 7 seed in the history of the Patriot League Tournament to
advance to the championship game.

Junior Lauren Jackson drained all 15 of her free throw attempts, accounting for 75 percent of the Leopards’ total baskets from
the charity stripe.

She became the first player in two years to make 10+ free throws and shoot 100% from the line, and was just four shy of the Patriot League
single game record (19 by Navy's Erica Hayes). Jackson is averaging 85.7 percent from the line this season, the best mark in the league.

LEOPARDS TOP 60: For the first time this season, the Leopards surpassed the 60-point mark with their 62-56 win at Penn. Lafayette had gone
the first seven games without reaching 60 points. However, the 2008-09 team also started the season in the same fashion and ended the year
by making a historic run to the Patriot League championship.

BLOCK PARTY: The Leopards had nine blocks against Mount St. Mary’s, the most in a single game during head coach Tammy Smith’s nearly
nine-year tenure.
