GENERAL INFORMATION

Office Site:  The men’s basketball offices are located on the Gold Grade level of the
Walter Pyramid.

Game Site:  The Pyramid (Capacity 4,152) is located on Atherton between Palo Verde
and Bellflower Blvd.

Shoot-Around Times:  To schedule a shoot-around time please call Tim Anderson in the
Walter Pyramid at 562-985-8561.  Please allow enough time prior to your team coming
into town to make these arrangements; times are limited due to classes held in all
facilities.

Parking:  Parking for visiting teams in lots 13 and 14 in front of the Pyramid.  Five
passes will be mailed to Head Coaches only.  The passes are valid the day before the
game for shoot-arounds and the day of your game.  Make sure to place the pass on your
dashboard or you will receive a ticket.  If you bring a bus have the bus drop you off at the
Pyramid and then park in lot 14 near the recycling center.  Spectator parking will be
available in lot 13 and 14 at a charge of $5.00 per car.

Visiting Team Locker Room:  The visitor’s dressing room is located at the North side of
the Pyramid in the Women’s Basketball or Women’s Volleyball Locker Room.  The
Event Manager will meet the visiting team and have them escorted to their locker room.
Security will be provided for the team, coaches, and the locker room.  Towels and water



will be provided.  Long Beach State is not responsible for any items left in the locker
room.

Visitor’s Bench:  The visitor’s bench is located on the left side/locker room side of the
scorer’s table when looking at the court from the scorer’s table.  Towels, water, and cups
will be provided at the bench.

Video Taping Area:  A video taping area is available for visiting teams at the top of the
Pyramid in section 109-110 behind the last row of seats.  An electrical outlet and strip
will be provided.

Laundry:  We are sorry, but at this time we do not have a laundry service or laundry
facility available for visiting teams.

Entry Gates:  Ticketed patrons should enter at the Gold Concourse Level.  Teams should
enter at the Gold Grade Level.  Player will call is located at the front of the Walter
Pyramid at the Gold Grade Level.  Gates will open approximately one hour prior to the
start of the game.

Player Complimentary Tickets:  Complimentary tickets are provided for visiting teams
per contract agreements.  For men’s basketball home games, complimentary tickets will
be mailed to visiting teams prior to the games.  If your institution would like to purchase
tickets please call the ticket office at 562-985-4949.

Consignment Tickets:  The ticket office from the visiting school can request
consignment tickets through the Pyramid Box Office.  Please contact Kelly Field at 562-
985-7449.  All unused consignment tickets should be returned 48 hours before the event.

Ticket Office:  The ticket office is located at the front, gold entrance of the Pyramid.
The ticket office is open throughout the day, will close at 5:00pm and re-open one hour
prior to the start of the scheduled game.  If fans would like to purchase tickets ahead of
time they can call the ticket office at 562-985-4949.  Tickets can also be purchased online
at www.longbeachstate.com using a major credit card.  Tickets can be picked up at the
ticket office.

Ticket Prices:  Single game ticket prices are available at www.longbeachstate.com.
Men’s basketball has assigned seating throughout the Pyramid.

Credentials:  Credentials are required for all media.  All requests and questions
regarding credentials should be directed to the Sports Information Department and Steve
Janisch at 562-985-7797.  Credentials must be requested from the SID office 48 hours in
advance of the event.

Media Relations:  General information for athletic media relations may vary slightly
from sport to sport.  If you have any questions please contact the main office at 562-985-
7797.  Statistics after each game will be distributed to the media at press row/box, the



visiting SID and to both team’s benches/locker rooms.  Final box score will be faxed
immediately following the game to all media.  Depending on media requests, coaches and
selected players will be asked to give interviews.  Interviews will take place either
outside the locker room or in the interview room.  Phones are available both on press row
and in the media workroom.  The media workroom is equipped with both phone lines and
T1 connections.  The media room is located on the second level behind the temporary
bleachers.

DIRECTIONS TO LONG BEACH STATE ATHLETIC FACILITIES

From Los Angeles:
• Take the San Diego Freeway (405) South to the Palo Verde Avenue off-ramp.
• Go right at light (South) onto Palo Verde.
• Stay on Palo Verde for approximately1/2 mile, until Atherton Street, and turn right.
• Turn left at first light, which is Merriam Way. The Pyramid will be on the left.

From Orange County:
• Take the San Diego Freeway (405) North to the Palo Verde Avenue off-ramp.
• Go left at light (South) onto Palo Verde.
• Stay on Palo Verde for approximately1/2 mile, until Atherton Street, and turn right.
• Turn left at first light, which is Merriam Way. The Pyramid will be on the left.

From 605 Freeway:
• Take the 605 South to 7th Street/22 West.
• Stay on 7th street/22 West for approximately1/2 mile, until Studebaker Road off-ramp and

head North.
• Stay on Studebaker Road for approximately 1 mile, until Atherton Street, and turn left.
• Stay on Atherton for approximately 1 mile, until Merriam Way, and turn left. The

Pyramid will be on the left.

The following guidelines apply to all men’s basketball games, whether conference or
non-conference, in accordance with Big West Conference rules.

• Halftime will be 15:00 minutes in length
• There will be four media time-outs per half (75 seconds), at the first dead ball

situation following the 16:00, 12:00, 8:00, and 4:00 marks of each half.
• Each team has four, thirty-second (30) timeouts.
• Each team has one, sixty-second (60) timeout.
• The first team timeout of the second half becomes a full (75 seconds) timeout.
• Team timeouts DO NOT CANCEL MEDIA TIMEOUTS.
• Three of the four, thirty-second (30) timeouts may be carried over the second half

and overtime.
• Each team shall be entitled to one additional thirty-second (30) timeout during

each overtime period.
