The Loyola College womenis lacrosse team plays its ynal game of the 2007
season as the Greyhounds host Cornell on Saturday. It will be the ynal game for
seniors Colleen Brown, Kate McHarg, Liz Peregoy and Rachael Pickin who will
be honored prior to the game.

ABOUT THE ‘HOUNDS

Senior Kate McHarg has taken over the lead for the Greyhounds in goals and
points with 32 goals and three assists for 35 points.. Sheis followed in points by
sophomore Colleen OjKeefe who has 18 goals and 11 assists on the season.
Junior Maura Kenny has 20 goals and yve assists. Classmates Kate Filippelli
and Alicyn Brunnett follow Kenny. Filippelli has 13 goals and four assists while
Brunnett has nine goals and yve assists. Freshman Emily Gibson rounds out the
top scorers with six goals and yve assists.

Junior Kristen Stone leads Loyola in both groundballs (36) and caused turnovers
(24) while Gibson leads on the draw with 26.

Freshman Karen Nicolaus is the teamis starting keeper, posting a 14.34 goals

against average and stopping 39.4% of the shots she has faced.

SCOUTING THE BIG RED

Cornell is currently 4-10 on the season with wins over
Colgate (19-7), Columbia (12-8), Brown (19-10) and
Harvard (17-8). Their losses have come at the hands of
Rutgers (11-10), Notre Dame (13-9), Hofstra (13-8), Penn
(14-9), Princeton (18-9), Dartmouth (14-9), Syracuse (22-
9), Yale (13-8) and Vanderbilt (16-10).

The Big Redis scoring leader is Courtney Farrell with 29
goals and 33 assists. Sheis followed in points by Noelle
Dowd with 26 goals and eight assists while Katherine
Simmons comes in third with 29 goals and three assists.
Six other Cornell players have double-digits in points.

Simmons leads the team in both groundballs (33) and
caused turnovers (16) while Charlotte Schmidlapp leads on
the draw with 30.

Goalkeepers Mary Montague and Renee Hughes have
each played a considerable amount of time in goal for the
Big Red. Montague posts a 12.45 goals-against average
and .382 saves percentage while Hughes has a 13.46
goals-against average and a .376 saves percentage.

career leaders in both goals and points. Her 155 career
goals rank her 12th among current NCAA Division |
womenis lacrosse players while her 175 points give her the
26th spot there.

BIG EAST HONOR ROLL
Junior Maura Kenny was named to the BIG EAST Weekly
Honor Roll on February 26 after her three goal, one assist
perf romance against Hofstra.

Classmate Kristen Stone earned the honor on March 19
after recording yve caused turnovers and yve groundball
against Boston University.

Freshman Karen Nicolaus earned the honor on March 28
after totaling 17 saves and recording seven groundballs the
week prior.

Senior Kate McHarg earned a spot on the honor roll for the
yrst time this season on April 2. McHarg scored four goals
and one assist on the week, including the sudden victory
overtime goal over Towson.

McHarg earned the honor a second time on April 16 after
an eight goal performance in two games the week prior.

WEATHER WOES

Loyola has seen four of its yrst seven games postponed
due to inclement weather. The season opener vs. Hofstra
on Feb. 24 was moved to Feb. 25 also forcing the team

to move the UMBC contest from Feb. 27 to the 28th. The
march 7th contest at Delaware was postponed and moved
to April 24th. Most recently, UConn had to postpone the
March 17 meeting with the Greyhounds. The teams have
not announced a new date for that game.

50+ GOAL SEASON

Kate McHarg became the third player in school history to
score 50 goals in back-to-back season with 60 goals last
season . She joins Stacey Morlang (2001, 2002, 2003) and
Janet Eisenhut (1980, 1981, 1982) as the only players with
50 or more goals in consecutive seasons.

FAMILY MATTERS

The Loyola womenis lacrosse team boasts two sets of
sisters. Sophomore twins Meg and Mary Clare Taylor and
the OiKeefefs, sophomore Colleen and freshman Bridget.

CAPTAINS

This seasonis captains are seniors Kate McHarg and Liz
Peregoy and juniors Kristen Stone and Bridget Zingler.
McHarg is in her second stint as captain.

COACHING STAFF

Head coach Kerri OiDay is in her fourth year as head
coach posting a 26-23 overall record. OiDay served as an
assistant coach at Loyola from 1998-2002 before being
promoted to associated head coach in 2003. She was a
standout player for the Greyhounds, earning All-America
status three times in her career. She assisted for the
second season by Kristin Hagert, a 1997 alumni of Loyola
College and former member of the womenis lacrosse team.
New to the coaching staff this season is assistant coach
Jess Roguski. Roguski coached at Ohio University. She
played collegiately at Vanderbilt. Roguski is a member

of US National Team. Volunteering for the second year in
a row will be former Greyhound All-American goalkeeper
Linda Ohrin while former player Laura Carper will be a
student assistant coach.

LIKE MOTHER, LIKE DAUGHTER
Sophomore Jessica Aikens isnit the yrst in her family to
play for the Greyhounds. Her late mother, legendary player



and coach, Diane Geppi-Aikens played both lacrosse and
volleyball for Loyola and later coached both sports.

BIG EAST OPENER
The Greyhounds open the conference schedule early this
year, heading to Rutgers on March 11.

BIG EAST PRE-SEASON POLL

The Loyola College womenis lacrosse team was
selected fourth, tied with Rutgers, in the BIG EAST Pre-
Season coaches poll. Georgetown, the six-time defending
BIG EAST champion, was been picked to win the 2007 BIG
EAST womenis lacrosse regular season title as selected by
the leagueis head coaches. Coaches were not permitted to
vote for their own teams.

Georgetown received four yrst-place votes in this
yearfs preseason poll. Notre Dame was picked second
and earned 21 points, including one yrst-place vote in
the poll. Syracuse was picked third and totaled 18 points,
including one yrst-place vote in the preseason poll. Loyola
and Rutgers were tied for fourth as each squad garnered
11 points. Connecticut was picked to ynish sixth with yve
points.

The Greyhounds had two players on the Preseason
All-BIG EAST Team, as senior midyelder Kate McHarg
and junior defender Kristen Stone each earned the honor.
McHarg totaled 69 points, including 60 goals and nine
assists, while Stone started all 15 games for Loyola,
had seven ground balls and anchored the defense. The
Greyhounds went 7-8 last season, including a 3-2 mark
in BIG EAST play. Loyola returns six starters and 17
letterwinners, and opens the season on Feb. 24 against
Hofstra.
