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and two players who were held out of action last “year,
I's an older, wiser team with more versatility and speed
than ever. It has the big man who plays the power game
Iike he invented it in Unseld, and it has the best middle
man on a fast break in the country in Beard.

It also has little height under the basket, except for
Unseld, and if anything should happen to him . . . Nobody
in Louisville’s camp even likes to mention such a thing.

Louisville also has one of the toughest schedules in
the nation. Of its first 14 games, only two are at home,
where the Cards have always been toughest. Road foes in-
clude Kansas, defending Big Eight Conference . champ;
Dayton, NCAA. runmerup last year; Northwestern, figured
to be a Big Ten contender, and Memphis State, a perennial
powerhouse thatll compete for the Missouri Valley crown
a year from now.

Too, the Cards will play in Madison Square Garden
during the Christmas holidays in competing in the Holiday
Festival along with West Virginia, Boston College, St. Johr’s,
Syracuse, Penn State, La Salle and Columbia.

In addition, Louisville will play its first six Missouri
Valley Conference games away from home—at St. Louis,
Tulsa, North Texas, Bradley, Cincinnati and Memphis.
Grosso won’t be able to help until later.

“If we can survive and come back home on January
93 with a decent won-lost record, we'll be all right,” said
Dromo. “If we can just keep from getting knocked out
of the Valley race in those first five games away from
home, it should be downhill going the rest of the way.”
