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Scouting Bradley...
The Braves will be making their sixth overall appearance in the NCAA Tournament, and their fifth time turn as host of a first round
match-up, when they face Loyola on Thursday. The last time Bradley played a NCAA Tournament contest on home turf was back in
2007 when the Braves beat DePaul 2-0 to kick-start an impressive run to the Elite Eight. 

Seven Braves earned All-Conference honors for their efforts this season. Senior forward Bryan Gaul and senior midfielder Christian
Meza both earned first-team All-MVC accolades while sophomore goalkeeper Brian Billings was the lone Brave on the All-MVC
Second Team. Senior midfielder Keith Mach, junior forward Jochen Graf and sophomore defender Jason Coon all received honor-
able mention distinctions. Forward Desmond Campbell was named to the MVC All-Freshman Team.

Bradley (14-5-2) was eliminated in the semifinal round of the Missouri Valley Conference Tournament after a 1-0 loss to No. 2
Creighton, but has been a prominent fixture in the national rankings throughout the majority of conference play. Thursday will be the
second time the Ramblers will face the Braves this season. The two teams first met on Sept. 18 where Bradley walked away with
the 2-1 victory.

Horizon League Champions...
Loyola began the Horizon League Tournament as the No. 6 seed but ended it as champions. The Ramblers, who barely snuck into
the tournament and were pegged the ultimate underdogs after a disappointing season, ran through the Nos. 3, 1, and 2 seeds in
order to earn the conference title and their third overall NCAA berth. 

The Ramblers’ run began with the opening match on Nov. 8 with a 1-0 win over Cleveland State. The team moved on to play
Valparaiso on Nov. 11 where they pushed through double overtime and into a penalty kick situation. Eric Nock, Enrique Garcia,
Brian Bement, Alex Wynne, and Tanner Nebbia scored points, and Peter McKeown made four stops in eight rounds to carry the
Maroon and Gold to a 5-4 PK win, advancing to the Horizon League final. On Sunday, Loyola matched up against Wright State in a
defensive contest played mostly among the middle 50 yards. Scoreless after regulation, the game went into overtime where Loyola
executed a perfect play that allowed the game-winner off the foot of senior Eric Marofske.

All-Tournament Honors...
Four Ramblers were selected to the All-Tournament Team, including goalkeeper Peter McKeown who was named Tournament MVP.
Joining him were fellow seniors Alex Wynne, Erik Warren, and Eric Marofske. Wynne and Warren anchored the defense that held
the opposition to only 11 shots on goal in three games. Wynne also tallied a point for Loyola in the seventh round of the decisive
penalty kick shootout in the semifinal match against Valparaiso. Against Wright State, Marofske scored three minutes into overtime
to lift the Ramblers to victory.

Making History...
By winning the Horizon League Men’s Soccer Championship as the No. 6 seed, the 2011 Loyola squad made its mark among con-
ference history, becoming the first lowest-seeded team to ever win the title.

Building A Tradition...
Thursday’s match against Bradley will be the third-ever NCAA appearance for Loyola, with all three berths occur-
ring in the past six years. After winning its first League tournament title and receiving an automatic bid in 2006,
Loyola fell 1-0 in overtime against Northern Illinois. In 2008, the Ramblers returned to the tournament, this time
playing Northwestern to a heart-breaking defeat, falling 4-1 in penalty kicks. 

Among the NCAA...
Apart from Bradley, no other of Loyola’s regular-season opponents made it into the 48-team bracket, giving the
Ramblers a great opportunity to see some fresh faces should they advance past the first round. Loyola’s neighbor
Northwestern, who the Ramblers were scheduled to play on Oct. 19 before the contest was cancelled due to
severe high-wave and strong-wind weather, have also earned an spot in the 2011 College Cup. The Wildcats are
scheduled to battle Akron on Thursday for a 7:30 p.m. CST kick-off. 

McKeown In Goal...
Over his past four years with the Maroon and Gold, senior goalkeeper Peter McKeown has worked his way into
Loyola’s record books. With a cumulative goals-against average of 1.16 (as of Nov. 13), McKeown sits with the
second-highest career average in men’s soccer program history, the highest of anyone spending more than two
years in the net. He also holds the fourth-best season average after a 1.02 performance in 2010 and the fifth-best
season statistic from the current season. After collecting 71 saves so far this season, McKeown has also notched a
spot among the career saves list with a total of 157.

After leading the men's soccer team to the Horizon League Championship, McKeown was named to College
Soccer News' National Team of the Week for the week ending Nov. 13. McKeown played rock solid defense
throughout Loyola's tournament run, making a total of 10 saves for three shutouts in three matches. McKeown
earned his seventh shutout of the season against Wright State, placing himself tied for fourth among Loyola’s sin-
gle-season leaderboard. 

Perfect Timing...
Senior Eric Marofske clearly shines under pressure as he has a history of making big moves both in the post-sea-
son and in overtime. Marofske scored his first goal of the season when he notched the overtime netter against
Wright State to lift the team to the Horizon League title. The goal was only the third of his career, but it was the
second time he scored the game-winner in an overtime situation.

Marofske heads into the NCAA Tournament with a total of 12 shots on the season and as a key play-maker among
the midfield. He earned his first collegiate assist against Detroit in the second round of the 2008 Horizon League
Tournament and tallied an assist earlier this season in the team’s 3-0 upset over perennial powerhouse Portland on
Sept. 4.

For The Wynne...
After missing 10 matches in the middle of the season due to injury, senior Alex Wynne came back into the game
and has since been a key member of the defensive line that has helped notch five straight shutouts for Loyola on
its way to the 2011 Horizon League Championship. Wynne finished with one shot on goal in each of the final two
matches of the tournament, including a bullet from 30 yards out midway through the second half against Wright
State, barely missing the game-winner when the ball was knocked off the crossbar by the Raider keeper. Wynne
was named to the Horizon League All-Tournament Team after making key stops to help the defense limit offensive
attacks and tallying a penalty kick in the seventh round of the decisive semifinal shootout to keep the team alive for
their championship hopes. 

Ramblers Shutout Opponents...
Loyola's defense has been the key to the Ramblers recent success as it has worked for its fifth-straight shutout to
close out the Horizon League season. In total, the Maroon and Gold have combined for eight shutouts on the sea-
son, with previous clean sheets coming against Portland (9/4), Oakland (10/5), and Detroit (10/15).

The backline combination of Alex Wynne, Erik Warren, Justin Koehler, and Eric Schoendorf has been able to grab
passes in transition to halt offensive efforts early, limiting strong offensive opportunities for the opposition. The
Ramblers have not allowed a goal since Oct. 26, after tallying clean slates against Milwaukee and UIC during the
regular season.

All-Horizon League...
Sophomore James Howe and freshman Brian Bement have been recognized among the conference with All-
Horizon League awards.

After earning an All-Newcomer distinction for his efforts in 2010, Howe was named to the All-Horizon League
Second Team for his sophomore campaign this season. The Rockford, Ill., native, has been a key contributor as a
defensive midfielder, starting all 20 matches and helping the Rambler backline to a total of eight shutouts.
Offensively, Howe ranks second on the team with three total goals, scoring one in each of the last two regular-sea-
son matches, to ultimately push the Ramblers into the year-end tournament. 

Bement, a recruit out of Waterloo, Ill., quickly emerged as the go-to goal-scorer for the Maroon and Gold this fall.
Bement has also started in all 20 matches for Loyola and scored his first goal in his collegiate debut against Drake
on Aug. 27. Since then, he has notched game-winners against Oakland (10/5), and Detroit (10/15), as well as a
security goal against Portland (9/4), for a team-high of four goals heading into the NCAA Tournament.
