From new academic buildings to a new athletics facility and
a new student center, Loyola’s reimagine campaign is focused on building a better campus for students.

Norville Center (Completed, Spring 2011)
The recently opened Norville Center for Intercollegiate Athletics
hosts a sports medicine facility, a student-athlete academic
center, modern and fully furnished locker rooms, strength and
conditioning equipment, and the Loyola athletics Wall of Fame.

Gentile Center (To be completed in 2012)

The new and improved Gentile Center will be the heart of Loyola
athletic events. Renovations will include introducing true stadium
seating and removing the bleachers.

Cuneo Hall (To be completed Summer 2012)
Cuneo Hall will open where Damen Hall once stood. This
new building will be a cutting-edge academic center using
sustainable technologies to reduce its ecological footprint.

Student Union (To be completed Spring 2013)
The new student union will span 70,000 square feet and will
include a food court, fireplace, WLUW radio station, student
workspaces, pool hall, game room, worship spaces, and more.

De Nobili and San Francisco Halls

(To be completed Fall 2013)

These two new, cutting edge residence halls will sit along the
south end of campus and will offer students new campus living
options. San Francisco Hall will be a“green”residence aimed at
sustainable living.

Halas Center (To be completed in 2014)

The 20,000 square-foot addition and renovation to Halas Sports
Center will improve on and add workout spaces, and will also
include a café, lounge, movie theater, band stage, and rock
climbing wall.

Centennial Forum (To be completed in 2015)
The enhancement of Centennial Forum will provide a new face of
Loyola on Sheridan Road and will include new retail, a volleyball
court, the Outdoor Adventure Program, the University Bookstore,
a new Wellness Center, and the Off-campus Student Life Office.
