Notes from the Pittsburgh Game
• Freshman David Cubillan scored a career high 20

points. It was the first time this season that he
has lead the team in scoring. He became the
fifth Marquette player this season to score 20 or
more in a game, joining junior Ousmane Barro
and sophomores Dominic James, Wesley
Matthews and Jerel McNeal.

• Cubillan had his second straight game with 10
or more points and his sixth of the season.

• Cubillan tied a career high with four three-point
field goals.

• Matthews also scored 20 points in the game. It
was his highest total since scoring 22 vs USF
(eight games).

• With Cubillan and Matthews scoring 20 points it
is the third time this season that two Marquette
players have had 20 or more in the same game.
The most recent time was against Seton Hall on
January 24 when Matthews and McNeal each
scored 22.

• James had a career high 10 assists. He became
the second MU player this season to record 10
assists in a game. The previous time was 10 by
McNeal against Seton Hall. James seven first
half assists was a first half high by an MU indi-
vidual this season.

• Marquette recorded a 10-0 run in the first half.
It is the 18th time that MU has had a 10 point
run or more in a game.

• Marquette scored 43 first half points, its highest
total since scoring 43 against Seton Hall (nine
games). Marquette is 7-0 this season when scor-
ing 40 or more in the first half and 20-1 this
season when leading at halftime.

• Senior Mike Kinsella tied a career high with six
points. He hit two three pointers, hitting the
first two three point attempts of his career.

• The trio of Barro, Cubillan and Matthews scored
10 or more points for the second time this sea-
son. MU is 2-0 in that situation. Marquette has
not lost this season when Barro and Matthews
each hit double figures (10-0).

• The win was Marquette’s 16th home win of the
season, the most since winning 16 at home in
the 2001-02 season.

• Marquette drew a school-record crowd of 19,021.
• The 75 points allowed by Pittsburgh was the

most allowed since Marquette scored 77 on
January 21 (12 games).

• Marquette is 13-8 all time and 2-0 in the Tom
Crean era playing as the no. 20 team in the
Associated Press poll. Against the no. 12 team
in the AP poll, MU is 3-7 all time and 1-3 in the
Tom Crean era.

Marquette Wins 10 BIG EAST Games
Marquette went 10-6 for the second straight sea-
son in BIG EAST play. Marquette is one of three
teams that has collected 10 wins each of the last
two seasons in league play, joining Georgetown
and Pittsburgh.

James, McNeal Honored by NABC
Sophomore guards Dominic James and Jerel
McNeal were recognized by the National
Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) as two
of the finest men's collegiate basketball student-
athletes in the nation. James was named to the
NABC Division I All-District First Team and McNeal
was honored on the second team.

The duo joins 40 others from Marquette who have
previously been named to an NABC All-District
Team. James becomes the first student-athlete
since Travis Diener in 2003-04, and 21st overall for
MU to make the first team. McNeal is the 17th
Golden Eagle to make the second team and follows
Steve Novak who made it last season. Marquette
has also had four third-team members.

James and McNeal were two of 150 selected from
15 districts and are now eligible for the NCAA
Division I All-American teams that will be
announced at the conclusion of the season. 

James Named Naismith Award Finalist
Marquette men's basketball point guard Dominic
James has been named one of 30 finalists for the
men's Naismith Trophy. The sophomore is the first
Golden Eagle to be named a finalist since Dwyane
Wade in 2003.

Aaron Gray (Pittsburgh), Jeff Green (Georgetown)
and Roy Hibbert (Georgetown) join James as the
four finalists from the BIG EAST.

In 1978, Butch Lee became the first and only MU
student-athlete to win the Naismith Award. That
season, he was also named the Basketball Weekly
Player of the Year and was named an All-American
by eight organizations, including the Associated
Press.

James Named Bob Cousy Award Finalist
The Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in
conjunction with the Harford Financial Services
Group, Inc. announced, Thursday, Marquette soph-
omore Dominic James has been named a finalist
for the Bob Cousy Award, presented each year to
the nation's top point guard. He is one of a record
17 in the running for the honor that were chosen
from a pool of over fifty candidates from NCAA
Division I, II and III institutions.

James Announced to Wooden Award Midseason
All-American Team
Marquette sophomore Dominic James has been
named to the Wooden Award Midseason All-
American Team. The list of 30 nominees, all front-
runners for the prestigious award, is based on indi-
vidual player performance and team records during
the first half of the season.

James leads the Golden Eagles and as of Jan. 29
ranked sixth in the BIG EAST with 16.5 points per
game. He was also fourth in the conference in
steals per game (2.21) and seventh in assists
(4.65) per game. He was named to the John R.
Wooden Preseason Top 50 list in October.

Strength of Schedule
Marquette has the 14th toughest schedule in the
NCAA according to collegerpi.com, but has one of
the toughest schedules in BIG EAST play. Of repeat
opponents in league play, Marquette's teams
(Pittsburgh, Louisville and Providence) are a co
bined 33-15 (68.8 percent), the best in league
play. Marquette's opponents in BIG EAST play had
a winning percentage of 56.5. Only Villanova hada
tougher schedule at 56.7 percent.

10 Assist Club
Sophomores Jerel McNeal and Dominic James each
recorded 10 assists this season. McNeal had 10 in
the win over Seton Hall. James did it against
Pittsburgh. Both were career highs.

Matthews Steps Up To The Line
Sophomore Wesley Matthews was 10-for-10 from
the line in the February 3 win over Providence,
recording the most attempts without a miss by a
Marquette player this season. It was the first time
in 41 games that an MU player has made 10 or
more free throws without a miss (Steve Novak, 11-
for-11 vs Connecticut, January 3, 2006). 

It took just five more games for Matthews to hit at
least 10 free throws without a miss for a second
time. He hit 12-of-12 against Villanova. He leads
the team in free throw shooting at 75.2 percent.

Fitzgerald Moves Up on Three-Point List
Junior Dan Fitzgerald is Marquette’s leading three-
point shooter at 42.9 percent. In his two seasons
at Marquette, Fitzgerald has made 41.1 percent of
his three-point attempts, moving him into fourth
place on the Marquette career list.

McNeal Records Double Double, Sets Personal
Best with 10 Assists
Sophomore guard Jerel McNeal had his first double
double of the season and second of his career in
the win over Seton Hall. He scored a game high 22

points and had a career best 10 assists. He is the
only active MU player to have 10 assists in a game
during some point in his career.

McNeal Records Another Double Double, Sets
Personal Best with 12 Rebounds
Sophomore guard Jerel McNeal had his second
double double of the season and third of his career
in the win over Providence on February 3. He
scored a game high 18 points and had a career
high tying 12 rebounds. 

James Named Player of the Week in Back to
Back Weeks
Sophomore guard Dominic James received BIG
EAST Conference Men's Basketball weekly honors
on Monday, January 15 and Monday, January 22.

James averaged 19.0 points, 5.0 assists, 4.5
rebounds and 4.0 steals while leading Marquette
to a pair of league wins over ranked opponents. In
a 73-69 victory at No. 24/22 Connecticut, James
had 17 points, four assists and three steals. The
win ended UConn's 31-game home winning streak.
James, a native of Richmond, Ind., followed that
performance with 21 points, six assists and five
steals in an 81-63 triumph over No. 21/21 West
Virginia.

He followed that up with a 23-point effort against
no. 6 Pittsburgh in which he sank crucial free
throws in overtime to give MU a pivotal road vic-
tory.  The selections mark the third time in his
career that he has been named BIG EAST player of
the week.

20 Wins in Second Straight Year
With the win over Providence, Marquette claimed
its second-consecutive 20 win season and the
fourth in the Tom Crean era. By calendar date, it is
the quickest Marquette has reached 20 wins (Feb.
6 in 2001-02 with its 20th). MU won its 20th by
its 23rd game that season. In all, Marquette has
won 20 games or more in 29 seasons. The most
wins by a Marquette team during the regular sea-
son was 26, set in 1970-71.

Amongst The Best in Thievery
Sophomore Jerel McNeal has been adept at coming
up steals in 2006-07. Twice, he has recorded six
steals in a game and he had a season-best seven
against North Dakota State. With 76 steals on the
season, he is 11th in NCAA Division I in total
steals. He has led Marquette to a season total of
283 steals, the 13th best total in the nation.

McNeal finished the regular season with 76 steals.
The school record is 89, set by Michael Wilson in
1980-81. His current total of 76 is fifth in single
season steals at MU.

He hit eight
free throws down the stretch to seal the win and
become the fifth MU player this season to score 20
or more points.

Fitzgerald Does the Same
Junior Dan Fitzgerald scored a career high 14
points in the win over Pittsburgh, hitting four
three pointers, tying David Cubillan and Dominic
James (who also had four threes against Pitt) for
a season high for an MU individual.

As Does Hayward
Freshman Lazar Hayward scored a career best 14
points against Georgetown on February 10, return-
ing to the starting lineup one game after playing
as a reserve for the first time in seven games. Two
games later, he posed an 18-point effort against
Villanova to re-set a career high.

Matthews Strings Best Three Games Together
Sophomore Wesley Matthews followed up a 22
point career best game against Savannah State
with a team-high 14 against Providence. The com-
bination of 36 points was the best back-to-back
performance in Matthews’ career. He also had 14
against Syracuse, giving him a career-high three-
game span of 50 points. 

Matthews has since bettered his three game
stretch scoring a total of 53 points against
Louisville (17), Pittsburgh (14) and Seton Hall
(22). The Pittsburgh and Seton Hall performances
tied his best two-game stretch. 

Barro Bangs The Boards
Junior Ousmane Barro has turned into one of the
better rebounders, especially on the offensive end,
this season. The 6-10 forward leads the team at
7.0 rebounds per game. He had a three game
stretch where he averaged 10.7 rebounds per
game with 12 against Rutgers, 11 against
Georgetown and nine against DePaul. He has
seven double figure rebound games this year. In
BIG EAST games, he is currently second in offen-
sive rebounding at 3.60 per game.

McNeal Misses Action
For the first time in his career, Jerel McNeal missed
a game. He didn’t play in MU’s January 4 loss at
Providence. He suffered an injury in a collision in
practice on January 1. He returned to action after
a one game absence, scoring 16 points against
Syracuse on January 7. 

McNeal also missed the March 3 game against
Pittsburgh, a game Marquette won, 75-71. He
injured his shooting hand in practice the day
before.

Freshman David Cubillan found his way into the
starting lineup against Providence, marking his
first career start. He played a career-high 30 min-
utes.

The next game, Lazar Hayward appeared in the
starting five against Syracuse. He played 18 min-
utes and had seven points. Hayward has started
11 games this season.

On The Run
Marquette has made a habit of going on scoring
runs in 2006-07. Four times this year, Marquette
has had runs of 14-0. Marquette has had runs of
10-0 or more 18 times this season. Four times this
year, MU has had multiple runs in one game.
Marquette had runs of 10 and 14 against Detroit,
11 and 14 against Eastern Michigan and 11 and 14
against Northwestern State. 

McNeal was Mr. Everything Against Seton Hall
Jerel McNeal scored 22 points, had 10 assists and
seven boards against Seton Hall. The points and
assists tied career highs. McNeal was the fourth
player in Division I to have 22 points, 10 assists
and seven rebounds in a game this season. He was
the only player to do all that in a game and get
four steals. Last season, just one player, Keydren
Clark, had those numbers or better in a game.
Since the 1996-97 season, 12 players have done
so (Clark, St. Peters; Terrance Thomas, Baylor;
Blake Stepp, Gonzaga; Garrett Richardson,
Tennessee State; Chuck Eldson, South Carolina;

It was the first time since a 62-47 win
against DePaul on Jan 17, 2004 that Marquette
has had two players score 20 or more in a game,
a span of 29 games. McNeal and Matthews again
scored 22 points each in an 89-76 win over Seton
Hall marking twice in an eight game span that
they each scored 20 or more in a game.

Matthews was part of another duo that scored 20
in a game when he and freshman David Cubillan
each scored 20 points in a win over Pittsburgh on
March 3.

In a Class by Himself
Sophomore Jerel McNeal is the consummate all-
around player. He one of three players in country
to average at least 14.0 points per game, 4.0
rebounds per game, 3.5 assists per game and 2.6
steals per game. Tony Lee of Robert Morris and
Ibrahim Jabber of Pennsylvania are also in this
list.

Since the 1996-97 season, only 48 players have
played more than 20 games in a season and fin-
ished the year with those numbers (Source Stats,
Inc.).
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Fitzgerald Jumps into Starting Five
For the first time in 2006-07 and the third time at
Marquette, junior forward Dan Fitzgerald found his
way into the starting lineup in the December 5
game against Delaware State. Fitzgerald had his
best outing of the season, scoring a season high
13 points and grabbing a season best seven boards
in the win. Fitzgerald was in the starting lineup for
three games before returning to his role as a bench
player. In all, Fitzgerald has started eight times
this season. MU is 7-1 when he starts.

20 Point Options
With 25 points against Morgan State, Jerel McNeal
set a career best scoring mark. He also became the
fourth different MU player to score 20 or more in
a game this season, joining Dominic James,
Ousmane Barro and Wesley Matthews.

Mr. Consistency
Sophomore Jerel McNeal is one of Marquette’s most
consistent scoring options. McNeal scored 16, 16,
16, 15 and 17 in a stretch from Delaware State to
Morgan State. His double figure scoring streak
ended at 10 games, a season long for an MU play-
er, after a six-point outing against Savannah State.
He currently owns a nine-game double figure scor-
ing streak and has scored 10 or more points in 24
of the 29 games in which he’s played.

James and the 20 Mark
Sophomore Dominic James hit or topped the 20-
point mark in back-to-back games putting up 25
against Duke and 22 against Valparaiso in succes-
sive contests. He was one point shy of making it
three in a row, scoring 19 against Northwestern
State. He has a total of seven 20 point games this
season (including two of the last three) and 12 in
his career.

Barro Collects Sixth Double Double
Junior Ousmane Barro recorded Marquette’s first
double double of the season, a 10-point, 13-
rebound effort against Valparaiso. The 13 rebounds
were a career best. He followed that up with a 21-
point, 13-rebound night against Northwestern
State. The 21 points marked a career high while
the 13 boards tied a career mark. Barro has his
total up to three double doubles after a 17-point,
13-rebound effort against Connecticut. Barro his
total up to three double doubles after a 17-point,
13-rebound effort against Connecticut. He
grabbed his fourth double double with 14 points
and 11 boards in the win over Louisville. Against
Rutgers, he led the team with 11 points and 11
rebounds to record his fifth double double of the
year and scored 14 points and 12 rebounds against
Georgetown for his sixth double double. 

James Down the Stretch
Sophomore Dominic James has been a scoring
machine late in games for Marquette. He scored
the Golden Eagles’ final 18 points, including a

three-point field goal with 3.2 seconds to play, in
the 65-62 win over Valparaiso. He averages 3.3 of
MU’s 11.9 points per game in the final five min-
utes of games.
Cubillan Heats Up From Three
Freshman David Cubillan is in the top 10 in the
BIG EAST rankings. He used his sharp shooting to
record 10 points against Detroit. He followed that
up with 10 against Eastern Michigan and bettered
that with a collegiate best 11 against Texas Tech.
He set a career high with four three pointers and
20 points against Pittsburgh. 

Hayward Gets Collegiate High
Freshman Lazar Hayward made a big splash in the
final game of the CBE Classic Milwaukee Region
with a career best 14 points against Detroit. He
followed that up with 13 against Eastern
Michigan. Against Eastern Michigan, he grabbed
eight boards and tied that mark with eight against
Wisconsin. He later tied the points mark with 14
against Georgetown and broke it two games later
against Villanova, scoring 18 points on 5-of-7
shooting.

Matthews Joins 20 Point Club
Sophomore Wesley Matthews poured in 20 points
in a CBE Classic semifinal round win over Texas
Tech. At the time, he became the second Golden
Eagle to score 20 in a game this season, joining
Dominic James. He scored 22 points, a career high,
in a win over Savannah State to close out non-
conference play this year and also scored 22
against Seton Hall. Dominic James, Ousmane Barro
and Jerel McNeal also have 20 points in a game
this year.

Crean Locks Up 150
Head coach Tom Crean earned his 150th career win
with a defeat of Delaware State on December 5 —
all of which have come at Marquette. In his eighth
season, Crean joined Bill Chandler (193) and Al
McGuire (295) as the only coaches at MU with 150
wins at the school. Crean had 150 wins in 227
career games. McGuire got to 150 wins in 204
career games. Chandler hit the mark in 270
games.

MU Beats Two Top 10 Teams in One Season
With wins over no. 9/8 Duke in the CBE Classic
title game and no. 6/6 Pittsburgh, Marquette
improved to 8-9 against top 10 teams in the Tom
Crean era. Marquette is 4-2 against nationally
ranked teams this season. It is the second time in
as many years and third time in the Tom Crean era
that MU has won games against two top 10 teams
in the same season.

McGuire was a leader on and off the court, and the
people of Milwaukee adopted the Brooklyn native as one
of their own. McGuire's final game was March 28, 1977,
the NCAA championship game in Atlanta in which
Marquette beat North Carolina, 67-59. After a second
career as a sportscaster for NBC and CBS, he died January
26, 2001 of a blood disorder at the age of 72.

Distinguished actor Cotter Smith will reprise his role
as McGuire. Smith's New York theatre credits include the
Broadway production of Wendy Wasserstein's An
American Daughter, Lanford Wilson's Burn This and Paula
Vogel's How I Learned to Drive, as well as ten years as a
member of the Circle Repertory Company. His numerous
television and film credits range from his debut twenty-
five years ago as Robert Kennedy in the mini-series
Blood Feud to his more recent role as the President of
the United States in the Twentieth Century Fox film X2:
X-Men United. He is also the co-artistic director of the
Cornerstone Theatre Company in Milwaukee. Heidi
Mueller-Smith, director and co-founder of the company,
directs her husband in the production.

Sichting served
as the Timberwolves director of scouting and play-
er development prior to moving to the bench.

Seltzer spent the previous nine seasons as a mem-
ber of Kelvin Sampson's staff at Oklahoma. During
his time in Norman, the Sooners averaged 25 wins
per season and earned NCAA Tournament berths
eight times, reaching the Sweet 16 in 1999, the
Final Four in 2002 and the Elite Eight in 2003.
Seltzer, who flourishes in the role of player devel-
opment, was selected as one of four court coach-
es for USA Basketball national team trials in July
2004. 

Home Court Advantage
Marquette won at least 14 games at home for the
seventh straight this year. The Golden Eagles are
currently 116-22 (84.1 percent) at home since
2001. Marquette has drawn 287,872 for its 19
home games this season (15,151 average), the
seventh straight season that the program has
averaged more than 10,000 fans per game. The
program has drawn 1.8 million spectators during
Tom Crean’s eight seasons as head coach, making
the Bradley Center one of the nation’s toughest
venues for opposing teams. Since 2002, Marquette
has averaged 14,253 fans, the third best among
BIG EAST Schools.

Post Season Play
Marquette’s post season appearance in 2006 was
the program’s 39th all-time, ninth-most in Division
I. It was the school’s 24th appearance in the NCAA
Tournament. MU’s all-time record in NCAA Tourney
games stands at 32-25 (56.1). Tom Crean led the
Golden Eagles to the post season for the fifth con-
secutive year, and sixth time in his seven years as
head coach. MU participated in a national post
season tournament in 11 of the last 13 years.

Youth Will Be Served
Only two Marquette players on the roster have at
least two seasons in a Golden Eagle uniform.
Senior Mike Kinsella has played at Marquette each
of the last two years as has junior Ousmane Barro.
Coming into the year, Kinsella had played in 30
career games while Barro had seen action in 58.
Combined Barro and Kinsella had played in 88 of
the 248 total games played by the current
Marquette roster. The entire returning roster
entered the year with an average of 31 games
played.

Point Guard U
Sophomore point guard Dominic James continues a
successful line of point guards at Marquette. The pre-
vious four points guards — Tony Miller (‘92-’95; 8.3
ppg, 7.8 apg), Aaron Hutchins (‘95-’98; 11.8 ppg,
4.5 apg), Cordell Henry (‘99-’02; 11.2 ppg, 3.4 apg)
and Travis Diener (‘01-’05; 14.1 ppg, 5.1 apg) —
combined to average 11.4 points and 5.2 rebounds
over their careers. For his career, James averages
15.2 points, 3.0 rebounds per game and 5.0 assists
per game.

Non-Conference Dominance
Marquette is 67-18 (78.8 percent) in regular and
post season games against non-conference oppo-
nents since 2001-02.

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Entering his eighth season as the head men’s basketball
coach at Marquette University, Tom Crean has positioned
the program among the elite in college basketball.

In his seven seasons, Marquette has averaged 20 wins
a year, won a conference championship and made six
postseason appearances, including the 2003 Final Four,
the program’s third appearance all-time and first since
1977.

Since 2001, Crean has directed the Golden Eagles to
101 victories, fifth most among BIG EAST schools, and
five consecutive postseason appearances. He is a two-
time recipient of the Ray Meyer Conference USA, NABC
District XI and USBWA District V Coach of the Year
awards, and in 2003 won the Coach Clair Bee Award as
well as being named a finalist for the Naismith National
Coach of the Year Award.

Crean’s 65.0 winning percentage and 141 victories
place him third in both categories all-time at MU.

National Recognition
Crean’s revival of Marquette’s storied basketball program
has not gone unnoticed by the national pollsters as the
Golden Eagles have spent 44 weeks in the rankings since
November 2001. Prior to first appearing during Crean’s
tenure in the AP Top 25 on November 27, 2001,
Marquette had been ranked for just 24 weeks the previ-
ous 15 seasons.

Marquette’s consecutive year-end rankings in 2002
and 2003 were the first time for the program in a quar-
ter century, and on March 4, 2003, the school earned its
highest ranking since 1978 by reaching No. 8 in AP poll.

Player Development
Personally driven by an intense commitment to improve,
Crean has structured a program at Marquette that focus-
es heavily on individual instruction and has allowed his
players to stay ahead of the competition.

Through seven seasons, Golden Eagles players have
earned 17 All-Conference selections and the program’s
first conference player of the year award, when Dwyane
Wade won Conference USA’s top honor in 2003. Wade
also went on to become the first Marquette player since
1978 to be named an Associated Press First Team All-
American and finalist for the John R. Wooden Award.

In 2005, Travis Diener joined Wade as players under
Crean’s mentoring who earned All-American and All-
Conference honors, as well as going on to be selected in

the NBA Draft. Marquette
basketball has been repre-
sented on national player of
the year balloting in each of
the last four seasons.
Fan Support &?Exposure
Crean’s passion and commit-
ment on the court has paid
dividends off of it. The pro-
gram has set total atten-
dance records in each of the
last three seasons, and since his arrival in 1999 has
drawn over 1.5 million fans.

Students on the Milwaukee campus have flocked to
the Bradley Center in record numbers, making it one of
college basketball’s best environments. Overall, atten-
dance has increased 70-percent and the top seven
crowds of all-time have occurred during Crean’s tenure.

Marquette’s elevated status nationally has made it a
favorite of television. Crean’s squad has had 66 games
televised nationally on network or cable over the last
three seasons.

Crean was named the 15th head coach in Marquette
basketball history on March 30, 1999. Before arriving in
Milwaukee, Crean served on the Michigan State basket-
ball staff for four seasons, holding the position of asso-
ciate head coach for the last two. During that time, the
Spartans compiled an 88-41 record and made four con-
secutive postseason appearances, including a trip to the
1999 Final Four. Michigan State’s recruiting coordinator;
Crean was instrumental in bringing two-time Big Ten
Player of the Year Mateen Cleaves and 2000 John R.
Wooden Award finalist Morris Peterson to East Lansing.

Prior to his tenure at Michigan State, Crean spent the
1994-95 season as an assistant coach at Pittsburgh and
served as the associate head coach at Western Kentucky
from 1990 to 1994. Crean got his start in coaching on
the Division I level in 1989-90, serving on Jud
Heathcote’s staff at Michigan State.

A native of Mount Pleasant, Michigan, Crean earned
his bachelor’s degree in parks and recreation with a
minor in psychology from Central Michigan in 1989.
While pursuing his degree, Crean coach basketball at
Alma College and Mount Pleasant High School.

Tom and his wife, Joani, are the parents of Megan, 9,
Riley, 5, and recent addition, daughter Ainsley.

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Tom Crean Year by Year at Marquette
2005-06
The first BIG EAST season was good for Crean and Marquette basketball as the Golden Eagles fin-
ished fourth in the league and returned to the NCAA Tournament, winning 21 games during the
year. 

Marquette’s success in the BIG EAST was characterized by a 94-79 win over no. 2 Connecticut
at the Bradley Center in Marquette’s first BIG EAST game. Marquette carried that success through
the season and to the NCAA Tournament. 

Setting the stage for the BIG EAST run, Marquette won its second Great Alaska Shooutout title
in as many tries.

Three players earned recognition from the BIG EAST following the season. Senior Steve Novak
was a unanimous First Team All-BIG EAST selection. Freshman Dominic James was named the
league’s Rookie of the Year and freshman Jerel McNeal was named an All-Rookie selection by the
league.

2004-05
Despite losing all-American point guard Travis Diener for eight games, including the season’s final
five, Crean guided Marquette to 19 victories and its fourth consecutive post season appearance.

The Golden Eagles season started with promise. The team won 13 of its first 14 games, the best
start for the program in 26 years, and defeated Elite Eight participant and rival Wisconsin by nine
at the Bradley Center.

Marquette’s appearance in the post season was the fifth during Crean’s six seasons, and the
school’s 38th overall. Early success was highlighted by a season opening championship in the BCA
Classic and the team’s sixth consecutive Pepsi Blue & Gold Championship.

2003-04
Despite losing Dwyane Wade and Robert Jackson, who accounted for 47.0 percent of Marquette’s
scoring and 38.0 percent of its rebounding in 2002-03, Crean guided the Golden Eagles to a 19-12
overall record and the quarterfinals of the National Invitation Tournament in 2003-04. The Golden
Eagles postseason appearance was their 37th all-time.

The 2003-04 season saw Crean lead Marquette to its 26th-consecutive non-conference home
win, a fifth-straight Pepsi Blue & Gold Classic Championship, the program’s 1,300th victory all-time
(a 65-52 victory at Houston on January 7) and, as a result of a 77-70 victory over Louisville on
January 31, only its second victory ever on the road over a Top 5-ranked opponent. After opening
the season ranked 23rd in the Associated Press and ESPN/USA Today polls, the Golden Eagles spent
nine and ten weeks, respectively, ranked in both polls.

2002-03
Purely magical is the best way to describe the 2002-03 campaign, as Crean led Marquette to a place
it had not been in over 25 years – the Final Four. Marquette’s third appearance all-time in college
basketball’s ultimate destination came as a result of 27 wins (second-most in school history),
including a program-best 14 victories in conference, and its first Conference USA Regular Season
Championship.

The Golden Eagles finished the regular season ranked No. 9 by the Associated Press, its highest
year-end AP ranking since 1978, and No. 6 in the ESPN/USA Today Top 25 poll. MU was one of only
10 teams to be ranked in all 19 of the AP's Top 25 polls and its .818 winning percentage was the
program’s best since 1977-78.

2001-02
In 2001-02, Crean coached Marquette to a 26-7 record and its 22nd NCAA Tournament appearance
but first since 1997. The 26 victories were the third-most all-time and represented the program’s
first 20-win season since 1997.

The Golden Eagles started the season by winning 10-consecutive games and claiming the 2001
Great Alaska Shootout championship. As a result of its best start in four years, Marquette appeared
in the AP Top 25 at No. 23 on November 27, 2001, its first AP ranking since January 19, 1998.

In conference play, Crean’s squad won a program-record 12-straight on the way to a school-
record 13 conference wins and a number two seed in the C-USA Tournament, the program’s highest
to-date. A 19-point victory over DePaul on March 1, wrapped up the Golden Eagles first undefeat-
ed home season – 16-0 – since 1995-96.

On February 19, MU achieved the school’s highest national ranking since February 1979, when
it reached No. 9 in the AP Top 25. The Golden Eagles spent a total of 12 weeks ranked nationally
and concluded the year ranked No. 12 by the AP and No. 18 by ESPN/USA Today.

2000-01
Most preseason polls and publications had Marquette picked no higher than fifth in Conference
USA’s American Division for the 2000-01 season. As was the case for the previous season, Tom Crean
and his club exceeded expectations and recorded their second consecutive 15-14 season.

In contention until the regular season’s final day for a top seed at the conference tournament,
MU defeated DePaul, Saint Louis and Cincinnati twice, on its way to a 9-7 finish in C-USA, its best
since 1997. Marquette’s two victories over Cincinnati represented the first time a league member
had registered a regular-season sweep of the Bearcats.

1999-2000
In his first season as head coach, Tom Crean took a team projected by many in the preseason as
sixth in Conference USA’s American Division to its first postseason appearance in two years.

Facing a schedule that featured 13 games with teams who participated in the 1998 NCAA
Tournament, the 33-year old first-time head coach led his squad to 15 victories overall - including
two over Top 25 teams DePaul (No. 21) and Louisville (No. 25) – and an 8-8 conference mark.
