The Golden Eagles averaged nearly 70 points per game in their three
games at the Old Spice Classic, but it was the team'’s defense that carried the
squad to the championship game.

In the matchups with Xavier, Michigan and Florida State, MU allowed the
trio to shoot just 41.4 percent from the field overall and 22.6 percent from
behind the 3-point line. The shooting struggles even carried over to the free
throw line, where the teams combined to knock down just 56.8 percent of their
opportunities.

Limiting Shot Attempts Also Key To Success
Marquette's defense has also been impressive in terms of creating
turnovers as well. MU currently ranks second in the BIG EAST and 15th in the
nation in steals per game (10.7).
Maurice Acker and Jimmy Butler rank among the league leaders in steals,
but four players have reached double figures in thefts already in 2009-10.

In 2008-09 the Golden Eagles finished among the league leaders in free throws made
and attempted per game.

MU is well on it's way to repeating that feat this season. Through the first seven games,
Marquette has made 104 charity tosses, while its opposition has only attempted 107.

Limited Series Has Produced Memorable Matchups

Marquette and NC State have met on just four occasions all-time, but the first meeting
couldn't have come on a bigger stage as it determined the 1974 national champion.

The top-ranked Wolfpack claimed the title with a 76-64 win over MU in Greenshoro
Coliseum, led by the tourney's most valuable player, David Thompson (21 points, seven
rebounds).

Former Marquette standout Maurice Lucas led three players in double figures with 21
points, earning a spot on the all-tournament team. MU would earn its own national title in
1977.

The Golden Eagles gained a small measure of revenge last season when Dominic
James’ 3-pointer in the closing seconds proved to be the game winner in a 68-65 victory
on the road.

Hayward, Butler Double Up Against Florida State

Senior Lazar Hayward and junior Jimmy Butler both collected double-doubles in the
matchup with Florida State.

Hayward finished with 21 points and 10 rebounds and Butler chipped in 10 points and
11 boards. The double-double was the first of the season for Hayward and marked the first
for Butler since the season-opening win over Centenary.

The last time two players (Hayward, Wesley Matthews) reached double figures in two
different categories came against Villanova in the BIG EAST Conference Championship
last year.

Johnson-Odom Providing Key Offensive Contribution

Sophomore guard Darius Johnson-Odom, who missed a majority of the preseason
because of a foot injury, hasnt let the missed time on the court slow his offensive contri-
butions to the team.

Johnson-0dom is third on the team in scoring with 11.9 points per game. He is shoot-
ing 46.6 percent from the floor overall and 50 percent from long distance. The Raleigh, N.C.,
native has reached double figures in five of the team’s seven games and chipped in 17
points against Florida State.

In the three games at the Old Spice Classic, Johnson-Odom accounted for 13.0 points
and 2.3 rebounds per outing.

Hayward Recoghnized For Efforts [h Florida

Senior forward Lazar Hayward was named to the 2009 Old Spice Classic All-
Tournament Team for his efforts in Marquette’s run to the title contest.

Hayward averaged 19.9 points, 6.9 rebounds, 4.0 assists and 3.7 steals per game in the
three contests. He shot 45.7 percent from the floor and 83.3 percent from the free throw
line.

The Buffalo, N.Y., native also earned a spot on the BIG EAST Weekly Honor Roll.

Otule To Miss Remainder Of Season With Fooft [njury

Sophomore center Chris Otule will miss the remainder of the 2009-10 season after suf-
fering a fractured right foot in practice on Nov. 23.

Otule missed the first 10 games of the 2008-09 campaign and played in just nine outings
overall after suffering a broken bone in his left foot in mid-November of 2008. He averaged
1.3 points and 1.1 rebounds per game in nine appearances.

08. In the 68-61 setback, Hayward (2), Jerel McNeal, Acker, Cubillan, Wesley Matthews
and Dan Fitzgerald each made at least one trey.

10 by ESPN.com.

Playing alongside current Golden Eagle Jeronne Maymon at Madison Memorial High
School, Blue helped the Spartans to the state title in 2008-09 under head coach Steve
Collins. He averaged 17.0 points and 5.5 rebounds per game en route to all-conference
and all-state accolades. The Spartans concluded the campaign 26-1 and Blue’s 458 points
were the sixth-best single-season total in school history.

JONES is considered one of the nation’s top prospects by several recruiting services.
He is ranked 61st by ESPN.com's ESPNU 100, 65th by Rivals.com, 74th by
Hoopmasters.com and 112th by HoopScoopOnline.com.

He competed his junior campaign in 2008-09 at Green Forest Christian Academy in
Decatur, Ga., and posted season averages of 17.0 points, 10.0 rebounds, 8.0 assists and 3.0
blocks per game. The Eagles advanced to the state playoffs after capturing the regional
title and concluded the year with an overall record of 26-4. For his efforts, Jones was
named the region’s most valuable player and he claimed the same accolade from his team.

SMITH is ranked 105th overall and 26th among point guards in the 2010 class by
Rivals.com, 121st by HoopScoopOnline.com and is tabbed the 35th-best point guard in the
class by Scout.com.

Smith helped Thorntown Township HS, under the direction of head coach Troy
Jackson, to a third-place finish in the state tournament in 2008-09. The Wildcats finished
the campaign 29-1 overall, only falling to eventual state champion Whitney Young
(Chicago) in the tourney semifinals. Smith concluded the year contributing 17.8 points, 5.4
rebounds and 2.5 assists per game.

Golden Eagles Claim 10th BIG EAST Win, Again

MU claimed the team’s 10th league victory of 2008-09 with a 73-59 decision over St.
John's, reaching the 10-win mark for the fourth-straight year.

Marquette finished with 12 league victories, which marked the highest total since the
program joined the BIG EAST.

Of the 16 teams in the BIG EAST since 2005-06, only MU and Pittsburgh have captured
at least 10 victories in each of the the last four campaigns.

Each of the impressive accomplishments listed
above, as well as numerous others, were recorded
during head coach Buzz Williams’ first season leading
the Marquette University men’s basketball program.

The Golden Eagles’ performance in 2008-09 mir-
rored that of a program firmly established in the
tenure of a successful head coach, not that of a team
under the direction of a first-year mentor.

Williams directed MU to a 25-10 overall record
last season, which included a school-record 12 BIG
EAST victories. The Golden Eagles advanced to the
second round of the NCAA Championship and were
ranked among the nation’s top-25 teams the entire
campaign. A pair of players, Jerel McNeal and
Wesley Matthews, claimed all-league accolades and
McNeal also claimed All-America honors.

Off the court, Williams and his staff assembled a
consensus top-25 recruiting class, a group rated as
high as No. 1inthe country by HoopScoopOnline.com.
The program’s community service efforts have also
reached new heights under Williams, highlighted by
“Buzz's Bunch.” This group, founded by Williams,
focuses on providing opportunities for special needs
children to attend games and summer camps. The
Golden Eagles have also continued and strengthened
their long-standing relationships with Children’s
Hospital as well as Special Olympics.

In 2007-08, Williams served as an assistant coach
with the Golden Eagles in his first season at
Marquette. MU concluded the year 25-10 and
advanced to the second round of the NCAA
Tournament for the first time since 2003.

His coaching career has included stints as an
assistant, associate head and head coach. He has
nearly 15 years of experience at the NCAA Division |
level. Williams has recruited and coached over 20
players who have earned all-conference accolades,
including one league player of the year, two confer-
ence freshmen of the year and an Associated Press
All-American (McNeal).

Williams arrived in Milwaukee after serving for
one season as the head coach at the University of
New Orleans. He guided the Privateers to a 14-win
campaign in 2006-07 and his roster featured Bo
McCalebb, the Sun Belt Conference Player of the
Year. UNO claimed fourth place in the Sun Belt's
Western Division and advanced to the league tourna-
ment quarterfinals. The squad claimed as many victo-
ries on the road that season as it had in the previous
three seasons combined. His recruiting class for the
2007-08 season was ranked in the top 50 nationally by
HoopScoopOnline.com.

Prior to UNO, Williams served as an assistant
coach and recruiting coordinator at Texas A&M for
two seasons (2004-05/2005-06) under head coach Billy
Gillispie. Both of his recruiting classes with the
Aggies were ranked among the best in the nation and
featured some of the top-ranked talent at the prep
level. The squad made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 25 years in 2005-06 and the previous
team posted the top turnaround in the nation, improv-
ing its win total in 2004-05 by 14 games.

Williams spent four seasons (2000-01/2003-04) at
Colorado State, serving as an assistant the first three
seasons before being promoted to associate head
coach in 2003-04. Two of his recruiting classes were
ranked among the 40-best in the nation, including the
2003 group, which was tabbed No. 1 in the Mountain
West Conference.

Colorado State made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 13 years during his tenure and he was
named one of the top assistants in the country by
HoopScoopOnline.com. Williams was previously an
assistant at Northwestern State (1999-2000), Texas
A&M- Kingsville (1998-99) and UT-Arlington (1994-98).

Williams signed the highest-rated recruiting class
in the history of the Southland Conference while at
Northwestern State. The Demons advanced to their
first ever NCAA Tournament the following season and
two of his recruited players were named all-confer-
ence, while one was tabbed Southland Conference
Tournament MVP.

His accomplishments at Texas A&M-Kingsville
include signing the 1998-99 Lone Star Conference
Freshman of the Year and a third team All-America
guard.

At Texas-Arlington, Williams recruited a
Southland Conference Freshman of the Year and
signed the first Academic All-American in the
school's history. Williams was a student assistant
