Hayward Picking Up Production Down The Stretch

Senior Lazar Hayward, named to the Preseason All-BIG EAST First Team, has picked up
his all-conference caliber efforts in recent weeks as his final collegiate campaign begins
its stretch run.

The Buffalo, N.Y. native is averaging 19.4 points and 10.4 rebounds in the last five
games, which includes a trio of double-doubles. He now owns seven double-doubles on
the season and 22 for his career, the second-highest total (63, Luke Harangody) among
active BIG EAST players.

Of his 52 total rebounds since Jan. 26, 19 of the boards have come at the offensive end.
He has also picked up his long-distance shooting (48.1 percent) and paces the squad with
12 steals.

As a result of his production on the court, Hayward has been named to the BIG EAST
Honor Roll each of the last two weeks.

Junior forward Jimmy Butler has established himself as

Last season, his first at MU, Butler saw action in all 35 games off the bench and con-
tributed 5.6 points and 3.9 rebounds per game. He shot 51.4 percent from the floor, but fin-
ished the campaign without a 3-point field goal.

Acker, MU Sharing As A Group [n 2009-10

The Golden Eagles currently rank second in the BIG EAST and fourth in the nation in
assist-to-turnover ratio (1.53) through games of Feb. 14 (courtesy of Stats, Inc.) thanks to a
collective team effort.

Six of the players on the roster have at least 37 assists through 23 games, led by sen-
ior guard Maurice Acker’s 85 helpers. Senior guard David Cubillan is second on the team
with 70 assists. Of the seven active players seeing at least 10 minutes of action per night,
only one (Lazar Hayward) has more turnovers than assists in 2009-10.

Acker ranks sixth in the nation individually with an assist-to-turnover ratio of 3.04 (85
assists, 28 turnovers). In an average of 26.3 minutes per night, the Hazel Crest, lll., native
has already finished a game without a miscue on seven occasions in 2009-10. Acker’s ratio
improves to a league-best 4.6 (46-to-10) in conference games.

Margquette is also ranked sixth in the nation in turnovers per game (10.5 tpg.) and sev-
enth in turnover margin (4.5).

Golden Eagles Collect 50th BIG EAST Win

With the team’s 63-52 victory over USF on Saturday night, Marquette posted its 50th
overall win in league play since joining the BIG EAST Conference.

Of the five programs (MU, Cincinnati, DePaul, Louisville, USF) to join the BIG EAST in
2005-06, only the Cardinals (55-25) have collected more overall victories. Cincinnati (32-48)
is third, DePaul owns fourth (21-59) and USF has the fifth-most wins (16-64).

Only MU and Pittsburgh have claimed at least 10-or-more conference outings in each
of the last four campaigns.

Charity Strire Key [n Qictory Over DePaul

On a night when MU shot just 38 percent (19-0f-50) as a team from the field, the squad
was able to utilize the free throw line in the team'’s 80-69 victory over DePaul on Feb. 3.

MU, which ranks second in the BIG EAST and 24th in the nation in free throw percent-
age (.740), finished the game 36-of-44 (81.8 percent) from the line. Junior forward Jimmy
Butler led the way with a 14-0f-16 effort from the charity stripe. Six of the nine players to
see action made at least one attempt.

Marquette's 36 free throws were the most since knocking down 35-0f-50 in a victory
over Savannah State on Nov. 21, 2003. The 50 attempts in that contest set a school record
and MU'’s 44 shots versus DePaul were the most by the team since that game.

MU Qalues The Ball [n Road Victory Over UConn

MU maximized its offensive opportunities in the victory over UConn on Jan. 30, turning
the ball over a season-low three times against the Huskies in a narrow 70-68 victory.

The three miscues marked the lowest single-game total since turning it over on just
three occasions in a 71-64 victory at Notre Dame last season. While each player to see
action contributed to the minimal total, senior guards David Cubillan and Maurice Acker
combine for 71 minutes of error-free court time. The duo also dished out 11 of the squad’s
14 assists on the day.

Prior to the Notre Dame contest in 2008-09, the last time MU finished with less than
three turnovers came in a 90-70 win over Butler on March 3, 1990. Former MU standout
Tony Smith had 43 points in that contest.

Butler’s Heroics Provide MU With Ranked Road Win

Junior forward Jimmy Butler’'s fadeaway jumper with 2.8 seconds left allowed MU to
claim a 70-68 victory over No. 19/19 UConn.

The victory was the first on the road for the Golden Eagles against a top-25 opponent
since they defeated Pittsburgh 77-74 in overtime in 2006-07.

Butler finished with a game-high 21 points and also chipped in seven rebounds in 37
minutes of action.

Hayward’s Addition To Group Makes [t A Trio

When senior Lazar Hayward grabbed his fifth rebound in the victory over Rutgers on
Jan. 26, he immediately became a member of a highly exclusive trio at Marquette.

With his 800th career board, he joined just two other players in MU history to collect
over 1,500 points and 800 rebounds. Only Don Kojis (1,504 points, 1,222 rebounds) and Bo
Ellis (1,663 points, 1,085 rebounds) have accomplished that feat.

Hayward (currently seventh) recently passed Kojis (now 16th) on the all-time scoring
list, but the former All-America selection and Ellis own the top-two positions on the
rebounding list.

Hayward enters Saturday’s game with 1,689 points and 848 rebounds.

Acker Finishes Perfect From 3-Point Land

Entering this season, on only five occasions had a MU player made at least five 3-point-
ers in a game without missing an attempt.

Following senior Maurice Acker's 6-of-6 effort from distance in the win over
Providence on Jan. 17, the Golden Eagles have now accomplished that feat twice in 2009-
10. Classmate David Cubillan drained all six of his treys earlier this month in the victory
over Georgetown.

Acker finished with a collegiate-best 23 points, finishing 8-0f-9 from the field overall.
He also chipped in two assists, a rebound and one steal. His point total marked a person-
al-best at MU. Acker did collect 23 points as a freshman at Ball State in 2005-06 in a con-
test at Kent State. The Hazel Crest, Ill, native claimed Mid-American Conference
Freshman of the Year accolades that year.

Each of the impressive accomplishments listed
above, as well as numerous others, were recorded
during head coach Buzz Williams’ first season leading
the Marquette University men’s basketball program.

The Golden Eagles’ performance in 2008-09 mir-
rored that of a program firmly established in the
tenure of a successful head coach, not that of a team
under the direction of a first-year mentor.

Williams directed MU to a 25-10 overall record
last season, which included a school-record 12 BIG
EAST victories. The Golden Eagles advanced to the
second round of the NCAA Championship and were
ranked among the nation’s top-25 teams the entire
campaign. A pair of players, Jerel McNeal and
Wesley Matthews, claimed all-league accolades and
McNeal also claimed All-America honors.

Off the court, Williams and his staff assembled a
consensus top-25 recruiting class, a group rated as
high as No. 1inthe country by HoopScoopOnline.com.
The program’s community service efforts have also
reached new heights under Williams, highlighted by
“Buzz's Bunch.” This group, founded by Williams,
focuses on providing opportunities for special needs
children to attend games and summer camps. The
Golden Eagles have also continued and strengthened
their long-standing relationships with Children’s
Hospital as well as Special Olympics.

In 2007-08, Williams served as an assistant coach
with the Golden Eagles in his first season at
Marquette. MU concluded the year 25-10 and
advanced to the second round of the NCAA
Tournament for the first time since 2003.

His coaching career has included stints as an
assistant, associate head and head coach. He has
nearly 15 years of experience at the NCAA Division |
level. Williams has recruited and coached over 20
players who have earned all-conference accolades,
including one league player of the year, two confer-
ence freshmen of the year and an Associated Press
All-American (McNeal).

Williams arrived in Milwaukee after serving for
one season as the head coach at the University of
New Orleans. He guided the Privateers to a 14-win
campaign in 2006-07 and his roster featured Bo
McCalebb, the Sun Belt Conference Player of the
Year. UNO claimed fourth place in the Sun Belt's
Western Division and advanced to the league tourna-
ment quarterfinals. The squad claimed as many victo-
ries on the road that season as it had in the previous
three seasons combined. His recruiting class for the
2007-08 season was ranked in the top 50 nationally by
HoopScoopOnline.com.

Gillispie. Both of his recruiting classes with the
Aggies were ranked among the best in the nation and
featured some of the top-ranked talent at the prep
level. The squad made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 25 years in 2005-06 and the previous
team posted the top turnaround in the nation, improv-
ing its win total in 2004-05 by 14 games.

Williams spent four seasons (2000-01/2003-04) at
Colorado State, serving as an assistant the first three
seasons hefore being promoted to associate head
coach in 2003-04. Two of his recruiting classes were
ranked among the 40-best in the nation, including the
2003 group, which was tabbed No. 1 in the Mountain
West Conference.

Colorado State made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 13 years during his tenure and he was
named one of the top assistants in the country by
HoopScoopOnline.com. Williams was previously an
assistant at Northwestern State (1999-2000), Texas
A&M- Kingsville (1998-99) and UT-Arlington (1994-98).

Williams signed the highest-rated recruiting class
in the history of the Southland Conference while at
Northwestern State. The Demons advanced to their
first ever NCAA Tournament the following season and
two of his recruited players were named all-confer-
ence, while one was tabbed Southland Conference
Tournament MVP.

His accomplishments at Texas A&M-Kingsville
include signing the 1998-99 Lone Star Conference
Freshman of the Year and a third team All-America
guard.

At Texas-Arlington, Williams recruited a
Southland Conference Freshman of the Year and
signed the first Academic All-American in the
school's history.
