Golden Eagles To Face Hawks For First Time

Marquette will face Maryland Eastern Shore for the first time in school history Tuesday
night, one of two first-time opponents on the 2009-10 schedule. The Golden Eagles have
also never played the Ospreys of North Florida in men’s basketball.

While MU hasn't played the Hawks previous to this year, the program has had a good
amount of success against teams from the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference. Marquette
owns a combined record of 19-0 versus the 12 teams currently in the league, having faced
Coppin State (5-0) the most occasions of any opponent.

The most recent MEAC team to visit the Bradley Center was Coppin State in 2007-08,
which resulted in an 89-42 MU victory.

MU Continues Season-Opening Success

Marquette's 85-62 victory over Centenary Friday night in the season opener continued
a long-standing trend of success in campaign lidlifters.

The Golden Eagles are 76-15 all-time in games to begin the year. MU owns a nine-game
winning streak in season openers and has claimed 10 of its last 11 overall.

MU Looking To Continue Non-League Success At Home

With MU’s season-opening victory over Centenary, the Golden Eagles have now
claimed 21-straight non-conference victories at the Bradley Center.

The last non-BIG EAST program to leave Milwaukee in possession of a victory was
Wisconsin in 2006-07. The No. 11-ranked Badgers escaped with a 70-66 decision that year.

Cubillan Hits Century Mark [nh Seasoh Opener

The second starting assignment of senior guard David Cubillan’s also marked his 100th
career game with the Golden Eagles.

Cubillan is second on the roster to only classmate Lazar Hayward (105) in terms of
career appearances. The only other start during his tenure previous to Friday night came
in the team’s BIG EAST Conference opener at Providence in 2006-07.

Butler Doesn’t Hesitate To Double Up Against Gents

In 35 appearances off the bench in 2008-09, forward Jimmy Butler collected just one
double-double and that effort didn't come until the regular season finale against Syracuse.

In his first game as a starter Friday night, Butler earned a double-double against
Centenary in the regular season opener. The Tomball, Texas, native finished with 27 points
and 13 rebounds in 32 minutes. He shot 11-0f-16 from the floor and 5-of-5 from the charity
stripe en route to a personal-best point total.

Five of Butler's 13 boards came at the offensive end and he also found time to chip in
two assists, a block and a steal.

Hayward Recoghized As One Of BIG EAST’s Best

Senior Lazar Hayward was one of six players selected to the 2009-10 Preseason All-BIG
EAST First Team in voting conducted by the league’s head coaches.

Hayward averaged 16.3 points and a team-leading 8.6 rebounds last year for the Golden
Eagles. He finished among the league leaders in scoring, rebounding and free throw per-
centage.

Cubillan Member Of Venezuelan Quartet

Senior David Cubillan is one of just four native Venezuelans competing at the NCAA

The Maracaibo, Venezuela, native joins fellow countrymen Greg Echenique (Rutgers),
Greivis Vasquez (Maryland) and Luis Valera (Texas-Pan American) to form a quartet of
players participating at a program in the top collegiate level.

Senior Maurice Acker will see significant time running the offense and was pressed
into that role late in 2008-09 when James went down with a foot injury. Classmate David
Cubillan has been impressive in preseason outings, highlighted by a nine-assist effort in
the victory over MSOE. Junior transfer Dwight Buycks could also be in the mix depending
on the lineup, but his ability to score would most benefit from him seeing action at shoot-
ing guard.

MU’s guard depth took a significant hit before practice even started when freshman
Junior Cadougan was lost for the season with an achilles injury.

Monarch Moves Up Bench For Second Year At MU

When assistant coach Dale Layer left last spring to accept the head coaching position
at Liberty University, MU head coach Buzz Williams didn’t have to look far to find his
replacement.

Williams promoted Scott Monarch to assistant coach, after he served in an operations
position during the 2008-09 season. Monarch worked as an assistant under Williams when
the duo was at New QOrleans in 2006-07.

Filling the opening on the staff was Bart Lundy, who joined MU after serving as head
coach at High Point the previous six seasons. He compiled an overall record of 96-87 at
the school. Lundy will serve as the director of basketball operations in 2009-10.

Mcllvaine Will Have Good View As Hayward Moves Past

Jim Mcllvaine, former Marquette standout and current analyst on the Marquette
radio network, will have a great view as senior Lazar Hayward moves past him on the all-
time scoring list.

Hayward is currently 27th in MU history with 1,243 points and currently in possession
of the 26th spot is Mcllvaine with 1,278 points.

Should Hayward post his season scoring average from 2008-09, he would easily finish
among the top-10 performers in school history. Hayward would join former teammates
Jerel McNeal (1st, 1,985), Dominic James (3rd, 1,749) and Wesley Matthews (8th, 1,673) in
the top-10.

He competed his junior campaign in 2008-09 at Green Forest Christian Academy in
Decatur, Ga., and posted season averages of 17.0 points, 10.0 rebounds, 8.0 assists and 3.0
blocks per game. The Eagles advanced to the state playoffs after capturing the regional
title and concluded the year with an overall record of 26-4. For his efforts, Jones was
named the region’s most valuable player and he claimed the same accolade from his team.

NCAA Rules Mbao To Sit Two Games (n 2009-10

The National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) has ruled that Marquette fresh-
man Youssoupha Mbao must sit out the team's first two regular season games in 2009-10
due to a violation of NCAA amateurism rules prior to his arrival on campus.

Mbao, a native of Dakar, Senegal, played on a team (Dunas Hotels Gran Canaria) that
had a professional player on its roster.

The 7-2 center participated in the team's exhibition contest against MSOE, but will miss
the first two contests of the season against Centenary and Maryland Eastern Shore. He
will be able to make his MU debut when the squad hosts Grambling on Nov. 21.

Butler [s Marquette’s [nside Man

Junior forward Jimmy Butler developed an important role with the Golden Eagles in
2008-09, making noise in the paint in his debut campaign with Marquette.

The Tomball, Texas, native contributed 5.6 points per game and shot 51.4 percent (55-
of-107) from the field and 76.8 percent (86-of-112) from the free throw line.

Butler owned just four perimeter baskets on the season, which translated into all but
eight of his total points (196, 95.9 percent) coming in the lane or at the charity stripe. Of his
total rebounds, 54.3 percent (75-0f-138) have come at the offensive end and resulted in
layups or free throw opportunities.

Golden Eagles Claim 10th BIG EAST Win, Again

MU claimed the team’s 10th league victory of 2008-09 with a 73-59 decision over St.
John's, reaching the 10-win mark for the fourth-straight year.

Marquette finished with 12 league victories, which marked the highest total since the
program joined the BIG EAST.

Of the 16 teams in the BIG EAST since 2005-06, only MU and Pittsburgh have captured
at least 10 victories in each of the the last four campaigns.

Each of the impressive accomplishments listed
above, as well as numerous others, were recorded
during head coach Buzz Williams’ first season leading
the Marquette University men’s basketball program.

The Golden Eagles’ performance in 2008-09 mir-
rored that of a program firmly established in the
tenure of a successful head coach, not that of a team
under the direction of a first-year mentor.

Williams directed MU to a 25-10 overall record
last season, which included a school-record 12 BIG
EAST victories. The Golden Eagles advanced to the
second round of the NCAA Championship and were
ranked among the nation’s top-25 teams the entire
campaign. A pair of players, Jerel McNeal and
Wesley Matthews, claimed all-league accolades and
McNeal also claimed All-America honors.

Off the court, Williams and his staff assembled a
consensus top-25 recruiting class, a group rated as
high as No. 1inthe country by HoopScoopOnline.com.
The program’s community service efforts have also
reached new heights under Williams, highlighted by
“Buzz's Bunch.” This group, founded by Williams,
focuses on providing opportunities for special needs
children to attend games and summer camps. The
Golden Eagles have also continued and strengthened
their long-standing relationships with Children’s
Hospital as well as Special Olympics.

In 2007-08, Williams served as an assistant coach
with the Golden Eagles in his first season at
Marquette. MU concluded the year 25-10 and
advanced to the second round of the NCAA
Tournament for the first time since 2003.

His coaching career has included stints as an
assistant, associate head and head coach. He has
nearly 15 years of experience at the NCAA Division |
level. Williams has recruited and coached over 20
players who have earned all-conference accolades,
including one league player of the year, two confer-
ence freshmen of the year and an Associated Press
All-American (McNeal).

Williams arrived in Milwaukee after serving for
one season as the head coach at the University of
New Orleans. He guided the Privateers to a 14-win
campaign in 2006-07 and his roster featured Bo
McCalebb, the Sun Belt Conference Player of the
Year. UNO claimed fourth place in the Sun Belt's
Western Division and advanced to the league tourna-
ment quarterfinals. The squad claimed as many victo-
ries on the road that season as it had in the previous
three seasons combined. His recruiting class for the
2007-08 season was ranked in the top 50 nationally by
HoopScoopOnline.com.

Head Coach | Second Season
Oklahoma City, 1994

Prior to UNO, Williams served as an assistant
coach and recruiting coordinator at Texas A&M for
two seasons (2004-05/2005-06) under head coach Billy
Gillispie. Both of his recruiting classes with the
Aggies were ranked among the best in the nation and
featured some of the top-ranked talent at the prep
level. The squad made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 25 years in 2005-06 and the previous
team posted the top turnaround in the nation, improv-
ing its win total in 2004-05 by 14 games.

Williams spent four seasons (2000-01/2003-04) at
Colorado State, serving as an assistant the first three
seasons hefore being promoted to associate head
coach in 2003-04. Two of his recruiting classes were
ranked among the 40-best in the nation, including the
2003 group, which was tabbed No. 1 in the Mountain
West Conference.

Colorado State made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 13 years during his tenure and he was
named one of the top assistants in the country by
HoopScoopOnline.com. Williams was previously an
assistant at Northwestern State (1999-2000), Texas
A&M- Kingsville (1998-99) and UT-Arlington (1994-98).

Williams signed the highest-rated recruiting class
in the history of the Southland Conference while at
Northwestern State. The Demons advanced to their
first ever NCAA Tournament the following season and
two of his recruited players were named all-confer-
ence, while one was tabbed Southland Conference
Tournament MVP.

His accomplishments at Texas A&M-Kingsville
include signing the 1998-99 Lone Star Conference
Freshman of the Year and a third team All-America
guard.

At Texas-Arlington, Williams recruited a
Southland Conference Freshman of the Year and
signed the first Academic All-American in the
school's history.
