The
Golden Eagles and Panthers will meet in the lone BIG EAST Conference con-
test of the night and the evening’s activities will include the honoring of
Marquette’s 2002-03 NCAA Final Four team.  MU leads the all-time series 5-
4 all-time, claiming two of the three meetings in 2006-07.  PITT did end
Marquette’s run in the conference tourney, downing the Golden Eagles 89-
79 in the event’s quarterfinal round.

Current NBA players Travis Diener (Indiana Pacers) and Steve Novak (Houston
Rockets) highlight the returning group from Marquette’s 27-6 team, which also claimed
the Conference USA Regular Season Championship en route to its historic NCAA
Tournament run.

Tough To Improve More Than Hayward Has In 2007-08 
Sophomore forward Lazar Hayward, a candidate for the

league’s most improved player award, has made dramatic
improvements to his game in 2007-08.

The Buffalo, N.Y., native is enjoying a breakthrough cam-
paign, currently contributing 14.0 points and 6.5 rebounds
per game while shooting 51.1 percent from the field overall
and 51.0 percent from behind the 3-point line.  His scoring
average improves to 14.9 points per outing in BIG EAST out-
ings, where he is knocking down 56.8 percent (21-of-37) of his
treys.

Hayward currently ranks 18th in scoring (14.0 ppg.), fifth in free throw percentage
(.824) and 10th in field goal percentage (.511).  In league games only, he ranks 16th in
scoring (14.9 ppg.), 14th in rebounding (6.8 rpg.), sixth in free throw percentage (.857)
and 14th in defensive rebounds (2.25 drpg.).

He started 16 of the 34 games in which he appeared in 2006-07 and averaged 6.6
points and 3.6 rebounds per game. 

Only two BIG EAST players (Sam Young and Luke Harangody), have improved the scor-
ing average by a larger margin than Hayward.

Victory At Seton Hall Leads To Rare Margin 
Marquette’s wire-to-wire 89-64 victory at Seton Hall on Tuesday night provided a final

margin not witnessed by Golden Eagle fans in just over a decade.
MU’s 25-point victory in a true road game (not neutral site) was last surpassed on Feb.

1, 1998 in a 66-40 win at Tulane in conference action.
The Golden Eagles led by as many as 28 points in the second half and were led by four

players in double figures.  Sophomore Lazar Hayward led all scorers with 23 points and
also had nine rebounds.

Offensive Attack Generating More Attempts 
The Golden Eagles have combined to shoot a respectable 43.8 percent from the field

as a team in the last two outings, managing to average 86.0 points per game in the pair
of contests thanks to an increase in shot attempts.

Marquette launched an average of 71.0 shots per game against Notre Dame and
Seton Hall, up from the squad’s season average of 59.7 attempts per contest.  MU has
now collected 70-or-more field goal attempts on four occasions in 2007-08.

The team’s increased point production in the last two games is a direct result of a bet-
ter efficiency from behind the 3-point line.  MU is 22-of-46 (47.8 percent) from long dis-
tance in the previous pair of games combined.

Fitzgerald, Cubillan Provide Offensive Support 
Long-distance specialists Dan Fitzgerald and David Cubillan both made offensive con-

tributions at Notre Dame and Seton Hall and a consistent performance from the duo
could play a key role down the stretch for Marquette.

Both are ranked among MU’s career leaders in 3-point field goal percentage, but each
has struggled with his shooting touch in recent weeks.

In the team’s two most recent outings, the tandem accounted for 30 points, thanks to
a 7-of-13 effort from behind the 3-point line.  Fitzgerald and Cubillan hadn’t combined
for at least four treys since the Jan. 20 contest at Connecticut.

Marquette Facing Tough Crossover Schedule 
With the new 18-game BIG EAST schedule, each program is facing three opponents in

home-and-home series in 2007-08, while taking on each of the remaining league pro-
grams on one occasion.

Marquette’s trio of crossover opponents consists of Louisville, Notre Dame and Seton
Hall.  The group boasts a combined league record of 22-13.  

No other program features home-and-home opponents who have combined to match
the total of 22 victories MU’s trio has already accounted for in league play. 

Marquette Among Nation’s Best In Steals
Marquette is currently ranked second in the BIG EAST and 16th in the nation (through

games of Feb. 10) in steals per game (9.30 spg.).
The 17-steal effort against the Fighting Irish on Jan. 12 matched a season high and MU

has reached double figures nine times this season.  Juniors Jerel McNeal and Dominic
James currently own positions in the top 15 among league competitors.  McNeal is first
with 2.09 steals per game and James is t9th with 1.70 thefts per outing.

Barro Moves Into Career Blocks Leaders 
Senior center Ousmane Barro swatted a pair of DePaul shot attempts Jan. 12 and is

now ninth all-time at Marquette in that category with 85.  He moved past former stand-
out Dwyane Wade, who had owned the 10th position with 79 during his tenure.

during the Tom Crean era, Marquette set yet
another attendance record.

Jan. 26 against DePaul, 19,037 fans wit-
nessed the team’s win over the Blue Demons,
which is the largest crowd ever to watch a
collegiate basketball game in the state of
Wisconsin.

Including the Jan. 12 game against Notre
Dame (18,906), eight of the top-10 crowds in
school history have come since 2005-06 and
the remaining two took place in 2002-03.

McNeal Uses Charity To Reach 1,000-point Mark
For the second time in 2007-08 a Marquette player has reached the 1,000-point mile-

stone via the charity stripe.
The 39th player to reach the plateau at MU is junior Jerel McNeal, who joined the

exclusive club at the 4:23 mark of the first half against DePaul on Jan. 26.  A patented
“McSteal” led to the free throw opportunity and the Chicago, Ill., native was able to take
advantage against his hometown team.

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Classmate Dominic James reached the mark earlier this season against Utah Valley
State (Nov. 12) and when McNeal joined him it allowed the Golden Eagles to feature a
rare duo in collegiate basketball.

There are currently just five NCAA Division I programs other than Marquette that fea-
ture at least two 1,000-point scorers who have yet to reach their respective senior cam-
paigns.  North Dakota State, San Diego, Saint Louis, VMI and Kansas all have at least two
juniors on the roster who have already surpassed the plateau.

Wesley Matthews has picked up his scoring in recent outings and has an outside shot
at becoming the 40th player to reach the mark.  He currently owns 891 career points.

Golden Eagles Own Strong NBA Presence 
While Marquette’s trio of former players (Dwyane Wade, Travis Diener and Steve

Novak) currently holding spots on NBA rosters is widely recognized among Golden Eagle
fans, the University’s impact on the coaching ranks is overlooked.

A pair of alumni, Doc Rivers (Boston Celtics) and Jim Boylan (Chicago Bulls), are cur-
rently directing league franchises as head coaches.   Only one other University, Indiana,
boasts more than one current NBA head coach among its alums.  The Hoosiers feature
four in the coaching ranks.  Mike Woodson (Atlanta), Randy Wittman (Minnesota), Isaiah
Thomas (New York) and Lawrence Frank (New Jersey) each own diplomas from IU.

Balanced Scoring Key To Success In 2007-08
While Marquette currently features three players (Dominic James, Jerel McNeal and

Lazar Hayward) ranked among the league’s top scorers, the contributions of the team’s
fourth scorer have proven to be just as important to the team’s success.

The Golden Eagles have featured four players in double figures in 17 of the team’s 23
games in 2007-08, helping the squad to an 17-6 record.  While James (13.3 ppg.), McNeal
(12.9 ppg.) and Hayward (14.0 ppg.) pace MU on the year, Marquette has also received
double-figure efforts from Maurice Acker, Ousmane Barro, Dwight Burke, David Cubillan,
Dan Fitzgerald and Wesley Matthews.

Since the start of the 2006-07 campaign, the Golden Eagles are 28-6 when at least
four players score 10-or-more points.

Offense Reached New Heights In Win Over Friars
Marquette’s offensive attack generated 96 points in the league-opening victory over

Providence, marking a single-game conference high since the program joined the BIG
EAST.

The previous mark of 94 points came in the squad’s first-ever BIG EAST outing, a 94-
79 defeat of No. 2 Connecticut.  The Golden Eagles were playing in their 33rd BIG EAST
contest Jan. 3.

Marquette’s efficient shooting touch, which extended from the lane to beyond the 3-
point line was a large reason for the offensive success.  MU concluded the night shoot-
ing 53.3 percent (32-of-60) from the field, 10-of-23 (43.5 percent) from long distance and
22-of-25 (88.0 percent) from the charity stripe.

James Member of 1,000-Point Club At MU
Junior guard Dominic James, a First Team All-BIG EAST honoree and preseason All-

America selection, reached the 1,000-point plateau in the second half of the Nov. 12 win
over Utah Valley.
He knocked down a free throw at the 16:13 mark and quickly recorded his 1,001st point

with his second charity toss.
He is the 38th player all-time and first since Steve Novak in 2005-06 to reach the

mark.  James is the seventh player (Travis Diener, Cordell Henry, Scott Merritt, Novak,
Dwyane Wade and Brian Wardle) to achieve the benchmark during the
Tom Crean era.

In Tom Crean’s eight seasons, Marquette has
averaged over 20 wins a year, won a confer-
ence championship and made seven postsea-
son appearances, highlighted by the 2003 Final
Four, the program's third appearance all-time
and first since 1977. 

He is a two-time recipient of the Ray Meyer
Conference USA, NABC District XI and USBWA
District V Coach of the Year awards, and in
2003 won the Coach Clair Bee Award as well as
being named a finalist for the Naismith
National Coach of the Year Award. 

Crean's 65.7 winning percentage and 165 victo-
ries place him third in both categories all-time
at Marquette. 

National Recognition
Crean's revival of Marquette's storied basket-
ball program has not gone unnoticed by the
national pollsters as the Golden Eagles have
spent 62 weeks in the rankings since November
2001. 

Prior to first appearing during Crean's tenure in
the AP Top 25 on November 27, 2001,

Marquette had been ranked for just 24 weeks
the previous 15 seasons. 

Marquette's consecutive year-end rankings in
2002 and 2003 were the first time for the pro-
gram in a quarter century, and on March 4,
2003, the school earned its highest ranking
since 1978 by reaching No. 8 in the AP poll,
which the team matched in 2006-07. 

Player Development
Personally driven by an intense commitment to
improve, Crean has structured a program at
Marquette that focuses heavily on individual
instruction and has allowed his players to stay
ahead of the competition. 

The development of Golden Eagle players
under Crean’s tutelage can best be illustrated
by the program’s representation with interna-
tional basketball this past summer.  Current
players Dominic James, Wesley Matthews and
Jerel McNeal were all invited to tryouts for USA
Basketball to represent the country at the 2007
Pan American Games.  Recognized among the
top young talent in collegiate basketball,
Marquette’s trio of selections was the most of

any squad in the nation.  Teammate David
Cubillan was tabbed to the Venezuelan
National Team to represent his home country
in Olympic qualifying events.

Marquette alumni are scattered across the
globe enjoying success in the world of profes-
sional basketball; including several current
players in the National Basketball Association.
Dwayne Wade (Miami), Travis Diener (Indiana)
and Steve Novak (Houston) are all featured on
NBA rosters, with Wade owning a world cham-
pionship ring with the Heat.

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Through eight seasons, Golden Eagles players have earned 19 All-
Conference selections and the program's first conference player of the
year award, when Dwyane Wade won Conference USA's top honor in
2003. Wade also went on to become the first Marquette player since
1978 to be named an Associated Press First Team All-America and final-
ist for the John R. Wooden Award. 

The 2007 season saw a pair of Golden Eagles rated among the league's
best. Sophomore guard Dominic James was tabbed first team all-league
and classmate Jerel McNeal was named the BIG EAST Defensive Player of
the Year. He also claimed a spot on the all-conference second team. 

In 2006, Steve Novak was one of four unanimous selections to the All-Big
East first team. Novak was selected 32nd overall by the Houston Rockets
in 2006 NBA Draft. 

In 2005, Travis Diener joined Wade as players under Crean's mentoring
who earned All-American and All-Conference honors, as well as going on
to be selected in the NBA Draft. 

Marquette basketball has been represented on national player of the
year balloting in each of the last six seasons. 

Fan Support and Television Exposure
Crean's passion and commitment on the court has paid dividends off of

it. The program has set total attendance records four times, and since
1999 has drawn nearly two million fans. 

Students on the Milwaukee campus have flocked to the Bradley Center
in record numbers, making it one of college basketball's best environ-
ments.  Marquette has finished among the nation’s top-25 in average
attendance in each of the last six seasons, including a clip of 15,345 per
game in 2006-07 to rank 14th overall.

Overall, attendance has increased 70-percent and the top 10 crowds of
all-time have occurred during Crean's tenure (all coming since 2002).
Marquette's elevated status nationally has made it a favorite of televi-
sion. Crean's squad has had 87 games televised nationally on network or
cable since 2001. 

Career Overview
Crean was named the 15th head coach in Marquette basketball history
on March 30, 1999. 

Before arriving in Milwaukee, Crean served on the Michigan State bas-
ketball staff for four seasons, holding the position of associate head
coach for the last two. During that time, the Spartans compiled an 88-41
record and made four consecutive postseason appearances, including a
trip to the 1999 Final Four. Michigan State's recruiting coordinator;
Crean was instrumental in bringing two-time Big Ten Player of the Year
Mateen Cleaves and 2000 John R. Wooden Award finalist Morris
Peterson to East Lansing. 

Prior to his tenure at Michigan State, Crean spent the 1994-95 season as
an assistant coach at Pittsburgh and served as the associate head coach
at Western Kentucky from 1990 to 1994. Crean got his start in coaching
on the Division I level in 1989-90, serving on Jud Heathcote's staff at
Michigan State. 

A native of Mount Pleasant, Mich., Crean earned his bachelor's degree in
parks and recreation with a minor in psychology from Central Michigan
in 1989. While pursuing his degree, Crean coached basketball at Alma
College and Mount Pleasant High School.
