Last Time Out: MU’s last event was the Stockton Sports Commission
Pacific Invitational in Stockton, Calif., held last November. MU placed
third behind Kansas St. and then top-ranked Charlotte. Mike Van Sickle
(6th) and Kelly Kretz (9th) both posted top-10 finishes. As a team, the
Golden Eagles recorded a 275 in each the first and third rounds, tying
for second all-time among the best-ever single rounds by an MU squad.

VanSickle Looks To Repeat: Marquette junior Mike Van Sickle is the
defending champion at the Ron Smith/USF Invitational. Last year Van
Sickle carded three consecutive rounds of 71 for a 3-under 213 and
managed to defeat runner-up Ben Spitz of Rhode Island by one stroke.

Golden Eagles Soaring To New Heights: Marquette captured two
tournament titles -- the Xavier Invitational and BIG EAST/MAC Chal-
lenge -- this past fall, matching the most tournaments won by an MU
squad during a single season. In all, MU placed in the top-3 in four of
its five tournaments in fall 2007.

Bielawski Among MU All-Time Leaders in Rounds Played
Assuming he plays all three rounds at this weekend’s Ron Smith/USF Invitational, senior Mike
Bielawski will climb into a tie for second place at Marquette for number of rounds played all-time.
Bielawski currently has played 115 rounds in three and a half seasons, which currently ranks
third; Kyle Murphy (2002-06) ranks second at 118 rounds played, just behind Nathan Colson
(2001-06) with 122 rounds.

Van Sickle Plays In All-America Classic
Mike Van Sickle was invited to and played in the 2007 Western Refining College All-America Golf
Classic in November. Van Sickle earned the invitation by virtue of being selected as as Honorable
Mention All-American in 2006. He finished 16th at the exclusive tournament held annually in El
Paso, Texas.

Freshman Making His Mark
Kelly Kretz’s career at MU is off to a solid start. His scoring average of 74.13 after five tourna-
ments ranks third-best on the squad. Kretz posted back-to-back top-10 finishes to end the 2007
fall campaign. Kretz’s five rounds under par were also second on the team to Van Sickle (12). 

MU In The Rankings
As of Feb. 28, GolfStat’s Head-To-Head Standings currently ranks Marquette No. 59 in the nation,
while the Golden Eagles fall in at No. 61 in the Golfweek/Sagarin Performance Index. Mike Van
Sickle is rated No. 27 among individuals, according to Golfweek/Sagarin.

Four Players Currently Among All-Time Scoring Leaders
Four of the top eight scoring averages all-time at MU belong to members of the current Golden
Eagles’ squad. Junior Mike Van Sickle ranks first with a 72.17 career average followed by senior
Ted Gray (74.11). Fellow senior Mike Bielawski ranks sixth (75.17) and junior Dustin Schwab
ranks eighth (75.83).

Haase Tabbed As Wisconsin’s Top Junior Player
Freshman Matt Haase, who has yet to even break the Golden Eagles’ lineup, was named 2007
Junior Boys Player of the Year by the Wisconsin State Golf Association. Haase helped his Med-
ford (Wis.) High School team win three conference titles in four years and won back-to-back con-
ference individual medalist honors as a junior and senior.

Team Scoring Average On Pace To Break Single-Season Mark
During the 2007 fall season, MU’s team scoring average of 287.53 per round after five tourna-
ments and 15 rounds is over five strokes better than the program’s best-ever single-season mark
of 293.03 set after 31 rounds during the 2005-06 campaign.

Golf World: Van Sickle Best Player You’ve (Maybe) Never Heard Of
Mike Van Sickle was recently named to the Golf World Mid-season All-American team. Van Sickle
was also recognized as the "Best Player You've (Maybe) Never Heard Of," by the publication's sen-
ior collegiate writer Ryan Herrington. "The 20-year-old junior wasn't a blue-chip recruit coming
out of Wexford, Pa., but the late bloomer is giving golf journalists something to write by becoming
the Golden Eagles' all-time best player," Herrington stated in his "Campus Insider Blog."
