The
Golden Eagles capped the 2008 campaign
with an 11-8-3 overall record, 6-3-2 in BIG
EAST play, and earned their seventh
NCAA Tournament berth. Marquette fin-
ished second in the American Division
standings and advanced to the BIG EAST
Tournament Semifinals for the third time in
program history.

Looking Ahead

Marquette will host Rice (Aug. 28) and
Michigan (Aug. 30) for the 10th annual MKE
Cup at Valley Fields. The Golden Eagles have
won three of nine MKE Cups and are 15-4
all-time in the MKE Cup and 9-3 in games
played at Valley Fields. Last season, MU
defeated Ohio State (2-1) and Samford (2-0),
but did not win the title due to the goals dif-
ferential tie-breaker with UW-Milwaukee.

Protecting its home pitch is something the
Golden Eagles do not take lightly and it
shows as Marquette is an impressive 108-
32-10 all-time at Valley Fields.
