Miller, Kulla Honored by the BIG EAST

The Marquette women's soccer team picked up two BIG EAST Conference weekly honors
announced Monday as freshman defender Ally Miller was named BIG EAST Rookie of the
Week and sophomore goalkeeper Natalie Kulla was named to the BIG EAST Honor Roll.

Miller, the only freshman to start in all seven of Marquette's games this season at defender,
helped the Golden Eagles to go 2-0 this week, with wins over Green Bay (3-0) and No. 23
Minnesota (1-0). Miller played 163 minutes over the two games, and helped the Golden Eagles'
defense to yield just 10 shots. It is the first BIG EAST honor for Miller of her career.

Kulla, who has played every minute of every match this season, posted two shutout victories
this week including MU's first win over a ranked opponent, No. 23 Minnesota, 1-0. Kulla totaled
five saves while directing the defense, and faced 10 shots over two games, only five on goal.
For the season, Kulla has allowed just three goals, has registered five shutout wins, and owns
the third best goals against average in the league at 0.42. The honor roll selection was Kulla's
second of the season.

Golden Eagles Picked to Finish Third in
the BIG EAST

The Marquette women's soccer team was
selected to finish third in the American
Division in the 2009 BIG EAST preseason
women's soccer poll announced by con-
ference officials. The votes were cast by
the league's 16 head coaches, who were
not permitted to vote for their own team or
players.

Notre Dame and West Virginia were
tabbed as the favorites as the Irish
received all 15 first-place votes and were
picked to win the National Division, while
the Mountaineers received 13 first-place
votes and were picked to win the
American Division. Both programs also
won their respective divisions last year.
Marquette picked up 95 points - the fifth
highest total behind Notre Dame, West
Virginia, Connecticut and Rutgers. The
Golden Eagles capped the 2008 campaign
with an 11-8-3 overall record, 6-3-2 in BIG
EAST play, and earned their seventh
NCAA Tournament berth. Marquette fin-
ished second in the American Division
standings and advanced to the BIG EAST
Tournament Semifinals for the third time in
program history.

Looking Ahead

Following its match with the Bulls, The
Golden Eagles will play its final non-confer-
ence game at Western Michigan (Sept. 20).
Marquette will continue BIG EAST at West
Virginia on Thursday, Sept. 24, before open-
ing a season long five-game homestand
against Pittsburgh on Sept. 27.

Plentiful Playing Time

Playing time has been plentiful this season
as no fewer than 20 Golden Eagles have
seen action action.

Home Sweet Home

Protecting their home pitch is something the
Golden Eagles do not take lightly, and it
shows as Marquette is an impressive 112-
32-10 all-time at Valley Fields. MU has lost
just seven games on its home turf over the
last four seasons. The Golden Eagles are
21-3-2 over the last four seasons at Valley
Fields in non-conference play.

Mature Offense

For the 2009 season, Marquette welcomed
back all but one goal scorer from last sea-
son, Katie Kelly (1g, 3a -- 5pts), and returned
91.9 percent of its scoring this season.

- The Marquette women'’s soccer team (0-1) couldn’t hold on to an
early 1-0 lead and fell in overtime, 2-1, at Pepperdine (1-0) Sunday afternoon in
Malibu, Calif.

“Today was a disappointing result and performance,” said head coach
Markus Roerders. “Give Pepperdine credit for making a comeback, but we know
our team is not happy with how we performed throughout the game today. Our
quick start that resulted in a goal was outstanding, but we lacked consistency
throughout.
