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No. 10 Marquette Heads to the NCAA Tournament

For the eighth time in program history, the Marquette women's soccer team will play in the NCAA
Tournament. The No. 10 Golden Eagles (15-5-2) will face No. 15 Dayton (16-0-5) in the first round at Baujan
Field in Dayton, Ohio on Friday, Nov. 13. The other two teams in the bracket are Virginia Tech (14-7-0), who
earned an at-large berth out of the Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC), and Murray State (11-8-2), an auto-
matic qualifier from the Ohio Valley Conference. The Hokies and Racers will play on Friday, Nov. 13 at 5
p.m. ET/4 p.m. CT. The winners of the two first round matches will play Sunday, Nov. 15 at 1 p.m. ET/Noon
CT.

Golden Eagles in the NCAA Tournament

The Golden Eagles will be playing in their eighth NCAA Tournament, recieving bids in 1999, 2000, 2001,
2002, 2005, 2006, 2008 and 2009. The Golden Eagles are 5-6-1 all-time in the NCAA Tournament, 4-3 in first
round games, while advancing to the second round four times. Its longest run in the NCAAs came in 2005
when the Golden Eagles advanced to the third round.

BIG EAST Teams in the NCAA Tournament

The Golden Eagles, who earned one of 34 at-large bids, are one of seven BIG EAST teams to advance to
the NCAA Tournament, as Villanova, Notre Dame, West Virginia, Rutgers, St. John’s and Connecticut are
also among the 64 teams vying for the National Championship. It's the most teams the conference has
sent to the NCAA Tournament since 2006 and one team shy of the record eight set in 2001.

Marquette against the Field in Dayton

Marquette is 2-3 all-time against the Flyers. The two teams last met on Aug. 31, 2003 as part of the
Milwaukee Cup Tournament where UD topped MU, 1-0. The Golden Eagles have never played Murray St.
or Virginia Tech.

Marquette Quickhits

* Marquette’s nine-game unbeaten streak was halted by Notre Dame in the title game of the 2009 BIG
EAST Tournamnet in Storrs, Conn. Prior to the loss, MU was unbeaten in nine straight games, which
included six wins.

* Marquette advanced to its first BIG EAST Tournament Championship game since joining the league in
2005. The Golden Eagles fell to No. 4 Notre Dame, 2-1.

* The Golden Eagles jumped into the NSCAA Poll for the first time this season at No. 25 in final regular
season rankings released on Nov. 10. MU is No. 10 according to Soccer America and No. 21 according
to Soccer Times.

* Marquette won its first-ever BIG EAST American Division Championship, and first regular season
championship since 2000 with the 1-0 win at St. John's. Marquette has won five regular season titles, four
as members of Conference USA (1996, 1997, 1999, 2000).

* Along with the Division Championship, the Golden Eagles also earned their first-ever No. 1 seed in the
BIG EAST Conference Tournament.

* The Golden Eagles' 15 wins mark the 14th consecutive season they have registered double-digit wins.

* The shutout of West Virginia marked a team-record seventh straight and 15th of the season.

* Marguette has outscored its opponents 28-12. Seventeen of those goals have come in the first half. The
Golden Eagles are 8-2-0 when leading at half time with it's two losses coming at Pepperdine, 2-1, and
against Notre Dame, 2-1. A credit to Marquette's defense, the Golden Eagles are 9-1 when leading after

It is the highest
ranking since the 2005 season when it was No. 6
on Oct. 4, 2007. The Golden Eagles found them-
selves at No. 25 in the NSCAA's final regular sea-
son poll and stand No. 21 in th Soccer Times Poll.

The win is the fifth straight for the Golden Eagles who improve to 14-4-2 over-
all on the season, while the Wildcats close out their season 11-5-5 overall.

Marquette will play No. 3 American Division seed West Virginia Friday, Nov. 6
at 5 p.m. EST/4 p.m. CST at Morrone Stadium on the campus of the University of
Connecticut.

Reigning BIG EAST Goalkeeper of the Week Natalie Kulla earned her 14th
shutout of the season, while the Golden Eagles held Villanova to eight shots.

Marquette had the first quality scoring opportunity of the game in the 27th
minute as senior Becky Ryan headed forward a punt from sophomore goalkeeper
Natalie Kulla and deflected the ball of the head of a Wildcat defender as sopho-
more Rachael Sloan ran onto the ball in the box.

We ask all our fans to come out to the Annex for the NCAA Selection Show tomor-
row to celebrate what this team has done so far this season and find out the draw
for the upcoming games."

There was an abundance of opportunities for both teams in the first half, with
Marquette owning a slight edge in the shots column, 8-7.

The Golden Eagles were awarded a corner kick in the second minute but were
unable to convert the opportunity. In the 12th minute, Marquette had another great
chance when junior Julia Victor found Michelle Compty wide open on the far post.
Compty got her head on the ball, but the Notre Dame defense knocked it out of
bounds past the end line.
