MU Continues Five-Game Homestand
The Marquette women’s soccer team will continue it’s five-game homestand this weekend
Valley Fields with matches against No. 13 Rutgers and Seton Hall. The Golden Eagles will first
host No. 13 Rutgers Friday, Oct. 2 at 7 p.m., before taking on the Pirates Sunday, Oct. 4 at 1 p.m.

Marquette Quickhits
• Marquette is undefeated at home this season, 5-0-1, and has posted five shutouts at Valley
Fields already this season. Overall, MU is an impressive 112-32-11 all-time at Valley Fields. MU
has lost just seven games on its home turf over the last four seasons. With the 0-0 shutout of
Pittsburgh, Marquette improved its home unbeaten streak to eight games dating back to the
2008 season.

• Natalie Kulla has earned three consecutive BIG EAST Honor Roll nods (Sept. 7, Sept. 14,
Sept. 21). Senior Becky Ryan was also named to the honor roll for her three-point weekend,
including the game-winning goal at Western Michigan. Ally Miller was named the league’s top
rookie on Sept. 14.

• Ryan and sophomore Rachael Sloan lead the Golden Eagles with seven points apiece. Ryan
has scored a team-high three goals and added one assist, while Sloan has registered two
goals and a team-high three assists.

• Kulla has totaled a career-best seven shutouts. Kulla's 0.44 goals against average ranks third
in the BIG EAST, and her seven shutouts lead the league lead. Kulla has played every minute
of every match in goal this season, surrendering just five goals in 1018 minutes.

A Look at Rutgers
No. 13/13 Rutgers (8-1-2, 2-0-1 BIG EAST) enters the game in
second place in the National Division behind Notre Dame.
Senior goalkeeper Erin Guthrie, the BIG EAST Preseason
Goalkeeper of the Year and a M.A.C. Hermann Trophy candi-
date, has also allowed just five goals and owns a 0.43 goals
against average.

Junior Ashley Jones, who leads the Scarlet Knights offensively, is second in the BIG EAST in
points (19) and leads the league with eight goals scored. The Scarlet Knights are fourth in the
league in offensive, recording 4.82 points per game off of 1.82 goals per game.

A Sneak Peak at Seton Hall
Seton Hall (4-5-1, 0-2-1 BIG EAST) is one of four teams winless
in conference play so far. The Pirates were picked to finish sev-
enth in the National Division in the preseason poll after finishing
last season 5-11-2 overall and 1-9-1 in conference play in 2008.
The team will take on USF in Tampa, Fla. before traveling to
Milwaukee for Sunday's match.

Junior midfielder Nicki Gross leads the team with ten points on four goals, followed by sopho-
more forward Danielle Schulmann, whose seven points and three goals are second on the
Pirates. Redshirt sophomore Elizabeth Bond and true freshman Jennifer Pettigrew have split

What a Difference a Year Makes
Goal scoring, often called MU’s achilles heel
last season, has not seemed to be an issue
this season as Marquette averages 1.18
goals per game and has scored at least one
goal on eight occasions this season, and two
or more goals in four games. Notably, the
Golden Eagles have nearly doubled their
scoring output at this time last season (13-7).

Miller, Kulla Honored by the BIG EAST
The Marquette women's soccer team picked
up two BIG EAST Conference weekly honors,
announced Sept. 14, as freshman defender
Ally Miller was named BIG EAST Rookie of
the Week and sophomore goalkeeper Natalie
Kulla was named to the BIG EAST Honor Roll.

Miller, the only freshman to start in each
games this season at defender, helped the
Golden Eagles to wins over Green Bay (3-0)
and No. 23 Minnesota (1-0). Miller played 163
minutes over the two games, and helped the
Golden Eagles' defense to yield just 10 shots.
It is the first BIG EAST honor for Miller of her
career.

Kulla, who has played every minute of every
match this season, posted two shutout victo-
ries this week including MU's first win over a
ranked opponent, No. 23 Minnesota, 1-0.
Kulla totaled five saves while directing the
defense, and faced 10 shots over two games,
only five on goal.

Second-Half Barrage Leads Golden Eagles
to Victory
A first-half goal from junior Stephanie Vases,
and two second-half strikes from senior
Brittany Bares and sophomore Danielle
Martens led the Marquette women's soccer
team to a 3-0 shutout of Green Bay Sept. 10 at
Valley Fields. With the win, the Golden Eagles
improve to 4-2 overall and send the Phoenix
home with their third consecutive loss to
stand 1-4 overall. The Golden Eagles' offense

came out in full force out shooting the
Phoenix 26-1, including 11 attempts on goal.
Marquette was also awarded nine corner
kicks in the win.

Season Firsts
Each goal and assist registered in
Thursday’s 3-0 shutout of Green Bay were
season firsts for each resepective player.
Junior Stephanie Vases registered her first
career goal, while Brittany Bares and
Danielle Martens’ strikes were their first of
the season. Allison McBride, Kerry McBride
and Ashley Stemmeler each recorded their
first assists of the season.

Season Highs
The nine total points and three goals scored
by the Golden Eagles in the win over Green
Bay were season highs. The 26 shots regis-
tered including 11 on goal against the
Phoenix were also season highs. Marquette
was awarded a season-high 11 corner kicks
in the 3-0 win over Green Bay.

Secret Weapons
It’s not always the offense that basks in the
limelight of scoring, MU’s defense has
proved it is more than capable to do the
same. Against Green Bay, three MU defend-
ers tallied a point. Stephanie Vases scored
the Golden Eagles game-winning goal, while
defenders Allison McBride and Kerry
McBride each tallied an assist. Overall, five
members of MU’s defensive corps have reg-
istered a point.

Streak Spoilers
Behind two first-half goals from seniors
Michelle Compty and Becky Ryan, the
Marquette women’s soccer team ended
UW-Milwaukee’s 24-game home unbeaten
streak with a 2-0 shutout of the Panthers
Sept. 3 at Englemann Field. It was the first
win for Marquette at Englemann Field since
2001.

Spread the Wealth
The Golden Eagles have proved that at any
given time anyone can step up and score, as
nine different MU players have tallied a goal.

She totaled six saves
while directing the defense and facing 40
shots over the two games. For her efforts,
Kulla was named the Inn at Saint Mary’s
Classic Most Valuable Goalkeeper and to
the all-tournament team.

All-Tournament
A trio of Golden Eagles have been named
to all-tournament teams in each of the
tournaments Marquette has played in.
Following the Inn at St. Mary’s Classic,
Natalie Kulla was named the tournament’s
most valuable goalkeeper, while Rachael
Sloan and Michelle Compty each picked
up all-tournament honors. It was the sec-
ond all-tournament honor of the year for
Sloan who was joined by Lindsey Page
and Katie Miller each on the MKE All-
tournament team.

Let’s Take Shots
Regardless of the amount of goals
Marquette has scored this season, the
Golden Eagles are dominating the opposi-
tion in their shot attempts. MU averages
16.5 shots per game and has out-shot its
opponents 182-100. Marquette has
launched a season-high 26 shots twice
(Green Bay and Pittsburgh), and has reg-
isterd at least 10 shots in all but one game
this season.

Opportunity Knocks
The Golden Eagles, will have the opportunity
to work their way into the national rankings
as three of their BIG EAST opponents are
ranked in the Top-25. MU dropped its first
game against a ranked foe in No. 1 UNC, but
its 1-0 win over No. 23 Minnesota marked its
first win over a ranked opponent this sea-
son.

It honors the attributes of sen-
ior student-athletes in four areas: classroom,
community, character and competition.

From the list of 30 candidates, it will be nar-
rowed to 10 finalists midway through the
regular season, and those 10 names will be
placed on the official ballot. Lowe's, an offi-
cial corporate partner of the NCAA, will
announce the Senior CLASS Award winner
during the 2009 NCAA Women's College Cup
championship in early December.

Sophomore Lindsey Page made the most of
her first career start and wasted little time
recording her first career goal at Marquette,
as she scored in the third minute. Classmate
Rachael Sloan sent a cross in front of the
goal mouth right to Page who one-timed the
ball to the far post past Pepperdine keeper
Roxanne Barker.

Golden Eagles Picked to Finish Third in
the BIG EAST
The Marquette women's soccer team was
selected to finish third in the American
Division in the 2009 BIG EAST preseason
women's soccer poll announced by con-
ference officials. The votes were cast by
the league's 16 head coaches, who were
not permitted to vote for their own team or
players.

Notre Dame and West Virginia were

tabbed as the favorites as the Irish
received all 15 first-place votes and were
picked to win the National Division, while
the Mountaineers received 13 first-place
votes and were picked to win the
American Division. Both programs also
won their respective divisions last year.
Marquette picked up 95 points - the fifth
highest total behind Notre Dame, West
Virginia, Connecticut and Rutgers. The
Golden Eagles capped the 2008 campaign
with an 11-8-3 overall record, 6-3-2 in BIG
EAST play, and earned their seventh
NCAA Tournament berth. Marquette fin-
ished second in the American Division
standings and advanced to the BIG EAST
Tournament Semifinals for the third time in
program history.

Looking Ahead
Following its matches with the Scarlet
Knights and Pirates, Marquette will close out
the five game homsetand against
Connecticut and Providence before finishing
out the regular season on the road.

Plentiful Playing Time
Playing time has been plentiful this season
as no fewer than 20 Golden Eagles have
seen action action.

Home Sweet Home
Protecting their home pitch is something the
Golden Eagles do not take lightly, and it
shows as Marquette is an impressive 114-
32-12 all-time at Valley Fields. MU has lost
just seven games on its home turf over the
last four seasons.

Mature Offense
For the 2009 season, Marquette welcomed
back all but one goal scorer from last sea-
son, Katie Kelly (1g, 3a -- 5pts), and returned
91.9 percent of its scoring this season.

- Despite out-shooting West Virginia, 13-8, a late goal by
WVU’s Caroline Szwed in the 87th minute ended the Marquette women’s soccer
team four-game win streak Thursday evening as the Mountaineers earned a 1-0
victory at Dick Dlesk Stadium. The loss puts Marquette at 7-3-0 overall, 1-1-0 in BIG
EAST play, while West Virginia earns its first BIG EAST Conference win to stand 4-
2-4 overall, 1-0-1 BIG EAST.

Szwed scored what would be the game winner at the 87:08 mark. Bry
McCarthy served the ball in from the left side to Szwed who was six yards in front
of the goal and headed it in near post past sophomore goalkeeper Natalie Kulla.

For the game, Kulla made one save, while WVU’s Kerri Butler made five stops.
Offensively, Marquette created many opportunities inside WVU’s lower third,

but was unable to capitalize. Five of MU’s 13 shots were on target and it was
awarded five corner kicks. Sophomore Rachael Sloan registered a game-high six
shots.

Both West Virginia and Marquette created chances in the first half, but neither
team was able to convert. The Golden Eagles had the upper hand offensively tak-
ing three shots and putting two of those on goal, while the Mountaineers regis-
tered two shots.

After a scoreless first half in which the Golden Eagles had the upper hand
offensively taking three shots and putting two of those on goal, Marquette contin-
ued attacking in the second half firing off three shots in the first 10 minutes of the
second stanza.

MILWAUKEE - The Marquette women's soccer team opened their five-game
homestand with a 0-0 double overtime tie against Pittsburgh Sunday afternoon at
Valley Fields. The tie marks the Golden Eagles first of the season, bringing the fam-
ily to 7-3-1 (1-1-1 BIG EAST) on the season, and the Panthers third, giving them a
5-2-3 record (0-0-3 BIG EAST).

"We have played two games in a row where I thought we played extremely
well and just couldn't score," said head coach Markus Roeders. "I like the way we
played today. Defensively, we didn't allow many chances and we worked hard on
both ends of the field. What can you say, 0-0 is part of the game of soccer. You don't
like to have it, rather be on the winning end of it, but the effort was there. I thought
the way we played was effective, but we just couldn't put the ball away."

Although, play was even between the two teams for the majority of the first
half, the Golden Eagles out-shot the Panthers, 5-2. Sophomore Rachael Sloan gave
Marquette their first opportunity during the 24th minute of play, when she fired a
shot from from 15 yards out on the near-post side, however, Panther keeper Morie
Kephart made the save.

The Golden Eagles began the second half with a bang, racking up five corners
and firing off three shots in the first six minutes. During regulation, Marquette out-
shot Pittsburg 20-3 and pressured the Panther defense to acquire a total of eight
corner kicks. Sloan led the attack in the second half with a team-high five shots,
four of which were on goal. Sophomore Kerry McBride registered four shots, while
junior Stephanie Vasos and senior Becky Ryan each tallied three apiece.

Ryan had back-to-back opportunities during the 60th and 61st minutes. The
first drive blast came at 59:02, when senior Michelle Compty crossed the ball into
Ryan, who was positioned near the center of the net. With a defender on her back,
Ryan blasted a shot but Kephart came up with the save. A little over a minute later,
Ryan collected a serve in the box, dribbled past several Panther defenders creat-
ing a one-on-one opportunity. Ryan pulled the trigger, but the shot went high.

Marquette saw another opportunity during the 75th minute of play when jun-
ior defender Stephanie Vasos served the ball to Kerry McBride, whom was posi-
tioned on the far side of the box. McBride fired a shot from about 18 yards out, only
to have the blast skim the crossbar.

The game was nearly decided during the first extra frame, when Panther mid-
fielder, Ashley Kuba, broke through the Golden Eagle defense and around keeper,
Natalie Kulla, giving her the opportunity at an open net. Luckily for Marquette,
Kuba's shot hit the near post and rolled out-of-bounds.

Ryan saw yet another opportunity during the 106th minute, when she ripped a
shot from about 25 yards out, Kephart was forced to punch the shot over the back
of the net in order to make the save.

For the game, Marquette out-shot Pittsburgh 26-4, putting 11 shots on goal to
the Panthers four. Morie Kephart came up with all 11 saves and sophomore goal-
keeper Natalie Kulla was credited with one over the entire 110 minutes in net.
