Marquette vs Samford

Marquette Continues Homestand with Milwaukee Cup

The Marquette women's soccer team hosts Ohio State and Samford this weekend at Valley
Fields for games two and three of its five-match homestand. The Golden Eagles collide with
Ohio State on Friday, Aug. 29 at 3:30 p.m., and take on Samford at 12:30 p.m. on Sunday. The
games are a part of the ninth-annual Milwaukee Cup.

Friday's afternoon matinee game between the Golden Ealges and Buckeyes is the first Faculty
and Staff Appreciation Night. Marquette faculty and staff admission is $2. It is also "Bang for
Your Buck Day" where hot dogs, sodas and chips are only $1.

The Buckeyes (0-1-0) come to Valley Fields following a 4-3 loss
at Wis.-Milwaukee on Wednesday night.

Buckeyes led 3-1 before Milwaukee's comeback. Ashley
Bowyeri, Genna Brand and Paige Maxwell each scored goals for Ohio State.

Ohio State and Marquette will play for only the fourth time in program history, with the series
tied 1-1-1. The Buckeyes won, 2-0, in 1993 in Columbus; Marquette won, 2-0, in 2002 in Dayton
and the teams tied in 1994 (2-2).

Ohio State returns six of 11 starters from the 2007 NCAA tournament team, including goal-
keeper Lauren Robertson, forward Lisa Collison, midfielders Alex Burzynsk and Ashley
Bowyeri, and defenders Courtney Jenkins and Lauren Steuer.

A Sneak Peak at Samford

Samford (0-1-0) heads into Friday's game looking to rebound
from last week's 4-0 season-opening loss to No. 8 Texas. The
Bulldogs, who have played in two of the last three NCAA
Tournaments, return nine starters from the 2007 squad that
won a school record 15 games in 2007. Samford has won four
of the last five Ohio Valley Conference titles, but was picked to finish fourth in the league stand-
ings this season. The fourth-place prediction marked the first time since 2003 the Bulldogs
were not picked to win the OVC crown. Samford will play Milwaukee on Friday at Englemann
Field before its game against Marquette. Sunday's game will be the first meeting between the
Bulldogs and Golden Eagles.

The Golden Eagles have won three of eight Milwaukee Cup titles. MU is 13-4 all-time in the
Milwaukee Cup and 7-3 in games played at Valley Fields. Last season Marquette defeated
Washington and Indiana State 2-0, but did not win the title due to the goals scored tie-breaker
with Milwaukee.

finish third in the American Division in the 2008 BIG
EAST preseason women's soccer poll announced by conference officials. The votes were
cast by the league's 16 head coaches, who were not permitted to vote for their own team or
players.

Notre Dame and West Virginia were tabbed as the favorites as the Irish received all 15 first-
place votes and were picked to win the National Division, while the Mountaineers received
nine first-place votes and were picked to win the America Division. Both programs also won
their respective divisions last year.

The Golden Eagles, who finished the 2007 season 12-4-4, picked up 90 points - the fifth highest
overall point total behind Notre Dame, West Virginia, Connecticut and Louisville. Marquette fin-
ished third last season in the American Division with a 5-3-3 conference mark.

As part of Golden Eagle Podcasts each week, men's soccer head coach Louis Bennett and
women's soccer head coach Markus Roeders will participate in a weekly coaches' show pod-
cast. The podcast interviews will reflect on the previous weekend's game and a look ahead to
the next.

Kelly Selected to Preseason All-BIG EAST Team

Senior defender Katie Kelly, a third team All-BIG EAST selection from a season ago, was
selected to the All-BIG EAST Preseason Team.

Kelly returns to Marquette for her final season to help lead Marquette's defensive contingent.
She was a key component of MU's stifling backline that recorded a program record 12
shutouts and didn't allow a goal through nine of the Golden Eagles' first 10 games of the 2007
season. She has also been Marquette's secret weapon on offense each of the last three sea-
sons, as she stands third on MU's all-time assists list with 22. Last season she ranked third in
the league with nine assists, a mark that is the third best single-season total in program histo-

ry.
