♦CINCINNATI: After losing their fi rst two BIG EAST matches of 
the season, the Bearcats reversed their fortune with two straight 
conference wins last week.  On Oct. 3, sophomores Stephanie Niemer 
and Lindsay Upton led Cincinnati to a 3-0 win over DePaul with 10 kills 
each.  Jessie Nevitt stole the show on Oct. 5 as the Bearcats outlasted 
Notre Dame 3-1.  The senior middle blocker tallied 16 kills and fi ve 
block assists to help overcome the Fighting Irish.     

♦CONNECTICUT:  Freshman setter Annie Luhrsen gathered 51 
assists, nine kills and nine digs, but the Huskies couldn’t overcome 
Syracuse on Oct. 3, losing 3-1.  UConn led the Orange in kills 72 to 
55, but committed 15 more errors (40-25) in the effort.  The Huskies 
did place a win in the BIG EAST standings on Oct. 5 with their 3-0 
sweep over Marquette.  Junior Chauntay Mickens was the only 
UConn player with double-fi gure kills (10), compiling a .476 hitting 
percentage against the Golden Eagles. 

♦DE PAUL:  The Blue Demons suffered back-to-back losses at 
Cincinnati (3-0) and Louisville (3-1) last week.  Jacie Fiedler averaged 
1.14 blocks per set to lead DePaul at the net.  In the loss at Louisville, 
junior Sarah Cullen led the team with 15 kills, and just missed a 
double-double with nine digs.  

♦GEORGETOWN:  Using two straight BIG EAST road victories, the 
Hoyas sit at the top of the BIG EAST standings in a four-way tie for 
fi rst place.  Georgetown topped West Virginia 3-1 on Oct. 3 with 
senior Katherine Niesen fi nding 11 blocks as she patrolled the net.  
The Hoyas found a fi ercer battle at Pittsburgh on Oct. 5, escaping with 
a 3-2 win.  Sophomore Vanessa Dorismond was on track all match, 
hitting 13 kills at a .417 percentage.     

♦LOUISVILLE:  The Cardinals were swept by visiting Notre Dame 
on Oct. 4 in their fi rst home match after an 11-match road stretch.  
Louisville outhit the Irish .348 to .319 and outblocked them 9-2, but 
couldn't overcome Notre Dame's seven aces and their own nine block 
errors.  The Cardinals earned a win in their two-match BIG EAST 
homestand over DePaul 3-1 on Oct. 5.  Junior Justine Landi caught 
fi re for 22 kills at a .415 clip and smothered the Blue Demons for fi ve 
blocks in the win.  

♦MARQUETTE:  Marquette dealt St. John’s a rare BIG EAST loss 3-1 
on Oct. 3.  Teaming up to make the win possible were sophomore 
Leslie Bielski and senior Ashlee Fisher who had 14 and 12 kills, 
respectively.  Sohomore setter Caryn Mastandrea contributed as well 
with 39 assists and 19 digs.  The Goldlen Eagles lost their second BIG 
EAST match of the weekend on Oct. 5 to Connecticut 3-0.  Bielski and 
Fisher led the Marquette attack once again with 13 kills each.      

♦NOTRE DAME:  The Fighting Irish suffered their fi rst BIG EAST 
loss of the season in a 3-1 defeat at Cincinnati on Oct. 5.  Proving 
there can be strong play in defeat, the Irish managed a .619 hitting 
percentage in the third set, the highest single-set average of the 
season.  It was homecoming on Oct. 4 for junior Christina Kaelin, a 
Louisville native, who tallied 14 kills in Notre Dame’s 3-0 win over 
Louisville.  Kaelin helped provide the fi rst sweep on the Cardinals’ 
home fl oor since the fi rst meeting between the two programs on Oct. 
11, 1986. 

♦PITTSBURGH:  The Panthers played 10 sets in their two matches 
over the weekend.  They were 3-2 winners of the fi rst fi ve-set 
marathon over USF on Oct. 4.  Sophomore Amy Town led Pitt with a 
17-kill and 10-dig double-double.  Georgetown outlasted Pitt 3-2 on 

Oct. 5 despite another Panther double-double by senior Kelly Campbell 
with 10 kills and 12 digs.  

♦RUTGERS: The Scarlet Knights lost both of their BIG EAST matches 
3-0 over the weekend.  Against Seton Hall on Oct. 4 freshman Kallie 
Pence highlighted RU with 17 assists and nine digs.  The Knights got a 
team-high seven kills from freshman Hannah Curtis on Oct. 5 against 
Villanova.

♦ST. JOHN’S:  The Red Storm continued BIG EAST play on the road 
this past weekend.  On Oct. 3 St. John’s fell to Marquette 3-1 for just 
its second conference loss in the past three seasons. The Red Storm 
traveled to Syracuse on Oct. 5 and rebounded from the tough loss by 
picking up a 3-1 victory at Manley Field House.
 
♦SETON HALL: The Pirates are on a two-game winning streak after 
back-to-back wins over Fordham (3-0) and Rutgers (3-0).  In one of 
only three non-conference matches of the week, the Pirates dominated 
Fordham on Oct. 1 behind 12 kills from freshman Rachael Thornquist.  
Seton Hall held Rutgers to nine points in two sets on Oct. 4, and were 
led in kills by freshman Meghan Matusiak with 11.   

♦USF: The Bulls had both of their matches reach fi ve sets over the 
weekend, losing 3-2 to Pittsburgh in the fi rst and recording a 3-2 win 
over West Virginia in the second.  In the win over the Mountaineers on 
Oct. 5, USF had four players with double-fi gures in kills, led by senior 
Nakia Williams with 19.

♦SYRACUSE: Freshman Noemie Lefebvre led the Orange with a 
team-high 15 kills in their 3-1 win over Connecticut on Oct. 3.  Senior 
setter April Quigley was consistent in the match with 42 assists and 10 
digs.  The Orange lost to St. John’s on Oct. 5 despite a 17-kill and fi ve-
block performance from junior Sarah Morton. 

♦VILLANOVA: Temple started off Villanova’s week on Oct. 1 with a 
3-1 loss, but the Wildcats were able to thwart a second straight non-
conference loss with a sweep of Fordham on Oct. 4.  In their only BIG 
EAST match of the week, Villanova controlled the court for a 3-0 win 
over Rutgers on Oct. 5.  Freshman Morgan Petkovich led the Wildcats 
in kills with 15 against the Scarlet Knights.   

♦WEST VIRGINIA: The Mountaineers came up short in both of their 
BIG EAST efforts over the weekend.  WVU lost to Georgetown 3-1 on 
Oct. 3, but pushed USF to the limit on Oct. 5 before losing the match 
3-2.  Freshman Michelle Kopecky had a great day striking the ball 
against the Bulls, amassing 13 kills with a .417 hitting percentage.
