In 1884, he became
the first man in the United States to ride his
own railroad car from the Atlantic Ocean to
the Pacific over tracks he either owned or
controlled.

Those who
come in the Spring can enjoy the abundance
of colorful blooming dogwood trees that are
trademarks of the residential areas. By mid-
summer the Rose Garden of Ritter Park is in
full bloom and ready for weddings and garden
parties.

Located near the junction of the Mud
and Guyandotte Rivers, the Barboursville area
was a crossroads for Shawnee Indians.

On September 16, 1876, the Town of
Milton was incorporated. In January of the
same year a covered bridge was opened to
provide access from James River Turnpike to
the newly established town. Nearby is the historic
Union Baptist Church, organized in 1810, which
was used during the Civil War by Union troops
who occupied the building as a military post.

In 1921 Blenko Glass Company was founded
and is still in operation today creating hand blown
glass pieces that are favorites in retail shops and
prized by collectors throughout the nation.

Today Milton is a thriving community
that is home to the West Virginia Pumpkin
Festival, the Cabell County Fair, seasonal corn

maze, giant flea market, and arts and crafts
stores.

TRAGEDY TO TRIUMPH

The story of a town and a
university that lost so much is
the subject of a Warner Broth-
ers motion picture starring
Matthew McConaughey, Mat-
tew Fox, Anthony Mackie, Ian
McShane, Arlen Escarpeta and
Kate Mara. “*We Are Marshall”
was released in 2006, and tells
the rebuilding story of the Marshall
University football program, as well
as the entire community.

On Saturday, November 14, 1970, a Southern Airways
DC-9 carrying the Marshall University football team and
supporters home from a game against East Carolina
University in Greenville, N.C., crashed into a hillside just
short of the Tri-State Airport in Huntington, WV killing all
75 people aboard. The crash remains the worst sports
disaster in the history of the United States.

The victims included 37 football players on the
Marshall University Thundering Herd football team as
well as five coaches, two trainers, the athletic director, 25
boosters and a crew of five. The trip to Greenville was
Marshall’s only air trip of the year, and came in its ninth
of a 10-game season.

Despite the disaster, Marshall was able to field a
team in 1971 under the new coach Jack Lengyel. The
Young Thundering Herd, as the team was known then,
miraculously won two games in its first year after the
crash, shocking Xavier, 15-13, and Bowling Green, 12-10.
