After the 2008-09 Northeast-10 preseason No. 12 pick finished the 
season ranked second in the conference and an at-large bid to the NCAA 
tournament, their expectations of themselves remain high as always.  It 
was everyone else’s perceptions of them that changed.
	 “Our theme for this year is ‘let’s get back to work.’ Plain and simple, 
and everything will take care of itself,” head coach Greg Herenda said.  
“That is my philosophy and our team’s, as 
well.  We need to put our work in and do that 
on a daily basis.  I truly believe that is the only 
formula for success.”
	 After last year’s success and the return 
of an experienced core of players, the River 
Hawks were selected No. 3 in this year’s NE-10 
Preseason Coaches Poll.

Outlook
	 The one glaring difference with this year’s 
squad compared to last is the level of experi-
ence.  With nine veterans on the 14-man squad 
and the addition of former Lowell High standout 
Kingsley Onyechi (Lowell, MA), experience is 
a quality that plays in the River Hawks’ favor.
	 “The difference this year will be that we 
have a great deal of experience on this year’s 
team and that is a key to winning,” Herenda 
said.  “Our players have learned how to win 
games and we need to feed off of that to have 
continued success.”
	 While the River Hawks return 78.2% of 
their offense from last season, the combination 
of strong newcomers and seasoned veterans 
gives Herenda a boost of confidence in his 
players.
	 “Our greatest strength will hopefully be our 
depth,” he said.  “We are deep in almost every 
position.  We have improved on our size, strength 
and athleticism, as well.  We currently have 14 guys on the roster and 
every one of them can play and that is special.”

Guards
	 Of those 14 student-athletes, each plays a distinct role on the team.  
In the front court, seven returners will look to improve on their game from 
last season.
	 Defending NE-10 Defensive Player of the year, junior Max Kerman 
(Watertown, MA), returns for his second year as captain of the squad.  
He grabbed a team-best 48 offensive rebounds last season and ranked 
second with 5.5 boards per game.
	 “Max plays as hard as anyone I have ever coached,” Herenda said.  
“He competes on every possession for every loose ball and rebound.  I 
think his offense is starting to catch up to his defense and then Max could 
be one of the best overall players in our conference.”
	 Sophomore Kyle Caiola (Parma, OH) led the 2008-09 squad with 
14.1 points and 2.18 steals per game. The Ohio native’s breakout fresh-
man campaign earned him NE-10 Freshman of the Year honors and he 
will look to follow last year up with a stellar sophomore year, as well.
	 “During the off-season, [Kyle] has gotten stronger and the sky is truly 
the limit for him,” Herenda said.
	 Senior starter Craig Heatherly (Mishawaka, IN) is a consistent 
impact player for the River Hawks, ranking second on the team, clocking 
in 776 minutes on the court last year.  His 89 defensive rebounds ranked 
him third on the team and 130 overall tied him for third.
	 Whether starting or coming in off the bench, senior Kevin Carr 
(Lancaster, OH) made his presence known on the court, averaging 28 
minutes per game, second on the team in 2008-09.  He shot 80.8% from 
the charity stripe and averaged 2.59 assists per game, second on the 
team.
	 Sophomores Marcus Johnson (South Bend, IN) and Robbie 
Walton (Boston, MA) will both look to increase their playing time this

	 The sophomore duo from 
Stoney Creek, ON, John Corbacio and 
Kyle Mayers, will look for significant 
playing time this year and the chance 
to increase their impact on the squad.

	 Freshmen Scotty Tavares-Taylor (Boston, MA) and Romeo Diaz 
(Methuen, MA) will look to break into the lineup and make their presence 
known early on.
	 “[Scotty] plays very hard and is extremely quick on both sides of the 
ball,” Herenda said.  “He sees the floor very well and will knock down his 
share of threes.”
	 “Romeo will add another level of athleticism and length to our team,” 
Herenda said.  “He has the ability to score the ball, rebound it and steal it. 
He will fit right into the way we play.”
	 Herenda and staff also welcomed walk-on Pete Steere (Lancaster, 
MA), a 6-6 forward working hard in practice to compete with his team-
mates.
	 “Pete earned his way onto this team,” Herenda said.  “He has picked 
up our system very quickly and will surprise some opponents this year.”

	 With all the talent and potential for this season lying ahead of them, 
the River Hawks kick off their season with an exhibition tilt at Division I 
perennial National Championship contender University of Connecticut on 
Nov. 8 in Storrs.

	 Springfield left the conference for Division III following the 
completion of the 1994-95 academic year. The conference returned 
to 10 teams in 1996-97 with the addition of Le Moyne College and 
then expanded to 11 in 1997-98 with the inclusion of Pace Univer-
sity. In 1998-99, the conference reverted to 10 schools when Quin-
nipiac shifted its programs to Division I.
     The NE-10 expanded to 15 institutions beginning with the 
2000-01 academic year. The five new institutions included Franklin 
Pierce College, UMass Lowell, Southern New Hampshire University 
(formerly New Hampshire College), The College of Saint Rose and 
Southern Connecticut State University.
