
Tonight’s Clash a First
UMass Lowell and Adelphi clash at the Costello Athletic Center for the fi rst 
time as Northeast-10 Conference opponents. The Panthers joined the NE-10 
effective last season as UMass Lowell won the sole meeting (in Garden City, 
N.Y.), 59-52. 
 The River Hawks two of the previous three meetings, the last on Dec. 
7, 1991, an 85-70 win, preceded by a 62-60 Adelphi win on Jan. 4, 1991. 
UMass Lowell won the fi rst-ever meeting, 77-59, Nov. 27, 1988 at the Saint 
Michael’s Tournament.

Welcome Back Annie
Former UMass Lowell assistant coach Annie Alosa is in her fi rst year as 
an assistant with Adelphi. Alosa, along with her father, Sal, served UMass 
Lowell from 2008-10. The Concord, N.H. native played her college ball at 
Georgian Court Univeristy and Plymouth State, from which she graduated 
Summa Cum Laude in 2008.

The (Short) History With Adelphi
UMass Lowell leads the all-time history against Adephi, 3-1, and won last 
year’s sole clash, 59-52, in Garden City, N.Y. Previously, UMass Lowell de-
feated Adelphi on Dec. 7, 1991 (85-70); lost 62-60 on Jan. 4, 1991; and won  
77-59 on Nov. 27, 1988 at the Saint Michael’s Tournament.

Quite an Outburst 
UMass Lowell’s 92 points in Saturday’s 92-56 win at the Univeristy of New 
Haven is its largest point total since a 100-73 home victory over Frank-
lin Pierce on Feb. 21, 2001. The outburst is also the highest output away 
from home since a 97-81 victory over Bridgeport in the NECC Tournament 
semifi nal on Mar. 6, 1992 (played at Franklin Pierce), and highest total in an 
opposing venue since a 94-66 win over New Haven on Jan. 18, 1992.

At Home on the Road...
UMass Lowell is 4-1 in opposing gymnasiums this season, the latest a 92-56 
triumph at New Haven Saturday. The River Hawks have also scored victo-
ries at Southern New Hampshire (68-57), Walsh University (63-61) and Saint 
Anselm (55-53) before falling at No. 24 Franklin Pierce (71-62).

...But Struggling at Home
UMass Lowell is still looking for its fi rst victory at the Costello Athletic Center 
this season after fi ve unsuccessful attempts, the latest last Wednesday’s 78-
67 loss to Assumption. The River Hawks do have a home win to their credit 
this season: a 66-60 win over Merrimack at the Tsongas Center Dec. 11.

Szidat, River Hawks Among National Leaders
In recent memory, UMass Lowell has never been among the Northeast-10 
Conference’s top shot-blocking teams. But this season – behind sophomore 
Briana Szidat and junior Sha’Nay Bushner – it leads the Conference and 
ranks 14th in Division II with 5.00 per game. Szidat tops the league and 
ranks 25th in the country with 2.23 per game while Bushner ranks tied for 
10th in the NE-10 with 1.00 per.

A Couple Other Things Worth Noting
Season-highs abound in Saturday’s 92-56 win over New Haven: 
Junior F Sha’Nay Bushner’s 19 points...Sophomore Brianna Wil-
son’s 17 points and eight rebounds (in 17 minutes)...Freshman G 
Nyachuol Biliew’s four rebounds.

Last Time Out: UMass Lowell 92, New Haven 54: Bianca Sim-
mons scored 24 points and dished out seven assists as UMass 
Lowell defeated the University of New Haven, 92-54, Saturday at 
the Charger Gymnasium.
 Simmons converted 4 of 8 attempts from 3-point range while 
Sha’Nay Bushner added a season-high 19 points and nine 
rebounds while shooting 8-13 from the fl oor. Sophomore Brianna 
Wilson chipped in season-highs of 17 points and eight rebounds on 
8-15 fi eld goal shooting.
 Audrey Cunningham and Lauren Boivin each scored 13 
points and combined for 12 rebounds for the Chargers while Ahn-
Dao Tran added 11 points and four assists and Ayana Duncanson 
10 points and six rebounds.
 UMass Lowell shot .550 (22-40) in the fi rst half en route to a 
55-24 lead and never looked back while New Haven struggled to a 
.391 clip (9-23).
 The River Hawks also forced 28 turnovers from the Chargers 
(while committing only 11) and outscored them 41-11 off turnovers. 
UMass Lowell also had advantages on steals (15-4), offensive re-
bounds (20-8), scoring in the paint (50-18) and off the bench (29-6).

The Last Time They Met: UMass Lowell 59, Adelphi 52
Bianca Simmons registered 17 points and Jen Valente added 16 
as UMass Lowell defeated Adelphi, 59-52, Jan. 12 in Garden City, 
N.Y.
 Simmons converted 7-11 shots from the fl oor (3-5 from 3-point 
range) and scored 12 of her points in the fi rst half. She also added 
fi ve rebounds and four assists.
 Valente, who scored 12 of her points in the second half, con-
verted 7-10 fi eld goal attempts and grabbed six rebounds. Sha’Nay 
Bushner grabbed a career-high 15 rebounds in addition to scoring 
six points.
 Erika Cottle led Adelphi with 15 points as she converted 5-10 
fi eld goal attempts, including 3 of 4 from long range. Ashley Caiafa 
chipped in 13 points and fi ve rebounds.
 The River Hawks, who trailed 29-24 at the half, shot 14-25 in 
the second half (.560), opposed to 8-25 shooting by Adelphi (.320). 
 UMass Lowell, which has outscored opponents’ benches by 
an average of 23.9 to 10.7 this season, bested that of Adelphi’s 
30-7. The Panthers, however, forced 22 turnovers from the River 
Hawks (while committing 18) and posted a 23-13 edge in points off 
turnovers.
