Maryland At A Glance

Storyline
* Maryland plays its fi nal non-conference game of the regular season tonight when it 
hosts intrastate rival Morgan State. Maryland is now 11-2 overall and owns a seven-
game winning streak. The Terps are 9-0 this season at Comcast Center. The Bears are 
5-8 overall and 1-0 in the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference, coming into tonight’s game 
off an 81-67 loss at the University of Washington on Dec. 30.
 
* The Terrapins are making the most of their seven-game homestand, having won the 
fi rst fi ve in this stretch at Comcast. Maryland owns wins over Delaware State, American, 
Bryant, Elon and Charlotte during the homestand. After tonight’s game against Morgan 
State, the Terps open Atlantic Coast Conference play on Jan. 10 at home against Geor-
gia Tech before playing their fi rst road game of the season on Jan. 14 at Miami.
 
* Maryland’s seven-game winning streak is the longest since 2006-07, when it fi nished 
the regular season with seven straight victories from Feb. 11 through March 3, 2007. 
The last time the Terps put eight straight wins together was at the start of that same 
season, beginning that year 8-0.

* Maryland has been strong defensively all season, but particularly during the seven-
game winning streak. The Terrapins are allowingn opponents just 61.6 points per game 
overall, but just 58.3 points during the winning streak. The Terps are holding opponents 
under 40 percent shooting from the fl oor this year (.397) and a .376 mark in the last 
seven games.

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Division I have 600 career wins...
 Williams picked up his 400th victory at Maryland against Vermont 
(11/21)... The milestone came in dramatic fashion, as Vasquez buried 
a 3-pointer with 6 seconds left to force overtime... The Terps scored 
the fi rst 17 points of the extra period, earning the most lopsided OT 
victory in school history with a 17-2 edge in the extra session... Williams 
picked up the victory over former assistant Mike Lonergan, now in his 
4th season as head coach at Vermont.

Milestones, Streaks, etc.
• Maryland has hit at least one 3-pointer in 333 consecutive 

games.
• The Terps are 62-5 in non-conference games since moving into 

Comcast Center.
• Maryland has won at least 19 games in 12 straight seasons.
• The Terps have made 15 consecutive postseason appearances.
• Maryland’s last losing season came in 1992-93, the last season 

of devastating NCAA sanctions levied against previous staffs at 
Maryland... Each school in the ACC has had a losing season since 
the Terps fell below .500 some 15 seasons ago... In fact, 9 of the 11 
ACC opponents have suffered through a losing season since the Terps 
won the NCAA title in 2002... Duke and UNC are the exceptions.
• Between 2004-05 and 2007-08, Maryland won 82 games, an 

average of 20.5 per season... That matches the number of wins that 
Gary Williams directed during the fi rst four seasons (1994-97) of 
Maryland’s run of 11 straight NCAA Tournaments.

 Morgan State comes to Comcast Center with a 5-8 mark, including 
a two-game losing skid with losses at Saint Mary’s (76-60 on Dec. 28) 
and at Washington (81-67 on Dec. 30)... 
 The Bears own a victory over DePaul of the Big East Conference, 
winning 79-75 in Chicago on Dec. 10... Morgan State beat Coppin State, 
62-48, in its MEAC opener at home on Dec. 6.
 Sophomore guard Reggie Holmes leads Morgan State with a 14.3 
points-per-game scoring average, and is the only MSU player averaging 
in double fi gures... He comes into the game with 32  3-pointers in 13 
games...
 Redshirt freshman Kevin Thompson is Morgan State’s leading re-
bounder, averaging 6.9 boards per game and grabbed 12 in the loss 
at Washington... Senior Marquise Kately (9.8 ppg) and junior Jermaine 
Bolden have started all 13 games for the Bears so far this season...
 Morgan State is coached by Todd Bozeman, who is in his third year 
at MSU.

Gary Williams’ 20th Season
 Head coach Gary Williams reaches another in a career fi lled with 
milestones when he coaches his alma mater for the 20th season in 
2008-09...
 He is the 6th-winningest active head coach in NCAA Division I men’s 
basketball with an overall record of 615-345 (.641)...  He ranks 2nd 
among active ACC coaches with 408 wins at Maryland (3rd all-time) and 
also ranks 2nd among active league coaches with 165 ACC victories.  
Williams is the Terps’ all-time winningest coach...
 He earned his 400th victory at his alma mater on 11/21 with an over-
time win over Vermont... His 397 wins in 19 years at the beginning of 
the season were an average of 20.9 wins per season with the Terps...
 Maryland’s 70-65 victory over Boston College (2/6/2008) gave Wil-
liams his 600th career victory... Only fi ve other active head coaches in

 Maryland ends its regular-season schedule against non-conference opponents with tonight’s 
game against Morgan State... The Terps then enter a stretch of 16 straight games in the Atlantic 
Coast Conference, rated again as the toughest by the Sagarin ratings...
 The Terrapins end the seven-game, month-long homestand on Saturday against Georgia Tech 
at noon, then travel to Miami (Jan. 14) and Florida State (Jan. 17) before returning home to play 
Virginia on Jan. 20... 

Maryland Among ACC’s Best Last Ten Years
Maryland has been one of the top programs in the ACC over 

the past 10 seasons.
• With 100 wins since 1999, Maryland is third among all 

ACC schools in regular-season wins.
• Head coach Gary Williams ranks second among active 

ACC coaches with 165 career wins in league play. 
• The Terps captured the 2002 ACC regular-season title & 

the 2004 ACC Tourney championship.

Maryland vs. Ranked Teams 
Under Gary Williams
 Since Gary Williams took over in 1989-90, Maryland has 
68 wins over Top-25 teams, including the 80-62 victory over 
then-5th-ranked Michigan State on Thanksgiving Night.

• Williams is the nation’s winningest active coach vs. 
top-ranked teams with seven career victories over a No. 1 opponent (6 at Maryland; 1 at Ohio 
State).
• Under Williams, Maryland has defeated 19 Top-5 opponents, 31 Top-10 opponents and the 

No. 1 team six times.
• Maryland has 16 wins over Top-10 teams the last seven years, including an 82-80 victory 

over then-No. 1 North Carolina last season (1/19/08).
• The Terps have defeated at least one Top-10 opponent in 16 of 20 seasons under Williams, 

including 13 straight years.
• Williams has led the Terps to victories over No. 1, No. 2 or No. 3 ranked teams in seven of 

the last nine seasons.

Tough Schedule
Between playing in the Atlantic Coast Conference (currently ranked 1st as a league in the 

Sagarin Computer Ratings) and facing three ranked teams in the 2008 Old Spice Classic, the 
Maryland men’s basketball schedule is formidable:

• Five Terrapin opponents for 2008-09 are currently ranked in the Top 10 in the Associated Press 
poll (#2 Duke, #3 North Carolina, #4 Wake Forest, #8 Michigan State, #9 Georgetown).
• Seven Terrapin opponents for 2008-09 are currently ranked among the Top 25 teams in the 

AP poll (previous fi ve along with #12 Clemson and #17 Boston College).
• 11 Terrapin opponents for 2008-09 are either ranked or are receiving votes in the Associated 

Press poll.
• Maryland is the lone ACC team that will face conference home-and-home series with #1 North 

Carolina and #6 Duke... The Terps will also play twice in the regular season against Miami.

Home Sweet Home
Maryland has been a dominant home team over the years:

• The Terps are 800-282 (.739) all-time at home dating back to 1923-24.
• Maryland is 94-20 (.825) all-time at Comcast Center.
• The Terps are 249-55 (.819) at home under Gary Williams (155-35 at Cole Field House).
• Maryland is 148-25 (.855) at home the last 10-plus seasons (since 1998-99).  
• Maryland has won 56 of its last 59 regular season non-conference games at Comcast Center 
under Williams.
• The Terps are 142-5 (.966) in regular season non-conference home games under Williams.
• Maryland is 72-17 (.809) in home-openers in College Park all-time, including a 32-game 
winning streak (last loss on 11/27/76 to Notre Dame, 80-79, OT)... The Terps did not play a 
home game in 1918-19.
• Maryland was 476-151 in 47 seasons at Cole Field House; 169-90 in 24 seasons at Ritchie 
Coliseum and 61-21 in 8 seasons at The Gymnasium.

The Venezuelan Sensation
Guard Greivis Vasquez enjoyed a stellar sophomore season for the Terrapins, drawing national 

attention for his exciting, passionate play... He was voted Second Team All-ACC as a sophomore... 
He’s having another strong year for the Terrapins and is making his presence felt despite only 
having played a little more than two seasons:

• He leads the Terrapins in minutes (33.3 mpg), FG (79), FGA (179), 3FG (27), 3FGA (73), FT 
(49), FTA (53), rebounds (6.2 rpg), assists (4.9 apg), steals (1.6 spg) and points (18.0 ppg).
• Vasquez has had two games this season in which he’s led the team in scoring, rebounds 

and assists - 28 pts, 8 rebs, 4 asts vs. Youngstown State (11/18), and 23 pts, 12 rebs, 6 asts 
vs. Michigan (12/3).
• Vasquez tied his previous career-high with 28 points in the game against Youngstown State... 

He had also hit that mark last season against American Univ. (12/22/2007)... 16 of his 28 against 
the Penguins came in the fi rst half, as he scored 16 of the Terrapins’ 37 fi rst-half points.
• The heroics continued against Vermont (11/21) as he again led Maryland with 26 points in 

the overtime win... His 3-pointer with 6 seconds remaining sent the game into overtime, where 
he added 6 points in the extra session to spark the Terrapins to 17 straight OT points... Vasquez 
tied his then-career-high in that game with 9 rebounds and dished out 5 assists.
• For the second time in a three-week stretch, Vasquez was named the Atlantic Coast 

Conference Player of the Week on Monday, 12/8... In victories over Michigan and George 
Washington, Vasquez averaged 20.0 points, 11.5 rebounds, 5.5 assists, 2.5 steals and shot 
.519 from the fl oor (14-for-27), posting back-to-back double-doubles... Vasquez led the Terps 
in points (23), rebounds (12), assists (6) and steals (3) in a 75-70 win over Michigan, then had 
17 points 11 rebounds and fi ve assists against the Colonials in the BB&T Classic victory at 
Verizon Center.
• For his performance against both Youngstown State and Vermont, Vasquez was named the 

Atlantic Coast Conference Player of the Week... Previously, he shared the award on 2/18/2008 
with Tyrese Rice of Boston College.
• Vasquez’s back-to-back 20-point games marked the fi rst time he accomplished that feat 

since he had 25 at Duke (2/13/08), 20 vs. Florida State (2/16/08) and 25 vs. Virginia Tech 
(2/20/08).
• Vasquez has now scored in double fi gures in 38 of his last 40 games... He is the 47th Terrapin 

to reach 1,000 career points and ranks 35th on that list with 1,145 points... Next on the list is Buck 
Williams, who scored 1,153 from 1978-81 and Mo Howard, who had 1,161 from 1973-76.
• Vasquez set a new career-high with 12 rebounds in the 12/3 victory over Michigan... It was 

his fi rst game ever in double fi gures on the boards and marked his fi rst double-double of the 
year... It was the fi rst time a Vasquez double-double was in points and rebounds... He followed 
that effort with a team-high 11 boards on 12/7 vs. George Washington, earning back-to-back 
double-doubles.
• He led the team and the ACC with 223 assists (6.8 apg) a year ago and dished out at least 

fi ve assists in 24 games...  He recorded 10 or more assists fi ve times (Northeastern, Illinois, 
Morgan State,  North Carolina and NC State)...  He has led the Terps in helpers in 22 of the 
last 26 games in a streak dating back to last season, including 10 of 13 games this year... He 
had a season-high 8 assists against Elon (12/30).

Rhodes in the game against American... Against Vermont, he became the 11th player in school 
history to hit the 400 plateau... Vasquez’s 5.6 per game average ranks behind only all-time assists 
leader and current Portland TrailBlazer Steve Blake, who averaged 7.0 over his career.

Attendance for Maryland basketball continues to rise. For the 

past nine seasons, the Terps have set school records and ranked 
in the top 10 nationally in overall attendance, home and away. 
Maryland has eclipsed its own overall record in seven straight 
seasons, and played before 400,000 fans in nine consecutive 
seasons. Over the last six years, the Terps have ranked at least 
8th nationally in home attendance which has skyrocketed to 
1,820,275 -  an average of 17,336 each time the Terps play in 
the Comcast Center. 

• In 2007-08, Maryland ranked 6th in the nation as 341,050 
watched 19 Terrapin basketball games, as the Terps played to 
100 percent capacity for the second time in six seasons.

• In 2006-07, Maryland ranked 8th in the nation as 319,616 
fans packed the Comcast Center for Terp basketball games. 

• In 2003-04, the Maryland basketball team fi nished fi fth 
nationally in home attendance average for the second-straight 
season and records were once again shattered at the Terps’ 
state-of-the-art Comcast Center.

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Terps Sign Two Posts 
for Fall 2009

 The University of Maryland added two 
outstanding post prospects recently when 
Jordan Williams and James Padgett 
signed National Letters of Intent to play 
men’s basketball at the university, head 
coach Gary Williams announced.
 “With our quality guards returning, we 
felt a need to get bigger inside,” said Gary 
Williams. “James and Jordan will allow us to 
do that.”
 Williams, a 6-foot-10, 245-pound center 
from Torrington (Conn.) High School, will 
come to Maryland after being ranked as 
the 16th center in the nation and a four-star 
recruit by Scout.com. The Red Raiders, 
coached by Tony Turina, won the state title in 
his freshman season and followed that with 
a berth in the state semifi nals. A two-time 
Class LL All-State pick, Williams averaged 28 
points and 16 rebounds per game, leading 
Torrington to a division title as a junior.
 “At 6-10, Jordan is one of those rare 
players who can run the court very well, 
while being a traditional inside player,” said 
Gary Williams. “Jordan has great hands in 
rebounding and catching the basketball. He 
showed tremendous improvement over the 
past summer.”
 Williams chose the Terrapins over St. 
John’s, Providence, Georgetown, Indiana, 
Marquette and Notre Dame, among others. 
He played AAU ball for the New England 
Playaz program. 
 Padgett is a 6-foot-8, 212-pound power 
forward from Lincoln High School in Brook-
lyn, N.Y. He was ranked 54th nationally at 
power forward by ESPN.com, and 21st in 
the nation and a four-star prospect at center 
by Scout.com.
 His high school coach, Dwayne Morton, 
said he hoped Padgett might turn into the 
“best big man in New York City this year.” 
Morton said he is outstanding with his back 
to the basket, and ESPN.com called him a 
“very athletic interior player.” He averaged 
nearly a double-double each game, with 
10.4 points and 9.8 rebounds per game last 
season as a junior.
 “James is a strong, physical player who 
knows how to play with his back to the bas-
ket, while expanding his perimeter game,” 
said Gary Williams. “He is a winner. His 
Lincoln High School team won the New York 
State Class AA Championship last year.”
 He played AAU ball for the Juice All-Stars 
and chose Maryland over Rutgers, Seton 
Hall, St. John’s and Pittsburgh. Lincoln High 
is the same school that produced Stephon 
Marbury. Padgett transferred to Lincoln after 
his sophomore season at Xaverian High.

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 Greivis Vasquez fi nished with 27 points, one short of his career 
high, and the junior guard fueled a second-half surge that carried 
the Terrapins (11-2) to their seventh straight victory. 
 Down by four shortly after halftime, Maryland took a brief lead 
but was tied with 14:51 remaining. Vasquez then drilled a 3-pointer, 
sparking a 16-point run that made it 65-49 with 11:27 to go. 
 Landon Milbourne scored 10 of his 13 points in the second half, 
and three other players reached double fi gures to help Maryland 
(11-2) improve to 9-0 at Comcast Center. 
 RaShad Coleman led Charlotte (5-7) with 21 points, but made 
only two baskets after halftime. The 49ers, who came in with a 
four-game win streak, were outscored 47-34 in the second half. 
 Maryland took its fi rst lead with 17:47 left when Milbourne made 
two foul shots to cap an 8-1 spree that made it 46-45. After the 
49ers pulled even, Vasquez hit a 3-pointer, Adrian Bowie made a 
three-point play and Milbourne sank two straight jumpers to put 
the Terps up 59-49. 
 A timeout by Charlotte couldn’t stop the surge. Sean Mosley 
drilled a 3-pointer, Vasquez scored on a drive and Bowie made a 
free throw to cap the 16-point blitz. 
 The Terrapins trailed 41-38 at the break, the most points they’ve 
allowed in the fi rst half this season. 
 Maryland’s fi rst possession ended with an air ball by Vasquez, 
and the 49ers followed by making seven of their fi rst nine shots 
- going 4-for-5 from 3-point range - to take an 18-7 lead. The 
Terrapins hadn’t trailed by double digits since Nov. 30, during a 
75-48 loss to Georgetown. 
 Vasquez then made two free throws, a three-point play and a 
3-pointer in a 10-0 run.
