Scouting the Aggies
Today’s game marks the second time this season that these two teams have met. The first meeting occurred back on January 19 in Princess Anne,
with the Aggies victorious, 61-49. Steve Rush was the high scorer with 20 points.

A&T is coming off a 54-50 loss to Bethune-Cookman; it was their second defeat in three games. The Aggies score on average just over 70 points a
night, yet allow opponents to score nearly 72. They shoot well from the floor at nearly 44 percent, 32 percent from downtown, and just over 64
percent at the free-throw line. On the glass, A&T pulls in over 37 rebounds per game, out-rebounding their foes by nearly two rebounds-a-game.
Steve Rush is the teams leading scorer, averaging over 15 points per game.

Window Washers

UMES is certainly not the biggest team in the conference but on Monday night the appeared taller than one of the tallest. UMES out-rebounded the
Pirates of Hampton, a team with several towering players. They didn’t just edge the Pirates but won the battle of the boards 41-24, posted 23
offensive boards and capitalized, winning the second chance points 22-4.

Charge!!!
After the final horn sounded on Monday night, hundred of fans rushed the floor to celebrate UMES’ improbable 68-62 win over Hampton. The
madness was captured on ESPNU. This is the first time in almost ten year that the Hawk faithful stormed the court.

Look Mom! I'm On T.V.

UMES made their television debut of the season on Monday night when their win over Hampton was televised live by ESPNU. It is the first of two
live television games as ESPNU returns on Monday night, February 25" when the Hawks host Bethune-Cookman at 9:00 p.m.




Gotta Hit Your Free-Throws!

The Hawks have been steadily improving at the free-throw line this season. In the win over Howard, the Hawks shot 21-27 from the line, including
10-12 inside of the final two minutes. Assistant coach Kirkland Hall has worked with the shooters in practice to produce positive results.

Walk the Line

Ed Tyson was a perfect 13-13 at the free throw line at Morgan State. He finally missed after hitting his head on the floor while drawing a foul. He
would finish 13-15 at the stripe, scoring a game high 28 points

Starting Five

UMES has certainly juggled their starting lineups this season. Ed Tyson is the only player to have started all games while every player but one,
Danijel Krleski, has at least one start. In fact there have been 11 different lineups in the 21 games they have played. The most popular lineup to date
is Denzel Jackson, Ishmawiyl McFadden, Aleksandar Popovic, Marc Davis and Ed Tyson. That lineup accounted for both of the Hawks’ wins and
six losses. However, with Popovic out with a foot fracture and McFadden not traveling due a death in the family, it won’t see the floor for some
time. No other combination has started more than two times with six lineups making just one appearance.

B.J. Is Perfect

B.J. Nimocks is the only senior on the Hawks this season and he has come to be known as a solid defender and rebounded. When former coach
Larry Lessett brought him to UMES it was specifically for his long arms and quick feet on the defensive end. Well, after some work with Assistant
Coach Kirkland Hall, B.J. turned into a scorer on Wednesday night, posting a career high 16 points on an impressive 6-6 shooting including a three
pointer, his first make of the year. He was almost perfect from the line as well, getting a 3-4 effort from the charity stripe.

Tyson Under Ten, Whoa!

Ed Tyson is a scorer, no doubt about it. He is averaging over 18 points a game, has scored 30 points or more five time (see below) and has had at
least 20 points too many times to count. It is almost a given that he has double figures. However, Dartmouth accomplished what only George
Washingotn has been able to do this season. They held him under ten points. Tyson scored just nine on 4-13 shooting. His second worst output of
the season. He managed just three points earlier this year at GW. He has had 17 games over ten and eight over 20 already this season.

Tyson and Thirty

Ed Tyson dropped 34 in the loss to Norfolk State. That marked the third time this season he scored in the 30’s with 36, a season high, at Wagner
back on December 15™ and with 32 at lowa back on November 20". It is the fifth time in his career he has reached the 30 points in a game plateau
with to coming last season. He dropped exactly 30 against the same Norfolk State team in March of 2007 in the MEAC Tournament and scored is
career high 37 at home against South Carolina State in February of 2007.

Bivins Takes Off the Mittens

Jahmal Bivins, a junior walk-on, took off the gloves, so to speak, in one of his last outings. Bivins led the Hawks with eight rebounds, a new career
high. He went on to post career highs in minutes (18) and points (3). He tied his career high in blocks as well with one.

Roster Moves

The University of Maryland Eastern Shore (UMES) Men’s Basketball Team has made a few changes to its current roster. The Hawks will add one
new player, Gary Lee (Flint Mich./Northwestern Univ.) to its roster and remove two walk-ons who had not played this season. Another key
player, Aleksandar Popovic (Novi Sad, Serbia/Weatherford College), will miss four to five weeks with a right foot fracture.

Lee comes to UMES after transferring from Northwestern University. He started his career with the Wildcats in the 2004-2005 season and red-
shirted the entire year. He then left and sat out his mandatory year, due to NCAA DI transfer rules, in 2005-06 and missed the 2006-07 year earning
his eligibility.

In other news UMES has officially removed walk-on guards Kevin Burwell (Philadelphia, Pa./Imhotep H.S.) and Roland Dunston (Bear, Del./
Glasgow H.S.) from its roster. Neither player had seen action this season for the Hawks.

Stressed Out

Junior center Aleksandar Popovic is stressed out lately, stress-fractured out of the line-up. Popovic has a stress fracture in his right foot, an injury he
sustained at practice. He tried to go on the foot at Winston-Salem State but after starting and playing just four minutes he was unable to continue.
The South Carolina State game was the first he has missed in his career at UMES. He will be out about five weeks with hopes of returning to the
line-up when UMES hosts Florida A&M on February 23", their Homecoming game.



Lee Starts At The Three

Gary Lee, playing in just his second collegiate game, earned the start at South Carolina State. He was solid on the wing, scoring nine points and
grabbing five rebounds in 20 minutes of action.

Milo the Magnificent

Sophomore Milutin Mirjacic, or “Milo”, stepped in and stepped up at South Carolina State. Mirjacic started for the third time this season and wound
up leading the team in rebounding with six caroms and fifth in scoring with seven points. Defense, however, is Milo’s game as he seems to be able
to guard any position n the floor. Against the Bulldogs he came up with two steals and three defensive boards while taking care of the ball, turning it
over just one time.

Tyson and Twenty

Junior guard Ed Tyson scored 21 points in the WSSU loss on Saturday and with it marked the seventh time this season that he has eclipsed the 20
point barrier. He has led the team (or tied for it) in scoring in 12 of the Hawk’s 15 games and in those 15 games scored in double figures all but once.

100 Plus

The University of Maryland Eastern Shore has given up over 100 points three times this season. With the loss on Saturday to Winton-Salem State
UMES allowed 105 for the second time. They fell 105-59 at WSSU and 105-86 at Wagner on December 15, 2007. West Virginia topped UMES
110-44 back on November 27, 2007. The closest they have come themselves to 100 was in the Wagner game. They gave up 100 twice last season
and three times in 04-05. This marks the eighth time that Meredith Smith has been on staff when UMES has allowed 100 or more points. The last
time UMES scored 100 or more points was when they topped Albany 102-96 back in the 2000-01 season.

MEAC Honors

Freshmen guard Marc Davis was recently named the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference (MEAC) Rookie of the Week for his performance at
Nebraska. Davis posted 11 points, a career high six rebounds and three assists.

Start and Ye Shall Receive

Senior forward B.J. Nimocks earned his first start of his career at Nebraska and with it had quite the productive night. Nimocks recorded a career
high, 10 rebounds, six on the offensive end, and came a bucket shy of tying his career high in scoring. He posted eight points and added an assist in
25 minutes of play, matching a career high in minutes.

And the Award Goes to... Denzel

The University of Maryland Eastern Shores' (UMES) Denzel Jackson can add Mid-Eastern Athletic (MEAC) Rookie of the Week to his resume after
receiving the accolade for his performance in a non-conference contest the week ending December 23. He previously was named the league’s
Defensive Player of the Week for December 10.

Aleksandar the Great

Junior Center Aleksandar Popovic grabbed a career high 17 rebounds in the 77-72 win over Kennesaw State. It was the first time this season that
Popovic has recorded over 10 rebounds. His pervious career high was 15.

One Shy

Ed Tyson came up one shy of his career high 37 points by scoring 36 in the loss to Wagner. He set that mark February 5, 2007 at South Carolina
State. This season he had scored 32 at lowa and has scored in the 30s one other time. That was last season when he had 30 in the opening round loss
of the MEAC Tournament an 81-70 loss to Norfolk State.

Double-Up

The streak of no doubles doubles, dating back to March 3, 2007 and lasting 12 games was snapped by Aleksandar Popovic as he had 12 points and 12
rebounds in the loss to Wagner. The last time a Hawk had one was Antonio McMillion who had 16 points and 12 boards in the win over Howard to
close out the regular season of 2006-07.

Denzel Jackson got the first of his career and the team’s second double double with an 11 point 11 rebound showing in the loss to Navy.

Career Bests

Marc Davis had a career best 30 points, five rebounds and 37 minutes, B.J. Nimocks had a career high 10 points and Aleksandar Popovic had a career
best 17 rebounds as they were keys to the Hawks win over the Owls of Kennesaw State. Previously Davis had scored 16 at most and Popovic had 12



rebounds with Nimocks having nine. Davis and Popovic both shattered their previous marks. Popovic was a defensive giant with 12 defensive
boards and two blocks while Davis picked 13 of his points on the free throw line in 20 trips.

Follow the Leader

Ed Tyson has been the leader in scoring so far this season. He averages almost 17 points a game and has led the Hawks in scorning in nine out of 12
games, counting the exhibition loss to Shenandoah. The other three times, Mark Davis, who attended the same high school as Tyson, led UMES.
Those games were against Bradley and George Washington and Kennesaw State. Denzel Jackson, tied for the lead in points in the Bradley and West
Virginia contests.

Single Doubles

Until the Wagner game no UMES player has yet to achieve a double double this season. While the Hawks had had plenty of scorers in double
figures they can’t match that with another category. Denzel Jackson had been the closest as he has had two double digit rebounding efforts, one
against Stony Brook (10) and one at George Washington (11). In those games however he has scored seven and five points. He came two boards
shy in the loss to WVU with ten points and eight rebounds. Popovic was three points shy in the Kennesaw State win.

No Place Like Home

UMES recently hosted Delaware State on December 1, 2007. They were glad to be home after a grueling 11 day road trip that saw them go 0-5 and
hit four states.

Four is not a double digit
While the number four is just a single digit, not a double digit, four is precisely the amount of Hawks that were in double figures in the loss to
Bradley. Denzel Jackson and Marc Davis both had 16 and both were career highs while Ed Tyson and Milutin Mirjacic both had 11.

Lord of the Boards

Freshman Denzel Jackson has lead the Hawks in rebounding in each of the first three games of the season. Coming off the bench, he pulled in eight
rebounds in the season opener at VCU, and then grabbed 10 rebounds against Stony Brook and 10 more at Bradley.

Hasn’t Missed a Beat

Ed Tyson scored a season-high 32 points in the loss at lowa. Tyson was on fire, shooting 7-8 from beyond the 3-point arch. The Junior is averaged
just under 21 points through the first four games. Tyson finished the season last year averaging over 16 points a game to lead the Hawks. He picked
up where he left off, scoring a game high 20 points to start his season. He did it on 7-22 shooting, connecting on two of seven attempts form
downtown. Tyson shot even better in the win over Stony Brook, going 7-11 from the field and scoring 20 points for the second consecutive game. Ed
was shut out in the first half against Bradley, but finished strong with 11 second half points.

Freshmen Smeshmen

The Hawks are young, sporting seven new faces and just one senior. Six of those seven players however are freshmen and UMES will rely on them
heavily this season. Denzel Jackson leads the team in rebounding through four games, pulling in over eight per game. In the opener vs. Virginia
Commonwealth four of those six saw significant minutes, including two starters, Marc Davis at the point guard spot and Ishmawiyl McFadden at the
small forward. In total the four freshmen combined for 17 points and 14 rebounds. Against Stony Brook, Jackson joined the starting line-up,
forming a starting trio along with Davis and McFadden. The trio would produce 23 points, 14 rebounds, and four steals.

PRINCESS ANNE, Md. — Junior Ed Tyson (Baltimore, Md./Walbrook H.S.)
scored a game-high 20 points and freshman Denzel Jackson (Philadelphia,
Pa./Lincoln H.S.) added seven and 10 rebounds including a key free throw

to give the University of Maryland Eastern Shore (UMES) their first win of the
season over Stony Brook University 53-52 on Thursday night at the William P.

“It's a big win to start the season at home,” said Interim Head Coach
Meredith Smith.

Ed Tyson (Baltimore, Md./Walbrook H.S.) led all scorers with 34 points on
six-of-10 shooting from beyond the arc. He finished three points shy of tying
a career-high and just two short of matching a season-high, but did tie one
career record with three steals.

At the 5:40 mark
Duncan would strike again on a thunderous fast break dunk that would shift the
momentum to the Eagles for good giving then a 50-47 edge. Jackson would be
the next person to score but it was over two minutes later, cutting the lead to
one. Ceslovas Kucinskas would hit a jumper moments later and Tywain McKee
would drain a three-pointer to make it 55-49 with less than two minutes to play
and put it out of reach for the Hawks.

Kucinskas would make the margin as many as eight near the end but the
Hawks' final five points would come from Tyson and the final margin would be
59-54 in favor of Coppin State.

McKee would lead CSU with 14 points while Kucinskas would add 13.
Antwan Harrison would score in double figures as well with 10 points.

The Eagles shot a blistering 46.3 percent for the game and 40 percent
from behind the arc. The hot shooting and balanced scoring, 10 of the 11
players who saw the court scored, were the keys to the win.

Despite not scoring, UMES did win the battle on the glass, 36-27 and
scored more points off of turnovers and second chance points.

“We have to put the ball in the basket,” said Smith. “We just aren't doing
that.”

PRINCESS ANNE, Md. — After trailing by one at halftime, the University of
Maryland Eastern Shore (UMES) Hawks turned it up on both ends of the floor
in route to a 59-56 win over Howard University on Saturday night in the William
P. Hytche Athletic Center. The Hawks were able to convert on 11 straight free
throws in the second half and 21-0f-27 (77.8 percent) overall for the game,
while limiting Howard on the defensive end to just 11 total free-throw attempts
(6-0f-11).

“| thought our ability to execute down the stretch made all the difference in
the game,” said Interim Head Coach Meredith Smith. “We spent a lot of time in
the 2-3 zone during practice this week and | felt it helped us tonight.”

UMES (3-21, 1-8 MEAC) snapped a 12 game losing streak and picked up
their first Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference (MEAC) win of the season behind
a solid performance from freshmen Marc Davis (Baltimore, Md./Walbrook
H.S.) who led all scorers with 20 points on 12-0f-15 shooting from the foul line.
Davis also added a career-high eight assists to go along with four steals and
four rebounds.

Despite facing a 25-24 deficit at the break, the Hawks battled back and
took a one point lead on an Ed Tyson (Baltimore, Md./Walbrook H.S.) lay-in
with 15:25 left in the game.

Howard countered with an Anthony Thomas dunk on the ensuing play that
gave them the advantage right back. A Curtis White three-pointer on their next
trip down would extend the Bison lead back out to four, 35-31, which matched
their largest of the half.

However, UMES would answer with a nine point run that featured a Gary
Lee (Flint, Mich./Northwestern University) three-pointer and an Ishmawiyl
McFadden (Philadelphia, Pa./Simon Gratz H.S.) dunk on a pinpoint pass
from Davis to cap off an amazing stretch that seemed to give the Hawks the
momentum.

Senior BJ Nimocks (Detroit, Mich./Cloud County C.C.) gave the Hawks
their largest lead of the night on two different occasions, nine, both on a pair of
impressive second chance lay-ins. The latter giving UMES a 48-39 advantage
with 3:05 remaining in the game.

The Bison made it interesting down the stretch as they cut the lead down
to three on two separate occasions and then to 58-56 on a White three-point
basket with 12 seconds to go in the game, but each time were thwarted off by
key UMES free throws as they held on for the win.

Tyson, the MEAC's leading scorer, finished just below his season
average with 18 points. While no other Hawk player finished in double digits,
McFadden, Lee, and Nimocks did add eight, seven, and six points respectively.
Lee also grabbed a career-high seven rebounds.

Howard was led by Eugene Myatt with 16 points, while White added
15 points. Paul Kirkpatrick chipped in with 10 points and a game-high eight
rebounds.

Both teams shot a respectable number from the floor with UMES holding
the slight advantage (38.3-36.4 percent). Howard did manage to out shoot the
Hawks from beyond the arc (35.7-18.2 percent) but on 28 attempts.

The Hawks did outscore Howard in the paint, 14-10, and off turnovers, 21-
12, while holding close in several other categories, including rebounds (36-31),
turnovers (15-12), and second chance points (14-9).

PRINCESS ANNE, Md. — Ed Tyson put on a show for a national television
audience and the rest of the Hawks stepped up to play solid defense as the
University of Maryland Eastern Shore (UMES) toppled Hampton University 68-
62 in what is arguably the biggest upset in the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference
(MEAC) this season. Tyson poured in 24 points while the under-sized and
under-manned Hawks played with heart and out-rebounded the Pirates 41-24.

Fresh off a win over Howard, the Hawks played with confidence in front
of a crowd of almost 3,000 fans. They slowed down a Pirates team that likes
to run and forced their own pace, forcing Hampton into long range shots and
jumpers and then capturing the rebound, limiting second chance points. In
fact, that is where UMES did the most damage. They limited Hampton on the
boards despite being under-sized. Hampton’s big men combined for less than
15 boards, while UMES, who had their tallest player in Brandon Moore at 6-9,
seemed to get to every ball. Moore had seven caroms while the team’s leading
glass cleaner Denzel Jackson had nine. B.J. Nimocks, who earned the start,
also had seven rebounds.

The Hawks scored 22 points off of their second chances on 23 offensive
boards while Hampton had just four second chance points and nine offensive
boards. The Hawks had more offensive than defensive boards (18).

“That was a great win,” UMES coach Meredith Smith said. “The kids
played tremendous defense. We talked about if we had a chance to win this
game we had to rebound well, and that is exactly what we did.”

They got big points from a limited bench as well. Freshmen Ishmawiyl
McFadden posted a career high 14 points while Jackson added eight and Marc
Davis and Nimocks had seven each.

Tyson scored 11 of his 24 in the final 1:43 of play as UMES used and 11-4
run to seal the win.

Much to everyone’s surprise the 11th place Hawks stayed close with the
#2 Pirates | the first half. Hampton posted a run toward the end of the first half
that was 10-3 and pushed it to a 33-26 lead at the break.

A 16-4 run late in the second half is where UMES would close the lead.
They cut it to 53-52 and the crowd was alive with just under six minutes to
play. Tyson sank a pair of free throws with 1:43 remaining that would give the
Hawks the lead 59-58. He would steal the ensuing inbound pass and convert
a lay-in to make it 61-58. From there UMES would push their lead to six twice,
including the final margin 68-62.

Hampton was led by Rashad West who had 19 points and Theo Smalling
who had 11, nine in the first half. Smalling was the leading rebounder for
Hampton with six. UMES had not beaten Hampton since the 1999-00 season
when they won, 59-58 on the road.

“It has been a long time since we beat Hampton,” Smith said. “They are
very well-coached so | think it is a testament to how focused and how well our
kids are capable of playing when we play as a team.”
