Chris Douglas-Roberts scored a team-high 24
points, including the go-ahead basket with 2:32 left,
to lift No. 1/1 Memphis to a 70-64 Conference USA
victory over UTEP. Douglas-Roberts also grabbed
seven rebounds.

Derrick Rose added 17 points, eight boards and
three assists, and Robert Dozier scored nine points
and pulled down eight boards. UTEP’s Stefon Jackson
led all scorers with 27 points, and he also had seven
boards. Marvin Kilgore scored 10 points, and Randy
Culpepper added eight points and three rebounds.

The Tigers held a slim 32-28 halftime lead
and never could pull away from the visiting Miners
throughout the second half. Memphis’ largest second-
half lead was six points at 40-34 on a Joey Dorsey
dunk at the 16:06 mark.

Memphis held on to that narrow advantage until
the 5:08 mark when a Culpepper jumper tied the con-
test at 58-all. It was the eighth tie of the game (there
were nine total ties). After an Antonio Anderson free
throw put the Tigers back on top at 58-57 with 4:04
left, Culpepper answered for UTEP with a three-
pointer to give the Miners a 60-58 advantage with
only 3:45 remaining. It was UTEP’s first lead since
7:52 of the first half (21-19).

The Tigers, though, responded with a 5-0 spurt to
take a 63-60 lead and never trailed again. A Rose la-
yup tied the game at 60-all, and then Douglas-Roberts
hit a basket and a free throw for a 63-60 lead with 1:56
left. A Jackson hoop 34 seconds later cut the Memphis
lead to 63-62. Rose, however, answered with four-
straight points (jumper, 2 FT) to give the Tigers some
breathing room at 67-62. Memphis sealed the victory

at the foul line, hitting 3-of-4 attempts in the final 20
seconds.

The first half was close throughout with three
lead changes and seven ties. The largest lead by ei-
ther team in the first half was seven points (32-25 by
Memphis at 2:34 mark).

Both teams shot under 40 percent from the field,
with Memphis at 36.4 percent and UTEP at 38.7 per-
cent. The Tigers hit only 1-of-17 (5.9 percent) from
the arc, while the Miners shot 28.6 percent from the
three-point line (4-of-14). Memphis won the battle on
the glass 52-42, and the Tiger defense forced 16 Miner
turnovers.

MEMPHIS’ CONNECTION TO UTEP’S 1966
NCAATITLE TEAM

In 2005-06, the Miners celebrated the 40th anni-
versary of the school’s 1966 NCAA title, along with
the release of the movie “Glory Road” that chron-
icled the team’s season. And, Memphis has a tie to
that squad.

Former Tiger head coach Moe lIba served as an
assistant coach on Don Haskins’ staff in that NCAA
championship year. Following that season, Iba took
over the Memphis program, and his first year at the
helm was the 1966-67 campaign. Iba coached four
years (1967-70) and had a 37-65 overall record.

2008-09 TIGER SENIORS SET SCHOOL'S
WINS RECORD FEB. 18

The Tigers set the NCAA record for wins in a
three-year period (2005-06 through 2007-08) with
104 victories, and as a result of that success, it put
the 2008-09 Memphis seniors in a position to set
the school’s all-time wins record. Now, the Tiger se-
nior trio of Antonio Anderson, Robert Dozier and
Chance McGrady has set the school record for most
wins by a four-year class with Memphis’ victory over
SMU Feb. 18.

With its 23 victories so far in 2008-09, the se-
nior class has 127 career wins, which broke the pre-
vious school record of 126 wins set by the 2007-08
class (Joey Dorsey).

Fifteen of his last 18 seniors have earned
their bachelor’s degrees, and this year’s three
seniors — Antonio Anderson, Robert Dozier
and Chance McGrady — all are on schedule
to graduate in the spring of 2009. Junior Shawn
Taggart, who transferred from lowa State, is
also on pace to earn his degree in the spring.

One of Calipari’s most recent graduates,
Jeremy Hunt, is playing professional basket-
ball overseas. Antonio Burks recently finished
up work on his degree in between his overseas
playing stints.

In his time at UMass, nearly 80 percent of
Calipari’s players earned their degrees.

CALIPARI/UNIVERSITY
REACH 0UT TO FORMER
TIGERS

If there is a coach that understands the his-
tory of the Tiger basketball program, it is John
Calipari. And, he also quickly learned how
much the city of Memphis and Tiger fans love
the program and hold fond memories of past
Memphis teams.

With that in mind, Calipari and the Uni-
versity are reaching out to former Tiger players
and asking those who want to return to com-
plete their degrees to do so. Antonio Burks,
who played for Calipari from 2002-04, took
advantage of his former head coach’s offer and
finished in May 2008.

Other former Tigers who returned to school
and earned their degrees are Chris Garner, Ced-
ric Henderson and Andre Turner. All three grad-
uated in 2008. Turner, who is better known as
“The Little General” of the Tiger squads from
1983-86, made his return to campus after a 20-
year professional hoops career overseas.

CBA EXCHANGE - NOT ONLY
HOOPS

In addition to the exchange of basketball
ideas between the U.S. and China (via Mem-
phis), there will also be an exhange of under-
graduate students. During each year of the
program, 100 Chinese students will attend the
University of Memphis. Also, the UofM opened
the Confucius Institute in November of 2007. It
is only the 24th such institute in the U.S.

When the Tigers held Tulsa to 37 points in the
Feb. 11 encounter, it sent both sides to the record
books. For Memphis, the last time it held an op-
ponent to 37 or fewer points came in the 1978-79
campaign. In the final game that year, the Tigers held
Florida State to 35 points, but dropped the game 35-
34 in the Metro Conference Tournament on Mar. 2,
1979.

For the Golden Hurricane, the 37 points were
their lowest offensive output since Mar. 3, 1952. In
that game, Tulsa netted only 33 points in a 39-33 set-
back to Oklahoma A&M.

For a third-consecutive year, Memphis has the
longest win streak in the nation.

Memphis’ streak is the second-longest for the
2008-09 season, as Utah State’s streak reached 19
games before its Feb. 14 loss.

The previous two years, the Tigers posted the
longest win streak for each season. Memphis won
25 straight in 2006-07 and 26 straight in 2007-08.

Despite the slow start to 2008-09, the Tigers are
streaking now with 17-straight wins. Memphis’ cur-
rent win streak began Dec. 22.

In John Calipari’s collegiate coaching career,
winning streaks have become common.

FOBMER TIGER KEITH LEE
EABNS DEGREE FROM
UNIVERSITY OF MEMPHIS

You can come back home, and that’s always
been the case with Keith Lege, one of the most be-
loved players in Memphis basketball history. Tiger
Nation has been proud of Lee during and since his
playing days in the early 1980s, and now fans have
one more reason to cheer for Lee, who was in at-
tendance at the Dec. 20 contest.

The Tigers’ all-time leading scorer (2,408
points) and rebounder (1,336 board) earned his
bachelor’s degree in Interdisciplinary Studies and
walked at the University’s December commence-
ment on Dec. 13 at FedExForum. A four-time As-
sociated Press All-America from 1982-85, Lee
was named the Metro Conference Player of the
Year twice and the league’s Freshman of the Year
in 1982. In his career, Lee helped lead the Tigers to
an overall record of 104-24, three Metro Confer-
ence Tournament titles, four NCAA Tournament
appearances and the 1985 NCAA Final Four.

Lee is one of several former Tigers returning
to the Memphis campus to finish their degrees. The
following are other former Tigers who graduated
from the University of Memphis in recent years:

MEMPHIS IN CONFERENCE USA

The Tigers have an all-time record of 158-55
(742 winning percentage) in Conference USA play.
Memphis has posted double-digit league wins in 11
of its 14 seasons in Conference USA (includes 2008-
09), including a school-record and league-record ty-
ing 16 games in 2006-07 and 2007-08.

Last year’s 16 C-USA victories tied the Tiger
record for most league wins in a season in school
history. Prior to the previous two campaigns (2006-
07, 2007-08), Memphis” most C-USA wins were 13
on two occasions in 2002-03 (13-3) and 2005-06
(13-12).

Memphis won its first outright C-USA regular
season title in 2005-06, and followed that with out-
right regular season crowns in 2006-07 and 2007-
08. Memphis also tied for the C-USA regular season
crown in 2003-04 (12-4 record) and 1995-96 (11-3).

Memphis also won three National Division ti-
tles in 1997-98, 2001-02 and 2002-03, and captured
two league White Division championships in 1995-
96 and 1996-97.

CALIPARI IN CONFERENCE USA

Head coach John Calipari has a 112-25 (.818
winning percentage) in Conference USA play. Cali-
pari’s teams have posted double-digit C-USA win
seasons in eight of his nine years (includes 2008-09).
His teams averaged 12.6 C-USA victories per season
in his first eight years.

Calipari guided Memphis to four C-USA regu-
lar season titles in 2003-04, 2005-06, 2006-07 and
2007-08, and two league National Division champi-
onships in 2001-02 and 2002-03.

STREAKING IN C-USA

Entering league play in 2008-09, the Tigers still
have two streaks going in Conference USA.

The Tigers have won 44-straight regular season
Conference USA games and 53-straight C-USA
overall contests, including the league’s postseason
tournaments. The last time Memphis suffered a set-
back to a C-USA foe was Mar. 2, 2006, when the
Tigers fell at UAB 80-74 — a span of 1,086 days.

The 53-game win streak (includes C-USA

Tournaments) is the longest in C-USA history. The
44-game regular-season win streak is also tops in
C-USA history, moving past Cincinnati’s 21-game
regular season win streak from 1998-99 through
2000-01.

Whatever has inspired Shawn Taggart of late,
Tiger Nation hopes it continues the remainder of the
regular season and into postseason play. In the four
recent Memphis victories over No. 18/18 Gonzaga,
Tulsa, Southern Miss and SMU, the 6-foot-10 for-
ward averaged 7.5 boards per game.

Taggart pulled down 11 rebounds versus South-
ern Miss Feb. 14, and outplayed Tulsa’s Jerome Jor-
dan on the glass Feb. 11, winning the board battle

8-3. Taggart also played outstanding defense on
Jordan, holding the Tulsa center to eight points and
forcing him to turn the ball over six times.

Taggart also shot the ball well from the charity
stripe in those four games. The Richmond, Va., na-
tive was 20-0f-22 from the foul line (90.9 percent).
In the victory over SMU Feb. 18, Taggart netted 19
points on 5-of-7 field goals and 9-of-10 free throws.

Witherspoon returned to practice Feb. 16. Prior
to the surgery, Witherspoon played in 19 games and
averaged 5.1 points and 2.4 rebounds.

COUNTDOWN TO A SECOND 500

Everyone knows Antonio Anderson’s game is
an all-around one, and the stats prove it. Earlier this
season, the senior became the 45th member of the
Tiger 1,000-point club in a win over Northeastern
(Dec. 31, 2008).

Against UAB on Jan. 17, the 6-foot-6 guard
grabbed his 500th rebound and now has 550 career
boards. Up next for Anderson is to reach the 500-as-
sists mark.

The Lynn, Mass., native has 483 career assists
(seventh on career assists list), and on his pace of 4.3
dishes per game this year, he would reach the mark.
If he is successful in reaching 500 assists, Anderson
would become the only player in Memphis history
to have 1,000 points, 500 rebounds and 500 assists
in a career.

Even more proof of his all-around game is that
he has 200 career steals (fifth on career steals list).

When Roburt Sallie signed with the Tigers, the
scouting report said the 6-foot-5 guard had shoot-
ing range to the parking lot outside the arena. After
a period of learning and adjustment to the NCAA
Division | level, Tiger Nation may start seeing that
pinpoint shooting touch from the perimeter.

Sallie got back on track in the Tigers’ win over
SMU Feb. 4 after nearly a month of up-and-down
performances. He came off the bench and scored
a season-high tying 13 points. Sallie netted his 13
points on 4-of-6 field goals, 3-of-4 treys and 2-of-2
free throws. Ten days later (Feb. 14) against South-
ern Miss, Sallie netted 11 points on 3-of-4 field goals,
3-0f-3 treys and 2-of-2 free throws.
