TOMMY WEST - The University 
of Memphis head football coach 
completed his seventh season at 
the helm of the Tiger football pro-
gram in 2007. West, who coached 
the Clemson football team for seven 
seasons, was hired as the defensive 
coordinator for Memphis in Decem-
