Coaches, athletic directors and presidents of small colleges in a
five-state area (Tennessee, Kentucky, Arkansas, Mississippi and
Missouri) meet to discuss formation of an athletic conference for

both men and women. The Mississippi Valley Conference
becomes the first athletic conference in the south to sponsor girls’

basketball.

1935
Former Louisville tennis star Dr. Garland Weidner
is named the new tennis coach. Weidner is also

a health teacher in the newly-formed physical
education department.

1932
Four new, clay courts open on

campus and are hailed as some
of the best in the city.

So many girls are interested in playing tennis after
basketball season is over that they vote to charge
a ten-cent entry fee to help defray expenses for

balls for those reaching the quarterfinals. Marjorie
Hugo wins the singles championship. There are

only 2 tennis events for players, the school
tournament and the conference tournament, but
talk of intercollegiate tennis competitions begins.

Women’s sports were dropped when the university joined
an athletic conference that did not offer membership

opportunities for women. Tennis continues to be offered
as an intramural sport.
