THE Last Time Our...

» Michigan overcame Ohio State leads three
different times and made a final fourth-down
stop late in the fourth quarter to earn a 40-34
win in front of 114,132 fans, the second-largest
crowd in Michigan Stadium history. The triumph
ended a seven-game series losing streak to the
Buckeyes.

Junior quarterback DENARD ROBINSON ran
for two touchdowns and passed for three more
as he totaled 337 total yards (170 rushing, 167
passing). His TD passes each went to seniors:
wide receiver JUNIOR HEMINGWAY, wide receiv-
er MARTAVIOUS ODOMS and tight end KEVIN
KOGER. Sophomore running back FITZGERALD
TOUSSIANT had 120 yards on 20 carries. Both
Robinson and Toussaint reached the 1,000-yard
rushing plateau for the season, marking the sec-
ond time (1975) two U-M players achieved the
feat in the same season.

Michigan’s defense yielded 372 yards of
offense, but it earned a safety in the first quarter
and ended the game with an interception on
OSU’s fourth-and-six try in the final minutes.

+  U-M has totaled over 100 yards rushing in 11 of
12 games, including 200+ rushing yards in seven
games and 300+ yards in four games. Michigan had
a season-best 376 rushing yards against Eastern
Michigan (Sept. 17), 320 vs. San Diego State (Sept.
24) and 363 yards vs. Minnesota (Oct. 1). It marked
the first time U-M rushed for 300+ yards in three
consecutive games since 1976.

«Junior quarterback DENARD ROBINSON and
sophomore running back FITZZGERALD TOUSSAINT
became U-M’s first pair of 1,000-yard rushers since
1975 by each surpassing the mark in the win over
Ohio State. Robinson has 1,163 yards this season,
while Toussaint has 1,011. Gordon Bell (1,388) and
Rob Lytle (1,030) achieved the feat 36 years ago.

RoBinsoN FiNISHES STRONG

- Junior quarterback DENARD ROBINSON finished
the year strong. In his last two games, wins over
Nebraska and Ohio State, Robinson combined for
25 of 35 passing for 347 yards and 5 TDs with one
interception and rushed 49 times for 253 yards
with 4 TDs. Overall, Robinson combined for 600
yards and 9 TDs, contributing to his career-best 34
TDs on the season (18 passing/16 rushing).

He became the first Michigan player in the
modern era to post multiple rushing and passing
TDs in back-to-back games.

BiG Ten ToussAINT

Sophomore running back FITZGERALD
TOUSSAINT has carried the load in the Michigan
backfield during Big Ten play. He had 818 yards
and six touchdowns on 139 attempts in confer-
ence-only play. He surpassed the 100-yard mark
in five Big Ten games, including the final three
outings when he averaged 150.0 yards per game.
In Big Ten games, he ranked 5th with an average
of 102.2 rushing yards per game, while his 5.9-yard
per rush average ranked 3rd.
- Toussaint’s 10 rushes of 20+-yards in 2011 are
second only to Wisconsin’s Montee Ball (15) in the
Big Ten.

BiG PLAY THREATS
« The Maize and Blue has produced 64 plays
from scrimmage that have chewed up 20+ yards,
including a season-high eight vs. Ohio State.
U-M had seven “big plays” against Notre Dame,
Northwestern and Purdue.

Junior quarterback DENARD ROBINSON (12)
and fifth-year wide receiver JUNIOR HEMINGWAY
(11) lead the Wolverines in 20+-yard plays from
scrimmage. Sophomore running back FITZGERALD
TOUSSAINT has 10 big plays, while junior running
back VINCENT SMITH has eight. Hemingway is aver-
aging 19.9 yards per catch, which leads the Big Ten
and ranks 5th in the nation. Eleven of Hemingway'’s
32 receptions have been for 20+ yards.

PockeT PRESENCE

+ U-M’s offensive line includes four starters from
the 2010 squad. Fifth-year senior center DAVID
MOLK, junior right guard PATRICK OMAMEH,
sophomore left tackle TAYLOR LEWAN and fifth-
year senior right tackle MARK HUYGE have com-
bined for 118 career starts and 131 career games
on the offensive line.

In 2010, Michigan’s offensive front allowed
just 11 sacks, which led the Big Ten. The line has
allowed 15 sacks in 12 games in 2011, which ties
for second in the Big Ten.

U-M has improved
from 108th in total defense in 2010 (447.9 ypg) to
18th in 2011, allowing 317.6 yards per game. U-M
has forced 27 turnovers in 2011, including multi-
ple turnovers in nine of 12 games.

MaARTIN AND VAN BERGEN ConTROL UP FRONT

Brady Hoke was named the 19th head coach in
University of Michigan football history on Jan. 11, 2011. A
former assistant coach at U-M (1995-2002), Hoke led the
Wolverines to a 10-2 record (6-2 Big Ten) in his first season
and an at-large BCS berth to the Allstate Sugar Bowl. Hoke
had previous head coaching stints at San Diego State
from 2009-10, where he earned a 13-12 record, and his
alma mater, Ball State, where he went 34-38 from 2003-08.
Collectively, Hoke is 57-52 in nine seasons as a head coach.

Hoke’s first-season success in Ann Arbor has been
acknowledged across the country. He has been named a
finalist for three national Coach of the Year awards: Bear
Bryant, Eddie Robinson and Liberty Mutual. The Big Ten
Conference’s coaches voted Hoke as the inaugural recipi-
ent of the Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the Year award,
while the Big Ten media named him the Dave McClain
Coach of the Year.

Michigan's offense averaged 34.2 points per game,
which ranked second in the Big Ten, while U-M’s defense
allowed 17.2 points per game, good for fourth in the
league. Four Wolverines earned All-Big Ten distinction in
2011, highlighted by center David Molk, who was named
the Rimington-Pace Offensive Lineman of the Year in the
conference. Molk also earned the Rimington Trophy as the
nation’s top center.

With three wins more than the 2010 squad (7-6), the
Wolverines tied the second-best win improvement under
a first-year Michigan head coach. Fielding Yost’s 1901 team
had a four-win improvement (11-0) from the 1900 team
(7-2-1), while Frank Barbour’s 1892 team went 7-5 after a
4-5 season in 1891.

Only the legendary Yost precedes Hoke as a Michigan
head coach to win 10 games in his first season. Hoke also
became the fifth Big Ten coach to win at least 10 games
in his first season as head coach, joining Wisconsin’s
Bret Bielema (12-1, 2006), Ohio State’s Earle Bruce (11-1,
1979), Yost (11-0, 1901) and Minnesota’s Henry Williams
(10-0-2, 1900). Since 1901, Hoke is the third U-M coach
to win his first six games (Fielding Yost-1901, Bennie
Oosterbaan-1948). Nationally, Hoke is one of eight coaches
to direct a team to a BCS bowl in his first season.

The 2010 Mountain West Conference Coach of the Year,
Hoke guided the Aztecs to a 9-4 record, marking the most
victories since 1996 (8) while earning the program’s first
trip to a bowl game in 12 years, a 35-14 victory over Navy.
Six of his players earned All-MWC first team in 2010, includ-
ing running back Ronnie Hillman, the league’s Freshman
of the Year. Seven additional players earned second team
(4) honors and honorable mention (3). In 2009, Hoke’'s first
season at San Diego State, five players were named to All-
MWC teams, while 11 were MWC All-Academic selections.

As head coach at Ball State, he mentored players to 35
All-MAC selections in six years en route to a pair of bowl
game appearances in 2007 and ‘08. The 2008 season
marked the best season in program history, recording a
school-record 12 wins and completing an undefeated Mid-
American Conference regular-season campaign.

Collectively, Hoke has 29 years of collegiate coaching
experience beginning with assistant positions at Grand
Valley State (1983), Western Michigan (1984-86), Toledo
(1987-88), Oregon State (1989-94) and Michigan (1995-
2002). A defensive line coach at U-M, Hoke was part of
three Big Ten champion teams (1997, ‘98, 2000), including
the 1997 national champion and Rose Bowl! winning squad.
During his tenure, U-M posted a 76-23 overall record, claim-
ing at least 10 victories on four occasions.

A 1982 graduate of Ball State University, Hoke earned
four letters (1977-80) with the Cardinals. He was part of
the only two teams in Ball State football history to post
undefeated conference seasons: as a player in 1978, and
as the head coach in 2008. Hoke led Ball State to the 1978
MAC championship, and as a team captain in 1980 earned
All-MAC second-team honors. He graduated from Fairmont
East High School in Kettering, Ohio, in 1977.

He and his wife, the former Laura Homberger, have one
daughter, Kelly.

Michigan Stadium -- 1927-2011 (85 Years) Michigan Stadium Milestone Games

The football program is in its 85th season in the "Big House" in 2011, with a 392-
120-15 all-time record at Michigan Stadium. The largest college football stadium in
the country, it was completed in 1927 at a cost of $950,000, initially seating 72,000
fans. Michigan won the first game played at Michigan Stadium, defeating Ohio
Wesleyan, 33-0, on Oct. 1, 1927. The stadium was officially dedicated on Oct. 22,
1927, with a 21-0 shutout over Ohio State.

Since that inaugural season, the capacity of Michigan Stadium has increased
nine times to its present 109,901. The Wolverines have led the nation in attendance
36 times in the past 37 years, and reestablished the NCAA single-game attendance
record at 114,804 fans against Notre Dame in the first night game ever in Michigan
Stadium. The previous mark was 113,090 fans against Connecticut during the 2010
rededication of Michigan Stadium.

Michigan has drawn crowds of 100,000-plus for 238 consecutive games. On foot-
ball Saturdays in Ann Arbor, Michigan Stadium ranks as the fourth-largest "city" in
the state of Michigan.

The Wolverines drew 897,431 fans for their eight-game home schedule in 2011.
The eight-game average of 112,179 broke Michigan’s NCAA record of 111,825 fans
per contest set during the 2010 season.

Michigan Stadium was the only college-owned football facility with a video
scoreboard above both end zones. It was also the first stadium to use electronic
scoreboards for official time when, in 1930, two were installed.

CAPACITY: 109,901 -- the largest college-owned structures of its kind designed solely
for football -- closer to the playing field with no running track -- no posts or
other obstructions.

COMPLETION: 1927 - at a cost in excess of $950,000 to seat 72,000 spectators.
Capacity raised to 84,401 by addition of temporary wooden bleachers until
1949 when permanent steel stands replaced the wooden bleachers, increas-
ing the capacity to 97,239. Seating capacity then raised to 101,001 in 1956,
101,701 in 1973, 102,501 in 1992 and 107,501 in 1998.

FIRST GAME: October 1, 1927 -- Michigan led by Captain Bennie Oosterbaan, defeated
Ohio Wesleyan, 33-0. LaVerne (Kip) Taylor, Michigan end, scored first in the sta-
dium on a 28-yard pass from halfback Louis Gilbert.

DEDICATION GAME: October 22, 1927 -- Michigan defeated Ohio State, 21-0.

REDEDICATION GAME: September 4, 2010 -- Michigan defeated Connecticut, 30-10.

ATTENDANCE: Since 1927 -- 44,501,581 fans have watched the Wolverines play 527
games. Stadium attendance record of 106,982 set Nov. 22, 1997 against Ohio
State. Since expansion of the “Big House” in 1998, and the rededication in 2010,
the single-game attendance record is 114,804 set against Notre Dame on Sept.
10, 2011.The NCAA season record of 897,431 set in 2011.

FIELD: 360 x 160 feet - Installed new FieldTurf in 2010. The original FieldTurf surface
was installed in 2003, returning Michigan to an artificial surface for the first
time since the 1990 season. Installed Prescription Athletic Turf in 1991, giving
Michigan its first natural grass field since 1968. Field was also lowered 3-1/2
feet allowing better sightlines for those seated in the lower rows.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Senior weakside line-
backer Brandon Herron (Stafford, Texas/
Dulles) became the first Wolverine in school
history to post two defensive scores in a
single contest, helping lead the University of
Michigan football to a 34-10 win over Western
Michigan in the 2011 season opener, which
was declared final with 1:27 in the third quar-
ter due to weather on Saturday (Sept. 3) inside
Michigan Stadium. The victory is head coach
Brady Hoke’s first at the helm of the Michigan
program.

Although the opening kickoff featured
90-degree heat and sunny skies, storms
from the southwest rolled over Michigan
Stadium in the second half. The game was
suspended twice in the third quarter after
lightning was spotted within six miles of the
stadium. The first suspension resulted in only
a 30-minute delay, but the bleak outlook of
the second suspension forced Michigan and
Western Michigan officials to call the game
with 1:27 left in the third quarter and declare
the Wolverines the winner. This is the first
Michigan football game to end before all 60
minutes of regulation have been played.

Herron, who racked up a career-high eight
tackles, returned both an interception and a
fumble to the south end zone for touchdowns.
His 94-yard interception return for a touch-
down midway through the second quarter
was the longest interception return in pro-
gram history, besting Ken Tureaud’s 92-yarder
in 1961. Senior/junior safety Jordan Kovacs
(Curtice, Ohio/Clay) led the defense in tackles
(10), TFLs (two) and sacks (two), and registered
the forced fumble that led to Herron’s second
touchdown.

On the offensive side of the ball, junior/
sophomore running back Fitzgerald Toussaint
(Youngstown, Ohio/Liberty) -- in his first career
start -- recorded 11 carries for a career-high
80 yards and a career-best two touchdowns.
Both of Toussaint’s scores were from within
two yards of the goal line (one yard, two yard).
He also registered a 43-yard run late in the
third quarter that set up senior running back
Michael Shaw’s (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-
Madison) 44-yard touchdown sprint -- the lon-
gest of touchdown of his career -- two plays
later for Michigan’s final touchdown.

After Western Michigan scored on its opening drive
with a one-yard rushing touchdown on fourth down,
Michigan countered with a one-yard touchdown run
by Toussaint on the ensuing possession. Toussaint
earned six carries on the 16-play scoring drive, includ-
ing a key three-yard run on fourth-and-one to the
WMU 16-yard line to extend the possession. Junior
quarterback Denard Robinson (Deerfield Beach, Fla./
Deerfield Beach) was perfect in his first drive of the
2011 campaign, completing 5-of-5 passes for 33
yards and adding 26 yards on the ground.

The Broncos had two opportunities to retake the
lead, but first missed a 38-yard field goal wide right
and, after maneuvering the way down to the U-M
four-yard line, sophomore/freshman outside line-
backer Jake Ryan (Westlake, Ohio/St. Ignatius) broke
through the Broncos’ offensive line and deflected
the intended pass straight up into the air and into
the waiting arms of Herron, who tip-toed the right
sideline before hurrying down field with a convoy
of Michigan defenders for a 94-yard return for a
touchdown, giving the Wolverines their first lead of
the game, 14-7, with 6:58 remaining in the second
quarter.

U-M then forced a three-and-out to set up Toussaint’s
second touchdown late in the second half -- a two-
yard dive up the middle. Robinson connected with
junior/sophomore wide receiver Jeremy Gallon
(Apopka, Fla./Apopka) and senior/junior wide
receiver Roy Roundtree (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-
Madison) on both his pass attempts, before four
straight Michigan carries covered the final 22 yards
into the end zone, including a Robinson 10-yard
dance and weave through the WMU defense for a
first down.

Western Michigan added a 36-yard field goal with
43 seconds left to cut the Wolverines’ lead to 20-10
heading into halftime.

Kovacs made the play of the second half when he
stormed in on a blitzand lit up the WMU quarterback,
forcing a fumble. Herron picked up the loose ball,
his second career fumble recovery, and thundered
28 yards into the end zone for his second defensive
score of the game for a 27-10 Michigan advantage.
The Wolverines followed the defensive score with
the long touchdown run by Shaw to take a 24-point
lead, and were driving again late in the third quarter,
after fifth-year senior defensive end Ryan Van Bergen
(Whitehall, Mich./Whitehall) recovered a Western
Michigan fumbled snap, when the officials issued
the second weather-related suspension, ultimately
ending the game.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- For the third straight
season, the University of Michigan football
team overtook Notre Dame in the final 30 sec-
onds, as junior quarterback Denard Robinson
(Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach) com-
pleted a 16-yard pass to senior/junior wide
receiver Roy Roundtree (Trotwood, Ohio/
Trotwood-Madison) with two seconds remain-
ing to give the Wolverines a 35-31 comeback
victory in the Under the Lights contest on
Saturday (Sept. 10) inside Michigan Stadium.
In front of a record crowd of 114,804 fans, the
Wolverines clawed their way back into the
game from a 14-0 deficit in the first quarter,
tallying 28 fourth-quarter points.

Robinson completed 11 passes for 338 yards
and four touchdowns. He also ran for one
more score to go with a team-high 108 yards
rushing. The lead changed three times in the
final minute and a half of the contest, before
U-M scored the go-ahead touchdown to end a
30-second, 80-yard drive.

Fifth-year senior wide receiver Junior
Hemingway (Conway, S.C./Conway), who
dons the No. 21 jersey, accumulated 165 yards
receiving on three catches, including a career-
long 77-yard catch that resulted in a U-M
touchdown on the next snap. Hemingway
scored the first receiving touchdown of
the 2011 season on the same night former
Wolverine wide receiver and Heisman win-
ner Desmond Howard, who wore the No. 21
jersey from 1988-91, was honored during the
pre-game ceremony as the first-ever Michigan
Football Legend.

The U-M offense was stagnant in the first
quarter, registering only 27 yards of offense,
while the Fighting Irish got off to a fast start,
driving down the field on their first two drives
-- 57 and 83 yards, respectively -- to take a
14-0 lead.

The Wolverines swung momentum in their
favor early in the second quarter when senior/
junior safety Jordan Kovacs (Curtice, Ohio/
Clay) recorded his fourth career interception,
stepping in front of Notre Dame wideout
Michael Floyd, who finished with 13 catches
for 159 yards, near the sidelines to pick off
Notre Dame sophomore quarterback Tommy
Rees’ third-down throw. Two plays later, the
Maize and Blue’s aerial attack got back on
track. Rolling out to the right, Robinson threw

an underthrown ball to a streaking Hemingway down
the left sideline. Hemingway broke off his route at the
three-yard line, jumped in the air for the catch and
lunged for the pylon for a 43-yard touchdown to cut
Notre Dame’s lead in half, 14-7.

The Michigan defense made another big stop on
Notre Dame’s ensuing drive when senior/junior cor-
nerback J.T. Floyd (Greenville, S.C./J.L. Mann) notched
the Wolverines' second interception of the night.
Floyd picked off Rees’ forced pass near the goal
line and returned it to the U-M 18-yard line. The
Wolverines did not capitalize on the turnover, punt-
ing the ball back to the Fighting Irish three plays later
and Notre Dame tacked on a 38-yard field goal to
take a 17-7 lead into halftime.

The second half opened with the Fighting Irish driv-
ing the football into Michigan territory twice, but the
Maize and Blue defense forced a punt and a fumble.
However, Notre Dame extended its lead to 17 points
on its next drive with a 15-yard touchdown pass from
Rees to sophomore wide receiver T.J. Jones on third-
and-nine with 2:13 left in the third quarter.

The Wolverines responded immediately, as
Robinson’s 77-yard pass-and-catch with Hemingway
brought Michigan to the Notre Dame six-yard line.
On the ensuing snap, Robinson picked up a Michigan
fumble at the one-yard line on the first play of the
fourth quarter and scampered into the end zone
untouched to cut Notre Dame’s lead to 24-14.

The Wolverines’ comeback continued when junior/
sophomore linebacker Brandin Hawthorne (Pahokee,
Fla./Pahokee) made plays on each snap of Notre
Dame’s ensuing three-and-out, including a pass
breakup and tackle for loss (three yards). Michigan
made it a one-possession game five plays later
when Robinson lobbed a 14-yard touchdown pass
to junior/sophomore wide receiver Jeremy Gallon
(Apopka, Fla./Apopka) in the back right of the end
zone.

The defense came up big once again when fifth-
year defensive end Ryan Van Bergen (Whitehall,
Mich./Whitehall) picked up a fumble by Rees on
the Michigan nine-yard line, and then forced Notre
Dame to a three-and-out on the Fighting Irish’s next
possession.

The Wolverines then charged 58 yards down the field
over five plays, ending the series when junior running
back Vincent Smith (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee) hauled
in a screen pass from Robinson and dodged 21 yards
through defenders to give Michigan a three-point
lead with 1:12 remaining.

The Irish mounted a rally of their own in a 42-second
series that concluded with a 29-yard completion
to Riddick for the touchdown with 30 seconds left.
Michigan completed its comeback on the ensuing
drive with Robinson’s 16-yard reception to Roundtree
for the game-winning score.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Junior quarterback
Denard Robinson (Deerfield Beach, Fla./
Deerfield Beach) and junior running back
Vincent Smith (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee) each
eclipsed 100 yards rushing as the University
of Michigan football team ran over Eastern
Michigan, 31-3, on Saturday (Sept. 17) at
Michigan Stadium. Robinson neared his career
high in rushing attempts with 26, amassing
198 yards and a touchdown, while Smith ran
the ball nine times for 118 yards.

The Wolverines piled up 376 rushing yards
(2 TDs), the most since registering 466 rush-
ing yards against Bowling Green last sea-
son. Robinson and Smith became the first
Wolverines to both eclipse 100 rushing yards
in the same game since Robinson and senior
running back Michael Shaw (Trotwood, Ohio/
Trotwood-Madison) accomplished the feat
last season against Massachusetts. Junior/
sophomore tailback Fitzgerald Toussaint
(Youngstown, Ohio/Liberty) added 11 carries
for 46 yards and punched in a one-yard touch-
down in the third quarter.

Robinson completed 7-of-18 passes for 95
yards but still managed to throw for two
touchdowns, connecting with senior tight end
Kevin Koger (Toledo, Ohio/Whitmer) in the
second quarter for Michigan’s first touchdown
and sophomore wide receiver Drew Dileo
(Greenwell Springs, La./Parkview Baptist) in
the third quarter. Junior/sophomore wide-
out Jeremy Gallon (Apopka, Fla./Apopka) was
Robinson’s favorite target, grabbing three
passes for a team-high 43 yards.

On defense, junior/sophomore safety Thomas
Gordon (Detroit, Mich./Cass Technical) tallied
his first career fumble recovery and first career
interception while adding six tackles. Both
of Gordon'’s takeaways keyed U-M’s first-half
defense. In his first career start, junior outside
linebacker Brandin Hawthorne (Pahokee, Fla./
Pahokee) earned his first double-digit tack-
le performance with a team-high 10 stops,
including a tackle-for-loss. Junior Craig Roh
(Scottsdale, Ariz./Chaparral) made five tack-
les, including his first sack of the season, and
sophomore Jibreel Black (Cincinnati, Ohio/
Wyoming) registered four tackles and his first
career forced fumble.

Michigan only tallied 32 total offensive yards in the
first quarter while allowing Eastern Michigan to gain
122 yards on the ground. The Eagles moved the ball
into red zone on two early drives, but EMU could
only put three points on the scoreboard. On the
first drive, Eastern Michigan opted to go for the end
zone on fourth-and-goal from the one-yard line, but
senior/junior safety Jordan Kovacs (Curtice, Ohio/
Clay) stuffed the leaping Eagles ball carrier short
of the goal line to force a turnover on downs. EMU
stalled at the four-yard line on the second drive and
kicked a 21-yard field goal for a 3-0 lead to start the
second quarter.

The game began to turn in Michigan’s favor early in
the second quarter when Gordon made a miracu-
lous one-handed interception three yards shy of
the Michigan goal line on an EMU trick pass play.
The offense proceeded to march 97 yards down the
field for a touchdown and Michigan’s first lead of the
game, 7-3. Robinson rushed on the drive’s first four
plays for 76 yards, including a season-long 52-yard
scamper, and capped the scoring drive by tossing a
nine-yard touchdown pass to Koger.

The Maize and Blue tacked on another touchdown
with 39 seconds left in the second quarter to take
a 14-3 lead heading into halftime. Michigan moved
the ball downfield quickly, covering 87 yards in just
six plays. All six plays were runs, featuring Robinson
and Smith. Both Robinson and Smith registered 38
rushing yards on the drive, with Robinson earning
four carries and Smith doing it on one long run up
the left sidelines. Robinson finished the drive with an
untouched 11-yard touchdown up the middle of the
field on a designed quarterback run.

Michigan began to pull away from Eastern Michigan
in the second half with long, sustained touchdown
drives. Toussaint recorded his third rushing touch-
down of the season on U-M’s opening drive of the
third quarter, diving across the goal line from one
yard out to put the Wolverines ahead of the Eagles,
21-3. Dileo added another Michigan touchdown
-- the first of his career -- on the ensuing possessing,
snagging a Robinson bullet on a fake quarterback
draw for a 19-yard score with 1:05 left in the third
quarter.

Robinson led the Wolverines on another long scoring
drive late in the fourth quarter. The 13-play, 84-yard
possession stalled inside EMU’s five-yard line when
a Robinson third-down pass was a little too high for
the outstretched hands of senior/junior tight end
Brandon Moore (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison)
in the end zone. Michigan settled for its first field goal
of the season -- a 21-yarder -- by junior/sophomore
placekicker Brendan Gibbons (West Palm Beach, Fla./
Cardinal Newman) for the game’s final score, 31-3.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Junior quarter-
back Denard Robinson (Deerfield Beach,
Fla./Deerfield Beach) and the University of
Michigan football team (No. 22 AP/No. 21
USA Today Coaches) rushed out to a fast
start against San Diego State in a 28-7 victory
Saturday (Sept. 24) at Michigan Stadium.

Robinson did most of his damage with his
legs, racking up 200 rushing yards on 21 car-
ries and tying his career high with three rush-
ing touchdowns, with the trio of scores com-
ing in the first half. It was the third time in his
career that Robinson has recorded 200 rush-
ing yards or more and the seventh time he
has produced multiple rushing touchdowns
in a game. Robinson added 93 passing yards,
completing 8-of-17 passes.

The win gives the Wolverines (4-0) a sweep of
the non-conference portion of their schedule
for the third straight season and extends their
September winning streak to 13 games.

Junior running back Vincent Smith (Pahokee,
Fla./Pahokee) posted nine carries for 47 yards
and a seven-yard touchdown run and was
Robinson’s favorite receiving target with a
team-best three catches for 44 yards. Junior/
sophomore tailback Fitzgerald Toussaint
(Youngstown, Ohio/Liberty) contributed to
Michigan’s team total of 320 rushing yards
with 13 rushes for 67 yards.

The Michigan defense was relentless through-
out the afternoon, shutting out SDSU in the
first half and preserving the Wolverines’ lead
despite being in dangerous, short-field situa-
tions in the second half. Junior defensive end
Craig Roh (Scottsdale, Ariz./Chaparral) made
his two tackles count as they both went for a
loss, including his third career sack and third
career forced fumble. Senior/junior lineback-
er Kenny Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit
Country Day) had a team-high seven tackles
and forced a fumble in the first quarter. Junior/
sophomore safety Thomas Gordon (Detroit,
Mich./Cass Technical) also contributed a team-
high seven tackles and recovered a fumble
-- his second fumble recovery and third take-
away in the last two games. Sophomore/fresh-
man linebacker Jake Ryan (Westlake, Ohio/St.
Ignatius) registered five tackles, including one
for a loss, and had the first two fumble recov-
eries of his career.

After Roh and the Michigan defense stuffed San
Diego State to force a three-and-out to start the
game, Robinson and Smith accounted for 59 of
Michigan’s 61 yards -- all rushing - on the ensuing
possession. Each had a big play to extend the drive,
with Robinson scrambling 19 yards on third down
and Smith breaking multiple tackles for a 32-yard
gain. Robinson scored on a designed quarterback
run from five yards out following Smith’s long run for
the first score of the contest and a 7-0 Michigan lead.

The Wolverine defense set up Michigan’s second
touchdown when Demens forced the SDSU running
back to fumble the football, which was recovered by
Gordon. Robinson rewarded the defense’s effort with
his second touchdown run three plays later. Robinson
sprinted down the right hash marks a season-long 53
yards untouched on an option play to extend U-M'’s
lead to 14-0 with 6:22 left in the opening frame.

Both offenses stalled on their next few drives with
holding penalties negating significant gains that
would have entered opposing territory. The Maize
and Blue regained its offensive rhythm late in the sec-
ond quarter with a 12-play, 81-yard drive that result-
ed in Robinson’s third rushing touchdown. Robinson
converted a fourth-and-two from U-M’s 48-yard line
and later scampered 34 yards down to the SDSU
11-yard line. He finished the drive on a naked boot-
leg to the left, where he sidestepped two Aztec
defenders for a one-yard rushing touchdown to give
Michigan a 21-0 lead heading into the halftime break.

The second half began with sloppy play from both
offenses, resulting in three turnovers in the first six
minutes. The most pivotal turnover was committed
by San Diego State when the Aztec running back
broke off a large gain on a toss sweep, but fifth-year
senior defensive tackle Ryan Van Bergen (Whitehall,
Mich./Whitehall) forced a fumble on his 100th career
tackle, and Ryan jumped on it inside the Michigan
five-yard line to prevent a SDSU scoring chance.
However, the Aztecs took advantage of Michigan'’s
third turnover of the third quarter with a 16-yard
touchdown pass with four seconds remaining in the
third stanza to cut the Wolverine lead to 21-7.

The Aztecs had an opportunity to cut their deficit
to one score, but the SDSU quarterback was unable
to connect with his tight end on fourth-and-two
from the U-M 43-yard line. Michigan responded four
plays later with a seven-yard rushing touchdown
by Smith, who seemed to have been stuffed a few
yards beyond the line of scrimmage before plowing
through a few defenders and reaching over the goal
line for a 28-7 advantage with 6:29 left in the game.

San Diego State transitioned into a fast-paced, no-
huddle offense and marched inside the U-M red zone
late in the final frame, threatening to score. However,
Roh sacked the quarterback and knocked the ball
loose just before the SDSU signal caller was about to
attempt his pass, allowing Ryan to post his second
fumble recovery of the game and seal the win for
Michigan.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Junior running back
Vincent Smith (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee) had
touchdowns rushing, passing and receiving
in his team’s first four drives as the University
of Michigan football team (No. 19 AP/No. 19
USA Today Coaches) rolled past Minnesota,
58-0, on Saturday (Oct. 1) before a Michigan
Stadium crowd of 111,106.

The Wolverines (5-0, 1-0 Big Ten) were nearly
flawless in dominating the first half, piling up
384 yards of total offense and scoring on all
six of their drives to build an insurmountable
31-0 halftime edge. Michigan, which rushed
for more than 300 yards for the third straight
game, improved to 5-0 for the second year
in a row and won its Big Ten opener for the
sixth consecutive year. With the largest mar-
gin of victory in the series, the Wolverines ran
their winning streak against Minnesota to four
games to retain the Little Brown Jug.

Smith was the triple-threat star of the first half,
accounting for touchdowns three ways. Smith
scored on a three-yard run on Michigan’s
first possession, threw a 17-yard touchdown
pass to sophomore wide receiver Drew Dileo
(Greenwell Springs, La./Parkview Baptist) on
a halfback option to start the second quarter,
and took a screen pass from junior quar-
terback Denard Robinson (Deerfield Beach,
Fla./Deerfield Beach) and went 28 yards for
another score on the following possession to
make it 28-0 with 9:38 remaining in the half.

Using a diverse offense that at times fea-
tured sophomore quarterback Devin Gardner
(Detroit, Mich./Inkster) under center and
Robinson in a three-back set, Michigan scored
on all six of its possessions in the opening half,
going 80, 75, 85 and 69 yards for touchdowns
on its first four drives. The Wolverines added
a 25-yard field goal from junior/sophomore
placekicker Brendan Gibbons (West Palm
Beach, Fla./Cardinal Newman) and a 56-yard
touchdown drive to close the half.

While the offense was accumulating 21 first
downs in the first half, the Michigan defense
held the Gophers to zero first downs in the
opening quarter and just four for the half.
The Wolverines put pressure on Minnesota
freshman quarterback Max Shortell, a first-
time starter, and got to him three times for
drive-thwarting sacks from fifth-year senior
defensive end Ryan Van Bergen (Whitehall,

Mich./Whitehall), sophomore/freshman linebacker
Jake Ryan (Westlake, Ohio/St. Ignatius) and sopho-
more defensive end Jibreel Black (Cincinnati, Ohio/
Wyoming).

In the second half, Michigan went three-and-out on
its first possession, but the Wolverines scored the
next three times they had the ball, on a touchdown
and two field goals, to lead 48-0 with 6:21 remaining
in the third quarter. Junior/sophomore running back
Fitzgerald Toussaint (Youngstown, Ohio/Liberty),
who finished with 108 yards on 11 carries for his first
career 100-yard game, capped a five-play, 54-yard
drive with a one-yard leap up the middle to make it
45-0, and Gibbons tacked on field goals of 32 and a
career-long 38 yards to make it 51-0 with 9:17 left in
the game. Gibbons finished with career highs of 16
points, three field goals made and seven PATs.

The Golden Gophers were in position to spoil the
shutout after taking over at midfield and moving to
the Michigan 20-yard line with a long run, but on
the next play freshman linebacker Brennen Beyer
(Canton, Mich./Plymouth) forced a fumble that
sophomore cornerback Courtney Avery (Mansfield,
Ohio/Lexington) scooped up and took 83 yards
down the left sideline to close the scoring at the
4:58 mark. Avery matched Leon Hall (Oct. 29, 2005,
at Northwestern) for the longest fumble return in
school history.

Freshman defensive back Blake Countess (Owings
Mills, Md./Our Lady of Good Counsel) had five tack-
les, two pass breakups and a forced fumble to lead
the defense, which posted its first shutout in Big Ten
play in almost 10 years (Oct. 6, 2001, 20-0 at Penn
State). Senior/junior linebacker Kenny Demens (Oak
Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day) and junior defensive
end Craig Roh (Scottsdale, Ariz./Chaparral) also con-
tributed five tackles apiece.

Robinson did most of his damage in the first half,
completing his first 11 passes on the way to 169
yards on 15-0f-19 passing and two touchdowns. He
rushed six times for 51 yards and another score, all
in the first half.

Freshman running back Thomas Rawls (Flint, Mich./
Flint Northern) ran for a career-best 73 yards on 10
carries in the second half and senior running back
Michael Shaw (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison)
rushed eight times for 60 yards as Michigan finished
with 363 yards rushing and 217 passing for season
bests of 580 total yards and 32 first downs.

EVANSTON, Ill. -- The University of Michigan
football team (No. 12 AP/No. 11 USA Today
Coaches) outscored Northwestern 28-0 in the
second half on the way to a 42-24 victory on
Saturday (Oct. 8) at Ryan Field. U-M prevailed
in its first road test to remain unbeaten on the
season and in the Big Ten Legends Division.

Despite putting up the first points of the game,
the Wolverines, who ranked first in the Big Ten
in turnover margin (+7) heading into the con-
test, committed three turnovers in the open-
ing half. Junior quarterback Denard Robinson
(Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach) threw
three interceptions in the first half -- which
the Wildcats turned into 10 points -- while
the Northwestern offense surrendered zero
giveaways.

Looking to extend its three-game winning
streak at Ryan Field, Michigan forced a three-
and-out on the game’s first series and then
took the ball down the field to score on a
nine-yard pass from Robinson to fifth-year
senior tight end Steve Watson (Cherry Hills
Village, Colo./Mullen) -- the first reception of
his career. Northwestern then answered with
two touchdowns to take a 14-7 lead heading
into the second quarter.

With 8:24 left in the half and still down seven
points, Michigan senior/junior safety Jordan
Kovacs (Curtice, Ohio/Clay) made a tackle in
the backfield to stop the Wildcats on fourth
down in Wolverine territory. The Maize and
Blue proceeded to convert a short fourth
down of its own on its way to scoring on a
25-yard touchdown pass from Robinson to
sophomore wideout Jeremy Gallon (Apopka,
Fla./Apopka). Northwestern added 10 points
in the final 2:21 of the half to hold a 24-14 lead
after 30 minutes.

Robinson completed 10-of-18 passes in
the first half for 188 yards and two scores.
Senior receiver Junior Hemingway (Conway,
S.C./Conway) caught four balls for 106 yards,
including a 48-yard reception on the opening
drive.

After allowing only three points in the three
previous first halves combined, the Michigan
defense allowed 24 through the first two
quarters. Kovacs and junior linebacker Brandin
Hawthorne (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee) led the
team with five tackles apiece.

Fueled by a 57-yard grab by junior wide receiver Roy
Roundtree (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison) on
the first drive of the second half, U-M took the ball 80
yards, capping off the drive with a two-yard Robinson
run. The touchdown marked the fifth consecutive
game in which Robinson has accounted for at least
three scores. One possession later, sophomore quar-
terback Devin Gardner (Detroit, Mich./Inkster) scored
on a one-yard bootleg run to give the Wolverines a
28-24 lead with 2:58 left in the third quarter.

More Michigan scoring came in the final quarter.
Sparked by an interception by Hawthorne, senior
Michael Shaw (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison)
scored on a two-yard run -- the 13th of his career
-- to extend the Wolverine lead to 11. On the ensuing
Northwestern possession, junior linebacker Kenny
Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day) forced
a fumble for the second Wildcats turnover of the
game, marking the sixth straight contest with two or
more forced turnovers for U-M.

A blocked field goal by NU with 9:13 left gave the
Wildcats the ball back, but the Michigan defense
ended the drive with a Kovacs fourth-down sack
shortly after. Robinson then added a score on the
ground late in the game.

The Michigan offense racked up 529 yards en route to
scoring the game’s final 28 points. Robinson finished
the game completing 17-of-26 passes for 337 yards
and two touchdowns. He also added 117 yards and
two scores on the ground. His performance placed
third on the Michigan all-time list for total yards in
a game. Hemingway hauled in five passes for 124
yards, while Gallon grabbed five passes for 61 yards
and one score.

The Michigan defense held Northwestern scoreless in
the final two quarters, allowing only 130 total yards.

EAST LANSING, Mich. -- A late Spartan inter-
ception for a score thwarted the University of
Michigan football team’s (No. 11 AP/No. 10
USA Today Coaches) fourth-quarter comeback
in a 28-14 loss at Michigan State (No. 23 AP/
No. 19 USA Today Coaches) on Saturday (Oct.
15) at Spartan Stadium, which saw gusts of
wind 40-50 miles per hour throughout the
game.

The series trend continued as MSU outrushed
the Wolverines, 213-82, in U-M’s first loss of
the season. The winner of 39 of the past 42
matchups between these two teams has won
the rushing battle as well. MSU pressured the
U-M quarterbacks throughout the afternoon
as the Maize and Blue surrendered seven sacks
and punted the ball seven times.

Michigan came out of the tunnel prior to
the game sporting unexpected white legacy
jerseys, a road version of the uniforms worn
against Notre Dame on Sept. 10. The white
pants honored the uniforms worn by the
1974-75 Wolverine teams.

The two teams matched up evenly in the first
half, as the score showed 7-7 and the rushing
yards 95 for Michigan and 100 for Michigan
State.

U-M struck first, driving 80 yards on the open-
ing possession of the game. The drive was
fueled by a 26-yard run by junior running back
Vincent Smith (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee) and a
fake field goal run for a first down in Spartan
territory. Junior quarterback Denard Robinson
(Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach), on the
10th play of the drive, scrambled left on a
broken play and knocked over the pylon for a
15-yard rushing touchdown to put Michigan
up, 7-0.

On the ensuing drive, the Spartans took the
ball 63 yards on nine plays, culminating with
a one-yard touchdown run by junior running
back Edwin Baker.

The rest of the first quarter and through-
out the second, the two squads locked in
a stalemate. Despite combining for 18 first
downs, there were seven punts in the first half.
Sophomore punter Will Hagerup (Milwaukee,
Wis./Whitefish Bay) pinned MSU inside its own
20 yard-line three times.

Freshman defensive back Blake Countess (Owings
Mills, Md./Our Lady of Good Counsel) led the
Wolverines in tackles with five in the opening 30 min-
utes, while senior/junior linebacker Kenny Demens
(Oak Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day) and senior/
junior safety Jordan Kovacs (Curtice, Ohio/Clay) each
tallied three. Robinson led the Wolverines rushing
attack with 42 yards and added 39 in the air.

The second half showed an array of big plays and
scoring. Michigan State added three touchdowns to
its first-half lead, while the Wolverines could only rally
for one more score in the second half.

On their first drive of the second half, the Spartans
took the ball 54 yards and scored on a 10-yard pass to
senior receiver Keshawn Martin to go up, 14-7. Late in
the third quarter, MSU scored on another touchdown
reception by Martin to take a 21-7 lead.

Heading into the fourth quarter down, the
Wolverines' offense rallied to score on a 34-yard pass
from Robinson to junior wideout Roy Roundtree
(Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison) to cut the defi-
cit to seven points. The score was Roundtree’s 12th of
his career and second of the season.

Michigan State started its next possession with the
ball on its own 21 yard-line, only to fumble for the
second time of the game. Junior J.T. Floyd (Greenville,
S.C/J.L. Mann) caused the fumble. Michigan took
over in MSU territory but was eventually stopped on
fourth-and-one to turn the ball over on downs.

With 4:31 left in the game, Robinson threw his
first interception of the game, which the Spartans
returned for a touchdown to extend their lead to
28-14.

Robinson, who left the game with an injury late in the
fourth quarter, threw for 123 yards and a score to go
with his 42 yards and a touchdown on the ground,
while sophomore quarterback Devin Gardner
(Detroit, Mich./Inkster) added 45 yards through the
air. Roundtree reeled in a team-best four passes for
66 yards and a score.

Sophomore safety Thomas Gordon (Detroit, Mich./
Cass Technical) led the defense with seven tackles,
while Kovacs and junior Craig Roh (Scottsdale, Ariz./
Chaparral) each added six.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Junior/sophomore run-
ning back Fitzgerald Toussaint (Youngstown,
Ohio/Liberty) and the University of Michigan
football team (No. 17 AP/No. 17 Coaches)
entertained the Homecoming crowd with
a 36-14 rout over the Purdue Boilermakers
on Saturday afternoon (Oct. 29) at Michigan
Stadium. Toussaint set career highs for carries
(20) and rushing yards (170) and matched his
career high with two touchdown runs. It is
the second time in Toussaint’s career he has
eclipsed the 100-yard threshold.

The Wolverines outgained the Boilermakers
535-311 and possessed the ball for 36:25.
Junior quarterback Denard Robinson
(Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach) and
senior running back Michael Shaw (Trotwood,
Ohio/Trotwood-Madison) each added rushing
touchdowns while running for 63 and 56 yards,
respectively. Robinson also completed 9-of-14
throws for 170 yards, while junior/sophomore
wide receiver Jeremy Gallon hauled in a team-
high three catches for a career-high 79 yards.

The Michigan defense posted seven TFLs and
four sacks and was led by senior nose tackle
Mike Martin (Redford, Mich./Catholic Central),
who contributed a season-high two sacks to
finish with seven tackles. Martin’s first sack was
in the end zone, resulting in Michigan’s first
safety since 2003 against Houston. Freshman
linebacker Desmond Morgan (Holland, Mich./
West Ottawa) led the Wolverines with nine
stops in his second career start, and sopho-
more cornerback Courtney Avery (Mansfield,
Ohio/Lexington) registered his first career
interception and first career sack (half-sack).

After Purdue jumped out to a quick lead
a 48-yard touchdown on a bubble screen
just 1:24 into the game, Michigan evened
it up at seven apiece with a 12-play drive.
The big play was a 23-yard throwback screen
from Robinson to Gallon that put U-M in the
red zone. Four different Wolverines earned a
carry, totaling 46 rushing yards, and Robinson
capped the touchdown drive with a two-yard
quarterback draw -- his 10th rushing touch-
down of the season.

Both defenses tightened up after allowing
the early touchdowns as Michigan forced two
three-and-outs and Purdue intercepted two
passes. Then, with 14:13 left in the second
quarter and the Boilermakers sitting on their

own five-yard line, Martin bull-rushed the Purdue
offensive line and sacked the Purdue quarterback
in the end zone for a safety. Junior/sophomore
placekicker Brendan Gibbons (West Palm Beach, Fla./
Cardinal Newman) added a 37-yard field goal -- the
second longest of his career -- three minutes later to
give U-M a 12-7 lead.

Purdue threatened to score on the ensuing drive, fac-
ing a third-and-10 from the U-M 16-yard line, when
a bubble screen tipped off the receiver’s hands into
the arms of a diving Avery. The Wolverines capital-
ized and drove the length of the field in five plays,
covering 83 yards. Two 16-yard runs by Toussaint and
a 42-yard bomb down the right sideline to Gallon set
up Michigan at the Purdue two-yard line. Toussaint
punched it in on the next play, running over the right
tackle for his fifth rushing touchdown of the season
for a 19-7 Michigan advantage.

After a second Martin sack forced Purdue to punt, the
Wolverines extended their lead to 22-7 to end the
first half. Robinson opened the drive with a 28-yard
run into Purdue territory. Michigan worked its way
down to the three-yard line but could not convert
any of its three shots at the end zone, settling for a
Gibbons’ 22-yard field goal.

Toussaint and Shaw each added quick strikes in the
second half to give Michigan a comfortable lead. With
2:48 left in the third quarter, Toussaint took a pitch to
the left side and made three impressive cut backs to
elude Purdue defenders before sprinting 59 yards for
his second touchdown of the day. On Michigan’s next
possession, Shaw burst through the line and broke
free down the right sideline for a 37-yard score -- his
third of the season -- to give Michigan a 36-7 lead
with 12:32 left in the fourth quarter.

Purdue had an opportunity to add another touch-
down midway through the fourth quarter but failed
to convert a fourth-and-goal from the U-M three-
yard line when Morgan and senior/junior linebacker
Kenny Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day)
stuffed the Boilermaker quarterback just shy of the
goal line. With 15 seconds left in the game, Purdue
scored a touchdown on a 19-yard pass for a final
score of 36-14.

IOWA CITY, lowa -- After driving 79 yards
in the final two minutes, the University of
Michigan football team (No. 13 AP/No. 13 USA
Today) came up three yards short in its come-
back at lowa and fell, 24-16, on Saturday (Nov.
5) at Kinnick Stadium. U-M had four tries at the
goal line from three yards out, but four passes
went incomplete.

The Michigan defense held stout in the second
half, only allowing seven points, but the 17-6
halftime deficit was too much to overcome
for the offense, despite out-gaining lowa 323
yards to 302 yards for the game.

The teams were almost identical throughout
the first half with nine first downs apiece and
lowa owning only an eight-second advantage
in time of possession, but the story of the
first half for the Wolverines was turnovers.
Michigan turned the ball over twice -- one
fumble and one interception -- while the
Hawkeyes surrendered zero.

After a Michigan three-and-out to start the
game, the first opening drive in which the
Wolverines did not score a touchdown since
Sept. 17 against Eastern Michigan, lowa drove
down the field and scored on a Marcus Coker
four-yard rush to give the Hawkeyes a 7-0 lead.

With 2:14 left in the first quarter, Michigan
capped a 12-play, 61-yard drive with a touch-
down for its first points of the game. Junior
quarterback Denard Robinson (Deerfield
Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach) scrambled in
the pocket before finding sophomore run-
ning back Fitzgerald Toussaint (Youngstown,
Ohio/Liberty) in the corner of the end zone.
However, after a botched hold, the extra point
was unsuccessful, leaving the Maize and Blue
trailing, 7-6.

The contest remained a one-point margin until
lowa quarterback James Vandenberg added a
touchdown pass to extend the lead to 14-6.
Three minutes later, following a Michigan fum-
ble, the Hawkeyes added a 42-yard field goal.

On the subsequent U-M drive, Robinson was
intercepted in the end zone on a tipped pass
with 1:04 left in the second quarter, sending
the Wolverines into the locker room down,
17-6.

In the second half, U-M started off strong as fifth-year
senior Will Heininger (Ann Arbor, Mich./Pioneer) and
junior Craig Roh (Scottsdale, Ariz./Chaparral) each
garnered sacks on lowa’s opening drive to force a
punt. The Wolverines responded by taking the ball
down the field and converting on a 32-yard field goal
by junior/sophomore Brendan Gibbons (West Palm
Beach, Fla./Cardinal Newman) to bring Michigan
within eight points.

With 10:47 left in the game, Coker added a sec-
ond touchdown on an 11-yard run to expand the
Hawkeye lead to 24-9. The Wolverines quickly took
the ball 57 yards in 2:59, culminating with a seven-
yard touchdown reception by senior tight end Kevin
Koger (Toledo, Ohio/Whitmer), cutting the lowa lead
back to eight.

Starting from its own 18 yard-line with 2:15 to go,
the Michigan offense drove down the field but was
stopped at the three-yard line after four shots at the
end zone.

Robinson threw for 194 yards on 17-of-37 passing
with two scores and added 55 yards on the ground.
Fifth-year senior Junior Hemingway (Conway, S.C./
Conway) led the receiving core with 64 yards on five
receptions. On the defensive side, junior linebacker
Kenny Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day)
tallied a team-high 11 tackles.

CHAMPAIGN, Ill. -- Junior/sophomore run-
ning back Fitzgerald Toussaint (Youngstown,
Ohio/Liberty) rushed for 192 yards and the
Wolverine defense posted four sacks and
forced three turnovers, as the University of
Michigan football team (No. 22 AP/No. 21 USA
Today Coaches) defeated lllinois, 31-14, on
Saturday (Nov. 12) at Memorial Stadium. U-M
led 14-0 at half and never led by fewer than 10
points the rest of the game.

Michigan dominated the first half of play,
shutting out the Fighting lllini. Michigan out-
gained the lllinois offense, 249-30, in total
yards while putting up 10 first downs to
Illinois’ one. Against a defense that led the
Big Ten in rushing yards/game this season at
103 heading into the contest, the Wolverines
gained 157 on the ground in the first half.

It only took 1:45 and four plays for U-M to put
points on the scoreboard to start the game.
After a 65-yard run by Toussaint, the lon-
gest of his career, junior quarterback Denard
Robinson (Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield
Beach) took the ball in from nine yards out to
give the Wolverines a 7-0 lead. It was the sixth
opening drive touchdown in the past seven
games for Michigan.

Early in the second quarter, Robinson ran the
ball in again from two yards out to extend the
Michigan lead to 14. The score marked the
ninth multi-rushing touchdown game for the
dual-threat quarterback in his career.

Only minutes later, the Wolverines offense
marched inside the five yard-line but was
stopped on four attempts at the end zone and
turned the ball over on downs. On the ensuing
play, the Michigan defense stripped the lllini
ball carrier for its first turnover of the contest.

With one minute left in the half, a Robinson
pass went off the fingertips of senior wide
receiver Martavious Odoms (Pahokee, Fla./
Pahokee) in the end zone, leading to a missed
U-M field goal and a 14-0 Maize and Blue half-
time lead.

It was not until an lllini muffed punt with 7:23
left in the third quarter that Michigan had a
scoring opportunity. Sophomore quarterback
Devin Gardner (Detroit, Mich./Inkster) came
into the game and hit fifth-year senior receiver
Junior Hemingway (Conway, S.C./Conway) on

a 20-yard pass to bring the Wolverines into the red
zone. The drive culminated with a 27-yard field goal
by junior/sophomore kicker Brendan Gibbons (West
Palm Beach, Fla./Cardinal Newman) to give Michigan
a 17-0 lead.

lllinois broke into Michigan territory for the first time
all game late in the third quarter and scored on a
13-yard run by quarterback Nathan Scheelhaase to
end the U-M hopes for a second conference shutout
of the season.

With 11 minutes to go in the game and lllinois
marching inside Michigan territory for the second
straight drive, senior/junior defenseive back J.T. Floyd
(Greenville, S.C./J.L. Mann) intercepted Scheelhaase’s
third-down pass for his third career pick and returned
it 42 yards to the lllini 22-yard line. Three plays later,
Gardner found Odoms on a 27-yard post pattern for
a Michigan touchdown, extending the lead back to
17 points.

Despite a 16-yard sack by fifth-year senior Ryan
Van Bergen (Whitehall, Mich./Whitehall) and senior
Mike Martin (Redford, Mich./Catholic Central) on
third down to take lllinois out of field-goal range,
Scheelhaase found A.J. Jenkins for a 32-yard comple-
tion on the next play to keep the lllinois drive alive,
leading to a one-yard rushing TD to cut the Michigan
lead to 24-14 with 3:12 to go in the game.

On the following onside kick, senior/junior receiver
Roy Roundtree (Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison)
recovered the ball, and two plays later Toussaint took
the handoff and dashed 27 yards for a touchdown,
giving U-M a 17-point lead that stood as the final
second ticked off the clock.

Leading the offense for the Wolverines was Toussaint,
who rushed for 192 yards -- a career high -- on 27
carries with one score. Odoms also brought in two
catches for 46 yards and his first touchdown of the
season. On the defensive side, Martin led the way
with nine tackles. Van Bergen also added seven tack-
les to go along with his two and a half sacks.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- The University of
Michigan football team (No. 20 AP/No. 18
USA Today Coaches) routed Nebraska (No.
17 AP/No. 16 USA Today Coaches), 45-17, on
Saturday (Nov. 19) at Michigan Stadium for the
Wolverines' first win against a ranked oppo-
nent this season. Michigan heavily outgained
(418-260) and out-possessed (41:13-18:39)
the Cornhuskers to improve to a perfect 7-0
record at the Big House in 2011.

Michigan rode the legs of junior/sopho-
more running back Fitzgerald Toussaint
(Youngstown, Ohio/Liberty)and junior quar-
terback Denard Robinson (Deerfield Beach,
Fla./Deerfield Beach). Toussaint finished with
a career-high 29 carries for 138 yards and
two touchdowns, while Robinson earned 23
carries for 83 yards and two rushing scores.
Toussaint eclipsed 100 rushing yards for the
fourth time this season and the second time
in as many weeks.

Through the air, Robinson completed 11-of-
18 passes for 180 yards and two touch-
downs. Robinson’s passing touchdowns were
to junior/sophomore wide receiver Jeremy
Gallon (Apopka, Fla./Apopka) and senior
wideout Martavious Odoms (Pahokee, Fla./
Pahokee). Gallon recorded a team-high three
catches for 34 yards and Odoms tallied two
receptions for a season-best 47 yards.

Nebraska only reached the red zone twice and
held possession for only 18:39 as Michigan
posted six tackles-for-loss, three sacks, three
fumble recoveries and a blocked punt. Senior/
junior safety Jordan Kovacs (Curtice, Ohio/
Clay) led the team with seven tackles and
a TFL, while senior/junior middle lineback-
er Kenny Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit
Country Day) registered five tackles, an assist-
ed sack and a pass breakup. Fifth-year senior
defensive lineman Ryan Van Bergen added
two TFLs -- bringing his total to seven in the
past four games -- and a sack.

After both defenses forced three-and-outs
to open the first quarter, Robinson led the
Wolverines on an eight-play, 79-yard touch-
down drive. Robinson sparked the drive on
the first play, sprinting for 16 yards before
being tripped up. Then, facing a third-and-
eight, Robinson lobbed a 46-yard pass to
senior/junior wide receiver Roy Roundtree
(Trotwood, Ohio/Trotwood-Madison) down

the right sideline inside the Nebraska five-yard line.
Robinson capped the scoring drive two plays later
with a six-yard pass to a crossing Gallon in the end
zone for a 7-0 lead.

Junior/sophomore placekicker Brendan Gibbons
(West Palm Beach, Fla./Cardinal Newman) drilled a
career-long 42-yard field goal into the wind to add
three points to Michigan’s lead with 2:03 left in the
first quarter. The Cornhuskers recovered quickly, put-
ting 10 points on the scoreboard in a 4:05 span to
tie the game with a 54-yard, play-action touchdown
pass and a 51-yard field goal.

Michigan retook the lead on the ensuing drive,
marching 74 yards in 12 plays in 6:07. Robinson
converted two third-and-six situations with an eight-
yard completion to fifth-year senior wideout Junior
Hemingway (Conway, S.C./Conway) and an eight-yard
rush to extend the drive. Facing his third third down
of the drive, Robinson ran to the left on a designed
keeper and burst through the hole untouched for a
14-yard touchdown, giving the Wolverines a 17-10
lead at halftime.

The Wolverines pulled away in the third quarter,
capitalizing on Nebraska special-teams mistakes. On
the kickoff to open the second half, senior/junior
wide receiver Terrence Robinson (Klein, Texas/Oak)
drilled the Nebraska returner, forcing his first career
fumble that sophomore cornerback Courtney Avery
(Mansfield, Ohio/Lexington) -- who also notched a
TFL and pass breakup -- jumped on at the Cornhusker
33-yard line. After a 23-yard throwback screen to
Gallon set up Michigan near the goal line, Robinson
scored his second rushing touchdown of the day
from one-yard out on a play-action rollout to the
right pylon.

Nebraska was forced to punt on the next posses-
sion, but the punter dropped the snap. By the time
he picked the football back up, sophomore/fresh-
man safety Josh Furman (Annapolis, Md./Old Mill
Senior) blocked the punt -- Michigan’s first since
2009. The Wolverines appeared to have stalled at the
Nebraska five-yard line, setting up a short field-goal
attempt, but sophomore wideout and holder Drew
Dileo (Greenwell Springs, La./Parkview Baptist) took
the snap and scurried four yards for a first down.
Toussaint bounced to the outside on the next play,
scoring on a one-yard touchdown run untouched to
give Michigan a 31-10 advantage with 5:03 remain-
ing in the third quarter.

After the Cornhuskers scored on a well-designed,
three-yard option play late in the third quarter, the
Wolverines added two more touchdowns. Robinson
threw a perfect 38-yard touchdown strike to Odoms
in the back of the end zone, and Toussaint added his
second rushing score of the game on a tackle-break-
ing, 31-yard run following Nebraska’s third fumble
with 7:33 left in the fourth quarter for Michigan’s final
touchdown.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Junior quarterback Denard
Robinson (Deerfield Beach, Fla./Deerfield Beach)
passed for three touchdowns and ran for two more, lift-
ing the University of Michigan football team (No. 17 AP/
No. 16 USA Today) to a 40-34 victory over Ohio State on
Saturday (Nov. 26) at Michigan Stadium. The win snaps
a seven-game losing streak to Ohio State -- the longest
such drought in the rivalry -- and gives Michigan its first
10-win season since 2006 and its first-ever 8-0 home
record.

Robinson totaled 337 yards and five touchdowns, carry-
ing the ball 26 times for 170 yards -- pushing him past
1,000 rushing yards for the season -- and two touch-
downs. He also completed 14-of-17 passes for 167 yards
and three touchdowns.

Another standout on offense was junior/sophomore
running back Fitzgerald Toussaint (Youngstown, Ohio/
Liberty), who had 20 carries for 120 yards -- the second
time this season that Michigan has had two 100-yard
rushers in a game. Toussaint joined Robinson by sur-
passing 1,000 rushing yards for the season in this game,
marking the first time since 1975 that the Wolverines
have had two 1,000-yard rushers in a season.

Three seniors caught touchdown passes in their final
home game at Michigan Stadium: tight end Kevin
Koger (Toledo, Ohio/Whitmer), wide receiver Junior
Hemingway (Conway, S.C./Conway) and wideout
Martavious Odoms (Pahokee, Fla./Pahokee). Koger fin-
ished with a team-high four receptions for 40 yards,
Hemingway grabbed two passes for a team-high 45
yards, and Odoms posted two catches for 25 yards.

Defensively, Michigan allowed 372 total yards but
continued to apply pressure, recording seven tack-
les-for-loss and four sacks. Freshman linebacker
Desmond Morgan (Holland, Mich./West Ottawa) led
the Wolverines with a career-high 10 tackles, 1.5 TFLs
and sack, while senior/junior middle linebacker Kenny
Demens (Oak Park, Mich./Detroit Country Day) added
eight tackles and an assisted sack. Fifth-year senior
defensive end Ryan Van Bergen (Whitehall, Mich./
Whitehall) tied a career high with seven tackles to go
along with two tackles-for-loss, an assisted sack and
a pass breakup, giving him nine TFLs in the last five
games.

Ohio State jumped out to a quick lead, scoring on a
54-yard touchdown pass. The Wolverines responded
two possessions later after a sack by senior/junior safety
Jordan Kovacs (Curtice/Ohio/Clay) forced the Buckeyes
to punt deep in their own territory. Two plays into the
drive, Robinson pulled on a read option and beat the
Ohio State defense to the corner, sprinting 41 yards
down the left sideline for a touchdown to tie the game
at 7-7 with 9:15 left in the first quarter.

Junior defensive end Craig Roh (Scottsdale, Ohio/
Chaparral) gave Michigan its first lead against Ohio
State since 2007 on the ensuing possession. After
starting on its own 20-yard line, the Buckeyes moved

all the way back to their three-yard line after two penalties and
Van Bergen’s tackle-for-loss. Roh rushed the right edge on third
down, drawing an offensive holding penalty in the end zone,
resulting in a safety and a 9-7 U-M lead.

The Michigan then tacked on seven more points. Starting
near midfield after junior/sophomore wideout Jeremy Gallon’s
(Apopka, Fla./Apopka) 20-yard return on the short OSU kickoff,
the Wolverines converted a fourth-and-one on a three-yard dive
by sophomore fullback Stephen Hopkins (Double Oak, Texas/
Marcus). Four plays later, Robinson threaded a 26-yard pass to
Hemingway in the middle of the end zone for a touchdown and
a 16-7 Michigan advantage.

The Buckeyes and Wolverines exchanged leads in the second
quarter three times. Ohio State took a one-point lead with 7:51
left in the half after drilling a 45-yard field goal and 19-yard
rushing score by Miller.

Robinson led the Wolverines 80 yards on nine plays on the ensu-
ing drive, highlighted by a 46-yard counter rush by Toussaint
and a five-yard reception by Odoms to give Michigan a first
down at the OSU six-yard line. Robinson capped the drive two
plays later with his second rushing touchdown of the game
from six yards out. However, on the next drive, Miller connected
on a 43-yard post route to give the Buckeyes a 24-23 lead head-
ing into halftime.

The Maize and Blue received the ball to start the second half
and marched 80 yards in 11 plays. The drive featured two big
pass plays by Robinson. The first a 26-yard touch pass to Koger
behind the OSU linebackers’ outstretched hands to set up
Michigan inside the red zone. The second came three plays later
on third-and-11 when the offensive line gave Robinson time to
connect with Odoms for a 20-yard touchdown to give U-M a
30-24 lead. After a dropped snap on the punt, resulting in a loss
of 17 yards, Ohio State moved down to the U-M five-yard line.
The Michigan defense made three stops, capped by a sack by
Demens and sophomore defensive end Jibreel Black (Cincinnati,
Ohio/Wyoming), forcing OSU to kick a 21-yard field goal to cut
Michigan’s lead to three points.

The home offense rewarded the defense’s stop, extending the
lead to two scores with a methodical 75-yard touchdown drive.
The Wolverines utilized a 19-yard reception by Hemingway and
a personal foul penalty on the Buckeyes to work their way down
to the four-yard line. Facing third-and-short, Robinson faked
the Ohio State defense with a play-action pass and found a
wide-open Koger in the back of the end zone to give Michigan
a 37-27 lead.

Ohio State marched 80 yards in one minute and 23 seconds,
scoring on a four-yard touchdown run to shrink Michigan’s lead
back to three points.

The Wolverines appeared to have added another touchdown
late in the fourth quarter, but offensive holding and per-
sonal foul penalties forced Michigan from the goal line back to
the OSU 26-yard line. Junior/sophomore placekicker Brendan
Gibbons (West Palm Beach, Fla./Cardinal Newman) converted a
career-best 43-yard field goal to give Michigan a 40-34 lead with
1:59 left in the fourth quarter.

The Buckeyes had one last chance to win the game, needing to
drive 80 yards for a touchdown with only one timeout. Miller
scrambled for a first down on fourth-and-six to keep the drive
alive, but sophomore cornerback Courtney Avery (Mansfield,
Ohio/Lexington) - who also notched a forced fumble - tipped
and then intercepted Miller's pass with 39 seconds left near
midfield to seal the Michigan win.
