elcome- We are thrilled that you have joined us to cheer on the Miami University 

RedHawks! Miami University is a scholarly community whose members believe that 
a liberal education is grounded in qualities of character as well as of intellect. We 
respect the dignity of other persons, the rights and property of others, and the right 

of others to hold and express disparate beliefs. We believe in honesty, integrity, and the im-
portance of moral conduct. We defend the freedom of inquiry that is the heart of learning and 
combine that freedom with the exercise of judgment and the acceptance of personal responsibil-
ity. 
 
Please conduct yourself in an appropriate manner.  Your actions reflect not only upon your individ-
ual character but upon the character of Miami University.   Others will judge Miami University by 
the quality of their RedHawk Game Day experience.  As RedHawks, it is essential to initiate and 
foster a welcoming environment for all.  
 
Miami University welcomes all ticketholders and students to University athletic events. Consistent 
with principles of good sportsmanship we establish high expectations for spectator conduct.  Mi-
ami University prohibits persons from engaging in indecent, obscene and profane speech or wear-
ing clothing with indecent, obscene or profane words or images while attending University athlet-
ic events. Miami University also strongly discourages any person from attending these events wear-
ing clothing, or carrying accessories that objectify or denigrate any individual or class of people on 
the basis of their race, religion or ethnicity, etc.  (e.g. wearing feathers .)   You may be asked to 
remove the obscene/objectionable attire/accessory or leave the event. 
 
Alcohol Policy 
Alcoholic beverages are NOT permitted in Yager Stadium. Guests identified with alcohol or who 
are intoxicated inside the stadium may be ejected and will have the alcohol confiscated.  
Possession and consumption of alcohol are subject to the laws and regulations of the State of Ohio 
and/or City of Oxford which state, among others: No person shall have in the person's possession 
an opened container of beer or intoxicating liquor in any public place   
 
Law Enforcement Officers enforce all applicable laws.  
 
Permitted Items 
The following items are permitted in Yager Stadium 

¶ Binoculars 
¶ Blankets 
¶ Cameras (still) with a lens 1 ft. or less 
¶ Cell phones and pagers 
¶ Bags smaller than 14 x 11 x 4 
¶ Rain apparel 
¶ Seat cushions 
¶ Small radios with headphones 

 

Prohibited Items 
As a general rule, any items that obstruct the view of other guests or that can be used 
as projectiles, that interfere with the comfort of other guests or are deemed inappropri-
ate/hazardous by stadium security are prohibited.  
Guests are subject to visual inspection of person, parcels, bags, and clothing capable of 
concealing prohibited items. Guests may refuse inspections but management reserves 
the right to refuse entry.  
Changes in national, regional and campus security levels may affect security proce-
dures.  
 
The following items are not permitted in Yager Stadium: 
¶ Alcohol  
¶ Animals (except assistive animals for guests with disabilities) 
¶ Audio Recording Equipment  
¶ Backpacks, Bags larger than 11 x 14 x 4, Bota Bags or wine skins, flasks 
¶ Banners and Signs 
¶ Beverages 
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¶ Bicycles 
¶ Cameras (still) with lens greater than 1 ft. (along with Monopods, Dual Pods and Tripods) 
¶ Clothing with profane, inappropriate or abusive language  
¶ Containers (common examples include but are not limited to hard sided coolers, soft pack 

coolers, ice chests, picnic baskets, cans, bottles, flasks, thermoses) 
¶ Computers/Laptops/IPads/Tablets 
¶ Confetti, streamers, glitter, balloons 
¶ Food (persons with small children or medical infirmities may be exempt) 
¶ Illegal Drugs 
¶ Laser pointers 
¶ Markers (permanent) and/or paint/Dry Erase Boards 
¶ Noisemaking devices (common examples include but are not limited to whistles, air horns, 

bull horns, blow horns, musical instruments, kazoos, bugles, cow bells, thunder sticks, sirens 
and boom boxes) 

¶ Sticks or Poles 
¶ Strollers and infant/car seats or carriers 
¶ Sports Equipment (common examples include but are not limited to balls, beach balls, foot-

balls, baseballs, lacrosse balls, Segway's or other motorized scooters, skateboards, and roller 
blades) 

¶ Televisions 
¶ Umbrellas 
¶ Video Recording Equipment 
¶ Weapons (common examples include but are not limited to aerosol cans, mace, pepper 

spray, firearms, including CCW permit holders, fireworks, pocket knives, knives, spiked brace-
lets, brass knuckles, martial arts weapons, stun guns, squirt guns, super soakers and chains) 

 
Prohibited Behavior 
Examples of prohibited behavior include, but are not limited to: throwing objects of any kind; 
demonstrating unruly behavior; attempting to enter the field of play; engaging in behavior that 
endangers the safety of student athletes, coaches, officials or other guests; attempting to climb 
the goal posts; removing turf; and/or taunting event staff, visiting teams and/or public safety offi-
cials. Consequences for guests exhibiting prohibited behavior may include, but are not limited to: 
loss of ticket buying privileges, ejection from the Stadium, and/or arrest. The University reserves 
the right to not enforce, within the sole discretion of the University, prohibited behaviors based 
on the interests of public safety, operational or staffing considerations or any other consideration.  
 

òThe Mid-American Conference and Miami University promote good sportsmanship 
by its student-athletes, coaches, and fans.  We request your cooperation by support-
ing the participants and officials in a positive manner.  Profanity, racial or sexist com-
ments, or other intimidating actions directed at officials, players, coaches or team 
representatives will not be tolerated and are grounds for removal from this arena.  
Also, the throwing of any objects onto the playing field is prohibited.ó 

 
Smoking Policy 
Smoking is prohibited.  
 
Solicitation/Literature  
Resale of tickets, setting up a promotional space and/or distributing banners, booklets, business 
cards, circulars, commercial advertising, flyers, folders, handbills, leaflets, notices, pamphlets, post-
ers, stickers, or any other written, printed and/or painted materials in or around Yager Stadium 
without the permission of the  Miami University Department of Athletics is prohibited.

ATMõs 
ATMõs are not located in Yager Stadium; the closest one is located at Johnnyõs Deli on Sycamore 
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Street.  Credit and debit cards are accepted at ticket windows and concession stands. 
 
Babies/Toddlers Tickets 
Fans age 2 and under may be admitted to Miami Football games without a ticket. However, 
they must sit in the lap of an accompanying adult.  
 
Baby Changing Areas 
Baby changing tables are available in nearly every restroom facility.  Please ask an usher for 
directions to the nearest one. 
 
Bad Weather 
All sporting events at Miami University are ôRain or Shineõ events.  Only in extremely inclement 
weather are competitions canceled or postponed.  If there are questions about an event being 
canceled due to weather, please call 1-888-864-0013.  
 
Bags 
All bags are subject to search.  To ensure fan safety, the University reserves the right to refuse 
admittance of any item deemed hazardous or suspicious.

Since its formal estab-
lishment in 1936, it has added to the color and pageantry of game days through much of Mi-
amiõs storied history.

Bus Parking 
Please refer to the Parking section in this guide for more information.  
 
Cameras and Video Equipment 
Cameras are permitted in Yager Stadium; however at no time may photography/videography 
interfere with the athletes or other guests.  All forms of video and motion picture cameras are 
strictly prohibited, including the use of cellular phones and other electronic devices.  Guests are 
also not permitted to use lighting or camera support tripods.  
 
Concessions 
Concessions are located outside the east and west stands and along the main gate.  Conces-
sions at Yager offers a wide variety of foods.  We have grilled items in the tents including  the 
famous Angus Burger and Montgomery Inn BBQ in the permanent stands.  
 
We offer funnel cakes, corn dogs, and fries at two select locations.  On the east side of the stadi-
um these items are offered in the middle stand.  On the west side they are offered at the deep 
fry trailer which is located along the fence to the south of the entry coming down the hill of 
Millett.    
 
Concessions accepts credit cards in two locations,  stand two on the west side and stand fifteen 
on the east side. During the  weekend games we have Hawkers in the stands selling water and 
snack items.  We hope this enhances your visit to Yager stadium. 
 
Contests - In game 
Fans are selected at random to participate in any in-game contest. We do not allow fans to sign 
up in advance. To increase your chances of being selected, arrive early to the game and wear 
RedHawk gear. Those wearing merchandise from other teams (collegiate or professional) will 
not be chosen! 
 
Credit Card Policy 
All major credit cards are accepted on game day.  If you are purchasing advance tickets only 
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VISA, American Express and MasterCard will be accepted. 
 
Cradle of Coaches Plaza 
The Plaza, the South Gate entrance to Yager Stadium, honors 
legendary football coaches with ties to Miami University Athletics 
who have had great regional and national impact.

The Oxford campus is located 35 miles northwest of Cincinnati and 40 miles southwest of Day-
ton.  U.S. Route 27 and State Route 73 are the main highways to Oxford. 
On game day select streets may be blocked or have traffic control officers giving directions.  
Please follow the signs and directions for your appropriate venue and parking lot.  Below are 
detailed driving directions to the Miami University campus. 
 
From the North - I-75 south to I-70 west to SR 127 south (Exit 10, Eaton/ Hueston Woods); Turn 
left off of exit ramp.  Follow SR127 through Eaton and Camden to State Route 73; Turn right and 
follow SR 73 to Oxford. 
From the South- I-75 north to I -275 north (Take the airport exit which goes off to the left); Follow 
signs for Indianapolis/Cincinnati (I-275 splits and becomes I-74/Indianapolis and I -275/Cincinnati -
Dayton); Follow I-275 east towards Dayton, take the Colerain Avenue exit (Exit 33) and turn left. 
This is Colerain Ave/ SR 27 north, this will take you into Oxford. 
 
From I-70 going East- Take the SR 27 south exit in Richmond, Indiana; Proceed through Rich-
mond and Liberty, Indiana and into Oxford.  
 
From I-70 going West- Continue west to SR 127 south (Exit 10, Eaton/ Hueston Woods); Follow 
SR 127 through Eaton and Camden to State Route 73; Turn right and follow SR 73 to Oxford. 
 

Please allow extra time for entrance into Oxford on game days.

Football Game Day Parking 
¶ Northbound traffic on US 27 is routed west on Chestnut, north on Campus Ave., east on Syca-

more Ave., and into Gate 2. 
¶ Westbound traffic on SR 73 is routed north on Patterson, west on High, north on Talawanda, 

west on Sycamore Ave. and into Gate 1.  
¶ When West Millett Parking Lot is full, the US 27 traffic is re-routed into the North Campus park-

ing garage. and the SR 73 traffic is re-routed down Bonham Road to the Pump House Parking 
Lot.  

¶ If the Pump House Parking Lot fills, SR 73 traffic is re-routed into Cook Field Parking Lot via the 
South Cook Entrance.  

¶ If the north campus parking garage fills, US 27 traffic is re-routed northbound on Patterson at 
Chestnut, east on SR 73, and into Cook Field Parking Lot via the South Cook Entrance.  

¶ If Cook Field Parking Lot fills, traffic is re-routed to the Ditmer Parking Lot on SR 73 and the shut-
tle is re-routed to include the Ditmer Parking Lot.

Parking lots open 5 hours prior to kickoff. 
 
Miami University will not be responsible for loss or damage to vehicles parked for any athletic 
events or their contents.  Holders of parking permits should clearly display their permits from the 
rearview mirror of their cars to assist parking personnel in directing them to the proper lots.  Per-
mits should be displayed at all times to avoid being ticketed or towed.  All drivers should be alert 
to instructions from the uniformed police officers and parking personnel who will be directing 
traffic.  Patrons are reminded that normal parking regulations apply on game day.  Vehicles 
parked in fire lanes, at the end of aisles, and in any other illegal location will be ticketed and/or 
towed. If you are unable to find a legal parking space, please see a parking attendant for assis-
tance.  Spaces are available on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Spaces may not be reserved for later 
arriving vehicles unless authorized by the Miami Athletic Department. Overnight parking is prohib-
ited in all Miami University game-day parking lots.  Automobiles are allowed to park in one desig-
nated space.  Recreational vehicles will only be allowed into the lot with an RV pass. Recreational 
vehicles must be parked within two designated spaces.  Space is very limited; throwing of footballs 
or other objects should be kept to minimal distances and out of roadways and other tailgaterõs 
areas.  Repeat offenders may have their objects confiscated.  Please be considerate of other fans 
trying to park in the lot.  Fans may not display flags, balloons or signs more than 20 feet about the 
parking lot and also may not undertake any promotional, advertising or marketing activities in the 
Miami University lots without written authorization from the Athletic Department.  
 
Pre-game Hospitality Facilities 
Pre-game hospitality facilities for group outings are available on game day.  To inquire about and 
reserve a pre-game hospitality area, call the RedHawks at 513-529-1611.

Smoking 
Miami University Policy: 
Smoking is prohibited in all Miami University-owned facilities and on the grounds of any university -
owned property.  This includes all buildings owned or controlled by Miami University, shelters, 
indoor and outdoor athletic facilities, indoor and outdoor theatres, bridges, walkways, sidewalks, 
residence halls, parking lots and garages.  Smoking is prohibited on sidewalks that adjoin Universi-
ty property.  Smoking is also prohibited in any vehicle or equipment owned, leased or operated by 
Miami University. 
 
Mid-American Conference Policy: 
The use of all tobacco products by players, athletics department personnel, and officials on the 
field, court, track, mat or course and adjacent areas (i.e. dugout, sideline, and bench) shall be pro-
hibited during pregame activities and competition.  Any individual discovered by officials to be in 
violation of this rule shall be immediately ejected from the contest. 
 
Solicitation 
Miami University student groups are allowed to solicit and collect money for officially recognized 
charities, if preapproved by ICA, in the West Millet Parking Lot.  Special consideration will be given 
to those raising funds for health care and awareness groups.  Groups will need to send all perti-
nent information to Keanah Smith (smithka3@muohio.edu) for approval.  Requests need to be 
submitted no later than two weeks in advance of the desired time.   Groups will be allowed to 
approach people in the parking lot as long as they are wearing something that identifies their 
group or cause (button, shirt, apron, etc.).
