REDHAWKS ENDURE TRYING 2005-06 SEASON ré.___ﬁ\:

hile success in sport often is described through the use of numbers and statistics,

such practices typically reveal only pieces of the whole story. Indeed, Miami’s 8-20
overall record and 3-13 MAC mark tell of a season that was one of the program’s most
trying in recent memory, but those numbers can do little to describe the adversity faced
by a young team and the groundwork that was laid toward a promising future.

From the beginning, it appeared as if Miami'’s inexperience would be a stern
challenge to overcome. With a combined total of just three juniors and seniors returning
and a large class of incoming freshmen joining the mix, the RedHawks would rely
heavily upon returning all-MAC honorees senior Cindi Merrill and junior Amanda
Jackson. Unfortunately, Merrill missed most of the preseason and the first three games
of the regular season with a broken thumb and Jackson was lost for the season with an
injury suffered during the first half of the season opener at Michigan.

Adding insult to a growing injury list, Miami also would lose forwards Laura
Markwood and Eve Pyle for extended periods of time, and it would be January before
the RedHawks could get their entire roster, minus Jackson, all together on the court.
With so much critical practice time already missed, the RedHawks were forced into an
uphill battle the rest of the way. While evidence of the team’s tremendous potential was
apparent, also present were the growing pains of a young team still learning to succeed
together on the playing court.

Improvement came steadily, and, though and 8-20 record may appear lopsided,
very few of the RedHawks’ defeats were lopsided. The season ended with a narrow MAC
Tournament loss at Northern Illinois, as Miami, once again battling the odds, rallied from
a double-digit deficit and took the Huskies down to the wire.Till the end, Miami demon-
strated the perserverance of a team and coaching staff that endured more than its share
of adversity but continued to battle and teach until the final buzzer.

The
schedule ratings represent the average schedule
difficulty faced by each team in the games that it has
played so far. The schedule difficulty of a given game
takes into account the rating of the opponent and the
location of the game.
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WHO’S GONE: Graduation will claim two senior starters from Miami’s roster during the
upcoming season. Senior guard Cindi Merrill, a three-time all-MAC pick, graduates as
Miami’s fourth all-time leading scorer, while senior center Amber Miller, one of the
program’s most improved players over the past three years, finishes her career ranked
just outside of the program’s career Top 10 in blocked shots. During their careers, the
duo were a part of 62 Miami victories, two MAC East Division titles and the 2003-04
MAC Championship. Both carry grade point averages above 3.0 and are on schedule to
graduate this spring.

WHO’S BACK: The benefit of Miami’s 2005-06 growing pains can be found in a return-
ing core that accounted for 72.5 percent of the team'’s scoring and 75.8 percent of its
rebouding this past season. The RedHawks return three 2005-06 starters in freshman
Jenna Schone and sophomores Sarah Hull and Laura Markwood, and also get back
junior Amanda Jackson, a two-year starter who missed last season with a knee injury.
Though the 2006-07 RedHawks will feature no seniors, they will return a total of 11
present and past letterwinners.

MERRILL NAMED THIRD-TEAM ALL-MAC: Following a trying season in which she was,
at times, asked to carry a young team, senior guard Cindi Merrill was honored as a
third-team all-MAC selection. Merrill, who was a second-team all-league selection as a
sophomore and junior, is just the fifth Miami player to earn all-MAC recognition three
times in her career and just the second, joining Hall of Famer Monica Niemann, to do
so without being named honorable mention. Merrill led Miami and ranked seventh in
the MAC in scoring at 14.6 points per game, leading the RedHawks in scoring 14 times
in 25 games played.

SCHONE EARNS SPOT ON MAC ALL-FRESHMAN TEAM: After becoming the first
Miami freshman to start every game of her freshman campaign since 1991, point guard
Jenna Schone was one of five players selected by the league coaches to the MAC All-
Freshman Team. Schone, who led all league freshmen in assists (4.1 apg), assist-turnover
ratio (1.5) and 3-point field goals (47), was one of three Miami players to start every
game and led the team, averaging 33.6 minutes per game. The ninth MAC All-Freshman
selection all-time from Miami, Schone is the fourth since Maria Fantanarosa took over.

MILLER EARNS ACADEMIC ALL-MAC STATUS: Miami senior center Amber Miller
was recognized by the Mid-American Conference office as one of 10 MAC women'’s
basketball standouts selected to the Academic All-MAC team. Miller, who started all 28
games for the RedHawks and ranked among the league leaders in blocked shots and
offensive rebounds, carries a 3.68 grade point average in management information
systems. She is just the sixth Miami player all-time to earn a spot on the Academic All-
MAC team but the third in the past four seasons. Candidates for the team were required
to carry at least a 3.2 grade point average and be an important contributor on the court
for their respective teams.

MIAMI IN MILLETT: Miami posted a 4-7 mark on its home floor in 2005-06, marking its
first losing home record since 1991-92 ... three of Miami’s home losses came via either
overtime or a shot in the final 30 seconds and just two came by double digits ... included
in Miami’s home wins were the program’s first home win over the Big East, a 55-46
defeat of Seton Hall, and a thrilling 66-65 defeat of MAC Quarterfinalist Ball State ... all-
time, the RedHawks stand at 243-113 in the friendly confines of Millet Hall.

ROADHAWKS: Miami spent the majority of its 2005-06 season on the road, playing 17-
of-28 games away from home, including 10 of its first 14 games ... Miami finished 4-13
away from home and 3-12 when playing on an opponent’s home court ... Miami won
just one MAC game on the road in 2005-06 and finished the season losing seven
straight road outings ... the RedHawks faced opponents from the Big Ten, SEC, ACC and
Conference USA on the road in 2005-06.

MAC TOURNEY PONDERINGS: With its 73-65 loss at Northern lllinois in the first-round
of the MAC Tournament, the RedHawks went one and done in the MAC postseason for
the first time since 1998, which also was the last time Miami played its first MAC
Tournament game on the road ... the loss ended a string of six consecutive trips to
Cleveland for the MAC Quarterfinals and also was Miami’s first first-round loss since the
tournament field expanded to include all teams in 2000 ... Miami stands at 19-20 overall
in its 21 MAC Tournament appearances and is still in search of its first MAC Tournament
title since it won the inaugural 1982 MAC Tournament.

HEAD COACH MARIA FANTANAROSA: A
former standout on the court for the Red
and White, Maria Fantanarosa is entering
her eighth season working the sidelines
for the Miami women’s basketball program
and owns a 126-104 (.548) record at Miami.

After taking over a team that had no
freshman class in 1998, she guided the
team to a program-record six straight
winning seasons, including two MAC East
Division Championships. In 2003-04,
Fantanarosa led Miami to its first MAC
Championship and 20-win season since
1989-90 while earning MAC Coach of the
Year honors. She needs just six wins to
become the winningest all-time women'’s
basketball coach at Miami.

Fantanarosa also has helped Miami
players to all-MAC accolades 12 times,
including 2001-02 MAC Player of the Year
Heather Cusick. After a 22-win season in
2003-04, her contract was extended
through the 2008-09 season.

A 1990 graduate of Miami,
Fantanarosa was a two-time all-MAC
honoree for the Red and White. Following
her graduation, she went on to serve as an
assistant women'’s basketball coach for
Xavier (1990-94) and South Carolina (1994-97) before serving a one-year stint as head
coach at Western Carolina (1997-98).

One of the most prolific scorers in high school girls basketball history,
Fantanarosa’s 3,823 career points while at Mt. Carmel Area High School in Kulpmont, Pa.,
rank among the all-time top 10 nationally.

HOW YOUNG WERE THEY? The youngest team in the Mid-American Conference,
Miami’s 2005-06 squad featured five freshmen—matching Maria Fantanarosa’s
largest freshman class at Miami—four scholarship sophomores—two of which averaged
fewer than 9.0 minutes per game last season—and a combined total of just three
juniors and seniors. That number was further skewed by junior Amanda Jackson’s
season-ending injury, which was suffered in the first game of the season. Of the 5,625
minutes played by the RedHawks in 2005-06, 75.7 percent were played by freshmen
and sophomores, including nearly 40 percent from true freshmen.

ONE TOUGH SCOUT: Whether it was a blessing or a curse, Miami’s inconsistency on
offense made it a very difficult team to scout. While senior Cindi Merrill was the team’s
clear proven scorer, as many as 10 different players proved that they could step up and
ignite the offense. Through 28 games, nine different players led or tied for the team
lead in scoring at least once, while 10 players scored in double digits on at least three
occasions. Miami finished the season with seven players on its roster averaging at least
5.2 points per game—no one else in the MAC had more than six.

GIVING A LIFT: While experience was not a strength of her team, head coach Maria
Fantanarosa was able to make use of the team’s depth. Averaging better than 40
substitutions a game, Miami played at least 10 players in all but one of its games in
2005-06 and outscored the opposition’s bench in 20 of those 28 games. Miami was just
1-7 in the games in which its bench was outscored. The RedHawks, who got 40.8
percent (28.0 ppg) of their scoring off the bench in wins, had 10 players averaging
better than 10.0 minutes per game.

SECOND CHANCES: When you are struggling to put the ball in the basket, you had
better give yourself as many shots as you can while ensuring your opponents get as few
looks as possible, making rebounding a critical factor. Over the course of the season,
Miami was just 3-15 when it was tied or outrebounded but forged a 5-5 mark when it
claimed an edge on the boards. The RedHawks pulled down a league-high 40.1 re-
bounds per game, including a MAC-best 15.6 offensive boards per game, but finished
with an even 0.0 rebounding margin.

A FINE LINE INDEED: Though Miami struggled to pick up wins in 2005-06, the
RedHawks were seldom run off the court. Plagued by its inexperience, Miami was within
at least two possessions of its opponents with under eight minutes to play in 15 of its 20
losses, only to fade away down the stretch. Following is a breakdown of the 15 games
that made the difference between an 8-20 and 23-5 final record.

Michigan 75, Miami 58 (Nov. 20) — Miami is within five by the seven-minute mark but fades late.
Wright State 70, Miami 60 (Nov. 30) — A double-digit lead evaporates and WSU takes the lead at 3:49
Northwestern 79, Miami 73 (Dec. 2) — Rallied within two points with under two minutes to play.
Wake Forest 67, Miami 61 (Dec. 3)— Within three points with 2:37 to play before fading late.

Buffalo 78, Miami 75 (Jan. 7) — Miami is outscored 11-5 over the final 3:46 in losing a three-point lead.
Ohio 56, Miami 43 (Jan. 11) — Trailing by four, Miami is outscored 17-4 over the final 7:30.

Kent St. 83, Miami 78 (Jan. 17) — After rallying to force overtime, foul trouble dooms Miami in OT.
Toledo 77, Miami 58 (Jan. 28) — Leading by four, Miami is outscored 28-5 over the final 9:19.

CMU 80, Miami 67 (Feb. 1) — Down just two points, Miami is outscored 18-7 over the final 4:18.

NIU 51, Miami 49 (Feb. 4) — NIU hits go-ahead shot with eight seconds left.

WMU 70, Miami 60 (Feb. 8) — After Miami rallies within six with 8:03 to play, WMU erupts on 13-2 run.
Buffalo 62, Miami 61 (Feb. 14) — UB outscores Miami 9-2 over final 4:12; hits game-winner with 0:05.
Akron 56, Miami 51 (Feb. 21) — Akron outscores Miami 12-1 over the final 6:50.

Kent St. 63, Miami 48 (Feb. 25) — Miami rallies to within two, but is outscored 15-2 over the final 6:04.
NIU 73, Miami 65 (March 4)—Trailed by just a point with under three minutes to play.

DYING BY THE THREE: On Jan. 7, Miami entered its first league outing ranked first in the
league in both 3-point field goal percentage (.368) and 3-pointers made per game (7.1).
Over the course of the MAC season, however, Miami was a distant last in league-only 3-
point shooting, connecting on just 23.9 percent of its attempts and just 3.8 3-pointers
per game. After topping seven 3-pointers nine times in its first 12 games, Miami hit four
or fewer in 13 of its last 16 outings, shooting an abysmal 16.8 percent (32-0f-190) in
those 13 games.

STEALING THE SHOW: While Miami’s field goal defense struggled in MAC play, the
RedHawks turned up the intensity and started forcing more turnovers. Including a 14-
steal effort versus Ohio on Feb. 18, which matched a season-high, Miami averaged 9.19
steals in MAC play, to rank fifth in the league. After topping 10 steals just twice over their
first eight games, the RedHawks have made 10 or more steals 12 times over the last 20
games and forced 17.5 turnovers per game in MAC play.

AS THE BALL TURNS: After committing 28 turnovers in a loss at Eastern Michigan on
Feb. 11, Miami rededicated itself to taking care of the ball. Over the last six games, Miami
committed fewer than 15 turnovers five times and averaged just 13.8 turnovers per
game. The RedHawks committed only 11 turnovers versus Bowling Green in its regular-
season finale after committing a season-high 33 miscues versus the Falcons in their Jan.
21 meeting. Miami finished the year with 12 turnovers in its MAC Tourney loss at NIU.

EXCLUSIVE COMPANY: Senior Cindi Merrill achieved a Miami first in the RedHawks'
Feb. 28 season finale, grabbing Miami’s first rebound of the game to become the first
guard and the sixth player overall in program history to reach both 1,000 points and 500
rebounds for her career. Merrill finished with 1,497 points and 511 rebounds in her
career, scoring 1,268 points (14.3 ppg) and grabbing 422 rebounds (5.0) in her final
three seasons.

IRON ‘HAWK: Despite playing almost the entire season with a broken hand and broken
nose, which caused her to miss the first three games and a month of practice early in
the season, Cindi Merrill continued to lead the RedHawks while scarcely missing a
beat. In a career defined by her toughness, Merrill, who overcame everything from ankle
and knee ailments to broken noses and hand surgeries, missed just four of a possible
117 games while totaling 95 career starts. Through the 113 games in which she played,
Merrill contributed 71 double-digit scoring efforts and led the team in scoring 42 times.

MILLER’S TIME: While senior Amber Miller’s 56 career blocked shots ranked just
outside of Miami’s career blocked shot leaders, the 6-foot-4 center enjoyed one of the
best two-year stretches of any Miami shot blockers. After rejecting only a combined five
shots over her first two seasons, Miller totaled 51 rejections as a junior and senior,
becoming one of only six Miami players all-time to top 25 blocked shots in back-to-back
seasons. Miller also finished her career sharing Miami’s single-game blocked shot record
after blocking six shots in a Feb. 4 contest versus Northern lllinois.

Miami picked up its first win of the season and
advanced to the championship round of the
Saint Louis Classic, downing New Orleans, 90-63,
behind a balanced effort that featured five
scorers in double figures.

fter building a 14-point lead midway through

A rocky start forced Miami to burn two
early timeouts, and the RedHawks trailed by a
game-high 11 points with under seven minutes
remaining in the half. Miami finally came to life
with a 6-0 run over the next three minutes, and,
after buckets from Kris Coner and Jaclyn
Leininger, trailed by just a point with under
three minutes left in the half.

Sustained by timely shots throughout the
half, NIU, which shot 54.2 percent from the field
over the first 20 minutes, ended a five-minute
drought with a Mary Basic 3-pointer, sparking a
quick 5-0 run that helped spot it to a 36-30
halftime advantage.

NIU’s lead briefly touched eight to open
the second half, but it was Miami, sparked by an
aggressive defense, that would go on the attack,
rallying to within 42-41 by the first media
timeout.

NIU, which scored 18
of its final 27 points from the charity stripe,
secured the win from the free throw line.
