PARKING:  Parking passes for the Breslin Center lot are sold out.  Please contact the Police Department at 
517.355.8440 for more parking options.  Parking is $10.00. 
 

SHUTTLE/BUS:   Shuttle buses begin running 1 ½ hours before tip-off and pick-up from the Communication Arts 
and Sciences parking ramp and drop-off on Birch Road on the east side of Breslin.  Single game passes can be 
purchased at the lot for $4 per person round trip. 
 

COURTSIDE SEATING PARKING and PROCEDURES:  
Park on the Northeast side of Lot 63-West (Breslin Lot) in the coned-off area, near the Southwest entrance to Breslin 
(Gate C).  Your space will be held until 5 minutes after tip-off.  Enter the Breslin at Gate C.  Proceed to Section 124 and 
show your ticket to the usher.  Take stairs down to the floor level and they will direct you to the Courtside Seating Lounge.  
A coat rack, snacks, and beverages are available for your convenience.  Please wear your tickets/credential AT ALL 
TIMES.  Only those who have a ticket/credential will have access to courtside seating and the courtside seating lounge.  
Please make sure you wear your Courtside Seating ticket/credential in order to access the hallway.  NOTE: NCAA rules 
prohibit premium seating for high school age students (defined as those who have entered the ninth grade), regardless of 
athletic ability, unless they are the children of the ticket owner of record.  It is also impermissible for currently enrolled 
student-athletes to be seated in Courtside Seating.  Please be aware of this regulation when inviting guests and their 
children to join you in Courtside Seating.

Police – Police & Police assistants in green coats are throughout the Breslin Center
