Spartan Women’s Basketball News & Notes
• Michigan State returns nine letterwinners and three starters from last 
season’s team that went 24-9 overall and fi nished third in the Big Ten with 
a 13-3 conference record. MSU was ranked No. 23 in both of the fi nal Top 
25 polls (Associated Press, ESPN/USA Today Coaches).

• MSU will be led in 2007-08 by fi rst-year head coach Suzy Merchant. 
Merchant owns a 201-120 (.626) overall record in 12 years as a head 
coach. She spent the last nine seasons at Eastern Michigan, compiling a 
147-91 (.618) record with the Eagles. She led EMU to three 20-win seasons, 
three postseason appearances, including the 2004 NCAA Tournament, 
two Mid-American Conference West Division titles and the 2004 MAC 
Tournament title.

• The Spartans earned their fi fth straight NCAA Tournament bid in 2006-07, 
extending their school record, and advanced to the second round for the 
fourth consecutive year. MSU is one of only 11 schools in the nation to reach 
the NCAA Tournament Second Round in each of the last four years.

• Michigan State recorded its fourth straight 20-win season in 2006-07. The 
24 wins tied for the second-most in school history.

• MSU’s 13 wins in Big Ten play in 2006-07 tied for the second-most confer-
ence victories in school history.

• The Spartans are just one of two teams in the Big Ten to win 20 games 
in each of the last four seasons (Ohio State). Both MSU and OSU have 
won at least 10 league games the past fi ve seasons, which is tied for the 
best streak in the conference.

• Michigan State fi nished the regular season ninth in the nation in atten-
dance, averaging 6,646 fans per game. It marks the second straight season 
MSU has fi nished in the top 10 nationally in attendance. The program has 
been ranked in the top 20 nationally in attendance the past fi ve seasons, 
led by a school-record 6,700 average in 2005-06.

• For the fi rst time in school history, Michigan State hosted the NCAA Tourna-
ment First and Second Rounds March 18-20 at the Breslin Center. Thanks 
to the nation’s second-largest crowd during the NCAA Women’s Basketball 
Tournament’s Second Round, East Lansing led all eight First- and Second-
Round sites with a total 21,340 fans passing through the turnstiles during 
the three sessions of the four-day event. The Breslin Center crowd of 8,056 
on March 20 was the second largest in the country, with Pittsburgh drawing 
8,791. The second session of the fi rst-round games on Sunday also was 
the second-largest draw (6,780) of the 16 opening-round sessions, with 
the Hartford region’s second session drawing 6,824. 

• Center Allyssa DeHaan, the Big Ten Freshman of the Year, returns in 
2007-08 for her sophomore season after a dominating fi rst season in East 
Lansing. The 6-9 Grandville native fi nished the 2006-07 season seventh 
in NCAA history with 145 blocked shots, which set a Big Ten and MSU 
single-season record. It was also the most blocked shots by a freshman in 
NCAA history. DeHaan blocked seven or more shots in a game six times, 
including an MSU record nine against Indiana on Dec. 28, 2006. DeHaan 
also set an MSU freshman record with 411 points (12.5 ppg) and was third 
with 247 rebounds (7.5 rpg). In addition to being named second-team All-
Big Ten, DeHaan also made the Big Ten All-Tournament Team and the Big 
Ten All-Defensive Team.

• Junior forward Aisha Jefferson tied for third on the team in 2006-07 
with 10.4 ppg and was third with 5.6 rpg. An honorable mention All-Big 
Ten selection, Jefferson has played in 67 games her fi rst two seasons, 
including 44 starts, averaging 8.5 ppg and 5.3 rpg.

• Junior guard Mia Johnson, a transfer from Saint Louis, played in her fi rst 
season for MSU in 2006-07. The Minneapolis native was fi fth on the team 
with 8.3 ppg and averaged 10.3 ppg in conference games. She was also 
third on the team with 84 assists.

• Thanks in part to Allyssa DeHaan’s record-breaking season, Michigan 
State set a Big Ten record with 211 team blocks last season. DeHaan 
fi nished with 145 blocks.

• In addition to Allyssa DeHaan, Aisha Jefferson and Mia Johnson, return-
ing letterwinners also include sophomore guard Mandy Piechowski, 
sophomore center Lauren Aitch (medical redshirt in 2006-07), senior 
guard Courtney Davidson, sophomore guard Takeya Fortner, senior 
guard Alisa Wulff and senior center Laura Hall.

• The Spartans signed a top-20 recruiting class, bringing in fi ve talented 
freshmen for the 2007-08 season.
