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LOBO WOMEN’S GOLF TO PARTICIPATE IN SHANICO INVITATIONAL

Update:  The University of New Mexico women’s golf
team will travel to Corvallis, Ore. and the Shanico Invita-
tional, Oct. 8-10.  The tournament will be played at the
Trysting Tree Golf Club.  Oregon State will host the three-
day event.

Format:  The tournament consists of 18 holes each day.
Start times for the three-day event begin at 8:30 a.m. on
Monday and Tuesday and 8 a.m. on Wednesday.

Course:  The Trysting Tree Golf Course will host the tour-
nament.  The course plays to a par 72 on 6,089 yards.

Tournament Field:  There will be 18 teams participating
in the Shanico Invite including:  BYU, Boise Sate, Cal,
Eastern Washington, Idaho, Idaho State, Long Beach State,
New Mexico, Northern Arizona, Oregon, Oregon State,
Portland State, San Francisco, Stanford, UNLV, Washing-
ton, Washington State, Weber State.

New Mexico in the Rankings:   In the latest poll released
on Oct. 3 the New Mexico Lobos are ranked No. 12 by
GolfWeek Magazine.  UNM was unranked in the pre-
season poll.

The Lobos have three individuals in the top-100 includ-
ing senior Claudia Ferrini who is the highest ranked Lobo
at No. 33.  Sophomores Kristi Larsen and Katrina Leckovic
come in at No. 73 and No. 84 respectively.  Freshmen
Kailin Downs is No. 113 while Christina Spence is No.
176, followed by sophomore Kellyn Newman at 215 and
freshman Shannon Johnson at 237.  Not bad considering
there are more that 800 collegiate golfers across the na-
tion.

Last Time Out • 2001 McGuire Results:  The University
of New Mexico Lobos took tournament honors at the 23rd
Annual Comcast/Dick McGuire Invitational held Sept. 14-
15 at the UNM Championship Golf Course.  The tourna-
ment was held despite the absence of teams who chose
to withdraw due to attack on America.  The field was com-
prised of eight teams.

The Lobos captured the title by a five-stroke margin over
New Mexico State, 875 to 880.  New Mexico finished 1-
under for the tournament and set a new course team tour-
nament record previously held by Arizona (1996 McGuire
- 876).

Taking individual medalist honors was Texas Tech’s
Stephanie Dukes who finished with a 213 (-6) two strokes
ahead of NMSU’s Alena Sharp at 215.  New Mexico’s
Claudia Ferrini finished third with a tournament score of
216.

“We are very excited about how we started our season,”
said UNM head coach Jackie Booth.  “I knew we were
talented, but I didn’t know we were that mentally tough
this early in the season.  It was an honor to win the
McGuire, it being the first time since 1986.  We look for-
ward to the rest of the season.”

Head Coach Jackie Booth:  Head coach Jackie Booth starts
her fifth year with the UNM women’s golf program.

Booth led the Lobos to the 2001 NCAA Women’s Golf
Championships for the second time in her five year ten-
ure.

While under Booth’s tutelage the Lobos have two-
straight MWC Women’s Golf Championships and her ath-
letes have captured Player of the Year and Freshman of
the Year honors.

Last season Booth was named 2001 MWC Coach of
the Year - her first conference honor at UNM.  Booth also
garnered Central Section Coach of the Year honors - her
second at UNM.
