* UNLV and Utah both started conference play 2-0 this weekend. The Rebels were the only
team to record shutouts in both conference games.

BYU’s goalkeeper Erika Woodbury is ranked No. 5 in the nation for goals-against average
(.295) and No. 7 for shots on goal saves percentage (.902).

As a team, the Cougars are ranked No. 3 for goals-against average (.339), No. 6 for win-loss-
tied percentage (.893) and No. 10 for shutout percentage (.64).

Four of last weekend’s eight MWC games were decided by one goal.

Team Quick Hits

* Air Force’s Jennifer Drew has 134 career saves, placing her on the Academy all-time list.

* The Cougars have outshot their opponents 248-96 on the season, including a 117-47
advantage in shots on goal.

New Mexico’s win over No. 6 BYU marked its biggest upset over a ranked team in school
history.

Through San Diego State’s first 15 games, Jen Mello and Erika Sutton have combined for 11
goals and seven assists. The duo’s 29 points are now the third-highest total by a pair of
freshmen in SDSU history.

A total of 21 different Aztecs have started this season with 13 registering at least one point.
* TCU was shutout in back-to-back games for the first time since Oct. 17 and 22, 2004.

* UNLV has posted four straight shutouts, tying the school record set in 2003 and 2004. The
Rebels have also outscored their last four opponents by a 10-0 score, and are the only team
to not give up a goal in conference play.

UNLYV increased its school record conference win streak to six, dating back to last season.
Utah has a 207-129 advantage in shots and an 87-74 edge in shots on goal over its opposition
this season. The Utes also have a 1.47-0.84 advantage in goals scored per game.

The Wyoming defense has allowed just 14 goals in 12 games this season, for an average of
1.11 goals a game The Cowgirls have shutout their opponents four times and have allowed
just one goal five times.

Cowgirl goalkeeper Ashley Sheppard made a season-high nine saves in UW’s 1-0 loss to
UNLV.
