Oregon Leads First Fall Division | U.S.
Sports Academy Directors’ Cup Standings

Cleveland, Ohio — Oregon leads the first set of Division | U.S. Sports Academy
Directors’ Cup fall standings. The Ducks have accumulated 190 total points
after a first place finish in men’s cross country and a second place finish in
women'’s cross country.

Stanford, the 2006-07 U.S. Sports Academy Directors’ Cup champion, is second
with 161 points. The Cardinal won the women’s cross country title, finished
ninth in women'’s field hockey and 19" overall in men’s cross country.

In third, with 149 points is Northern Arizona. The Lumberjacks recorded a pair
of top-10 finishes in men’s and women'’s cross country.

Minnesota and North Carolina round out the top-five with 120 point each. The
Golden Gophers of Minnesota were eighth in men’s cross country and finished
12" on the women’s side, while the Tar Heels of North Carolina won the title in
women'’s field hockey and tallied a 27" place finish in women'’s cross country.

Three of the nine fall NCAA championships have been completed with the
following institutions capturing titles: women’s cross country (Stanford), men’s
cross country (Oregon) and women’s field hockey (North Carolina). The
December 13" release will feature women’s soccer and the national collegiate
sport of men’s water polo. The December 20" release will include Football
Championship Subdivision football, women'’s volleyball and men’s soccer, while
the final fall release will be done on January 10, 2008, which will include the
Football Bowl Subdivision Football, BCS standings.

The Sports Academy Directors’ Cup was developed as a joint effort between the
National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA) and USA
Today. The United States Sports Academy, based in Daphne, Alabama, is the
program’s sponsor. Points are awarded based on each institution's finish in up
to 20 sports — 10 women’s and 10 men'’s.
