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Amherst (Mass.) Leads First Set of Division Il U.S.
Sports Academy Directors’ Cup Standings

Cleveland, Ohio — Amherst (Mass.) is the leader after the first fall U.S. Sports
Academy Directors’ Cup standings. The Lord Jeffs have posted 227 points after
the finish of four fall championships.

Ambherst captured the women'’s cross country national title, finished fifth overall
in women'’s volleyball and placed 12" in men’s cross country.

Calvin (Mich.) trails the Lord Jeffs by a mere 17 points after recordlng a pair of
fourth place finishes (men’s and women'’s cross country) and a 17" place finish
in women'’s volleyball. The Knights have 210 total points.

Cortland State (N.Y.) is currently third with 188 pomts The Red Dragons tallied
a pa|r of top-10 flnlshes in men’s cross country (3' ) and women'’s field hockey
(9" ) and were also 17" in women’s volleyball.

Washington (Mo.) is currently fourth with 185 total points after capturing the
2007 women'’s volleyball title. The Bears also finished third in women'’s cross
country.

Rounding out the top-five is Haverford (Penn.) with 176 points. The Fords
finished second in men’s cross country, ninth in women’s volleyball and 26™
overall in women'’s cross country.

Four of the seven fall NCAA championships have been completed with the
following institutions capturing titles: women’s cross country (Amherst), men’s
cross country (New York), women'’s field hockey (Bowdoin, Me.) and women’s
volleyball (Washington, Mo.).

The Sports Academy Directors’ Cup was developed as a joint effort between
the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA) and USA
Today. The United States Sports Academy, based in Daphne, Alabama, is the
program sponsor. Points are awarded based on each institution's finish in up to
18 sports -- nine women’s and nine men’s.

The next Division 11l standings will be released Thursday, December 6.
