? After much searching, Big Red chooses a winner and presents him or her with a gift

certificate and t-shirt from the sponsor, the University Bookstore.
? This is all projected on the video board where the sponsor’s graphic is displayed on a Red

Towel Time graphic similar to that of a Fan Cam graphic.
