Mids Travel to Rutgers To Take On
16th-Ranked Scarlet Knights

Navy (1-0) will hit the road for a second-consecutive
week as the Mids travel to Piscataway, N.J. to take on the
16th-ranked Rutgers Scarlet Knights (1-0) at a sold-out
Rutgers Stadium (41,000) on Friday night. Kick-off is
scheduled for 7 p.m.

Friday’s game will be televised nationally by ESPN with
Sean McDonough, Chris Spielman, Craig James and Rob
Stone calling the action.

Bob Socci, John Feinstein and Omar Nelson will call
the game on the Navy Radio Network, which includes
WBAL in Baltimore (1090 AM), WNAV in Annapolis (1430
AM), WFED in Washington, DC (1050 AM), WTRI in
Frederick (1520 AM), The Game in Virginia Beach, Va.
(102.1 FM) and Hampton Roads, Va. (1490 AM) and
Sirius Satellite Radio (Channel 123). The game will also
also be streamed live on Navy All-Access, as well as on
the web sites of the various stations carrying the game.
The pregame show will air at 6 p.m. on all the above sta-
tions except WBAL. 

Pete Medhurst and Joe Miller will host the Navy
Tailgate show on 1430 WNAV starting at 5 p.m.

Mids Win Opener, 30-19
Junior quarterback KKaaiippoo--NNooaa KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa

((KKaappoolleeii,, HHaawwaaii’’ii)) rushed for 102 yards and one touch-
down and completed three of his seven passes for 78
yards to lead Navy to a 30-19 victory over Temple in front
of 30,368 fans at Philadelphia’s Lincoln Financial Field in
the season opener for both squads.

The Mids jumped out to a 14-0 first-quarter lead, scor-
ing on their first two drives of the game. Senior fullback
AAddaamm BBaallllaarrdd ((LLeewwiissvviillllee,, TTeexxaass)) scored on a one-yard
run on the Mids’ first possession and then Kaheaku-
Enhada ripped off a 44-yard touchdown run on Navy’s
next possession.

After Temple pulled to within 14-10 in the second quar-
ter thanks to a Navy fumble that led to the Owls first touch-
down, Ballard scored his second touchdown of the night
on a nice five-yard run. Junior kicker MMaatttt HHaarrmmoonn
((TTaayylloorrss,, SS..CC..)) drilled a 23-yard field goal as time expired
in the second quarter to give the MIds a 24-10 halftime
lead.

The Mids struggled in the second half and managed
just two field goals thanks to a fumble and some costly

penalties. Temple pulled to within 27-19 with 4:06 left in
the game on a 23-yard touchdown pass from Adam
DiMichele to Matt Balasavage, but sophomore nose guard
NNaattee FFrraazziieerr ((AAttllaannttaa,, GGaa..)) blocked the extra-point and
then Harmon nailed a career-long 43-yard field goal with
1:07 left in the game to provide the final margin.

Junior SShhuunn WWhhiittee ((MMeemmpphhiiss,, TTeennnn..)) led the Navy
rushing attack with 122 yards on eight carries. Ballard
added 78 yards on 21 carries to go with his two touch-
downs.

Junior linebacker CClliinntt SSoovviiee ((JJaacckkssoonnvviillllee,, FFllaa..)) led the
Mids with 10 tackles, while senior co-captain JJeeffff DDeelliizz
((CClliinnttoonn TToowwnnsshhiipp,, MMiicchh..)) added nine tackles. Senior out-
side linebacker MMaatttt WWiimmssaatttt ((RRaalleeiigghh,, NN..CC..)) recorded
seven tackles and his first-career sack and interception.
Junior safety KKeettrriicc BBuuffffiinn ((RRoowwlleetttt,, TTeexxaass)) also recorded
an interception.

First Two On The Road
Navy is playing its first two games on the road for just

the third time in school history and for the first time since
1995 when the Mids opened up at SMU (33-2 victory) and
Rutgers (27-17 loss). The Mids finished that season 5-6
under first-year head coach Charlie Weatherbie and first-
year offensive coordinator Paul Johnson. The only other
time Navy opened up with two-straight road games was
1978 when George Welsh took his team on the road to
Virginia (32-0 win) and Connecticut (30-0 win). That team
finished 9-3, including a 23-16 victory over BYU in the
Holiday Bowl.

Playing the Big East
Navy is 2-5 against teams from the Big East in Paul

Johnson’s five-plus seasons at the Naval Academy. Navy
was 0-2 in 2002 (lost 46-21 to Boston College and 38-0 to
Connecticut), 0-1 in 2003 (lost to Rutgers, 48-27), 1-0 in
2004 (beat Rutgers, 54-21), 0-1 in 2005 (lost to Rutgers,
31-21) and 1-1 in 2005 (beat Connecticut, 41-17 and lost
to Rutgers, 34-0).

Series History
The series is tied, 10-10-1, with Rutgers winning last

year’s game, 34-0. Rutgers is 5-2 all-time against Navy in
games played on its home field. Navy last won at Rutgers
in 1999, 34-7.

Has led Navy to an unprecedented four
straight bowl games, posting a 2-2 record in
the four games. The four games represent
30.8 percent of Navy’s 13 bowl appearances
in its 128-year history.

Navy had never reached three, let alone
four, bowl games in a row in its program
history, prior to Johnson’s arrival.
u

  

The 35 wins over the last four years is the
second most in school history, behind the
span of 1905-08 (36). This year’s squad
needs seven more wins to equal the greatest
five-year stretch in school history with 43 wins
(1904-08).

Engineered one of the most-remarkable
turnarounds in college football history, becom-
ing just the sixth team in NCAA history to go
from a winless season (2001) to a bowl game
(2003) in two years or less.

Won 2004 Bobby Dodd National Coach of
the Year honors after leading Navy to a 10-2
record and its first bowl win since 1996. The
10 wins marked just the second time in school
history (1905) that Navy won double-digit
games. The Mids ended that year ranked No.

His teams have led the nation in rushing in
three of his five years in charge of the Navy
offense. His squads have posted 10 of Navy’s
24 all-time 400-yard rushing games. If you
throw in the times the Mids ran for over 400
yards when he was the offensive coordinator,
the total swells to 13-of-24 times. As a head
coach or offensive coordinator, his teams own
six of the top 10 marks.

The last two times Navy has led the coun-
try in rushing, the Mids have accomplished the
feat without a 1,000-yard rusher. That has
happened just 12 times in NCAA history.

With the win against Temple, Johnson won
his 100th career game, reaching the mark as
the 26th-fastest coach in NCAA history.
u

  

Johnson has been dominant against the
other service academies, owning a 9-1 record
with nine straight wins and outscoring Air
Force and Army by a combined 274-145 (30.4
- 16.1) margin during the nine-game streak.
u

  

Even more impressive, Navy’s graduation
rate of 98 percent was tops in the country,
ahead of Boston College, Notre Dame,
Stanford and Air Force.
u

  

Won a pair of Division I-AA National
Championships at Georgia Southern in 1999
and 2000, while compiling an astonishing 62-
10 record in five years at GSU. During his first
four years, he went 50-8, becoming just the
fourth coach in NCAA history to win 50 games
in four years.

While at Georgia Southern, his teams
broke or tied 389 individual or team school,
conference, playoff or stadium records, and
amassed 400 yards of offense in 45 of the last
59 contests.

Paul Johnson has posted a 16-7 record (.696) as Navy’s head

coach when having more than one week to prepare and is 14-5
(.737) with more than one week to prepare over the last five sea-
sons. 

In 2002, the Mids posted a 2-2 record, defeating SMU and
Army and losing to Northwestern and Notre Dame. 

In 2003, Navy was 4-1, defeating VMI, Eastern Michigan,
Central Michigan and Army and losing to Texas Tech in the
Houston Bowl. 

In 2004, the Mids were 4-1, defeating Duke, Rutgers, Army and
New Mexico and losing to Notre Dame, when having more than
one week to prepare. 

In 2005, Johnson was 3-1, losing to Maryland and beating
Duke, Army and Colorado State. 

In 2006, Johnson was 2-2, defeating East Carolina and Army
and losing to Notre Dame and Boston College.

Rutgers enters Friday’s contest with a 1-0 record after its 38-3

thrashing of Buffalo last Thursday. Heisman Trophy candidate Ray
Rice rushed for 184 yards and three touchdowns, while quarter-
back Mike Teel completed 16 of his 23 pass attempts for 328
yards and two touchdowns. Teel’s favorite target was Tiquan
Underwood, who caught a school-record 10 passes for 248 yards
and two touchdowns.

The Rutgers defense, led by All-American Eric Foster, was as
dominant as ever holding Buffalo to 235 yards of total offense,
including a measly 70 yards on the ground. 

Jersey Boys
Navy has two players from New Jersey that are expected to

make the trip to Piscataway on Friday. Junior Anthony Gaskins
(West Orange, N.J./St. Peters Prep) is expected to start at guard
for the Midshipmen, while junior center Sander Gossard
(Harrington Park, N.J.) is a backup center. Gossard originally went
to Albany and played goalie on the soccer team, but left Albany
after 9/11 to work at Ground Zero for a year. Gossard then enlist-
ed in the Navy and served three years before being accepted into
the Naval Academy Prep School in Newport, Rhode Island.
Gossard’s brother, Jon, plays baseball at Rutgers where he was a
First-Team All-Big East selection last spring as a designated hitter.
Gossard split time as the catcher and designated hitter for Rutgers
during the regular season en route to his first All-BIG EAST recog-
nition. The junior led the BIG EAST with a .393 batting average in
conference games and was second in the league in triples (2),
sixth in slugging percentage (.562) and eighth in on-base percent-
age (.444) during BIG EAST contests. He recorded a team-long
24-game hitting streak from March 31 to May 9. 

Navy Wins Against Ranked Opponents
Navy last beat a ranked opponent on Oct. 4, 2003, when the

Mids defeated Air Force, 28-25 at FedExField in Landover, Md.
Navy has beaten just one ranked team in the last 20 years, five in
the last 30 years and nine in the last 40 years. Navy last beat a
team ranked in the Associated Press Top 25 on Sept. 28, 1985,
when Navy upset No. 20 Virginia, 17-13.

Navy has 11 games on national television this fall with only the

Nov. 10 game at North Texas not currently scheduled to be tele-
vised. The Mids will appear on College Sports Television (CSTV)
six times, ESPN twice and NBC, CBS and ESPNU once each. If
the Mids win six games, they will qualify to play in the Poinsettia
Bowl and make a third appearance on ESPN.

This will be the third year that CSTV has televised every home
Navy football game and it is part of a long-term multi-media agree-
ment that includes internet streaming, broadband, video-on-
demand and high definition rights.

Bowl Eligible Navy to Play in the 2007
San Diego County Credit Union
Poinsettia Bowl

The United States Naval Academy Midshipmen will play in the
2007 San Diego County Credit Union Poinsettia Bowl with a six
win or better regular season, San Diego Bowl Game Association
President Rudy Castruita announced on April 11. The game will be
played on Dec. 20 at 9 pm. (EST) and the game will be televised
nationally by ESPN.

“We’re ecstatic the Midshipmen will likely be returning to San
Diego for the third annual bowl game,” Castruita said. “They creat-
ed so much excitement in the inaugural game two years ago and
we sincerely would look forward to their tradition-rich football pro-
gram returning to San Diego this December.”

The bowl game will match the Midshipmen against the second
selection from the nine-team Mountain West Conference. The
Pioneer Pure Vision Las Vegas Bowl has the first pick. Navy
played in the inaugural San Diego County Credit Union Poinsettia
Bowl in 2005 defeating the Colorado State Rams 51-30 in front of
35,842 Qualcomm Stadium fans. 

“The Navy family is still talking about the fantastic experience
we had in San Diego for the inaugural game,” said Naval Academy
Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk. “The bowl staff makes this
game a first class experience for our team and all who visit one of
the finest destination cities in the country.

Johnson Named the Most Underrated
Coach in America by Athlon

Navy head football coach Paul Johnson was named the most
underrated football coach in the country by Athlon Sports in their
Eastern Football publication. The top five consisted of Johnson,
Chris Petersen of Boise State, Bill Cubit of Western Michigan, Bret
Bielema of Wisconsin and Ralph Friedgen of Maryland.

It's no surprise that Athlon selected Johnson as the most under-
rated coach. After all, what he has accomplished at the Naval
Academy in five seasons has been of historic proportions.

Johnson took over a program that had posted a 1-20 record the
previous two years before his arrival in 2002. After a 2-10 mark in
his first year, the Navy football program has achieved what many
thought was no longer possible at an Academy, as Johnson has
brought the Midshipmen back into the national spotlight with a 35-
15 (.700) record over the last four years and has led Navy to a
school-record four-straight bowl games and a school-record four-
consecutive Commander-In-Chief's Trophies. The 35 wins are the
second most in program history over a four-year time span.

Johnson has dominated the other two Service Academies like
no other coach in the school's annals posting a 9-1 (.900) overall
record, including a perfect 5-0 mark against rival Army. Last year's
senior class was the first in school history to post a perfect 8-0
mark against Army and Air Force.

Johnson's .744 career winning percentage (99-34) ranks 10th
among all active coaches, while a win over Temple in the season
opener this fall would make him the 26th-fastest coach to reach
100 wins in NCAA history.

Like a fine wine, Johnson's teams are better as they age. Over
the last four years, Navy has posted a 10-2 (.833) record over the
final three games of the season and has outscored the opposition,
464-246, in those contests. And if you give him time to prepare for
an opponent, he is pretty tough to beat as well, as the Mids are 13-
5 (.722) over the last four years when Johnson has more than a
week to break down the other team's defense.

Navy's appearance in last year's Meineke Car Care Bowl was
the Mids' fourth-straight bowl appearance with a different quarter-
back, marking just the fifth time in NCAA history that a team has
made four or more bowl appearances with a different starting quar-
terback each season.

Johnson's teams have been successful off the field as well, as
Navy ranks No. 1 in the country in graduation rates.

Johnson's triple option offense has been the backbone to the
program's success as the Mids have led the nation in rushing

three of the last five years. Last year, the Mids averaged a school-
record 327.4 yards per contest.

Navy - The Nation’s Best Rushing Attack
In Paul Johnson’s five years at the Naval Academy, the Mids

have consistently been one of the top rushing teams in the coun-
try, never finishing lower than third. In 2002, Johnson’s first year
at the helm, Navy finished third in the nation, averaging 270.8
yards per contest. In 2003, the Mids led the nation in rushing,
averaging a then school-record 323.2 yards per game. In 2004,
Navy finished third in the nation, averaging 289.5 yards per con-
test. Last year, Navy led the country in rushing for the second time
in three years, averaging 318.7 yards per game. Navy finished the
2006 campaign averaging 327 yards per game, which is the best
average in the country and a school record. The previous record
was 323.2 set in 2003.

(second most in school history), an 8-0 mark against the other two
Service Academies (first time in school history), four-consecutive
Commander-In-Chief's Trophies (first time in school history), four-
consecutive bowl bids (first time in school history) and two bowl
wins in four years (second time in school history) leave a legacy
that future classes will strive to achieve.

The first to take a crack at those marks will be this year's group
of seniors.

Navy’s 26-14 victory over Army at the end of the 2006 season
was its fifth-consecutive win over West Point, equaling the longest
streak in series history. Only three other times in this historic rival-
ry has a team won five-straight games. Army won five straight from
1927-33 (the two teams did not play in 1928 or 1929) by an aver-
age margin of 9.2 points per game. Navy won five straight from
1939-43 (average margin of 12.2 points) and again from 1959-63
(average margin 13.6 points). Navy’s current five-game winning
streak has been by an average margin of 26.8 points per game
(134 points in five games).

With a 26-14 victory over Army last year, Navy head football
coach Paul Johnson improved to 9-1 (.900) as a head coach
against service academy teams (4-1 against Air Force and 5-0
against Army), the best start for a head coach in school history
against the other two service academies. Johnson is just the sec-
ond coach in school history to win his first-five games against
Army, joining legendary head coach Wayne Hardin (won his first
five, 1959-63). No Navy or Army coach has won six straight in the
series. No Navy coach has beaten Army in the dominant fashion
that Johnson has either, as the Mids have outscored the Black
Knights, 202-68 (40.4-13.6), during his tenure.

Playing in the Big Time
Since the start of the 2003 season, Navy has played 14 games

in 10 different big league stadiums (nine NFL and one MLB), post-
ing a 8-6 record. No college team in the country has played in
more NFL stadiums than Navy has over the last four years. 

The Mids will play three and possibly four games in NFL stadi-
ums in 2007, playing Temple at Lincoln Financial Field in
Philadelphia, Pittsburgh at Heinze Field in Philadelphia and Army
at M&T Bank Stadium in Baltimore. The Poinsettia Bowl will be
played at Qualcomm Stadium in San Diego.

Elite Company
Navy is one of just four schools to produce a President of the

United States (Jimmy Carter) and a Super Bowl winning quarter-
back (Roger Staubach). The other three are Michigan (Gerald
Ford and Tom Brady), Stanford (Herbert Hoover and Jim
Plunkett/John Elway) and Miami of Ohio (Benjamin Harrison and
Ben Roethlisberger).

Naval Academy at the Head of the Class
For Graduation Rates

For the second year in a row, the United States Naval Academy
is at the head of the class for graduating NCAA student-athletes
on the Division IA level. Navy graduated 100 percent of its student-
athletes in 16 of the 19 sports reported on and no sport graduated
lower than 97 percent.

“Our student-athletes continually strive to set the standard on
the playing fields, in the classroom and in Bancroft Hall,” said Navy
Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk. “The support and encourage-
ment they receive through the Commandant and his staff and the
academic dean’s office is extraordinary and provides tremendous
motivation to be successful across the board. We are all proud to
be leaders on the field, but even more so when we can prove to

be leaders in the classroom as well. It clearly defines the true
meaning of student-athlete.”

The 2007 Outland Trophy announcement will be on Dec. 6 in
Orlando, Fla., on the ESPN Home Depot College Football Awards
Show. The Outland Trophy presentation banquet, sponsored by
the Greater Omaha Sports Committee, will be in January 2008 in
Omaha, Neb. The Outland Trophy has been awarded annually by
the FWAA since 1946. It is named after the late John Outland, a
lineman at Pennsylvania at the turn of the century. Wisconsin
offensive tackle Joe Thomas won the 2006 Outland Trophy.

The 2007 Rotary Lombardi Award, presented by Wachovia
and benefiting the American Cancer Society, will be presented in
Houston, Texas on December 5 at the Hilton Americas Hotel. The
Rotary Lombardi Award was founded in the weeks following the
death of legendary football coach Vince Lombardi from cancer in
1970. When Marie Lombardi granted the use of her husband’s
name to the Rotary Club of Houston, her only stipulation was that
all net proceeds from the event be donated to the American
Cancer Society.

Ballard Selected to
East-West Shrine Game

Navy senior fullback AAddaamm BBaallllaarrdd ((LLeewwiissvviillllee,, TTeexxaass)) has been
selected to the 2008 East-West Shrine All-Star Game, which will
be played Saturday, January 19 at the University of Houston. The
game will be televised nationally by ESPN. The East-West Shrine
Game is the premier All-Star Game in America, and has a long his-
tory of distinguished players and coaches in the game.

Ballard, who was ranked in the pre-season as the third-best full-
back in the country by The Sporting News, has rushed for 1,460
yards and nine touchdowns in his career. His career average of
5.5 yards per carry ranks fifth all-time at Navy. Ballard is the 21st
player in school history to be selected to the East-West game.
Outside linebacker Tyler Tidwell played in the game last year.

Over the last four years, Navy is 12-2 (.857) in games following

Campbell and Deliz Elected
2007 Team Captains

Navy head football coach Paul Johnson announced June 7 that
slot back RReeggggiiee CCaammppbbeellll ((SSrr..//SSaannffoorrdd,, FFllaa..)) and safety JJeeffff DDeelliizz
((SSrr..//CClliinnttoonn TToowwnnsshhiipp,, MMiicchh..)) have been elected team captains for

the 2007 football season by their teammates.
"It's a great honor for Reggie and Jeff to be elected by their

teammates and I know it's a role they won't take likely," said
Johnson. "I think the team made two great selections and I know
both of these young men will do a great job."

Campbell, who has started 25-consecutive games for the
Midshipmen, rushed for 706 yards and five touchdowns, caught 13
passes for 244 yards and two touchdowns and accumulated 1,362
all-purpose yards last fall as he was named Honorable-Mention
All-East. He is one of the more explosive players to ever play at
Navy, averaging 7.5 yards per carry (third-best in school history)
and 22.6 yards per catch (second-best in school history) for his
career.

Deliz played in 12 games last fall, mostly as a nickel back, and
contributed 25 tackles, 3.5 tackles for a loss, one sack and an
interception. He came on strong at the end of the year, recording
his first-career sack and interception against Army and then tied
his career-high for tackles with five against Boston College in the
Meineke Car Care Bowl.

Staubach Named Co-Recipient
of the National Football
Foundation’s Highest Honor

Roger Staubach and Pete Dawkins of Army are the co-recipi-
ents of the 2007 National Football Foundation’s Gold Medal
Award. The Gold Medal, the NFF's highest honor, has been pre-
sented to seven U.S. Presidents, four U.S. Generals, three U.S.
Admirals, one U.S. Supreme Court Justice, 25 Corporate CEOs
and Chairmen, John Wayne and Jackie Robinson. Dawkins and
Staubach will become the 51st and 52nd recipients of the award,
which has been bestowed since 1958. The awards will be present-
ed at the 50th Annual Awards Dinner on December 4, 2007, at the
Waldorf-Astoria in New York City. 

"The awards committee is incredibly proud to present the Gold
Medal to Pete Dawkins and Roger Staubach," said NFF Awards
Committee Chairman Bob Mulcahy. "Not only have they reached
the pinnacle of collegiate football success as Heisman Trophy
winners and members of the Hall of Fame, but they have proven
themselves as selfless leaders through their courageous military
careers and business endeavors."

A fixture in the Dallas area for more than 40 years, Roger
Staubach has shined in everything he has pursued, and his drive
for excellence has garnered him national attention as the consum-
mate leader on and off the playing field. Staubach, a native of
Silverton, Ohio, was a natural athlete and earned letters in three
sports while attending the United States Naval Academy. As only
a sophomore, Navy coach Wayne Hardin started Staubach in the
second half of the Cornell game, hoping to give his Midshipmen a
spark. Staubach led Navy to six touchdown drives that game, and
a few weeks later, led his team to a 34-14 upset over Army. The
following season proved even more successful, as he was named
the 1963 Heisman Trophy winner and Maxwell Award recipient.

Although drafted by the Dallas Cowboys in the 1964, Staubach
did not start playing until 1969 due to military commitments. He
chose to volunteer for a one- year tour of duty in Vietnam, then
spent the rest of his Naval career in the United States, playing
football on various Naval service teams. As a 27-year-old Vietnam
Vet, Staubach rejoined the Cowboys just in time for training camp.
He served as a back-up his first two seasons, but garnered the
starting spot in 1972. He would go on to lead Dallas to two Super
Bowl victories, claiming MVP honors in the 1972 victory. He also
landed five trips to the Pro Bowl.

The 24th-ranked Rutgers Scarlet Knights (6-0) broke up a close game with blocked punts on con-

secutive possessions in the third quarter and went on to rout Navy, 34-0, in front of a record-setting
crowd of 36,918 on Homecoming at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium.

The story of the day was Navy senior quarterback BBrriiaann HHaammppttoonn ((SSccootttt AAiirr FFoorrccee BBaassee,, IIllll..)) going
down with a serious injury to his left knee on Navy’s second series of the game. Hampton was hit from
behind by Ramel Meekins and suffered a dislocated knee. The injury visibly shook the entire team and
Navy never got back in the game mentally or physically.

To Rutgers’ credit, it dominated the football game, especially on the defensive line where the Navy
offensive line was overrun by the likes of Meekins and Will Beckford. Meekins recorded 12 tackles, two
tackles for a loss, three forced fumbles and two sacks. Rutgers recorded seven sacks on the day.

The Navy defense was solid for three quarters, holding Rutgers to just 124 yards on the ground. Ray Rice
was held under 100 yards for the first time all year, as he managed just 93 yards on 21 carries. Rutgers hurt
the Navy defense with the pass, as Mike Teel completed 15-of-26 attempts for 215 yards with three touch-
downs and one interception.

JJeerroommyy MMiilleess ((SSiicckklleerrvviillllee,, NN..JJ..)) led the Navy defense with eight tackles, while RRoobb CCaallddwweellll ((SStt..
JJoohhnn,, IInndd..)) and IIrrvv SSppeenncceerr ((OOaakkwwoooodd
VViillllaaggee,, OOhhiioo)) had seven tackles apiece.
Spencer forced a fumble, while JJeerreemmyy
MMccGGoowwnn ((HHoouussttoonn,, TTeexxaass)) intercepted his
second pass of the season.
