The Mids return two of its three starters at the linebacker position this

season. Senior defensive captain RRyyaann EEnnggllee will anchor the group at mid-
dle linebacker in 2006 after earning all-league distinction in each of his past-
two seasons. Last year, Engle led the CSFL with 70 tackles, including a 23-
tackle performance against Army in the Pride Bowl. Joining Engle as a
returning starter is senior DDaannnnyy DDaavviiss. As a junior, Davis picked off two
passes, best on the team, while registering 30 tackles. Sophomore BBrriiaann
SSmmiitthh looks to rise up as the other starting outside linebacker, as he made
three tackles and recovered a fumble as a rookie.

The Midshipmen secondary in 2005 held opposing aer-
ial attacks to less than 60 yards passing per game and yield-
ed only one touchdown pass. This season, the Mids antici-
pate similar success with the return of several players with
significant talent. Senior cornerback MMaarrccuuss WWaalltteerrss has
broken up 12 passes and posted 40 tackles during his

first-three seasons in Annapolis. Expected to lineup as
the other starting cornerback is senior DDoorriiaann SSmmiitthh,
who was a three-year member of the varsity football
team and blocked a field goal during the 2005 varsity
spring game. Sophomore JJaammeess CCaammppbbeellll looks to

start at free safety following a productive rookie year in
which his three pass breakups tied for most on the team.

Senior MMiikkee MMoollllooyy intercepted one pass last year and
could be the starting strong safety in 2006.

Navy’s kicking game also is filled with experience and
look to continue upon last year’s efforts. Dow aver-

aged 34.4 yards per punt, forcing four fair catches
and placing three balls inside the 20. Dow

uncorked a season-best 63-yard punt against
Cornell and had posted another one over

50 yards in the same game. Sophomore
NNaasshh BBaaggbbyy saw some action as a

kicker, connecting on 8-of-9 extra-
point attempts, during his first sea-

son at Navy. 
The 2006 schedule

features a six-game slate,
opening with Johns

Hopkins on Sept. 10, in
Baltimore. Navy has won both
meetings all-time, with the last game between
the two squads in 2003. Two weeks later, the Midshipmen take on Army at
the Pride Bowl in Union, N.J., on Sept. 24. Navy improved its record to 5-0
in Pride Bowl play with a 33-3 victory over the Black Knights last year.
Following a bye week, the Mids open up CSFL play with Cornell in Ithaca,
N.Y., on Oct. 6. Navy has been victorious over the Big Red in each of the
last eight meetings, including a pair of wins last season. Two weeks later,
Navy plays its final road game of the year, traveling to Princeton on Oct. 20.
The Mids also have won eight-straight against the Tigers following a 98-0
victory in Annapolis last season. The Mids play their first home game of the
year on Oct. 27, as they host Pennsylvania. In 2005, the Midshipmen
defeated the Quakers, 62-15, at Franklin Field in Philadelphia. Navy com-
pletes its season on Nov. 3, with the annual Star Game against Army, this
year in Annapolis at Rip Miller Field. The Mids claimed the N-Star and their
31st CSFL Championship in dramatic fashion last year in West Point with a
19-16 victory in double-overtime.

2006 Outlook

One season after sporting a perfect 7-0 record and capturing its CSFL-
record 31st league championship, the 2006 Navy sprint football team seeks
to continue that success which has been a defining characteristic through-
out its entire 60-year program history.

After serving as an assistant coach last season, MMaajj.. JJoosseepphh RR..
CClleeaarrffiieelldd,, UUSSMMCC, takes over a squad that averaged 42 points and 410
yards of offense per game, while the defense held opponents to 34 total
points and 159 yards per contest in 2005.

With the graduation of First-Team All-CSFL quarterback James Olsen
in the spring, senior CChhrriiss MMaarrsshh will look to serve as the signal-caller in
2006. Marsh, a three-time letterwinner, completed 4-of-14 passes for 74
yards with a touchdown last season. The senior also brings mobility to
the position, as he rushed for 77 yards on 11 carries with three touch-
downs. Also competing for starter is sophomore DD..JJ.. GGrreeeenn, who
connected 2-of-5 pass attempts for 30 yards and rushed for a
touchdown.

Navy rushing attack, which averaged 209 yards per game and
5.1 yards per carry in 2005, once again looks to be a
strong area for the Mids this season. Junior RRiicchhaarrdd
EEnnggeell ran for 371 yards on 70 carries and scored
seven touchdowns to earn second-team all-league
honors last year. Sophomore EEnnrriiqquuee HHaarrrriiss could also
see significant time in 2006 after making a solid first sea-
son. Harris rushed for 192 yards on only 19 carries (10.1 ypc)
with a pair of touchdown runs. Senior offensive captain KK..CC..
DDaallttoonn and senior SStteevvee SSccaarrvveerr could also see some action out
of the backfield this season. Dalton ran the ball seven times for
69 yards (9.9 ypc) last season, while Scarver joins the squad
after being a three-year member of the wrestling team.

Despite the graduation of 2005 CSFL MVP Theo
Williams, Navy returns a corps of receivers from last season
that seek to step up this year. Senior AA..JJ.. SSttoorrrrss has
hauled in 22 passes during his first-three years, including
a pair of touchdowns. Expected to line up on the other
side of the field is sophomore TToommmmyy TTeellllssoonn, who
made a 41-yard reception as a rookie. Senior TTrraavviiss
CChhaammbbeerrss, a three-year letterwinner, is projected to
start at tight end following a junior campaign where
he caught three passes for 36 yards. Senior
MMiittcchheellll DDooww, who pulled in five passes for 77
yards and a touchdown last year, looks to com-
pete for time at tight end in 2006.

Much of Navy’s offensive success from last season came from the
work of its offensive line, which returns four of its starters this year. Senior
JJaassoonn BBaarrnneess and Dalton, each two-time all-league selections, highlight the
cast of returning linemen. Sophomores MMiicchhaaeell BBoosswwoorrtthh, 2005 recipient of
the John S. Degnan ’52 Award for Most Outstanding Freshman, and DDrreeww
CCeecciill both started on the line last year. Sophomore JJeeffff SScchhuueellee is expected
to start at left guard this season after competing in a reserve role in 2005.

As the Midshipmen offense rolled in 2006, Navy’s defense was just as
dominant in stymieing opposing offenses. This year’s defensive line wel-
comes back two starters and a depth of talent from last year. Senior three-
time All-CSFL selection DDaavvee NNoovvoottnneeyy returns at defensive end after mak-
ing 39 tackles, with a team-best 13.0 coming behind the line of scrimmage.
Sophomore JJuussttiinn NNaabboozznnaa, a freshman starter that made 20 tackles and
two sacks, is expected to start at defensive tackle this season. Senior CCoorryy
BBaaxxtteerr looks to line up next to Nabozna at tackle following a junior cam-
paign in which he made 15 tackles and a pair of sacks. Senior AAddaamm
BBiirrcchheennoouugghh is anticipated to round out the defensive front-four, as he made
