Fourteen of Navy’s 23 NCAA sponsored varsity sports
were publicly recognized by the NCAA for Academic
Progress Rate scores in the top-10 percent of all
squads in their respective sport. Seven teams scored
perfect scores of 1000.

"Our student-athletes continually strive to set the stan-
dard on the Yard for our Brigade in military perform-
ance, academics and conduct," said Naval Academy
Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk. "The support and
encouragement they receive through the
Commandant and her staff and the academic dean’s
office is extraordinary and provides tremendous moti-
vation to be successful across the board. We are all
proud to be leaders on the field of competition, but
even more so when we can prove to be leaders in the
classroom as well, clearly defining the meaning of a
midshipman who is truly a scholar-athlete."

The APR is the fulcrum upon which the entire aca-
demic-reform structure rests. Developed as a more
real-time assessment of teams’ academic perform-
ance than the six-year graduation-rate calculation pro-
vides, the APR awards two points each term to stu-
dent-athletes who meet academic-eligibility standards
and who remain with the institution. A team’s APR is
the total points earned by the team at a given time
divided by the total points possible.

U.S. Naval Academy Information

Annapolis

The City of Annapolis has been home to the Naval
Academy for all but four years since the founding of the
school in 1845 on the grounds of what originally was the
Army’s Fort Severn. The Academy moved its location to
Newport, R.l., from 1861-65 during the Civil War.

Originally just 10 acres, “The Yard” has grown to a
size of 338 acres.

Anchors Aweigh

“Anchors Aweigh” was written by Lt. Charles
Zimmerman, musical director of the Naval Academy, in
1906, with the lyrics provided by Alfred H. Miles ‘06 as a
fight song for the 1907 graduating class. The song
made its debut at the 1906 Army-Navy game and when
the Mids won, the song became traditional at the con-
test.

Bill the Goat

The first recorded use of a goat as the mascot for
Navy teams was in 1893 when an animal named El Cid
(the Chief) was presented to the Brigade by officers of
the USS New York. EI Cid helped Navy to a 6-4 win
over Army that year and a goat became the permanent
mascot of the Academy in 1904.

Midshipman

The original 17th Century meaning of the word
“midshipsmen” designated those men who stood watch
“amidships”, or in the middle portion of a ship. The mid-
dle “s” was later dropped to give the current form of the
word.

Midshipmen were originally young boys who were
apprenticed to sea captains to learn the trade.

In the early days of the Navy, midshipmen were
trained aboard ship until they were commissioned as
ensigns.

Nickname

The official nickname for all of Navy’s athletic
teams is Midshipmen.

“Mids” is an appropriate abbreviation, while
“Middie” is inappropriate.

N-Star

Members of varsity teams who qualify for the var-
sity letter receive an N-Star for their letter sweaters if
they participate in a victory over Army in any sport-des-
ignated Star Game.

The varsity N and corresponding N-Star were initi-
ated during the early 1890s.

Regional Opponent Facts / History

The Navy tennis team will make its second
appearance in the NCAA Tournament in school history
this week when the Midshipmen travel to Austin, Texas,
to face Texas in an opening round match.

Navy will face the region-host and 11th-seeded
Longhorns Friday at 11 a.m. EDT/10 a.m. CDT at the
Penick-Allison Tennis Center in Austin, Texas. The win-
ner of the match will advance to Saturday’s second
round where they will face either Boise State or Texas
A&M-Corpus Christ at 2 p.m. EDT/1 p.m. CDT.

The Mids advanced to the NCAA Tournament by
virtue of winning their first Patriot League Tournament
title in eight years. Navy’s lone previous NCAA
Tournament experience came in 1999 when the Mids
dropped a 4-1 decision to Mississippi in Oxford, Miss.

Navy is the lone unranked team in the four-team
Texas Regional. The Longhorns are ranked 11th in this
week’s ITA ranking, while Boise State is ranked 23rd
and Texas A&M-Corpus Christi.

Friday’s match will mark the first contests between
the Mids and the Longhorns, as would a Saturday match
for Navy against either opponent.
