The City of Annapolis has been home to the Naval
Academy for all but four years since the founding of the
school in 1845 on the grounds of what originally was the
Army’s Fort Severn. The Academy moved its location to
Newport, R.I., from 1861-65 during the Civil War.

Originally just 10 acres, “The Yard” has grown to a
size of 338 acres.

Anchors Aweigh

“Anchors Aweigh” was written by Lt. Charles
Zimmerman, musical director of the Naval Academy, in
1906, with the lyrics provided by Alfred H. Miles ‘06 as a
fight song for the 1907 graduating class. The song
made its debut at the 1906 Army-Navy game and when
the Mids won, the song became traditional at the con-
test.

Midshipman

The original 17th Century meaning of the word
“midshipsmen” designated those men who stood watch
“amidships”, or in the middle portion of a ship. The mid-
dle “s” was later dropped to give the current form of the
word.

Midshipmen were originally young boys who were
apprenticed to sea captains to learn the trade.

In the early days of the Navy, midshipmen were
trained aboard ship until they were commissioned as
ensigns.

Navy held a 32-28 lead at halftime and a 41-40
advantage with just under 13 minutes left to play. From
there, however, the Mids were just 1-of-11 from the field,
1-0f-2 from the foul line and committed eight turnovers,
while the Leopards were 6-0f-15 from the field, 5-0f-6
from the foul line and turned the ball over just twice.

Kristin Bowen drilled four three-point field goals on
her way to scoring a career-high 15 points for the Mids,
while Cassie Consedine scored 14 points, grabbed 11
rebounds and blocked a pair of shots.

Of that total, eight
players have made the first start of their careers this
year. Those players have accounted for 58 of Navy’s 90
starting positions this year (64.4%).

San Diego State 91, Navy 33

A massive case of food poisoning slowed the
Mids prior to and during its game against San Diego
State Dec. 20 in San Diego.

Eight of the 12 players, three of the four coach-
es and two of the four additional staff members on
the trip began suffering from the violent illness con-
tracted during the team meal on Dec. 19 in the early
morning hours on the day of the game.

Following the conclusion of the game, three
more players and one additional staff member came
down with the ilness, bringing the final tally of those
infected to 17 out of the 20-member travel party.

Only five players — including just one player
who has consistently started games this year — were
able to participate in the team’s shootaround on the
20th.

Navy’s starting lineup included Ali Currier (two
prior minutes played this year), Kristin Bowen (15
minutes) and Amanda Taylor (39 minutes).

With the game tied at 2-2, San Diego State
scored the next 20 points on its way to taking a 45-14
lead at intermission.

San Diego State continued to employ a full-
court press and trap while holding a 50-point lead
(75-25) with 10 minutes left in the game. After calling
off the pressure, the Aztecs still looked to run with
ball on offense in an attempt to score on a fast break.

"l want to say how proud | am of this team for
the effort and heart they displayed tonight," said Navy
head coach Tom Marryott after the game. "They
could have easily layed down and given up at the
start of the game or at any point during the game.
Almost no one had slept or eaten all day. We had
players leave the bench during the game because
they were sick. It means a lot to me to see how hard
they competed. They played their hearts out through-
out the 40 minutes, and everyone who played just
wanted to do and play more. They did themselves,
their teammates and the Naval Academy proud with
their effort and determination."
