Just Charlotte, Please
When referring to the team, please use “Charlotte 49ers”.  The official name of the school is the University of North Carolina at
Charlotte, or UNC Charlotte.  However, the athletic teams all go by “Charlotte 49ers.”  Niners is also a correct second reference.

Charlotte comes off the most wins in school history in 2007 at 49-12.  The Niners capped off that season with a pair of regional
wins over N.C. State, to advance to the regional final against South Carolina at the Columbia, S.C. regional last June. The 2008
edition is the first to win consecutive conference tournament titles and the second squad to achieve back-to-back regular season
titles (Metro - ‘94, ‘95). Charlotte returns with a pair of foes from the 2007 Regional (NCSU and USC) and revisits James
Madison, a regular on the Niners’ schedule to the Raleigh, N.C. Regional. The Regional schedule, with game times, is on page 13.

Head Coach Lor en Hib bs over the 450 Mark
In the 2007 conference championship clincher, Charlotte head coach Loren Hibbs won his 450th career game as the Niners
skipper. Entering his 16th season, he continues to be the all-time winningest coach in the program’s history. His record now
stands at 495-399-3 (.554) overall.  Hibbs is still the NCAA’s all-time single-season leader in runs scored with 125 (1982). He
was a member of the College World Series all-tournament team that year for Wichita State.

40-40 Men
Charlotte has won 40 games in back-to-back seasons for the first time in school history. The Niners are also winners of 30 or
more games for a record four straight seasons and 35 for a record three straight seasons. The Niners are just one of 13 teams
to finish the regular season with 40 or more wins and one of only 12 teams in the country with 43 or more wins.

“Doub le... Homer ... Homer ... Triple ... Hey! What ar e these singles doing her e?”
Designated hitter and first baseman Rob Lyerly is not content with singles. On April 19, he set a school record with 19 total bases
and tied two others with six hits and three home runs in that game. The Most Outstanding Player of the 2008 A-10 Tournament
for eight RBI in three Charlotte A-10 Tournament wins, he also tied the school-record with hits in eight consecutive at-bats over
two games in the UMass series. Of 77 total hits, Lyerly has 41 extra-base hits. His .705 slugging percentage leads Charlotte.
Lyerly is the second straight Niner to capture the MOP award, following Shayne Moody from the 2007 Tournament. His 73 RBI
total ties him for third-most in school history for a single-season, while 25 doubles is tied for fourth-most in a season in team
history. Lyerly enters Regional play with a 12-game hit streak, the longest active streak for a Niner. (See Page 3 for More)

Keeping the Bats W arm
Charlotte set 2007 A-10 Tournament records for hits in one game (25) and runs in three games (44). The Niners hit .456 as a
team (57-for-125) in that tourney. In 2008, they outhit opponents .356 (42-for118) to .222 (24-for-108) in three games in New
Jersey. Charlotte has won its last six tournament games, and by an average score of 12-3. Charlotte has won 12 of its last 14.

Bull y for You!
Charlotte’s bullpen heads into regional play red hot. The pen has allowed three earned runs in the last 34.2 innings pitched,
stretching over eight games, since May 9. The bullpen has not given up an earned run in eight of Charlotte’s last ten games.
Closer Bryan Hamilton has pitched consecutive 4.1 scoreless-inning outings and has an active streak of 16.2 scoreless innings.

A-10 Tournament Tidbits...
Charlotte is traveling to its second consecutive NCAA Regional, a first for the program. The Niners were the first team since
1999-2000 to win back-to-back Atlantic 10 titles (Virginia Tech). Charlotte is the fourth team in conference history to win
consecutive tournaments and at least a share of the regular season title that season, since 1981.

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Doub le the Fun,  Thr ee Times This Season
Charlotte senior Chris Taylor belted two home runs in Charlotte’s 18-3 win at UMass to start the series with a win in the Friday
game. It was the third time this season and the fourth time in a 40 game stretch that he has homered twice in a game. He belted
two out in a 10-9 come-from-behind victory on March 22 against A-10 foe Saint Louis. He hit a home run in his next four
consecutive contests. He belted two out in the second weekend of the season in Charlotte’s 11-4 Saturday win over Cleveland
State. He did the deed against North Carolina State last June in the NCAA Regional elimination game, a 12-10 win over the
Wolfpack. His last three homers have broken ties in games, including a walk-off blast to clinch the A-10 title in the tenth inning at
Charlotte’s last game of the regular season, the last that Taylor will play at home.

Chris Taylor Power Suppl y...
Senior Chris Taylor has found a power stroke as he has found his way into some historical names and numbers on the all-time
lists. With 207 RBI, Taylor is third all-time in that category, nine behind James Matan. His 65 career doubles are third all-time and
34 career home runs places him fourth on Charlotte’s career leader list.

Home Gr own Talent
Of the 32 players currently on the numerical roster, 22 hail from the state of North Carolina.

Comeback Kids - Late Scoring Rallies
Charlotte has trailed in 35 of its 57 season games in 2008. The Niners have come back to win 23 of those contests with an
additional trio of wins late in tie games in which Charlotte never trailed. The Niners have wins in the final at-bat in nine games (five
in extra innings, one in the eighth at home, and three in the ninth inning). Charlotte scortes more runs in the fifth than any other
and 276 of the 456 runs (for 59.9% of the total) after the fourth. Charlotte is 5-1 in extra-inning games, winning the last three.

Bombs Bursting in (the Home) Air
Charlotte has belted 35 of its 53 home runs at the friendly confines of Robert and Mariam Hayes Stadium. Charlotte had just 37
home runs in all of 2007. The Niners had six multi-homer games last year (twice hitting three), half of those at home (with one
three-HR home game). In 2008, Charlotte has at least one homer in 31 of 57 games (21 of 33 home games), and already has six
3-HR games (including a 4-HR game at UMass) this season. Charlotte has 14 multi-HR games in 2008.

Big (and They Mean Big) Homers
Speaking of home runs, there have been several notable blasts this season. Of Charlotte’s 53 home runs, 21 of them have tied the
game or given the Niners the lead, including four of the least five hit by a Charlotte player. Outfielder Cory Tilton got the drama
started with his first career homer, a solo home run on a 3-2 pitch in the sixth inning of a 1-1 game against Cleveland State on
February 29. Right fielder Alan Parks hit a grand slam with the Niners trailing 2-0 to Stony Brook on March 16.
Of 19 season homers, four of Chris Taylor’s have given Charlotte a lead in the game, including his last three home runs. Three more
Taylor blasts have tied the game. Two of Aaron Bray’s three season and career homers gave the Niners a lead. Three of 14 Rob
Lyerly homers have given Charlotte a lead, with an additional two more tying the game. Three of Brad McElroy’s seven round
trippers have given Charlotte a lead in that game. Charlotte is 24-7 in games with a home run.

Stocked Tr ophy Case
Designated hitter Rob Lyerl y was named 2008 Most Outstanding Player of the Atlantic 10 Tournament after driving in eight
runs on six hits in three Charlotte tournament wins. He was joined by teammates O’Brien Taylor , Ale x Bur t and Luke Stahl .
Taylor had five hits and scored five runs for Charlotte, while Burt had a .556 average in the tournament for the Niners. Stahl
tossed his first career complete game, a two-hitter in a game-two victory over Rhode Island, saving the bullpen for the 11-inning
finale. Lyerly is the second straight MOP winner, following Shayne Moody’s award in 2007.
A school-record and league-high nine different players earned All-Atlantic 10 honors in 2008. Senior Chris Taylor was the Co-
Player of the Year, the third time in school history that honor was bestowed on a 49er (Tim Collie, 1995 and James Matan, 1998).
Cor ey Shaylor was the second Rookie of the Year for Charlotte in three years in the A-10 (Aaron Bray, 2006) and the third
Rookie of the Year in Charlotte history (Mike Taylor, 2000) Brad McElr oy, Rob Lyerl y and Kelly McLain joined Chris Taylor on
the A-10 first-team All-Atlantic 10 squad. McElroy is a two-time first-team selection. Shaylor, Aar on Bra y, Shayne Moody ,
O’Brien Taylor  and Joe Yermal were named to the second-team squad. Ale x Bur t was named to the All-Academic team.
Shaylor and Yermal were named to the All-Rookie team. Charlotte has now won 93 All-Conference awards in 30 seasons, and the
26th consecutive year that a Niner made an All-Conference list.
