Charlotte head coach Jim Boykin has over 30 years of
professional tennis teaching under his belt. And as he
enters his 15th season at the helm of the 49ers men's
tennis program, he has the program on the national radar.
He has amassed 172 wins in his 14 seasons at Charlotte,
becoming the program's all-time winningest coach.  Un-
der Boykin, the 49ers have had ten different players earn
all-conference honors and they have had at least one
player named all-conference in each of the last 13 sea-
sons.

"I have really enjoyed working here and have en-
joyed coaching the tennis program here," said Boykin.
"I am looking forward to our team continuing to move
upward from our first conference championship. We
have a lot of new faces and we’ve got some experience
coming back. It does mean a lot to the program to win a

conference title and advance to the NCAAs. We want to keep doing that and go further.
We want the team to get into the rankings and send more individual guys to get to the
NCAA tournament."

After taking the program to its first-ever conference championship match in 2006, the
Niners again made history, this time by winning the conference championship for the
first time in school history and advancing to the program's first-ever NCAA Regional
Tournament. Boykin was named 2007 Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year for the season that
his Niners put together.

In 2006, Roy Sichel became the first player in the program's history to earn conference
player of the year honors as well as the first 49er to qualify for the NCAA Tournament,
feats he was able to extend and repeat in 2007.

In 2005, the 49ers recorded 14 wins which is the most by the team since the 2001 season.
Sichel became the first player in the program's history to be named conference freshman
of the year when he claimed the honor in the program's last season in Conference USA.

In 2004, the 49ers recorded their eighth double-figure wins season under Boykin.
In 2003, Charlotte posted two wins in the Conference USA Tournament to finish sixth,

which was the third-highest league finish in Boykin's tenure.
In 2002, the 49ers began the season ranked in the ITA top 75 for the first time in school

history. The 49ers won six of their final eight matches, including two in the Conference
USA Tournament.

In 2001, the 49ers enjoyed unprecedented success when they finished the season
ranked 57th in the ITA for the first time in school history. The 49ers also finished the
season with a third-place finish in Conference USA,  the highest finish for the program
since joining the league.

During the 2000 season, the team entered the ITA top 75 national rankings for the first
time in school history. With the Niners' win over Saint Louis in the first round of the 2000
C-USA Tournament, Boykin became the Niners' all-time winningest coach.

The 49ers took their first major step up the national ladder at the 1998 Conference USA
Tournament.  The 49ers finished fourth, their highest overall league finish since 1989.
During that tournament, the 49ers upset top-seeded and nationally-ranked UAB.

Boykin and the 49ers started to build success in 1995 with a 14-11 record, and in 1996,
they finished 13-9 with wins over NC State, Cincinnati and Davidson.  It marked the first
time since the end of the 1992 season that the 49ers had posted back-to-back winning
seasons.

Boykin arrived in Charlotte via junior college power Anderson, where he amassed a
12-year record of  251-77 and led the program to two junior college national champion-
ships.  He was twice named the National Junior College Coach of the Year, 1986 and 1987,
and also earned South Carolina Coach of the Year and Wilson Intercollegiate Coach of
the Year honors in 1986.  In 1994, he was elected to the National Junior College Athletic
Association's Tennis Hall of Fame. In the spring of 2000, he was elected into the
Anderson College Athletic Hall of Fame.

Boykin was the 1990 head coach of the now defunct Charlotte Heat of Professional
Team Tennis and produced the league's rookie of the year, Trevor "Tank" Kronermann.

A 1967 graduate of Appalachian State, Boykin earned a B.A. degree in psychology
and served as an assistant coach under Jim Jones.  He attended Furman from 1960-63
and was a Southern Conference Singles Champion.

He has had appointments as head tennis professional at Anderson Cardinal Racket
Club, Charlotte Olde Providence Racket Club and Charlotte Country Club.

We will finish with some tough teams heading
into the tournament."

Heading into the 2007-08 season, Charlotte senior
Roy Sichel aims to become the program's all-time
leader in singles victories. Already the program's
first back-to-back Conference Player of the Year
and the first to appear in back-to-back NCAA
Singles Tournaments, he started his career with
15 singles wins during his freshman year, then
followed that with a career-best 30 singles wins in
2006 and 28 wins in 2007 to get to 73 for his
career. Four former Niners stand between Sichel
and the career mark (see the list on page 7). He is
just 12 singles wins away from overtaking the all-
time mark of 84, currently held by Ola Jonsson .
Jonsson was a model of consistency,  winning 20
or matches per season over four years, yet never
having a single season that was one of program's
ten best.

2008 will mark the end of an era, as a pair of four-
year seniors finish their careers as Charlotte 49ers.
Roy Sichel and Felix Bernhoester. Bernhoester is
Charlotte's best returning doubles player, with
Sichel tops in singles prowess. They represent 88
singles wins and 64 doubles victories in their
combined careers.
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At Charlotte: 2006-07 - Logged doubles wins against opponents on
a pair of ranked teams, vs. #39 South Carolina (with Brad Clinard) and
#58 Furman (with Ryan Johnson). Spent majority of the season on the
top doubles team with Ryan Johnson, winning five doubles matches
as the number-one tandem. 2005-06 - Posted a career-high 16 doubles
wins with a variety of partners.  Enjoyed his most success in doubles
with Ryan Johnson where they won six doubles matches including
four at number one doubles. They posted wins over the top doubles
teams from George Washington and Temple in the A-10 Tournament
to help the 49ers reach the A-10 finals. Won a career-high seven
singles matches including a win over Winston-Salem State's Ryan
Lindquist at number one singles. He saw most of his singles action

3 - First match is a 3-6 loss to Belmont Abbey. April 23 - 49ers record first
win with 5-4 victory over Methodist.  Player/coach Barry Grice finishes with
a 6-2 record at #1.
1968-70 - Men's tennis is discontinued at Charlotte.
1970-71 -Coach Joe Kingery helps revive Charlotte tennis.  Top
flight single Joe Jessup helps Kingery build two-year record of 8-14.
1972-73 - Under first-year coach John Eatman, Charlotte tennis
improves both its schedule and roster.

The 49ers reached the championship match of the A-10 tournament,
which is the highest conference finish in the program's history. Zvi Lantsberg was named A-10 Men's Tennis Student-Athlete of the Year. Dorian Host, Lantsberg and Sichel
earned A-10 academic all-conference team honors.
2006-07 - The program achieved new heights, winning its first conference championship and earning its first NCAA post-season appearance. For the season straight season,
junior Roy Sichel was named the Atlantic 10's Player of the Year and earned his second consecutive post-season appearance in the NCAA Singles Championships. Jim
Boykin earned the Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year honor for Charlotte's 17-9 season. Darren Mansell (first team) and Aljoscha Jelinkek (second) were named All-Atlantic 10.
Dorian Host was named Atlantic 10 Student Athetle of the Year.

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JUDY ROSE
DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

Charlotte 49ers Director of Athletics
Judy Rose is one of the most successful and
well-respected Athletics Directors in the
nation.

At the time of her appointment in
1990, she was just the third female to be put
in charge of a Division I program.  In 1999-
2000, she became the first female to serve
on the NCAA Division I Men's Basketball
Committee and she recently completed that
five-year term (2000-2004). She also recently

completed a term as 2003-04 President of the National Association
of College Directors of Athletics (NACDA).

With the 49ers, she has overseen the 49ers moves from the Sun
Belt Conference to the Metro Conference to Conference USA and
onto the Atlantic 10 in 2005-06.  She has helped raise monies for
new athletic facilities, including the James H. Barnhardt Student
Activity Center (Dale F. Halton Arena), the Miltimore-Wallis
Athletics and Academic Training Center, the Irwin Belk Track and
Field Center (Transamerica Field), the Wachovia Fieldhouse, the
Short Game Golf Practice Facility at Rocky River Golf of Concord,
N.C. and the Robert and Mariam Hayes Baseball Stadium, which
was completed this summer.  She has been instrumental in attracting
national sporting events to Charlotte, including the 1994 Men's
Final Four, the 1996 Women's Final Four, the 1997 AAU Junior
Olympics and the 1999 and 2000 NCAA Division I Men's Soccer
College Cup.  Charlotte will host the 2008 NCAA East Regional at
Bobcats Arena, Mar. 27-29.

At the same time, it has been under her leadership that the
49ers athletics program has enjoyed its best success.  The men's
basketball program has copped nine NCAA bids under her reign
and men’s soccer has enjoyed five bids, including a trip to the 1996
National Semifinals.  Baseball, women’s soccer, women’s basketball,
golf and men’s tennis have all notched their first-ever NCAA bids
and 49ers have landed their first-ever  individual NCAA qualifiers
in men’s and women’s indoor and outdoor track and field and
cross-country.  In addition, since Rose became A.D., 14 of the
school's 16 athletic programs have either won league titles or been
represented in NCAA play, or both. It is under her watch that the
49ers have expanded opportunities in women's soccer and men's
and women's track.

Dr. J.H. Woodward appointed Judy Rose director of athletics
at UNC Charlotte, July 1, 1990.  But Rose's commitment started
well before that.

Rose joined the program in 1975 as women's basketball and
tennis coach.  She was promoted to assistant athletic director in
1981 and was named associate director of athletics in 1985 as chief
administrator to then-athletic director and men's basketball coach
Jeff Mullins.  In 1990, Mullins was asked by the UNC Board of
Governors to relinquish his dual role. Upon that recommendation,
Dr. Woodward promoted Mullins to Associate Vice Chancellor/
men's basketball coach and Rose was named director of athletics.

Rose became the sixth person to head the athletics department
and just the second who was not also the men’s basketball coach.
She was the third woman, ever, to spearhead a collegiate program.

At the time of her appointment in 1990, she was just the third
female to be put in charge of a Division I program.  In 1999-2000,
she became the first female to serve on the NCAA Division I Men's
Basketball Committee and she recently completed that five-year
term (2000-2004). She also recently completed a term as 2003-04
President of the National Association of College Directors of
Athletics (NACDA).

A native of Blacksburg, S.C., Rose and husband Ken were
married July 19, 1986.  They live in Denver, N.C.

DR. PHILIP L. DUBOIS
CHANCELLOR

Dr. Philip L. Dubois is  the fourth
chancellor of the University of North
Carolina at Charlotte, returning “home” in
July, 2005 after serving as president of the
University of Wyoming and professor of
political science since 1997. Prior to that, Dr.
Dubois was provost and vice chancellor for
academic affairs and professor of political
science at UNC Charlotte from 1991-1997.

Dr. Dubois began his academic teaching
career in 1976 when he joined the University of California, Davis
as acting assistant professor of political science. He steadily
advanced to assistant professor (1978) and associate professor
(1982) before attaining the rank of full professor in 1987. He
received the Magnar Ronning Award for Teaching Excellence in
1982.

Dr. Dubois also held several administrative positions throughout
his 15 years at the University of California, Davis including Faculty
Assistant to the Vice Chancellor of Academic and Student Affairs
(1982-1983); Assistant Vice Chancellor – Academic Programs
(1983-1988); Associate Vice Chancellor – Academic Programs
(1988-1990); and Executive Associate Dean, College of Letters and
Science (1990-1991).

Among his many awards and accomplishments, Dr. Dubois
was named the 2004 District VI Chief Executive of the Year for
higher education by the Council for the Support and Advancement
of Education. District VI encompasses colleges and universities in
Colorado, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, North and South Dakota,
and Wyoming.

As the 22nd president of the University of Wyoming, Dr. Dubois
led development and implementation of a comprehensive five-year
academic plan for the research-extensive University serving more
than 13,000 students. He provided the critical and transformational
leadership to strengthen state and federal governmental relations;
stimulate state economic development; increase private
fundraising; guide capital construction and building renovation;
and enhance the institution’s intercollegiate athletic programs. Dr.
Dubois also served as one of five presidents principally responsible
for the formation of the Mountain West Conference and was elected
as the first Conference president (1998-1999). During 2004-2005,
Dubois served as the Conference representative on the NCAA Board
of Directors.

Dr. Dubois earned his A.B. in Political Science from the
University of California, Davis, graduating with highest honors as
a member of Phi Beta Kappa. He earned both a master’s and Ph.D.
in Political Science from the University of Wisconsin – Madison.

Among his academic honors, Dr. Dubois served as a Ford
Foundation Fellow and also received the Edward S. Corwin Award
from the American Political Science Association for best doctoral
dissertation in the field of public law 1978. He is a member of the
Mortar Board, Phi Beta Delta and Golden Key, three national
honorary societies. Dr. Dubois is the author of two books, the editor
of two others, and the author of numerous academic papers and
articles.

Dr. Dubois and his wife, Lisa Lewis Dubois, have three children:
Logan, 24, Taylor, 21 and Ali, 17. He is the first chancellor to reside
in the Bissell House on the UNC Charlotte campus.

STRENGTH  & CONDITIONING

The 49ers train in the Miltimore-Wallis
Athletics Training and Academic Center.

College athletics has evolved to the point where total physical preparation is necessary to be successful at the Divi-
sion I level. Under the guidance of strength and conditioning coach Preston Greene with the assistance of assistant
strength and conditioning coach Scott Lucas, graduate assistant Darin Tyson and returning coach Stacy Hummer, they
oversee the strength and conditioning training for the 49ers 16 sports.

Greene is in his fifth season as head strength and conditioning coach. He is a 1999 graduate of Clemson Univer-
sity, where he earned a degree in Health Science/Pre-Professional Studies with a minor in Sports Management. He re-
ceived his Master’s of Education in Applied Kinesiology/Sports Management from the University of Minnesota in 2000. He
has served as Assistant Strength, Speed and Conditioning Coach at the University of Arizona for two years before coming
to Charlotte. Prior to that, he was a Graduate Assistant Strength, Speed and Conditioning Coach at Minnesota as well as a
Student/Graduate Assistant Strength Coach at Clemson.

He has trained numerous professional athletes in football, basketball, baseball, hockey, and several other sports.
Greene holds numerous certifications, including NSCA, USWF,
Level 5 Poliquin Strength Theory, C.H.E.K. Program Design,
Certified Flexibility Specialist Level 1 and Beyond, and nu-
merous others.

Scott Lucas is in his first year as assistant strength and
conditioning coach. Lucas’ responsibilities at Charlotte include
developing the physical development plan for the women’s
basketball, baseball and men’s and women’s soccer teams.
Prior to coming to Charlotte, he spent a year at Colgate Uni-
versity. While at Colgate he was responsible for the strength
and conditioning of men’s and women’s lacrosse, women’s
ice hockey, men’s and women’s soccer, field hockey, softball
and volleyball. Prior to Colgate, he spent a year playing rugby
in Pentyrch Wales.

He received a Master’s of Education in Exercise Physi-
ology while working as a graduate assistant strength and con-
ditioning coach at the University of Akron. During his time there
he worked with the a top ten men’s soccer program as well as

working closely with the football program. He has also worked for Harvard University and Mike Boyle Strength and Condi-
tioning. The Boston native graduated from Bentley College in 2002.

Hummer returns this season, after a previous six-year stint with Charlotte 49ers Athletics. She was a four-year
letterwinner for the Charlotte 49ers women’s soccer program (95-98). She was a two-time team captain and earned All-
Conference USA honors twice. She was a major part of two  Conference USA Tournament championships. As a senior, she
helped lead Charlotte to their first ever appearance in the NCAA Tournament in 1998. She also spent seven years in the W-
League where she won a national championship with the Charlotte Eagles.

She is a certified strength and conditioning specialist by the NSCA, graduated from Charlotte in 1999 with a
degree in health fitness and kinesiology. In 2001, she received a master’s degree in health promotion and exercise
physiology.She will work with the Niners softball and women's tennis programs.

Darin Tyson is in his first year with the Charlotte 49ers strength and conditioning staff as a graduate assistant.
Tyson, a junior at Charlotte, is currently working on a degree in Exercise Science at Charlotte. He lettered in football,
basketball and baseball at Parkwood High School in Monroe, North Carolina. When he is not working in the weight room or studying, he
officiates high school football, basketball and baseball games in the Charlotte area. Tyson is responsible for all aspects of the strength and
conditioning for Charlotte volleyball, softball and men’s tennis teams.

The 49ers strength and conditioning program makes use of the weight training facility in the Miltimore-Wallis Athletics and Academic
Training Center. The Athletics and Academic Training Center includes a 5,400-square-foot weight room. It is equipped with a variety of free
weight and systematic training equipment. The weight training facility is exclusively used by the 49ers athletic department and its student-
athletes. The unlimited access allows the strength and conditioning staff the flexibility in scheduling time in the facility assuring that the
student-athletes are able to maximize their athletic development.

    The AAC is committed to assisting all student-athletes in achieving academic and personal success at the university.
The office provides support services designed to meet student-athletes’ unique needs and ensures that they are in compli-
ance with all university, Atlantic 10, and NCAA academic regulations. These services include orientation, study hall,
tutoring, grade monitoring, academic advising and registration assistance.
    Lisa Hibbs serves as the Director of the AAC. Mark Verburg serves as an Assistant Director of the AAC and Life
Skills Coordinator, Becky Kolenbrander also serves as an Assistant Director and Tutor Coordinator, Eli Sunquist is the
Graduate Assistant, and Donna Bialosky is the Administrative Assistant. The AAC also employs an array of tutors that
are available for student-athletes.

    Hibbs graduated from Appalachian State in 1986 with a de-
gree in communications/public relations and a minor in market-
ing. She then received her master’s in speech communication from
Wake Forest in 1987. After serving as assistant director of admis-
sions at Charlotte for four years, she became the athletic aca-
demic director in March, 1993. She is married to Charlotte base-
ball coach Loren Hibbs; they are the parents of Lanie (7) and
reside in Unionville.
    Mark Verburg is in his sixth year with the 49ers’ Athletic Aca-
demic Center after serving as the compliance and marketing in-
tern with the Charlotte 49ers. Verburg earned a master’s in sport
management from Georgia in 2001. While at Georgia, he assisted
student-athletes in the Academic Achievement Center. He earned
his undergraduate degree in business administration from Missouri in 1999.
    Becky Kolenbrander is in her second year with the 49ers after serving as the Tutor Coordinator/
Athletic Academic Counselor for Football at Memphis for four years. She was previously at Virginia
Tech as the Freshman Football Advisor and Indiana State as the Assistant Coordinator for Academ-

   2006-2007 was the best academic year in Niner history.  The Departmental cumulative GPA was 3.001 after the spring 2007 semester.  This is the first
time that the Athletic Department’s Cumulative GPA reached the 3.0 mark.   It also marks the 22nd semester that the departmental GPA exceeded the
university GPA.  The fall 2006 semester GPA and the spring 2007
semester GPA are the first 3.0 semester GPA’s recorded by the
Athletic Department.  153 student-athletes posted GPA’s of 3.0 or
higher during the spring semester last year, with 30 having perfect
4.0 GPAs   In total, Charlotte had 157 student-athletes named to
the A-10 Honor Roll (given to students with a 3.5 GPA or higher
for the semester) for the 2006-07 academic year. For the 2006-07
year Charlotte had five student-athletes, the most for any A-10
institution, named as the A-10 Sport Scholar-Athlete’s of the Year:
Jane Daniels (cross country), Andrew DiBitetto (golf), Dorian Host
(men’s tennis), Sharonda Johnson and Jane Daniels (track and field).
In addition, for the 2nd year in a row, Charlotte received the
conference’s highest academic honor, Jane Daniels was named the
2006-2007 Atlantic 10 Female Scholar Athlete of the Year.
      The AAC also administers the NCAA’s Life Skills program at
Charlotte. Since 1999, the Life Skills program has helped student-
athletes become more well rounded individuals. Student-athletes
are required to attend several events per year from a wide variety
of areas such as study skills, career development, personal develop-
ment, health and wellness, drug and alcohol education and commu-
nity service. Through nationally acclaimed speakers, seminars spe-
cifically tailored for student-athletes and campus workshops Char-
lotte student-athletes gain knowledge and experiences that will aide
them during their college years and prepare them for life after ath-
letics.
