Schrage, who’s 22 years as a college head
coach (including 19 at the Division 1 level) has had
coaching stops at the University of Evansville, Northern
Ilinois, Northern lowa, Waldorf College and as an assis-
tant at Creighton. Prior to Notre Dame, Coach Schrage
was one of just five coaches in the history of the Missouri
Valley Conference who had been named MVC Coach of
the Year three or more times, with only two (Wichita
States’ Gene Stephenson (11) and former Southern Illinois
head coach “Itch” Jones (4) receiving that honor more
times than Schrage.

Assistant Coach/Recruiting Coordinator

Associate Head Coach Scott Lawler serves as Notre
Dame’s hitting coach as well as infield instructor. Coach
Lawler has spent 9 years as a Division 1 coach with stops
at the University of Arkansas-Little Rock, University of
Evansville and Northern Illinois.

Dave Dangler—Assistant Coach/Pitching Coach

Dave Dangler serves as Irish Pitching Coach. Entering his 1*
season with the Irish, Dangler brings 23 years of college baseball
and 11 years of Major League Baseball experience with him.
Coach Dangler served as Head Coach for Linn-Benton Commu-
nity College for 7 years, Yavapai Junior College (11 yrs.) and
Portland State University (4 yrs.). During his time at Yavapai
Junior College he was named National Coach of the Year during
their *93 National Championship season. Dangler spent 7 years
as a MLB scout with the Florida Marlins and 4 years with the
Baltimore Orioles

Graham Sikes—Assistant Coach/Camp Director

Graham Sikes enters his 3rd season on the Irish coaching
staff. Sikes works directly with the catchers and outfield-
ers, as well as assisting with the hitters. Before coming to
Notre Dame Coach Sikes spent time as the recruiting co-
ordinator at James Madison University (VA) and at
Young Harris Junior College (GA). Sikes has also
coached at Nicholls State University (LA) and Independ-
ence Community College (KS). Coach Sikes also served
as an associate scout for the Pittsburgh Pirates from 2005-
2007.
