SCHEDULE NOTES

P Many have discussed the difficulty (or lack thereof) of Notre Dame's schedule for the 2009 season. However, looking at the top 15 pre-
season rankings from the four most popular season previews (Athlon, Lindy's, Phil Steele & Rivals) shows that Notre Dame's slate is very
comparable to the other top 15 teams in the nation.

P Notre Dame is one of eight schools with an average opponent ranking between 51 and 56, while being ranked ninth over all.

P Inaddition to having a strong average ranking among the best teams in the nation, Notre Dame plays fewer teams on the bottom levels
of college football. Notre Dame is one of six schools in the group to play no FCS teams (along with Texas, USC, Virginia Tech, Ohio State and
LSU). In addition, Notre Dame's only opponents that ever appear in the bottom 40 of college football are still members of a major BCS confer-
ence, a distinction no other program can claim.

P> Head coach Charlie Weis adds the second-most years coaching to the staff (30 years), followed by Jon Tenuta (28 years), Rob lanello (22
years), Brian Polian (12 years), Corwin Brown (eight years), Bernie Parmalee (seven years) and Ron Powlus (two years).

YOUNG PUPS NOW GROWING UP

P Notre Dame had 20 scholarship players make their respective Irish debut in the season opener against Nevada. That group included seven
freshmen and 12 more sophomores for a total of 19 first-year players.

B> 0f the 24 players that started the Sheraton Hawai'i Bow! (including punter and placekicker), 18 players return in 2009 and 11 of those
players have at least two seasons of eligibility remaining.

P Freshman DB Robert Blanton picked up his first career start against Navy in 2008. Blanton was the sixth different Irish rookie to start
a game last season. Blanton joined WR Michael Floyd, T Kyle Rudolph, OG Trevor Robinson, DE Ethan Johnson and LB Darius
Fleming.

P Notre Dame's duo of WR Michael Floyd and TE Kyle Rudolph each established school records for receptions and receiving yards by
first year players at their respective positions. Floyd's total was also a freshman record for any position.

P> The Irish scored 40 touchdowns in 2008 and 33 came from either freshmen or sophomores, including six of the seven touchdowns against
Hawai'iin the Sheraton Hawai'i Bowl. The only touchdowns scored last season by upperclassmen were RB James Aldridge (3), WR David
Grimes (3) and LB Toryan Smith.

Offensive Notes Career Records

CHARLIE AND THE IRISH OFFENSIVE FACTORY

Fifth year head coach Charlie Weis came to Notre Dame with a tremendous reputation as one of the premier offensive minds in all of the NFL.
The Irish saw immediate results in 2005, setting 11 school records, including passing yards (3,963), touchdown passes (32, bested in 2006
and equalled in 2008), total offense yards (5,728) and total points (440). Notre Dame has surpassed the 40-point barrier on 12 different
occasions in Weis' 52 games as head coach. Prior to his arrival, Notre Dame had eclipsed 40 points just nine times in its previous 97 contests.
In addition, the Irish had 83 separate 100-yard receiving games over its first 116 seasons of football, but Notre Dame has had 32 under Weis.
To put those numbers in perspective, Notre Dame averaged a 100-yard receiving effort every 13 games. Under Weis, the Irish is recording a
100-yard receiving effort a little better than every other game.

MORE ON WEIS' OFFENSE

Notre Dame has registered three of its top four passing seasons in school history under Weis. The Irish averaged 330.3 yards (1st) in the air in
2005, 264.7 (second) in 2006 and 245.38 (fourth) in 2008. Over its first two games of 2009, Notre Dame has averaged 334.0 yards per game
passing.

» The Irish have eclipsed 475 or more total yards in 11
Weis has served as offensive coordinator and play caller.
» Notre Dame racked up 27 first downs against Michigan - the most by an Irish squad since Oct 7, 2006 against Stanford.

IRISH OFFENSE IN MID-SEASON FORM

» Notre Dame has piled up 510 and 490 yards, respectively, over its first two games of this season. The 1,000 total yards are the most for the
Irish in consecutive weeks since they compiled 1,083 yards on Nov. 19 (Syracuse, 420) and Nov. 26 (at Stanford, 663) of 2005. In fact, it is the
most total yards over the first two weeks of a season since the Irish registered 1,057 yards of total offense to open the 1974 campaign.

P> Notre Dame’s offense has gotten out to fast starts this year as well, scoring on eight of 11 first half possessions (six touchdowns, two field
goals) over the Nevada and Michigan games.

P Notre Dame is the only offense among all 120 FBS schools that has a running back rank among the top 25 in rushing yards per game, a
wide receiver rank among the top 25 in receiving yards and a quarterback rank among the top 25 in passing yards per game. Sophomore WR
Michael Floyd ranks second (160.0 ypg), junior OB Jimmy Clausen ranks eighth (325.5 ypg) and junior RB Armando Allen ranks 23rd
(105.5ypg).

P> The trio has also made its fair share of big plays already in 2008. Clausen has 10 completions over 20 yards, Floyd has collected five
passes over 20 yards and Allen has ripped off seven runs over 10 yards.

IRISH MOST EFFICIENT ON FIRST DOWN

P> Notre Dame has a 73-percent completion percentage (19-26) on first down. Junior QB Jimmy Clausen is 17-for-24 (.70%) for eight first
downs and two touchdowns on first down.

»Junior RB Armando Allen is averaging 5.9 yards per carry over Notre Dame's first two games, but is even better on first down. He is gain-
ing 6.5 yards per rush on first down and 6.4 yards on second down. The Irish, which are averaging 4.7 yards per carry as a team, are ripping off
5.7 yards per rush on second down.

RED-ZONE REPORT

P Notre Dame and its ‘09 opponents could not have less similar "red-zone" success, with the Irish totaling 39 red-zone points (converting
6-0f-7 chances) while the first two opponents have combined for a lower red-zone point total of 21 and conversion rate (3-of-7). The Notre
Dame defense has allowed just three red zone touchdowns (in seven opponent chances) while the Irish offense has cashed in six touchdowns
after crossing the opponent's 20-yard line (in seven chances).

» The only drive in which Notre Dame failed to produced points when entering the red zone came last week against Michigan. The Irish took
the opening kick and marched 69 yards, but missed a 28-yard field goal. The other drive for Notre Dame that entered the red zone and did not
result in a touchdown also came last week. The Irish drove to the Wolverine 17-yard line before settling for a field goal (Notre Dame did have
a touchdown overturned on the drive).

P Despite scoring five touchdowns in the 2009 opening win over Nevada, Notre Dame ventured into the "red zone" just twice (other three
touchdowns, all by sophomore WR Michael Floyd, came from 24, 70 and 88 yards). The Irish scored two touchdowns in red zone chances
aqgainst the Wolf Pack, which marched inside the Irish 20 three times and failed to score a single point.

» Notre Dame in 2008 came away with points in 31 of 44 red-zone chances (70.5 percent) — including touchdowns on 52.2 percent — while
opponents posted points on 81.8 percent of their chances, but barely half of the opposing chances, 22 of 44, produced touchdowns.

AGAINST THE WOLVERINES

P> Michigan scored the winning touchdown with 11 seconds remaining in the game. It marked the third meeting between the two rivals
where the deciding points were scored with less than 12 seconds to go in the contest. The Wolverines last captured a meeting decided so late
into the contest in 1994 when Remy Hamilton kicked a field goal with two seconds left to secure a 26-24 victory in Notre Dame Stadium.

» Junior QB Jimmy Clausen's 336 yards are the most ever by an Irish signal caller against Michigan.

P Notre Dame racked up 27 first downs and 490 yards on the afternoon, the most ever by an Irish squad in the all-time series with the
Wolverines.

P Sophomore WR Michael Floyd's 131 yards last week against Michigan set a school record for receiving yards by an Irish player in the series
with the Wolverines. The previous record was 127 set last season by junior WR Golden Tate.

P> Tate's nine receptions are the most by an Irish player in the all-time series with the Wolverines, besting the previous high of seven set by
three different players (most recently Darius Walker in 2006).

P> Tate also tied five other Irish players (most recently junior RB Robert Hughes in 2008) with the most touchdowns against the Wolverines
in the series.

P Notre Dame managed just 10 first downs and 79 total yards on 55 plays in the 2007 meeting with Michigan, the last trip to Ann Arbor
for the Irish. Notre Dame registered 15 first downs and piled up 302 yards on 37 plays, good for an average of 8.2 per play in the first half.

P> The Irish were also held to minus-seven yards on 33 carries in that meeting. Notre Dame rushed for 112 yards on 19 carries, good for a 5.9
average, in today's first half.

IRISH DON'T GIVE IT AWAY FOR FREE

P> Since Charlie Weis became head coach at Notre Dame, the top priority of every game has been to win the tumover battle. In games the
Irish have won the turnover battle, Notre Dame is 21-8.

D> Last season, the Irish did not commit a turnover in five games. In fact, Notre Dame has not tuned the ball over in 16 games since 2005.

BOBBY BURGER, ERIC MAUST AWARDED FOOTBALL SCHOLARSHIPS
Notre Dame tight end Bobby Burger and punter Eric Maust were awarded scholarships for the 2009-10 school year, head coach
Charlie Weis announced Monday.

Maust filled in at punter during the 2007 season and averaged a team-high 42.1 yards on 21 punts, landing nine inside
the 20 with only one touchback. He took over as the Irish full-time punter in 2008. Maust appeared in all 13 games and booted
the ball 54 times for 2,218 yards (41.1 avg.). He also dropped 16 balls inside the 20-yard line. He boomed eight punts over 50
yards and only allowed four balls to result in touchbacks. Maust is also one of the top pitchers for Notre Dame's baseball team
and recorded a 6-3 record this past spring. He is enrolled in the Mendoza College of Business, majoring in finance.

Burger, who sat out last fall after transferring from Dayton, joined the Irish as a walk-on prior to the start of the 2008
season. After redshirting the 2006 season at Dayton, Burger eamned a letter by playing in all 12 of the Flyers’ games in 2007 as
a defensive end. He registered 22 tackles, a team-high eight sacks and 11 tackles for loss. In 2006, he was named Dayton's scout
team defensive player of the year. With the Irish, Burgeris listed third on the depth chart at tight end. He is majoring in econom-
icsand is set to graduate in December 2010. Burger's father, Bob Burger, was on the 1977 national championship team at Notre
Dame and played offensive quard for the Irish from 1978-80.

1949 NOTRE DAME NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM TO BE HONORED THIS WEEKEND
Members of the University of Notre Dame’s 1949 national championship football team — considered one of the greatest in the
history of college football -- will hold their 60th reunion this weekend in conjunction with the Notre Dame-Michigan State
football game at Notre Dame Stadium.
Members of all the Irish team from the late 19405 have been invited, and 25 members of those teams will be back on
campus and will be honored at the first timeout of the game on Saturday.
The "49 team finished with a perfect 10-0 record, led by captains Leon Hart (he won the Heisman Trophy in '49) and Jim
Martin. The Irish took over the number-one ranking three games into the season and held it the rest of the way.
Notre Dame averaged 36 points per game that season and in seven of the 10 games allowed seven or fewer points. The '49
season marked the fourth consecutive season in which Notre Dame did not lose a football game (36-0-2 over that stretch).
Big wins that season included a 46-7 victory over #4 Tulane in Notre Dame Stadium, a 34-21 win over #10 Michigan State in
East Lansing -- and a season-ending 27-20 triumph over SMU in Dallas.

1987 HEISMAN TROPHY WINNER AND COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAMER TIM BROWN TO BE HONORED
Former University of Notre Dame football standout Tim Brown, named last spring to the National Football Foundation's College
Football Hall of Fame, will be honored for that achievement Saturday at halftime of the Notre Dame-Michigan State football
game in Notre Dame Stadium.

The 1987 Heisman Trophy winner and a two-time All-American, Brown was one of 16 former college players and two
coaches named in April to the 2009 College Football Hall of Fame Class.

The '09 class will be inducted at the 52nd annual awards dinner on Dec. 8, 2009, at the Waldorf-Astoria Hotel in New York
City. The players and coaches will be enshrined at the Hall of Fame in South Bend in summer 2010.

Brown becomes the 43rd former Notre Dame player inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame. The Irish have six
former coaches in the hall and the 49 total enshrines are the most of any NCAA institution, the most recent being Lou Holtz in
2008.

The first wide receiver to be awarded the Heisman Trophy, Brown became the seventh Notre Dame player to be heralded
as the most outstanding player in the nation in 1987. He set 19 school records during his Irish career and earned the nickname
"Touchdown Timmy."

For his career, Brown averaged 116.8 all-purpose yards per game and totaled 22 touchdowns. He totaled a then-school
record 2,493 receiving yards with 12 receiving TDs and averaged 18.2 yards per catch. Brown averaged 23.4 yards on 69 career
kickoff returns with three returned for TDs and averaged 13.2 yards on 36 punt returns and three TDs.

The two-time All-American (first team in 1986, then unanimous in 1987) set a single-season record with 1,937 all-pur-
pose yards as a junior in 1986. As a senior, Brown ranked sixth nationally with 167.9 all-purpose yards per game and also was
awarded the Walter Camp Award.

Selected in the first round (sixth overall) in the 1988 NFL Draft by the Los Angeles Raiders, Brown played 16 seasons with
the franchise, eamning him the title Mr. Raider. He holds the NFL rookie record for most combined yards gained (2,317) and
became the oldest player to return a punt for a touchdown in 2001. A member of the NFL 19905 All-Decade team, he was
named to nine Pro Bowls and hauled in an NFL record 75 receptions in 10 straight seasons.

Brown graduated from Notre Dame with a Bachelor of Arts degree in sociology in 1988. He serves as the national chairman
of Athletes & Entertainers for Kids and currently resides in DeSoto, Texas.

NOTRE DAME-ARMY RIVALRY RENEWS IN 2010 AT YANKEE STADIUM

Notre Dame and Army - two staples of the national sports scene when they met 21 times between 1925 and 1946 at the
original Yankee Stadium, - will renew that historic collegiate rivalry for the 50th time on Nov. 20, 2010, when the Fighting Irish
and Cadets meet in the first football game to be played at Yankee Stadium in the Bronx, N.Y.

The game will be the second of a series of "off-site" home football games for Notre Dame in which the Irish are taking
games that could be played at Notre Dame Stadium and moving them to venues around the country. The first of those will take
place Oct. 31,2009, when Notre Dame and Washington State meet at the Alamodome in San Antonio, Texas. Notre Dame and
Arizona State are slated to meet in 2013 at the Dallas Cowboys' new stadium in Arlington, Texas.

NBC Sports is expected to televise the Notre Dame-Army game
on a national basis in prime time.

"Any student of Notre Dame football history knows the mean-
ing of the Notre Dame-Army rivalry and, in particular, the history of
that rivalry at Yankee Stadium," said Notre Dame athletics director
Jack Swarbrick.

"It's fitting that a Notre Dame-Army game will be the first
football event in this fabulous facility - and it's also fitting that the
50th meeting in this great rivalry will take place in a venue with such
great tradition for both programs."

"As a longtime Yankee fan, I'm thrilled to have the opportunity
for Notre Dame to be a part of this event. | think this will be the kind
of game that our players will remember long after it's over," said
Notre Dame football coach Charlie Weis.

"We are very excited about the prospect of airing the 50th all-
time game of one of the great rivalries in college football history,"
NBC Sports president Ken Schanzer said. "The fact that next year's
game will be played in one of the greatest venues only adds to what
should be an unforgettable evening."

Notre Dame expects to make tickets available to its contributing
alumni and fans through its alumni lottery as it does with all other
football games. Army will receive an allotment of tickets as the visit-
ing team. Approximately 47,000 seats are expected to be available
for football at Yankee Stadium.

While Notre Dame and Army have met on 49 previous occa-
sions, the heyday of the rivalry came in the mid-1940s. Over four
straight seasons from 1943 through 1946, both Notre Dame and
Army came into their Yankee Stadium matchup ranked fifth or
higher in that week's Associated Press poll. The Irish came into the
'43 game ranked number one, then Army brought the top ranking
into the contest in '44, '45 and '46. Top-ranked Notre Dame defeated
#3 Army 26-0 in '43. Top-rated Army vanquished #5 Notre Dame
59-0in '44 and #2 Notre Dame 48-0 in '45. Then, in '46, came the
famous 0-0 tie between #1 Army and #2 Notre Dame - made leg-
endary by John Lujack's well-chronicled saving tackle of Cadet star
running back Doc Blanchard late in the game.

In the 1940s alone, Notre Dame claimed consensus national
titles in '43, 46, '47 and '49 - while Army won national titles in '44
and '45. In that same decade of the “40s, Notre Dame produced
three Heisman Trophy winners in Angelo Bertelli ('43), Lujack ('47)
and Leon Hart ('49), while Army produced two in Blanchard ('45)
and Glenn Davis ('46). The Notre Dame-Army matchups at New
York's Yankee Stadium had much to do with creating the term
"subway alumni" for Notre Dame alumni and fans that utilized that
mode of transportation to attend the games.

Notre Dame leads the all-time series with Army 37-8-4 -
including a 14-5-3 record at the original Yankee Stadium. Previous
Yankee Stadium games between the Irish and Cadets came in 1925-
29, 1931-46, and 1969 (the 100th anniversary of college football).
The teams first met in a historic 35-13 Irish victory in 1913 at West
Point. Notre Dame holds an 8-1 edge in meetings at Notre Dame
Stadium, the most recent in 2006. The rivalry also has featured one
game each at Ebbetts Field in Brooklyn (1923), the Polo Grounds (a
13-7 Irish victory in 24 at which Grantland Rice coined the Four
Horsemen nickname), Soldier Field in Chicago ('30), in Philadelphia
('57), Shea Stadium in New York ('65) -- and three at Giants
Stadium in the New Jersey Meadowlands ('77, '83 and '95).

Notre Dame also played at the original Yankee Stadium in 1949
against North Carolina (a 42-6 Irish victory) and in 1963 versus
Syracuse (a 14-7 Orange win). Those contests, combined with the
matchups against Army, give the Irish an overall 15-6-3 mark in
previous Yankee Stadium games.

Other New York-area Notre Dame football appearances came at
the Polo Grounds in 1921 (versus Rutgers) -- and at Giants Stadium
in 1980, '82, '84,'90, '92 and 2004 (all against Navy), in '89 against
Virginia and in 2002 against Maryland (both in the Kickoff Classic).
The Irish also played at Rutgers in 2000.
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NOTRE DAME INTRODUCES IMPROVEMENTS TO FOOTBALL WEEKEND EXPERIENCE
Avariety of improvements to the University of Notre Dame football game-day experience have been instituted for the 2009 season in the areas
of hospitality, communication, and safety and security.

The new game-day initiatives are born out of an ad hoc committee's study during the last academic year, and its subsequent report in
the spring to Notre Dame's president, Rev. John I. Jenkins, C.5.C.

Assistant vice president for University events and protocol Mike Seamon, who in April was named director of football game-day opera-
tions, is leading the effort to implement improvements to Irish football weekends.

Hospitality improvements for 2009 home football weekends include:

P "Rally on the Green," a hospitality village located on lrish Green (adjacent to the south side of the DeBartolo Performing Arts Center), will
be in operation from 3 to 6:30 p.m. Friday and 10 a.m. to one-half hour before kickoff for each home game. Access to the area will be free of
charge and open to the public. It will feature entertainment on a main stage (including bands and speakers), plus roaming "kid-friendly"
entertainment throughout the grounds. Food and beverages (including alcohol) will be available for purchase, and Follett's and other vendors
will be on site.

P The hospitality village will close in time for the pep rallies, which are scheduled to begin at 6:30 p.m. on Friday evenings. Due to the
renovation of the Joyce Center, pep rallies will be held in several locations, as follows:

P Sept. 4 (Friday), Nevada - on South Quad as part of the annual Dillon Hall rally

P Sept. 10 (Thursday), Michigan - an on-campus event at the Stepan Center for the Sept. 12 road game at Ann Arbor

D Sept 18 (Friday), Michigan State - on Irish Green

P 0ct. 2 (Friday), Washington - on Irish Green

P Oct. 16 (Friday), USC - tentatively Notre Dame Stadium

P Oct. 23 (Friday), Boston College - on Irish Green

P Nov. 6 (Friday), Navy - on Irish Green

» Nov. 20 (Friday), Connecticut - in Purcell Pavilion at the Joyce Center

» On home football Fridays, fans will be able to enter the north end of Notre Dame Stadium between 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. and walk down the
tunnel to the field for photo opportunities. The only time the tunnel would be unavailable would be when any visiting teams conduct Friday
practices or walkthroughs.

P A corps of Notre Dame guest service representatives, identifiable by green blazers, will be stationed around the campus beginning at 9
a.m. on game days to answer questions, offer maps and lists of activities and otherwise be of assistance to fans.

P> The University has created a sportsmanship document that outlines ND Game-Day Courtesy Guidelines, including the rights and respon-
sibilities of all fans. Additional signage will be available in parking lots and at Notre Dame Stadium gates to encourage positive fan behavior.
P> Ticket scanners will be utilized at Notre Dame Stadium for the first time to ease entrance into the facility for fans attending games.

» A public parking option for up to 2,000 vehicles on the nine-hole Notre Dame Golf Course was previously announced. Located on the
southwest corner of the campus, the course (once known as the Burke Memorial Golf Course) will offer two parking entrances - one on Angela
Boulevard and another on Dorr Road. The parking will be of the drive-up variety, with no parking passes sold in advance for this area. The price
will be $40. Football game tickets must be shown for entrance to the parking areas on the course. The parking area, as with all other Notre
Dame football parking areas, will open at 8 a.m. Eastern time on game days. Tailgating will be permitted. If inclement weather makes the
course unavailable, there will be signs to that effect at Exit 77 of the Indiana Toll Road and at entrances to the course. Only passenger vehicles
will be permitted to park in this new area; no recreational vehicles, limousines, large trucks, buses or motorcycles will be admitted. All vehicles
must exit the course by three hours after each game, so the course can be prepared for play on Sundays. Any vehicles remaining three hours
after the conclusion of a game will be towed.

From a safety and security perspective, new initiatives include:

P In an effort to encourage appropriate behavior, fans will be able to utilize a new text messaging system to report any instances of unruly
or disruptive behavior in conjunction with home games, including inside Notre Dame Stadium. The system will be in place beginning at 8 a.m.
on Saturdays. Fans can simply text 41513 and type into the message the word "Irish" followed by a space, followed by a brief description of
the issue and its location. Ushers, public safety personnel and/or University officials will respond as needed.

P> The University's no trespass order has been reviewed and a new policy will go into effect beginning in the 2009 season. Peaple who are
disruptive on game days risk being issued a one-day Game Day Ban and will be prohibited from remaining on campus for the duration of the
day. This does not change the University's policy with respect to those who commit criminal or seriously offensive acts on campus, who are
subject to being issued a full no trespass notice.

P The University will continue to work with its community partners to provide the safest and most welcoming and enjoyable environment
possible on game days - including a newly designed integrated command center in Notre Dame Stadium to respond to any issues.

Communications initiatives include:

P Anew, enhanced football game-day Web site titled "Game Day: A Legendary Experience" will be available at gameday.nd.edu. A one-
stop resource, the site will include information on pep rallies, special speakers on campus, parking, the Friday luncheon, the band and
everything else that occurs on a home football weekend.

P Fans will be provided a variety of ways to provide feedback on their game-day experiences - including via the game day Web site and a
toll-free phone number, 877-ND1-FANS.

MICHIGAN STATE HEAD COACH MARK DANTONIO

Mark Dantonio, who served as head coach at Cincinnati for three seasons and as an assistant coach at
Michigan State for six years, became Michigan State University's 24th head football coach on Nov. 27,
2006.

A Zanesville, Ohio, native with Midwest ties, Dantonio has 26 years of collegiate coaching experience,
and coached in his 13th bowl game in the 2009 Capital One Bow! as the Spartans faced Georgia. He has
worked for some of the top coaches in the game, including Nick Saban, Jim Tressel and Earle Bruce.

In just two seasons, Dantonio has restored the pride and tradition of Spartan football. He is 16-10
(.615) since taking over the program, securing the most wins by a Spartan head coach in his first two
years while leading MSU to its first back-to-back bowl appearances since 1996-97 and its first consecutive
winning seasons since 1989-90.

Riding the momentum generated by his first two seasons, Dantonio and his coaching staff put
together a 2009 recruiting class that analysts rank among the nation's Top 25 (MaxPreps/Tom Lemming
No. 12, PrepStar No. 15, Rivals.com No. 17 and Scouts, Inc. No. 21).

One of 15 semifinalists for the George Munger Coach of the Year Award, Dantonio had his most suc-
cessful season as a head coach in 2008. Under his leadership, the Spartans went 9-3 in the reqular season
and compiled a 6-2 record in the Big Ten, the best league mark for the program since 1999. It's also just
the third time since 1966 and 10th overall that Michigan State has won at least nine games in a season.
Michigan State defeated five bowl-bound teams, with victories over Florida Atlantic, Notre Dame, lowa,
Northwestern and Wisconsin. The Spartans, who made their eighth New Year's Day Bow! appearance and
their first in nine seasons, finished the season ranked No. 24 in both the Associated Press and USA Today
Polls.

In 2008, three Michigan State players were named first-team All-Big Ten by the league's head
coaches: senior running back Javon Ringer, senior safety Otis Wiley and sophomore linebacker Greg Jones.
The three first-team all-conference selections were the most for the Spartans since five players received
first-team honors in 1999. A total of 15 Spartans received All-Big Ten recognition on the first team, second
team or honorable mention.

Ringer became MSU's first consensus All-American since 2004, earning first-team accolades from
Walter Camp and the Associated Press. The Doak Walker Award finalist had one of the finest seasons in
Spartan history, scoring a school-record 22 touchdowns and rushing for 1,637 yards, which ranked second
in school history. Ringer was selected by the Tennessee Titans in the fifth round of the 2009 NFL Draft.

A QUICK LOOK AT THE SPARTANS LAST WEEK

EAST LANSING, Mich. (AP) -- Andrew Aquila, handed a second chance to make the winning field goal on
a Michigan State penalty, kicked a 42-yarder with 3 seconds left to give Central Michigan a stunning
29-27 victory over the Spartans.

(MU quarterback Dan LeFevour, who became the MAC's all-time leader in total offense, threw an
11-yard touchdown pass to Paris Cotton with 32 seconds left to pull the Chippewas within 27-26.

Central Michigan went for the win, but on the 2-point conversion attempt, Antonio Brown caught
LeFevour's high-arching pass out of bounds.

But the Chippewas (1-1) recovered an onside kick and drove into position for a 47-yard field goal.
Aquila missed it, but Michigan State (1-1) was whistled for an offsides penalty, giving Aguila another shot
atit from 42, and he nailed it.

The win is Central Michigan's second straight over a Big Ten opponent and fourth all-time against the
conference. It also snapped the program's four-game losing streak to the Spartans.

LeFevour finished 33 of 46 for 328 yards with three TDs and an interception.

The suburban Chicago native surpassed Byron Leftwich's record of 12,084 yards on a 12-yard TD pass
to Kito Poblah that tied the game 20-20 less than a minute into the fourth quarter.

Michigan State took the lead 27-20 on a 7-yard pass from Kirk Cousins to B.J. Cunningham with 7:33
remaining.

Cousins, who was 13 of 18 for 164 yards and the one TD, started and played the majority of the game.
Fellow sophomore Keith Nichol played a handful of series and completed 3-of-8 passes for 51 yards.

Michigan State led 17-13 at halftime, thanks to a 16-yard pass from Nichol to Charlie Gantt that the
tight end caught while falling down in the end zone with 4 minutes to go in the second quarter.

Earlier in the second, LeFevour called his own number on a fourth-and-1 play from Michigan State's
29-yard line. Down 10-6, Jones decided to go for it, and his QB bowled over a couple of State defenders
for a 2-yard gain and a first down.

But two plays later, he missed an open receiver and was picked off by Jeremy Ware at the Michigan
State 7-yard line.

Central then held the Spartans and drove 36 yards in three plays, the last being a 6-yard TD pass from
LeFevour to Brown. The wide receiver found himself all alone in the comner of the end zone, and LeFevour
sailed it right into his arms for a 13-10 lead with 5:49 to go in the first half.

Brown did a little bit of everything on Saturday, catching passes and retuming punts and kicks. The
junior from Miami even threw a 24-yard pass to LeFevour and ran twice from scrimmage. He finished with
248 all-purpose yards.

NOTRE DAME - MICHIGAN STATE SERIES NOTES

P> Notre Dame and Michigan State first met in 1897, with the Irish
earning a 34-6 victory.

P> The two schools played nine times through 1910, with Notre
Dame winning the first eight encounters by a combined score of
222-6. Following a six-year layoff, Notre Dame won five of the next
six games with the Spartans from 1916-21.

P> Notre Dame leads the series with Michigan State by a 44-27-1
count, including a 26-13 record in South Bend and 15-13 in Notre
Dame Stadium.

P> Michigan State has won nine of the last 12 games in the series,
including six straight in Notre Dame Stadium, but the Irish have
captured 15 of the last 19 in Spartan Stadium.

P> The Michigan State rivalry is the fourth-most frequent in Notre
Dame history. Only Navy (82), Purdue (80) and USC (80) have faced
the Irish more times than the Spartans.

P> Notre Dame's 44 victories in the series against the Spartans is
tied for the third-highest total against an opponent in school history
behind Navy (71), Purdue (52) and Pittsburgh (44).

P> Since 1949, the winner of the Michigan State-Notre Dame game
has been presented the Megaphone Trophy, sponsored jointly by the
Detroit alumni clubs of both schools. The megaphone is printed half
blue, with a gold ND monogram, and half white, with a green MSC.
All previous game scores are listed on the trophy. Michigan State and
Notre Dame played 36 consecutive seasons from 1959-94 until the
two-year interruption of the series in 1995-96. The current series
contract runs through the 2011 season.

P> Over the last nine meetings (dating back to 2000), the Notre
Dame-Michigan State game has been decided by a touchdown or
less on seven different occasions, with the game-winning score
coming late in the fourth quarter or overtime in six of the nine meet-
ings. Here's a breakdown of the nail-biting heroics:

2000: Herb Haygood 68-yard TD pass from Jeff Smoker with 1:48 left in the 4th quarter (MSU 27-21).

2001: Charles Rogers 47-yard TD pass from Ryan Van Dyke with 7:51 left in the 4th quarter (MSU 17-10).

2002: Arnaz Battle 60-yard TD pass from Pat Dillingham with 1:15 left in the 4th quarter (ND 21-17).

2003: Greg Taplin 40-yard INT return with 6:55 left in the 4th quarter (MSU 22-16).

2004: Notre Dame builds a 287 third quarter lead before MSU rallies with 17 points in 31-24 ND win.

2005: Jason Teague's 19-yd TD run in the first overtime gave the Spartans a 44-41 victory in Notre Dame Stadium. The Irish had rallied from
a 21-point deficit to force overtime.

2006: Notre Dame (BTerrail Lambert intercepts Michigan State quarterback Drew Stanton and returns it 27 yards for the go-ahead touchdown
with 2:53 remaining as the Irish rallied from a 16-point fourth-quarter deficit for a 40-37 victory. Lambert added another interception on the
Spartans final drive to ultimately secure the triumph.

SPARTANS OWN MOST OF THE BIG UPSETS

P> Since the series resumed in 1948, the higher-ranked team (in the AP poll) has gone 43-10. In games when the higher-ranked team was
in the AP top 10, the lower-ranked team is just 6-25-1.

P> Notre Dame has been ranked higher than Michigan State 33 times, with the Spartans pulling off the upset 12 times. Those upsets include
eight games when the Spartans were unranked: 21-17 at home in 1968 over the No. 5 Irish, 10-3 at Notre Dame in 1975 (the Irish were No.
8), 28-23 at Notre Dame in 1983 (the Irish were No. 4), 20-15 at home over the No. 20 Irish in 1986, 45-23 at home in 1998 over the No. 10
Irish, 23-13 at Notre Dame in 1999 (the Irish were No. 24), 17-10 at Notre Dame in 2001 (the Irish were No. 23), 27-21 and 44-41in 0T at
Notre Dame in 2005 (the Irish were No. 10).

P> Michigan State's other two upsets came when the No. 13 Spartans won at home over the No. 4 Irish in 1955 (21-7) and the No. 23
Spartans won at home over the No. 16 Irish in 2000 (27-21).

P> Neither team enters this weekend's game ranked. It marks just the 12th time in series history that both Notre Dame and Michigan State
enter the matchup unranked.

IRISH AND SPARTANS FOLLOWING THE WOLVERINES

P> The game will mark the 20th time in Notre Dame history the Irish have faced Michigan State the week following the Michigan game.
P> Notre Dame is 8-3 against the Spartans following a victory over the Wolverines, 4-3 following a defeat and 1-0 following a tie.

P> The lrish have knocked off Michigan and Michigan State in consecutive weeks eight different times (1980, 1987, 1988, 1989, 1990, 1993,
2002 and 2004)

P> Notre Dame has dropped both rivalry games three times (1986, 2003 and 2007).

P> Overall, the Irish are 13-6 against the Spartans the week after playing Michigan.

IRISH RECORD SETTERS IN THE MICHIGAN STATE SERIES

P> 1987 Heisman Trophy winner Tim Brown returned two punts for touchdowns against Michigan State on Sept. 19, 1987.

P> Phil Carter set a school record for rushes in a single-game (40) against the Spartans on Oct. 4, 1980. He also rushed for 254 yards that
game, third most ever by an Irish running back.

P> John Petitbon had a remarkable game against Michigan State on Oct. 28, 1950. Petitbon rushed for 170 yards on just 10 carries. The 17.0
yard per rush average is the second-highest in school history.

»> Former QB Brady Quinn attempted 60 passes, threw for 467 yards and five touchdowns in the 2005 game against Michigan State. The 60
pass attempts, 467 yards and five touchdowns are the second-most in school history. In the same game, Quinn tied the school record for
completions in a single game with 33.

> Irish quarterbacks coach Ron Powlus completed a school record-tying 14 straight passes against Michigan State on Sept. 20, 1997.

P> Former WR Jeff Samardzjia (Sept. 17, 2005) and former Irish WR Jim Mutscheller (Oct. 28, 1950) each registered three touchdown recep-
tions in a single-game against Michigan State. The three touchdown catches are tied for the second most in single-game school history.

P> In the 2006 meeting, Notre Dame overcame a 16-point fourth quarter deficit. It marked the largest fourth quarter deficit ever overcome
by the Irish since the Nov. 29, 1986 meeting at USC when Notre Dame trailed the Trojans, 37-20, with just under 12 minutes to go in the game
and came back to win, 38-37. Steve Beuerlein tossed a pair of fourth quarter touchdowns and John Carney booted a 19-yard field goal as time
expired to secure the victory.

NOTRE DAME VS. BIG TEN

P> Notre Dame has faced no other conference as often as the Big Ten. The Irish have played 346 all-time games against the 11 current
members of the league. Notre Dame is 218-113-15 in those meetings. The Irish have played almost three times as many games against the
Big Ten as any other conference. The Pac-10 (128) and ACC (108) are the only other conferences against which Notre Dame has played at
least 100 games.

P> Notre Dame has faced Michigan State 72 times (44-27-1), second most of any Big Ten program. Purdue leads the Big Ten with 80 all-time
games against Notre Dame (52-26-2) followed by the Spartans, Northwestern (37-8-2) and Michigan (15-21-1).

P> Notre Dame will face three members of the Big Ten in 2009 (Michigan, Michigan State and Purdue). The Irish face the Wolverines, Spartans
and Boilermakers for the eighth consecutive season. Notre Dame played four members of the Big Ten in 2006 and 2007. Notre Dame has
played a member of the Big Ten every single season since 1915.

P> Notre Dame has posted a 112-45-5 (.707) record against Big Ten opponents at home and a 91-40-3 (.690) mark inside Notre Dame
Stadium.

P> Notre Dame director of recreational services and fitness Sally Derengoski is a native of East Lansing, Mich.

P> The 2009 Notre Dame roster features three players from the state of Michigan, including senior QB Evan Sharpley, sophomore TB Jonas
Gray and sophomore walk-on (B Andrew Plaska. Sharpley graduated from Marshall High School in Marshall, Michigan, while Gray attended
Detroit Country Day High School and calls Pontiac home. Plaska matriculated at Zeeland West H.S. in Zeeland, Michigan.

P> The 2009 Michigan State roster features only one player from the state of Indiana, freshman LB TyQuan Hammock (Fort Wayne/Bishop
LuersH.S.).

P> A number of players from Michigan State and Notre Dame either attended the same high school or hail from the same hometown.

P> Five of Notre Dame's more noteworthy all-time players from Michigan include All-American and legendary halfback George Gipp

NOTRE DAME, Ind. (AP) -- Brian Hoyer threw four touchdown passes and Javon Ringer rushed for
144 yards to lead Michigan State to a 31-14 victory over Notre Dame.

Michigan State (4-0) became the first opponent to win six in a row at Notre Dame Stadium, and got
some revenge for last year's stunning Fighting Irish comeback in East Lansing.

The Spartans blew the game open with a pair of third-quarter TDs, a 16-yard catch by Mark Dell
and a 30-yard catch by Kellen Davis on a fourth-and-2 play to make it 31-14. Davis also had a 3-yard TD
catch and Devin Thomas had a 7-yard scoring catch.

Notre Dame finally found some offense, scoring two TDs and finishing in the black in yards rushing
for the first time this season, but the Irish defense was woeful.

Notre Dame finally scored its first offensive touchdown of the season on a 1-yard run by Travis
Thomas to cap a 9-yard drive in the first quarter. The score was setup by a Michigan State fumble.

Notre Dame later added an 80-yard scoring drive highlighted by a 43-yard run by James Aldridge.

The Irish offense, which was the worst in the country through three games, was led by James
Aldridge, who ran for 104 yards on 18 carries. The Irish ran for 117 yards; Michigan State 219 yards.

Last season, Brady Quinn led the Irish back from a 16-point deficit in the fourth quarter and Notre
Dame pulled out a 40-37 victory.

This season it was the Michigan State quarterback who was the star.

Hoyer was 11-0f-24 passing for 135 yards as the Spartans amassed 354 yards total offense. Jehuu
Caulcrick added 83 yards rushing for the Spartans.

Freshman Jimmy Clausen was 7 of 13 passing for 53 yards for Notre Dame. Evan Sharpley, who
played the fourth quarter, was 4-of-7 passing for 33 yards. The Irish, who had given up 23 sacks through
their first three games, were sacked four times by the Spartans. MSU defensive end Jonal Saint-Dic
sacked Clausen for a 17-yard loss and stripped the ball from the quarterback.

The Spartans took command in the second half, sparked by a 52-yard kickoff return by Thomas after
intermission. After Hoyer kept the drive alive on a 19-yard completion to Thomas on third-and-17, he
threw his third TD pass of the game. The Spartans scored again two possessions later to put the game
away.

The Irish played their best game of the season, but just couldn't keep up. They have now scored 27
points through four games - the third fewest ever in school history. The 1933 team managed just 12
points and the 1928 team coached by Knute Rockne scored 25.

Notre Dame scored both of its touchdowns in the first half and trailed 17-14 at halftime. The first
came on a short drive after Hoyer fumbled the snap and Irish defensive end Trevor Laws recovered. The
second touchdown came on a 3-yard run by Robert Hughes.

»> Floyd leads all FBS receivers in the nation with a 29.09 yards per catch average and is tied for the nation's lead in
receiving touchdowns with four.

P> Floyd also ranks among the top FBS receivers in the nation in receiving yards per game (160.0, 2nd), total receiving
yards (320, 2nd) and receptions per game (5.5, 40th).

P> Floyd has already registered five receptions of at least 20 yards over Notre Dame's first two games of the season.

P> Floyd's 320 yards are the second-most for an Irish receiver in the first two games of a season in school history. The
school record in 417 held by Jim Seymour, who had games of 276 against Purdue (single-game school record) and 141
against Northwestern to open the 1966 season.

P> Floyd recorded four catches for 189 yards and three touchdowns in the 35-0 rout of Nevada. He averaged 47.3 yards
per reception, which broke the previous school record of 41.6 yards per catch by Jim Morse against USC on Nov. 26,
1955. Floyd was named College Foothall Performance Awards Performer of the Week.

P> Notonly were Floyd's 189 yards receiving the most by any wideout in the NCAA FBS that week, but his three receiv-
ing touchdowns were also tops on the weekend.

P> The 189 yards receiving marked the second-best single-game total by an Irish sophomore wideout in school his-
tory.

P> Floyd set a new career-high for longest reception when he raced 88 yards for a touchdown with 10:12 left in the
third quarter against Nevada. The 88-yard reception was the third longest in Notre Dame football history and longest
since Nov. 7, 1981 when Blair Kiel found Joe Howard for a school record 96 yards.

P> Floyd registered his second career multi-touchdown game against Nevada (he recorded a pair of touchdown re-
ceptions against Pittsburgh on Nov. 1, 2008).

P> Floyd not only became the first Irish freshman to register a touchdown catch in a season opener (San Diego State
in 2008), but also became the first freshman to register Notre Dame’s first points of a season by touchdown. Floyd had

P> Allen was named a 2009 Doak Walker Award Candidate. He also was ranked as Phil Steele's #17 kick returner and
#47 running back.

P> Allen ranks among the top FBS running backs in the nation in total rushing yards (211, 21st), rushing yards per
game (105.5, 23rd), rushes (36, 27th) and yards per rush (5.86, 51st). He is also tied for 64th in the nation in all-
purpose yards per game (130.0).

P> Allen not only rushed for a career-best 139 yards last week against Michigan, but he also registered his longest
career rush of 24 yards.

P Allen eclipsed 100 rushing yards for the second time i his career.

»> Clausen is one of four Irish captains and also was ranked by Phil Steele as the 10th-best quarterback in the nation
for 2009.

P> Clausen is one of 20 FBS quarterbacks that has yet to throw an interception and only two of those 20 have more pass
attempts than his 60.

P> Clausen ranks among the top FBS quarterbacks in the nation in fewest interceptions (0, t-1st), passing touchdowns
(7, t-2nd), passing efficiency (19631, 3rd), total points responsible for (42, 4th), points responsible for per game
(21.0, 4th), total passing yards (651, 6th), passing yards per attempt (10.85, 7th), passing yards per game (325.5, 8th),
passing yards per completion (16.28, 9th), total offense (326.0, 11th), completion percentage (6.7, t-25th), total
completions (40, t-28th), completions per game (20.0, t-29th) and total attempts (60, t-36th).

P> Despite being just a little over halfway through his college career, Clausen has moved into the top-10 in almost all
Notre Dame passing lists.

P> Clausen already ranks in the top-five in 10 categories including passing yards per game (second — 203.1 yards),
pass attempts per game (second — 29.8), completion percentage (second — 59.9 percent), pass completions per game
(second — 17.8), total offense per game (second — 192.7), completions (fourth — 446), attempts (fourth — 745),
passing touchdowns (fourth — 39). He also ranks fourth in lowest interception percentage (3.09 percent) in school
history and fifth in career passing yards (5,077).

P> Clausen surpassed 5,000 career passing yards last week against Michigan. He is the fifth Notre Dame quarterback
to ever accomplish the feat.

P> Clausen reached 5,000 career passing yards faster than any other Irish signal caller in school history. He reached
5,000 career passing yards in his 25th game in a Notre Dame uniform, while former All-American Brady Quinn did not
reach the mark until his 27th career game.

P> Here is an interesting comparison between Clausen and Quinn's statistics over their first 25 career games:

P> Clausen has already registered 10 passes of at least 20 yards over Notre Dame's first two games of the season.

P> Clausen has registered multiple touchdown passes 12 times over Notre Dame's last 17 games.

P> Clausen has thrown three or more touchdown passes nine times over his Irish career - all over Notre Dame's last
18 games.

P> Clausen eclipsed 300 yards for the third straight game and fifth time over his lIrish career.

P> Clausen's 336 yards are the most ever by an Irish signal caller against Michigan.

P> Clausen completed 9-of-17 passes for 113 yards and one touchdown in the fourth quarter.

P> Over his last three games, Clausen has completed 62-0f-86 passes (72.1 %) for 1,052 yards with 12 touchdowns
and no interceptions. That equates to a 220.9 quarterback efficiency rating.

P On the drive following Michigan's kickoff return for touchdown (giving the Wolverines a 14-3 lead), Clausen
quided a seven play, 76-yard drive to bring Notre Dame within a score of 14-10. He went 3-for-3 on the drive for 56
yards, including a 37-yard strike to Floyd.

P> After the Irish defense then forced the Wolverines into a three and out following the touchdown, Clausen guided
another scoring drive. Notre Dame went 69 yards on seven plays before Clausen found Floyd in the corner of the end
zone to give the Irish a 17-14 lead. He completed 3-of-4 passes for 55 yards and a touchdown.

P On Notre Dame's three scoring drives following Michigan's kickoff return for touchdown (two touchdowns and a
field goal), Clausen completed 7-for-8 passes for 118 yards and two touchdowns.

P> Clausen attempted 42 passes against Michigan without an interception. The 42 pass attempts were the sixth-most
in single-game school history without a pick. Interestingly, Clausen has five of the top 10 best games in terms of most
passes in a single game without an interception.

P> Clausen finished the afternoon against Nevada 15-of-18 for 315 yards, four touchdowns and no interceptions. He
completed 83.3% of his passes, which ranked tied for sixth-best in Irish single-game history (equaling his effort
against Navy on Nov. 15, 2008). Clausen was one of four nominees for the AT&T Player of the Week.

P> Clausen has now posted completion percentages of over 80% in three separate games over his career, making him
the only Notre Dame quarterback to post three such games. His trio of games all rank among the top 10 completion
percentages in single-game Irish history.

P> Clausen set a school record for average passing yards per attempt against Nevada. His average of 17.50 yards per
attempt bested his own previous school record of 15.42 set in the 2008 Hawai'i Bowl. Clausen established school
records for single-game yards passing per attempt in consecutive outings.

P> Clausen recorded a pass efficiency rating of 303.67 in the Nevada game, surpassing his career best of 277.63 setin
the Hawai'i Bow! last season. The rating was the best by an Irish quarterback in a single game in the Charlie Weis
era.

P Clausen posted the highest completion percentage, efficiency rating, yards per attempt, yards per completion and
touchdown to interception ratio of any quarterback in all of the FBS that week. He also threw the second-most touch-
downs overall.

P> Clausen tossed touchdown passes of 19 and 24 yards to Rudolph and Floyd, respectively, in the first half. The
signal caller was nearly perfect in the opening 15 minutes. Clausen completed 8-0f-9 passes for 90 yards and one
touchdown in the opening 15 minutes.

P> Clausen set new a career-high for his longest completion when he hooked up with Floyd for 88 yards. The 88-yard
completion was the third longest in Notre Dame football history and longest since Nov. 7, 1981 when Blair Kiel found
Joe Howard for a school record 96 yards.

P> His four touchdown passes against Nevada rank tied for fifth-best in single-game Irish history.

P> Clausen is the second Irish quarterback to ever have multiple games with at least four touchdown passes.

P> Clausen started all 13 games at quarterback for the Irish in 2008 and recorded the third-most prolific passing
season in Notre Dame history. He completed 268 of his 440 pass attempts (60.9 pct) for 3,172 passing yards (244.0
yards per game) on the year and tossed 25 touchdowns. Clausen established records for every major passing category
by a sophomore Notre Dame quarterback. The only better statistical seasons were Brady Quinn in 2005 and 2006. He
ranked 43rd in passing efficiency nationally at 132.49 and ranked 40th in total offense at 238.38.
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P Clausen completed 22 of 26 passes for 401 yards and five TDs with no interceptions vs. Hawai'i in the Sheraton
Hawai'i Bowl. He set individual career bests in completion percentage (84.6 percent), passing yards (401) and TD
passes (five). Clausen's statistics also helped set Notre Dame team bow! records in points (49), passing yards (413),
passing touchdowns (five) and total yards (478). His passing yards, passing touchdowns and completion percentage
were individual bowl records for the Irish. Clausen's completion percentage was the second best by any quarterback at
any school in bowl game history.

P> Clausen is only the second Notre Dame quarterback to throw for at least 20 touchdowns in a season (Brady Quinn
in 2005 and 2006).

P Clausen closed the 2008 season with 268 completions, 440 pass attempts, 3,172 yards and 25 touchdowns. He
ranked third in single-season Notre Dame history in all three categories. He ranked in the top-five in eight single-season
categories including attempts (third), attempts per game (third — 33.8), completions (third), completions per game
(third — 20.6), completion percentage (fifth — 60.9 percent), passing yards (third), passing yards per game (third —
244.0) and touchdown passes (third).

P Clausen had 43 completions of over 20 yards in 2008 after connecting on just 13 in 10 games as a freshman in
2007.

P> Clausen set career-highs in completions (31) and attempts (48) against North Carolina on Oct. 11, 2008. The 31
completions are the fourth-most, the 48 attempts are tied for sixth-most and the 383 yards are eighth-most in Notre
Dame single-game history.

P> Clausen went 132 passes without an interception over one stretch in 2008, which was the second longest in school
history by a Notre Dame quarterback (only Brady Quinn's 226 straight passes without an interception during the 2006
season was longer).

» The Irish figured to struggle to find an immediate replacement in 2008 for John Carlson, one of the most prolific
tight ends in school history. Carlson started each of the last 23 games in which he appeared and recorded the second-
most receptions (100) and third-most receiving yards (1,093) for a career by a Notre Dame tight end.

» Rudolph exploded onto the scene in 2008. A USA Today first-team All-American and considered by most recruiting
sites as the top tight end in the nation, Rudolph started all 13 games last season and became the first Notre Dame rookie
tight end to ever start a season opener.

» Rudolph recorded single-game highs in both receptions (5) and receiving yards (70) against Stanford on Oct. 4,
2008. Rudolph also added his second career touchdown reception against the Cardinals.

P> With his first reception against Pittsburgh on Nov. 1, 2008, Rudolph established a new school record for receptions
by a Notre Dame freshman tight end. He broke Ken McAfee's record of 14 catches in 1974.

P With his 12-yard reception against Syracuse on Nov. 22, 2008 midway through the second quarter, Rudolph
eclipsed Dean Masztak's school record for most receiving yards by a freshman tight end. Masztak had 236 yards receiv-
ing on 13 receptions in 1978.

He broke the
drought with his five-yard grab of a Jimmy Clausen pass in the third quarter as the Irish extended their lead to 28-14
over the Boilermakers.

P> Rudolph is the first Notre Dame rookie tight end to haul in touchdown passes in consecutive weeks (Purdue and
Stanford) since Derek Brown did during the 1988 season. Ironically enough, Brown also did it in victories over both
Purdue and Stanford.
